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WHOSE MONEY WAS IT?

DID METSCHAN DRAW INTEREST
ON STATE FUNDS?

i
A. Bush, of Salem, Is Trring to Prove
He Did, and Adduces Strong
Evidbnee.

BALEM, Or, Jan. &i.—That ex-State
Treasurer Phil Metschan deposited state
funds in the Willlams & England Bank
and recelved Interest thereon was what
banker A. BHush iried to prove In the
Circujt Court todny. Evidence tending
etrongly to support that view of the case
was introduced, but whether it proves the
fact is yei to be decided by the court.

The Willlams & England Bank falied in
November, 1865, nearly five yealfs after Mr,
Metschan beoame State Treasurer, It
wis shown by the books of the bank that
some $12.000 standing on the books to the
credit of ex-State Treasurer G. A, Webb
wis transferred to Mr., Metschan's ac-
count, and that $W&0 and T2 was there-
after credited to Mr, Metschan as inter-
et on this and other deposits. The firmt
sayment of interest was made about &
year and four months after Mr. Metschan
went into office,

At the time the bank falled only about
$5000 was credited to the acoount of Phii
Metschan, State Treasurer. Certificates
of depoait to the amount of $5,000 were
held by Edmund . Giltner, who testi-
fled on the stand today that this mooey
was furnished by Metschan, and that the
certificates of deposit were held by him as
an accommodation to - Mr. Metachan,
When psked why the money was depos-
ited In the pames of several persons in-
stead of In one, Mr. Glitner sald that It
was 10 avold publicity. The persons In
whose names certificates of deposit were
thus lesped were B. F. Giltner, E. C. Glit-
ner, L. A. McNary, F. K. Lovell and L,
K. Adams. It was shown that these per.
sona did not deposit any money in the
bank, but that they permitied the use of
their names as a favor to Mr. Metschan,

Mr. Metschan was not present at the
trial toduy. The witnesses had but little
recollection of the detalls of the varlous
transaclions, so the books themseives
formed the principal evidence. In some
cases the book entries do not show what
the deposits and payments really were,
and not until the court has rendersd a de.
ciglon will It be known whether the
money upon which Interest was pald was
state money.

W. H. Odell, ex-tlerk of the Land
Board, is also a defendant in this pro-
ceeding. It was alleged that he depoe-
fted state funds In the bank. This was
practically admitted by him and he ex-
plained that It was his custom to deposit
bis collections from time to time, and to
make payments to the state treasury once
& month, No attempt was made to show
that elther Mr. Odell or his co-defendant,
E. J Swafford, ex-City Treasurer, re-
colved any Interest on money deposited by
them,

The whole proceeding was commenced
by A. Bush, who filed a petition asking
Judge Bolse to make an order forbidding
the recelver of the Willams & Engiand
Bank to pay any interest on the clalms
of these ereditors, it being alleged that
their claime are for public funds. The
genceral deflense was that as poon as the
bunk fallsd these creditors were com-
pelied 10 use their private maney to make
the public funde good, end that they
therefore have personal claims against
the bank for the amounts they had on
deposit. The case will be argued next
Saturday.

A sult is pending In the Circult Court
having for its purpose the recovery af any
publiec money that may have been paid
out on clalms against the bank or as in-
ferest on claima founded upon deposits
of pubilc money
