DON'T WASTE THE WATER

Suaperintendent Dodge Tells How te
Prevent Froven Pipes.

In discussing the wasie of water during
the cold spell Buperintendent Frank T
Dodge, sald yesterday:

“The mainas for distributing water
throughout the city at the polints where
they branch off from the Buoll Run con-
dult on both sides of the river are -w-n-l
stantly full of water, and taking all they |

can possitly carry, even If the supply was
Hmited, but, during the present IH\I}‘-‘.U-‘
ally cold weather, these distributing
malns in aistricts furthest from the |

|

source of supply. and the most elevated,
are nearly empty, the water having been
nearly all drawn off by per=ons who,
contrary to the clty regulations, allow
it to run 0 waste to prevent it from
freezing in thelr pipes. The regulations

require that In each house the pipes
shall be protected from frost, and that |
there must be a4 stop and waste cock

in the basement, by means of which the
water may be shut off, a fauce! openead
to mdmit air. and the pipe= drained at
night during freexihg weather.

“Rather than take the trouble to shut
the water off many persons oarelessly
allow faucets to run all the time wide
open. Few persons realize the fact that,
if In one-fourth the places supplied w‘.th‘
water, one faucet in euch place s al-
lowed to run wide open all the time the |
entire flow from Bull Run, 30 galions a
dey Tor each inhabliant, which s three
to four times as much as the usual al-
lowance In American cities, would be
wanted, nnd the remalning three-fourths
of the places wouid be without water
The water-works Inspectors are dolng
they can to stop the waste of water b
going from house to house, especislly to
those where they think water 8 most
lUkely to be wasted and reminding the
occupants of the city regulations on the
subject

Great Rush to the Northwest Ex-
pecied in the Spring.

Spokane in particular, =nd Eastern
Washington gencrally, are actively in the
field for a shure of the tide of immigra-
tion expected (o come Westward in the
Spring, and Indications point to home-
seckers coming to the Pacific Coast In
larger numbers this year than ever before,
L. Lewis Clark, of Spokane, a well-known
capitalist of Eastern Washington, who Is
at the Portland for a few daya, has been
prominont in promoting immigration to the
Inland Empire country. In speaking of
the prospects for mmmediate devalopment
of the Big Bend and Palouse districts, Mr.

| Tlark said:

“The Chamber of Commaerce and citizens
of Bpokane have been working with the
railroads to Induce homesvekers 10 come to
Esastern Washington, and from reports re-
ceived we have reason (o expect a larper
number this Bprine than ever before in
the history of the state, Rallroad men
huve told me that an average of from
4% to 500 letters are received dally by
the Great Northern and Northern Pacific,
ssking Information concerning lands along
thelr respective lne Clerical forces are

maintained to answer inquiries of this na. |

ture, and comprchenslve litérature, con-
taining descriptions,
statistics and such other facts as would
be of interest 1o the homeseeker, 1s scat-
tered broadceast throughout the land. It
is not scattered in a literal interpretation
of the word, for great care is takem thart
1t fulls into the hands of prospective im-
migranta.

|PAY MAY SOON GO UP

SCHOOL DIRECTORS REFER QUES-
TION OF TEACHERS' SALARIES,

Discussion as to the Distriet's Need
of Buildings—Forty Thousand
Dollars a Small Sam.

The gquestion of Increased salaries for
school teachers, and of new school bulld.
Ings for various parts of the clty, was
brought before the Board of Education
at its meeting Iast night, and referred.
The salary matter was turned over to the
commlittes on examination of teachers,
consisting of Chalrman Beach, Mra. 8it-
ton and Clty Sehool Buperintenden: Rig-
ler. The school-buillding queFtion was re.
ferred in part to a committee and to fu-
ture mestings

Whes the matter of readjusting salaries
was brought up, Director Warren moved
that it be referred to the committse. A
brief discussion of the action of the tax-
payers’ meeting followed, and Director
Wiiliams sald In his opinion the Increase
should not be given for another year.
Chalrman Beach took a contrary view.
According to the action, he thought, high-
¢r salaries should be given the next echool

year. The motion was then put and car-
ried.
In answer to guestions by the diree-

tors, Professor Rigler sald several of the
achiools Were crowded, The Brooklynm
Bchool will need one room, and in the
Fall will need two, No vacant rooms can
be had in Brookiyn, and he proposed that
the e¢ngine-house at East Eighteenth and
Powsll stregga, which the district owns,
be used for school purposes. The house
iz situated between the Brookivn and
Clinton Keilly Behools, and could accom-
modate puplls from each, Directors Will-
Inmes and Warren were appointed a com-
mittea to investigate the matter, with
power to act.

Professor Rigler ssid that the enroll-
ment next term would show just where
the greatost need for room was. Wood-
Inwn was In a sad state. Three rooms
are rented at present. Sellwood and South
Portland also demanded Improvementas.

The Directors discussed the subject In a
general way, and they concluded that little
could be done In the school-bullding way
with the HO00 voled by the taxpayers.
The improvements wanted at Woodlawn
would cost about 35,000,

Professor Rigler sald that in the south-
ern part of the city there was not wso
much pressure on  the SBputh Portland
Sehool ae on the Falling. The boundaries
might be changed so that puplle could be
tranaferred from the Falling to the Har-
rison., and puplls from the Harrison o
the Park The Harrlson could accommo-
date a number of pupils without danger of
overcrowding,

"We will have to do something Hke
that,” remarked Director Warren,

Conditions In Alblna were also rather
bad. Relief could be obtalned for the
Willlams-Avenue School by moving some
of the pupils to Holladay, and the Thomp-
son could be relleved by sending some
