Portland "Will Open the Season at
Tacoma--No Local Umpire

Victor Ball Adopted.

SPOKANE. Jan. 28. The annual meet-

ing of the Northwest Baseball League ad-

journed at midnight. It decided not to
hire local umpires; adopted the Victor
ball, and raised the salary limit to $1200.

GOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP.

Michigan Commissioner Finds Rea-
son for It In Recent Merging.

LANSING, Mich., Jan. 28. Commenting
on the Important mergings of railroad
properties during the last year. Railroad
Commissioner Osborn, in his annual re-
port, just Issued, asserts that legitimate
reasons for the Government ownership of
roads have been put forward and. that
the Idea has grown.

The wreck on the Wabash near Adrian
has prompted the Commissioner to make
several recommendations for the preven-
tion of disasters in the future. The Ger-
man method of signaling, outlined by
Chief Dispatcher Miller.. of the Burling-
ton, is commended. The Commissioner
says that all railroads should, as soon
as possible, operate only the strongest,
heaviest and best possible cars.

The necessity for state supervision of
electric railways and the need of more
competent and responsible trainmen are
urged by the Commissioner, and It is rec-
ommended that Michigan pass a law re-
quiring the proper warming of livestock
cars. The Legislature Is requested to
consider a law limiting the capitalization
on new railroads.

PACKING-HOUS- E RATES.

No More Secret Tariffs Will Be Main-
tained.

CHICAGO, Jan. 2S. Traffic officials of
the Western lines, according to the Record--

Herald, believe that the day for secret
and cut rates on packing-hous- e products
and dressed meats has passed, not to
come again. Acting upon the recent
agreement of the roads to cease paying
rebates and the assurance by the packers
that they would not seek preferential
rates, the presidents of the lines west of
Chicago have designated certain represen-
tatives to constitute a standing commit-
tee, whose duty it shall 4e to meet at
least every Tuesday, and, when necessary,
oftener, with a view to considering the
situation.

The committee, which 'will take the
place of the recent four terminal-poi- nt

committees, is composed of the following
officials: J. M. Johnson, third

of the Rock Island; A. C. Bird, third
nt of the St. Paul; H. R.

third nt of the North-
western; Darius Miller, first nt

of the Burlington; Paul Morton, sec-
ond nt of the Santa Fe, and
S. M. Felton, president of the Alton. In
pursuance of the "individual announce-
ment" of all the lines to make only open,
published rates, the Western trunk line
committee has issued a Joint through
freight tariff, embodying the cut rates
which have pertained to the products
mentioned ever since June 30, 1901.

The new tariff bears the signatures of
the general freight agents of 23 lines west
of Chicago, and Is a cut of about 10 per
cent of former published tariffs on packing--

house products and dressed meats
from Kansas City, St. Joseph, Atchison,
Leavenworth, Nebraska City, Omaha,
South Omaha, Council Bluffs and Sioux
City for th- - Middle States and the sea-
board territory.

An example of the cuts made by the
new tariff Is: The present rate of dressed
meats, salted meats and packing-hous- e

products from the points mentioned to
New York are 63, 53 and' 4S, as
against 68, 5S and 53 cents per 100
pounds in car lots.

Cut Rate to Elks Convention.
SALT LAKE CITY. Jan. 2S. The Rio

Grande lines, Including the Denver & Rio
Grande and Rio Grande Western, have
prepared notices to be served on all lines
interested that a rate of 535 for the round
trip from Chicago would be made In con-
nection with the Missouri Pacific for the
Elks' National convention, to be held in
Salt Lake next August. This is a reduc-
tion of $7 from the rate already agreed
upon by the Western lines.
