Amendments to Constitution and Dii
continuance of Dock.

By section 3 of an act of the Legislative
Assemblj' of the State of Oregon, entitled "An
act to authorize the establishment and main-
tenance of public libraries, and to provide
for their control and protection." approved
February 13, 1W1. the Common Council of the
City of Portland was authorized to contract
with the association for providing tho Inhab-
itants of the city with the free use of the
llbrarj-- on such terms and conditions as could
be agreed upon.

At a meeting of the members of the asso-
ciation, held June 20. 1901. by the unanimous
vote of the members present, jour "board of
directors was authorized to enter into a con-

tract with the Cltj of Portland. b the terms
of which the city was to levy nnd cause to
be collected annually for a period of 10 jears,
beginning with the jear 1W2. a tax of one-llf-

of a mill upon each dollar of the assessed
value of the taxable propertj of the cltj",
and place the proceeds of ruch tar In the city
trcasurj, to be drawn bj- - the association In
the manner provided bj the act of the Legis-

lature before referred to.
The contract thus authorized Is evidenced bj

ordinance No 12,302 of the city, entitled "An
ordinance authorizing a contract with the Ll-

brarj- Association of Portland for the purpose
of providing the Inhabitants of the city with
the free use of the llbrarj-- of said association."
which parsed the Common Council July 17 and
was approval b the Major Julj- - 18, 1001.

By authoritj of a resolution dulj- - adopted
by jour board of directors at the regular I

meeting of the board held on tho 7th day of
August, 1001. jour president and secretary
on the Hth day of August. 1001. filed with the
Auditor of the City of Portland the accept-
ance of the association of the b.neflt. terms
and conditions bj-- the ordinance lmpoed. a
copj of which ordinance, together with a copy
of the acceptance thereof. Is appended to thli
report.

in order that the association maj- - avail Itself
of the benefits conferre-- bj this contract with
the cltj. it Is necearj- - that jou rhall amend
the constitution of the association, both In
respect to Its membership and the Imposition
of dues upon those making ue of the llbrarj-- .

Tho required notice has been published. And
such amendments may properlj-- be considered
at this meeting. Anticipating jeur action in
this regard, the llbrarj committee has pre-
pared plans for necesarj' change In the rooms
of the nvso-Iatl- In order to accommodate the
Increased number of patrons, and with favor-
able action on jour part, it Is hoped that the
llbrarj maj' be opened to the general public
not later than thfr'20th of the present month.

The contemplated change In the pollcj- - of
tho association Is a radical one, and has not
been Inaugurated without very careful consid-
eration on the part of jour board of directors.
It Is not altogether a new idea. Substantially
the plan now adopted was considered bj-- the
association more than a quarter of a centurj
ago In discussing It the late Judge Deadj-- ,

then president of the association, to whom as
much as to anj one man Is due the establish-
ment of the precent government of the asso-
ciation, said: "A word of warning In this
connection. It maj be proposed to grant aid
upon condition that the control of tho library
Is given over to the cltj. I think, on the
whole, this would be a misfortune rather than
a benefit. In the end It would put the llbrarj-u-

to be scramble-- for as so much political
patronage. I ould not accept a cent of public
aid upon such terms. As organized at present
the llbrarj-- has an excellent scheme of govern-
ment; one which Is calculated to maVe It the
means of eleatlng and advancing the standarfl
of public taste and culture, rather than lower-
ing St."

Happily, the honorable Common Council. In
Its wisdom Imposed no such condition upon the
association. Uj-- the express terms of the ordi-
nance, the control and management of the
1'brarj Is left to the boanl of directors of the
association The Major and president of the
Common Council are members of the
association, and entitled to have a voice In
Its affairs, and I am cure that the association
v 111 profit largelj-- bj- - their counsel anl advice,
and that the bst Interests of tho association
will be advanced there bj--.

Election of Director.
The terms of Miss Falling and Mr. "Wood,

as directors of the association, expire bv limi-
tation with this date--, and the dutj of elect-
ing their successors now devolves upon jou.

THE THIIEE CHANNELS AT THE MOUTH OF COLUMBIA RIVER, SHOW-
ING THEIR C03IMON POINT OF DIVERGENCE AND DE1TH OF WATER.

The channel that leads past Flavel and Fort Stevens, as Indicated by the long black
line this cut. forks at the point F Into three courses. This point of divergence Is about
one mile and a half bejond the line of Cape Disappointment and the end of the jettj--. The
obstacles navigation are bejond this point along the three channels as Indicated. The
north channel Is the most dangerous, and has been the deepest, but Is now shoaling. It is
about a mile wldo at its narrowest places. The south channel Is deeper
than It vcas fix months ago, and is the safest course, on account of the direction of the
seas, tides and winds. Its width is about the same as that of the north channel.
The middle channel Is very narrow, and is used onlj- - under the most favorable condi-
tions. The north channel used to be marked on Its right-han- d side bj- - the buoys. A and B,
vhlch are now used as red buoys, although still black. The letter C represents a red buoy."
The south channel is not marked by buojs.

At the meeting of the trustees of the Portland Chamber of Commerce Saturday. George
W. Wood, representing tho Oregon bar pilots, proposed that the seaward limit of the south
channel at D be marked with a whistling buoy; that a second buoy bo stationed at E to
Indicate the shoala there, and that the diverging point of the three channels at F be marked
by a gas or lighted buoy so as to aid navigation at night. Captain Wood said that these
buoys are all that are needed for night navigation. Tho black and 'white points denote
black and red baoj-- s already la place.

Miss Isom has worked with zeal and
enthusiasm, and the members of the staff
transferred to that department have received
most erllclent training and Instruction. Miss
Harriet B. Gooch, librarian at North Adams.
Mass. was engaged later to assist In the
work, and has proved a valuable acquisition.
