J. B. V. Butler under the Arm name of
Butler &. Keiser, dealers In general mer-
chandise, returned to the city a few days
ago, after an absence of SO years. Ho
came down from Colfax, Wash., where
he has been living more than 20 years,
about a month ago to visit his sister,
Mrs. Arthur Warner, near Oregon City.
Mr. Keiser was born in Rennsclaer Coun-
ty, New York, January 2, 1S23. In early
life with his parents he removed to Penn-
sylvania. In 1S37 he went to Pike Coun-
ty.
