but two men regularly enghged in the
business, They shipped something ke
clght boxes dally to Astoria and Portland
murkels, except during the months of July
and August. when no pretense was made
to ship them on account of the peonle
who were the principal consumers of the
product visiting the seashore and digging
their own clams.

THE BARMBEK OUTSIDE.

German Bark With a2 Carge From
Hambarg Reported Last Night.
The German bark Barmbek with a full
cargo of cement was reported outside
last evening., and will probably come in
this morning., as the wind was shilting
around to the east, assuring a smooth
bar. None of the other cargo ships which
are now fully due has been reporied, but
by the time the fleet now In port is out
of the way, their places will be filled by
another bunch. The Barmbek is under
charter for wheat loading, end has until
March 1 to reach port without danger
of missing her charter. The report that
the French bark Les Adelphes had missed
her date was erroneous, as her canceling
date is March 1. although she takes a

etrnment to Introduce legisiation making
“erimping” a criminal offense,

Regarding ship subsldics, Colonel Rop-
ner said the United States would prob-
nbly pass a ship-subsidy bill, with the
result that there would be a rapld ex-
tenslon of the United Bintes mercantile
navy and kesaer competition which would
require sl the encrgy and enterprize of
Hritish shipowners to meet,

The chamber unanimously passed a res-
olution urging the Britlsh government to
make an effort to secure the exemption
of British ships from the payment of the
tonnage tax levied at United Btates ports
and use lts gnod offices to induce the
Ucited Btates, pending further legislation,
to enforee the present Federal and state
laws In regard to the desertion of seamen
and the payment of “blood money.”

The president read a letter from the
British Consul at 8an Francisco, snying
that seamen are not obtuinable without
“blood money,"” buy Colonel Ropner ex-
plained this by xaying there was always
n preponderance of seamen during the
firFt few months of the year.

Another resolution urged that the gov-
ernment pay eamest attention to the
serlous Injury sumained by British ship-
ping In consequence of the applicn-
tion of the coaztwise Inws of the United
States to the territories recently aecquired
by that country.

At the anual dinper of the chamber to-
night, Gerald W. Balfour, president of

More Time on New Signal Code.

FPORT TOWNSEND, Wash.,, Feb. 5.—
The law for the enforcement of the new
code of internatlonal signals beginning
January L IM2, has been modified, ac-
cording to instructions recelved here by
Caollector Huestis from the Commissioner
of Nuoavigatlon nat Washington, P. C.
The new International code went into ef-
fect Junuary 1 180, and was to be used
concurrentiy with the ofd signals until
January L 182, when the new signals
were to be wsd exclusively. Now the
Commissioner of Navigution extended the
time. This action = taken on account
of the British Hoard of Trade having de-
chled that while it Is to be pssumed In
all cases that the new code of signals
will be used Prom Januvary, 192, but if
signnlmen In any case cannot make out
the signals by new eode, but can trane
late them by the old, they cannot re-
fuse to take them. The Commissioner of
Navigation nt Washington bas lssued the
same Instructlons, but insist that in all
cases where the old code |s used the
same must be reported to the department,
