The cost of the fire has not yet been
counted with any degree of accuracy, and
It wiil be several days before there can be
a deflnite tabulation of losses and Insur-
ance. In the confusion of the day and
the rigorous guarding of the burned dis-
tricte at night, It was Impassible to locate
u majority of the heavier sufferers. The
entimate of $10,000,000 will probably cover
the destruction broadly, and a group of
city officinla, who went over the city this
evening, were Incilned to scale that flgure
down (o between §.300,000 and $560.060 for
nctual property losses. Thelr estimaites
made no caleslation for loss on account of
suspension of business,
