Hoar ridiculed the
the statements of Piatt, and In a face-
tious vein adverted to the efforts of the
American Government to control the Fili-
pino people. The remarks of the Massa.
chueits Senator aroused Piatt, who
made a notable speech. In the course of
which he referred to Hoar In pretty
sharp terms. In reply Hoar delivered a
criticism of the action of the Philippine
Commission.

Referring to the assertion that the Unit-
ed States is a creature of destiny in Its
connection with the Philippine Islands, and
lhat this Government is but carrying out
the decrees of Providence among the peo-j)'- e

of the archipelago. Teller declared that
he should want a plain edict from the
Almighty an edict that he would know-di-

not come from the evil one before he
would be willing to accept the supposed
decree of destiny.

"I could well Imagine." said he. "that
the method we are pursuing might ema-
nate from the evil one, but I cannot Im-

agine that they should emanate from the
rreat lover of the human race. I Insist
that in all this business his voice has not
been heard. If there is any reason why
Americans should be in the Philippine Isl-
ands, it cannot be found In the command
of the Almighty."

Some evil influence, he said, dominates
and controls the executive department of
the Gcvernment. and the President's voice
is ro longer for peace, but for war. Had
the Administration declared its present
policy toward the Philippines at the out-
set, the treaty with Spain would not have
been ratified.

"There Is no certainty." he asserted,
"""that because we have lived 123 years we

will live always. But we will live always
if we keep in mind all the time that Justice
must be done by every man to evcry'other
man, and we must above all deal justly
with every power we come in touch with."

Teller expressed the opinion that the
Filipinos never would consent to our con-
trol of the islands.

"Is the Senator entirely certain?" inter-
jected Piatt (Rep. Conn.) "that a majority
of the Christian people of the Islands do
not consent to our government?"

Teller replied that If he could trust the
information which had come to him. not
one-ten- of the people want the United
States Government in the Islands. He
urged, however, that the Filipinos ought
to be afforded an opportunity to express
their sentiments without fear of bayonet
rule.

Culberson interrupted to say that Gen-
erals MacArthur and Chaffee both were
on record as saying that practically the
entire population in the islands Is op-
posed to American rule, and Governor
Taft has testified that the Christians In
the islands ate vigorously opposed to the
control of the Government.

Hoar suggested to Teller that an order
was said to have bfen issued by the Phil-
ippine Commission prohibiting the read-
ing of the Declaration of Independence at
a Fourth of July celebration in Manila,
and he Inquired if that were not incon-
sistent with the statements of the ma-
jority. Promising to discuss that and
many other points later. Teller yielded the
floor for the day.

lMntt ItcplIeH to Teller.
Piatt (Conn.), replying to some state-

ments made by Teller, pointed out that the
American Army In the Philippines had
been reduced from 70,000 to less than 40,000.
He tnought it very strange that the
American force could be reduced thus if
all the Filipinos were struggling against
American control.

"We ought to consider facts," he urged;
"we ought to take things as they are and

not things as they may be conjured up.
We are getting along reasonably well on
those Islands. Peace will cbme to them
and a government will be established
there in which Filipinos themselves will
have a large part, and which will prove to
he a blessing to them."

The Senate agreed to a conference on

Hoar, in reply to Piatt, referred to
of Filipinos, which the latter

had read as "a sweet morsel," wrested
from a conquered people by a great army.
He had no knowledge of the methods by
whlcn these declarations had been ob-
tained, but disclaimed any reflection upon
the American authorities or the American
Aimy without investigation. Hoar ridi-
culed the elections to which Piatt re-
ferred, declaring that under the sedition
laws rnacted by the Philippine Commis-
sion it is a penitentiary offense for any-
body In the islands to advocate a political
opinlo-- i or political policy. He referred
in a facetious vein to the schools estab-
lished in the inlands by the American au-
thorities, asserting that in not one of them
could the Declaration of Independence be
read and no patriotic speech delivered in
safety.

Hoar's remarks called forth a vociferous
utterar.ee from Piatt, who said that his
respect for the long and distinguished
career of the Senator from Massachusetts
would prevent him frovn replying as he
would reply to some others. He believed,
he said, that the American people would
regret to note the "snetrs" of the Senator
from Massachusetts, at the efforts of the
Government to educate the children of the
Philippine Islands. Speaking of the tit

Ions for Independence presented to Cor-;rre- ss

a year ago. to which Hoar had re-
ferred, Piatt intimated that they had been
prepared by the Filipino Junta, "either in
Hong Kong or in Boston."

Piatt paid a high tribute to Governor
Taft and his associates on the Philippine
Commission, and Inquired: "Is what these
men say about the Philippine islands to
be wh.stled down the wind by our friends
on the other side, reinforced by the Sen-

ator from Massachusetts? Personally I
propose to trust the commission."

Hoar inquired If Piatt thought the Fili-
pinos would have adopteel the treason law
enacted by the Philippine Commission, had
It been submitted to them.

The Connecticut Senator said that he
could iot say. but Connecticut had a law
not dissimilar to that enacted in the Phil-
ippines, which the people of that state
had never found Inconsistent with their
rights and liberties. Piatt reael the trea
son law referred to by Hoar to show that
It was directed against the formation of
secret societies for the purpose of which
was the promotion of sedition, rebellion
and treason.

"It seems strange." said he. "that hu-
man observation can be so warned as to
draw such conclusions from the enactment
of this law as has been drawn by the
Senator from Massachusetts."

It was a statute, he said, aimed at secret
plotting, such plotting at one time nearly
resulting In inducing in the City of Manila
a massacre of our troops and friends.

"If we are a Government worthy of the
name," said Piatt, with great vehemence,
"when men take up arms against the
United States in any district or territory
where the sovereignty of the United States
obtains, we will put that 'insurrection
down. No perversion of the glories of lib-
erty will prevent the American people
from putting down rebellion wherever it
may rear its hateful head."

In conclusion he said:
"I believe that the time Is come when

the world shall be Christianized, when the
world shall be converted to the cause of
free government, and 1 believe that the
United States is appointed providentially
as agent for that purpose."

Hoar replied particularly to Piatt's dis
cussion of the treason law. and in con- -.

elusion said:
"I li'ive learned to trust men, even the

greatest and the best men, not by what
the say. but by what they do, and when
Governor Taft says that the Filipino peo-
ple want independence, and says at the
same time that nobody shall express that
desire above his breath, I distrust the
opinion, and look for evidence of the fact.
When he says that people are enjoying
American freedom, when he promulgates
a law which athe same time makes It
a penitentiary offense to read the Declara-
tion of Independence on the Fourth of
July. I confess 1 am very little Impressed
by his judgment, and very profoundly

by his edict."
The Senate then, at 3:45 P. M.. adjourned.

'Ulllon In New Policies.
NEW YORK. Feb. 1L FSfty-tlrc- e mil-

lion dollars of new insurance policies in
the first six weeks of the year Is the as-
tounding high-wat- record announced by
one of the foremost life Insurance com-
panies.

The announcement is made today, on the
occasion of the celebration of the 10th
anniversary of the election of John McCall
to the presidency of the New York Life
Insurance Company.

Insurance men and financiers admit that
this is one of the strongest Indications of
the general prosperity of the country that
has been presented since the dawn cf the
new year. President McCail is being show-
ered with telegrams and letters of con-
gratulation from officials and agents of
the New York Life all over the land. In
hi? report made at the beginning of the
year. Mr. McCall foreshadowed the era
of Insurance activity now prevalent. He
insisted that the old style of management,
which was disposed to quibble the settle-
ment of claims, and which denied the right
of the insured to loans and surrender
values on demand, must give way to more
liberal ideas, and also that an open record
of all transactions of the year should be
furnished annually to the insured.

NO CHANGE IN HIS PLANS.

Prince Henry Will SnII for the
United Stntex Saturday.

BERLIN. Feb. 11. Prince Henry of
Prussia will sail for the United States on
Saturday as arranged. Even should
President Roosevelt's son's illness result
fatally before that time it is probable
that the Prince will enter upon the Jour-
ney unless It should appear to be Presi-
dent Roosevelt's desire that his visit be
deferred or omitted altogether. The As-
sociated Press bulletins telling of the con-
dition of President Roosevelt's son have
been sent to Prince Henry at the Schloss.
The Prince manifested anxious Interest
In them, expressed his sorrow nt young
Roosevelt's illness, and said he hoped he
would recover.

It Is understood both Emperor William
and Prince Henry have sent personal
messages to President Roosevelt. The
first impulse of Prince Henry was to post-
pone his trip or give It up altogether. He
was advised, however, not to so decide,
as his visit was not a personal one to
President Roosevelt, but to the United
States; that while a fatal ending to young
Roosevelt's Illness would limit the Presi-
dent's part In the hospitalities to a strict-
ly official baste, the remainder of the pro-
gramme might be carried out.

At the farewell dinner given last night
by Emperor William to Prince Henry,
Andrew D. White, the American Ambas-
sador, occupied a seat on the right or
His Majesty, while Count von Bulow, the
Imperial Chancellor, sat on Emperor

left. The other members of the
American Embassy present were John B.
Jackson, secretary; Commander William
H. Bechlcr. naval attache, and Major
John B. Keren, the military attache. Ad-
miral von Tlrpltz, secretary of the Ger-
man Admiralty; al von Seck-endor-

and all members oX Prince
Henry's American party were also pres-
ent. During the dinner. Emperor Will-
iam was chatty, Jolly and Interesting, and
English was the only language used. Mr.
White showed the Emperor a cable re-

ceived from Secretary of State Hay, say-
ing that the son of President Roor.cvelt
was better. After dinner the party spent
an hour in the library, smoking. Em-
peror William. Mr. White and all the
others then accompanied Prince Henry to
the railroad station, the train leaving for
Kiel at a few minutes after midnight.

were adopted electing Kaiser Wllhelm
of Germany and his brother. Admiral
Prince Henry of Prussia, honorary mem-
bers of the club. This action was taken
as a token of appreciation for the Kais-
er's action in ordering an American yacht
and his expressions of good will toward
the United States.

TEDDY IS SOME BETTER

BUT THE CRISIS OF THE DISEASE
IS STILL TO COME.

Looked For in 24 or 30 Hours It Is
Believed the President's Son

Will Pass It Successfully.

GROTON, Mass., Feb. 11. The reports
from the sickroom of Theodore Roosevelt,
Jr., the eldest son of thePresldent, who,
since Thursday last, has been 111 with
pneumonia at the Groton School Infirm-
ary, tend to show an Improvement, and
at S o'clock tonight his condition was au-
thoritatively stated to be better than it
was at the same time last night.

The crisis of the disease is still to come,
and is looked for within the next 24 or
3J hours. The President and his wife
believe their son will meetthls crisis in
good shape, and, passing It successfully,
will recover. In fact, the slight favor-
able turn in the disease today has great-
ly relieved the strain on both of them,
and the day closed much more cheerfully
than yesterdny.

Still the reports issued through Mr.
Cortelyou, secretary to the President, ran
between hope and fear. Beginning with
the morning, when the boy, after an ad-
mittedly hard night, was reported as im-
proved, although pleurisy in the right
lung was mentioned, this favorable ten-
dency was continued through the noon
statement. Then at 2:45 P. M. it was
stated that the boy's temperature had
risen, anel that It would remain high and,
if any thing. Increase a little toward
morning. The somber tone seemed al-

most to neutralize the morning's encour-
aging notes. The next report at 6:30 P.
M., showed that, notwithstanding the
high temperature, the boy had more than
held his own during the day. nnd that
his condition was favorable. Hopefulness
was increased by an additional and vol-
untary report on Mr. Cortelyou's part at
8 o'clock, that tho lad was in better con.
dltion than at the same time last night,
although he said there had not been
much change during the day meaning
that the favorable condition of the morn-
ing hnd been practically maintained.

All these reports were authoritative, and
in addition there was a cheery Interview
with Secretary of the Navy Long after
a hurried visit of courtesy to his chief,
in which ho frankly said that the boy
was" better. To confirm this camo the
President's sudden appearance, a little
later in tho afternoon, at the new sport-
ing dome, a recreation house built by Mr.
Gardiner, adjoining his own mansion. The
President was dressed In a suit of flan-
nels and seemed reatly for some exercise.
He did not play, however, although he
remained in the sunny building nearly two
hours.

Another interesting event of the day
was the receipt of a telegram from Am-
bassador Pauncefote, at Washington,
conveying King Edward's expression of
sympathy for the President antl hope for
the speedj- - recovery of his son.

At S:30 A. M. came the word thnt the
crisis in the left lung (tho one in which
it first developed) had been satlsfactorlly
passed, and that the patient showed im-
provement. At 11 o'clock Secretary Cor-
telyou made the following statement:

"The condition of the boy since the fa-
vorable announcement of the morning has
remained unchanged, and the pleurisy
which was developed this morning has
proved to be very slight thus far."

While the change for the better. In the
opinion of the doctors, cannot be called a
decided one, it Includes a more favorable
condition of both respiration, pulse and
tempera tut e. The crisis, which in the left
lung has been successfully passed. Is still
to be met in the right lung. A symptom
of pleurisy has been noted in this lung.
While this has given rise to some fear
that the disease may yet develop Into
pleuro-pneumon- there ace strong hopes
that the threatened complication may be
overcome.

Bright, warm sunshine filled the apart-
ment In which the sick boy lay when the
doctors made their morning examination.
The conference lasted half an hour. Then
Secretary Cortelyou made known the en-

couraging news. The doctor said this
morning that the pleasant weather has
had much to do toward bringing about the
more satisfactory condition of the patient.

Mrs. Roosevelt was at the Infirmary all
night. The President was there until
midnight, and then he retired at the home
of Dr. Amos Gardner. At an early hour
this morning he left the house to visit the
patient and escort his wife to breakfast.
Dr. Lambert, of New York, whom the
President summoned yesterday to attend
his son, was the first to greet the chief
executive and to toll him the pleasant
news. The President remained In the in-

firmary but a short time, and when he
reappeared Mrs. Roo.eve!t accompanied
him to the Gardner house, where breakfast
was served. It was scarcely an hour be-

fore Mrs. Roosevelt returned to her watch
over her son.

Mr. Cortelyou said: "Miss Alice Roose-
velt has not been summoned to
Groton, nnd will not be unless the sit-
uation becomes much more grave.
Nothing whatever has been heard here
from official sources concerning any
change In the plans of Prince Henry, and
the launching of the Emperor's yacht
probably will take place on the date al-

ready decided upon. Mrs. Rooesvelt Is
very well. She is standing the strain ex-
cellently."

The President spont some time at the
Infirmary during the forenoon. Those
who are attending the three other boys
who nro sick at the school all had encour-
aging reports to send to the d!fTer,ent
homes today. The situation altogether
shows a great change from the depression
of yesterday.

Secretary of the Navy Long arrived
here unexpectedly this afternoon. The
President's stenographer, Mr. Barnes,
also arrived from Washington today, and
within an hour after his arrival a large
quantity of mall was sent to the post-offic- e.

Secretary Long remained at the
Gardner House about on hour. Then he
was driven rapidly to the station at Ayer
to catch a train for Boston. Secretary
Long said his visit was purely one of
courtesy, and that no affairs of state
wero taken up. He said that both Presi-
dent and Mrs. , Roosevelt were much en-
couraged about the sick boy. and that
President Roosevelt now hoped to be able
to go back to Washington by Thursday.
He would not, however, unless the con-
dition of the boy was very favorable.

BASEBALL RULES.

Amendments Agreed Upon at the
Buffalo Meeting.

BUFFALO, Feb. 11. Representatives of
all the baseball leagues of the country
met here yesterday to revise and establish
the playing rules on a uniform base and
to have them so worded that they may
be easily understood by amateurs and pro-
fessionals alike. The rule which caused
the most discussion was section 3 of rule
41. defining when the umpire shall de-
clare a foul a strike.

At midnight a revision was agreed up-
on providing that when a ball falls or
settles on foul ground inside or on the
line of the territory described by a line
drawn through first to third bases at
right angles with an Imaginary line
drawn from the home plate and second
base anel extending on each side to the
limits of the field it shall be arbitrary
with the umpire to call it a strike. It
shall remain discretionary with the um-
pire to call a strike or a foul when the
ball goes Into foul territory outside the
line drawn through first and third bases
to the limits of the field.

A line was added to section 1 of rule 32
allowing the pitcher not more than one
minute to deliver and not exceeding five
balls to warm up.

Rule 17 was amended so that the catcher
must stand within 10 feet of the plate
throughout the game, and rule 3 was
changed to conform with this amendment.
To make rule 3 more comprehensive, the
words "in which case the umpire shall
call a strike," were added.

In rule 32 the word "after" was substi-
tuted for "and" making the rule read
"If the ball is thrown by the pitcher to
any player other than the catcher (ex-- I

cept to retire a base runner) after the
batsman Is stanellng in his proper posi-
tion ready to strike a pitched ball, each
ball so delivered shall be called a ball."

Section 7 of rule 46 defining when a
batsman is out was changed to read:
"If after two strikes have been called the
batsman obviously attempts to make a
foul hit, as in rule 44. section 3."

The members of the association re-
sumed their work today. Following Is
the text of sections 3 and, 4 of rule 41, de-
fining a strike, as finally adopted:

"Sec. 3. A foul - hit ball not caught
on the fly, unless two strikes have been
already called, which falls or settles on
foul ground Inside or on the line of the
territory described by lines drawn from
first and third bases at right angles
with an Imaginary line drawn from home
to second base, and extending on each
side to the limit of the playing field.

"Sec. 4. Any intention or effort to hit
the ball to foul ground outside of the
lines of the territory described by lines
drawn from first and third bases at right
angles with an imaginary lines elrawn
from home to second base, and extend-
ing on each side to the limit of the play-
ing field."

A chmge in rule 17, adopted last night,
it was found would prevent the catcher
going for foul balls, and consequently the
words, "and at all times during the
game," at the end of the section were or-
dered, stricken out.
'Section' 2 ot rale 32 was also corrected

by adding the words, "to a batsman." so
that it now reads:

"The umpire shall call a ball on the
pitcher each time he delays the game by
failing to deliver the ball to the bats-
man "when In position for a longer perioel
than 20 seconds,, excepting that in the
case of the first batsman in each in-

ning the pitcher may occupy not more
than one minute in delivering not to el

five balls to i batsman."
Section 4 was added to rule 47, ag fol-

lows:
"Sec. 4. If while he be a batsman,

without making any attempt to strike at
tho ball, his person or clothing being hit
with a ball from the pitcher, unless in
me upiiuem ui iiiu uiupiic: nt; jiiaiMi.v
avoids making any effort to get out of
the way of the ball from the pitcher, and
thereby permits himself to be so hit."
