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FIR WOOD WINS OUT

Test Proves It Ail Right for
Use in Battle-Ship- s.

EQUALS SOUTH'S YELLOW PINE

WASHINGTON'. Feb. 11. The Govern-
ment tests of Washington fir. which were
called for over a year a;jo by Senator Fos-
ter, have recited in a victory for the lead-
ing lumber product of the Pacific Xorth-ivt-s- t.

In aJi essential qualities the Navy
iJepartment finds, alter a most thorough
investigation and scientific tests, that fir
t'tuals the Southern yellow pine, which
hi heretofore been used almost exclu-
sively in the construction of battle-ship- s
and naval vessels. The conclusions sum-
marized are as follows:

Flm Strt'nsth. Douglas fir is RPnerally equal
tu yAow nine, and superior to it in some

points.
Elasticity: Douglas flr Is decidedly

nww elastic than yellow pine.
Third Toughnres. Douglas nr Is far sujKTlor

to yellow jijne as regards toughness.
Fourth AVsrlng qualities Yellow pine is

to Douglas fir, especially when moisture
Is

Fifth Lasting qualities: Yellow pine Is supe-
rior to Dougtat llr on account of the greater
amount of pU"h it contains.

Sixth Douglas Jlr i lighter than yellow pine
In the ratio of US to 33.

Bevfnth Douglas fir contains loss pitch and
rln than ellou pine in the ratio of 2S to 35.

Eighth either yellow pine or
Douglas fir lias no deleterious effct. as re-
gard trength Thl Is contrary to thf gen-
eral twtler. but in particular cases where the
contrary has ben notl, the wood probably
lias not been properly treated. The samples
ued In these teat were treated by the electric
fire proofing proces. and presumably were sub-
jected to the full treatment required by thee
specifications.

Ninth Douglas flr Is a satisfactory wood for
uee on naval vessels for all purposes where
yellow pine would be suitable. It can be satis-
factorily substituted for white pine for most
purposes on lxwrd ship: and It can be used even
in lieu of hard wood, if suitably sawed and
selected.

Tenth Although somewhat inferior to yellow
Tine in wearing qualities. If properly treated.
It Is suitable to use. on ship's decks; and the
difference between It and jellow pine i no'

to account for the difference In wear
that has been had In certain cases on war ves
pls decked with "Oregon pine," nor to coun-
terbalance th eeot of yellow pine on this coast.

Eleventh For all purposes. It is essential
that it be thoroughly to secure
the !et results.

Credit for Hiivinpr Tent Mode.
When the question of building a battle-

ship on Puget Sound was taken up Sena-
tor Fofiter. who is extensively engaged in
the lumber buMnoss. mnde detailed in-
quiry at the Navy Department with rer--
rence to the quality of the lumber used.

He found that Southern yellow pine prac-
tically held a monopoly, and as a result
of his original inquiries he was Informed
that the Navy Department considered fir
too toft and spongy. In view of the Sen-
ator's intimate knowledge of the strength
and durabll.ty of flr. this statement was
ridiculous, and a further examination and
invotJtiRatlon was demanded. The results
of Senator Foster's Investigations were

.xnnvanicated to lumbermen of the North-Ave- .t
and Victor H. Beckman. secretary

of the Puget Sound Lumber Manufactur-
ers Association, and also Frank B. Cole,
editor of the West Coast and Puget Sound
Lumberman. The Pacific Lumber Trade
Journal al.--o joined In advocating that the
tests be made, and about this time Sena-
tor Foster made an extensive report on a
bill providing an appropriation of 54O.OO0
to carry on Government tests of mer-
chantable woods of the United States in
Fvneral. If the tests- - made at the Puget
Sound Navy-yar- d are considered satis-
factory, no further appropriation will be
aked for for an authoritative Government
test and report thereon. The strength and
durability of fir have been known to the
lumber trade for many years, and in the
construction of cars and bridge building
purposes flr has come to the front In pref-
erence to all other classes of lumber. In
this connection it will be noted that the
teste conducted by the Navy Department
show that fir Is more suitable than what
is known as "hard wood." This carries
out the decision of carbuilders of the
country who have been substituting fir for
oak. finding it lighter and much stronger
and more durable.

Mnde nt INicet Sound Xnvj-Ynr- rt.

Naval Constructor Frank B. Hlbbs. of
the Puget Sound Navy-yar- d at Bremerton,
under whose direction the tests were con-
ducted, reports that he finds the various
woods referred to as yellow flr, Douglas
Jlr. Oregon yellow pine, Oregon pine, etc.,
refer to the same species of timber, known
throughout the Pacific Northwest and
among lumbermen as flr. He also reports
finding timber on highlands of finer grain
and containing more pitch than on low-
lands. No samples of flr from Oregon, or
what Is known as Oregon pine, were sub-m'tt-

In the competitive tests. He then
adds:

"The grain of Washington flr is most
rronotuiced. The pitch flber is exceed
ing. y hard, dense and tough. Its struc-
ture Is remarkably uniform and symmet-
rical. The voody material between the
fibers is comparatively soft, consequently
there Is a great deal of shrinkage. In
Ja-- t. unless this material is thoroughly
dried It Is- - not fit for any finished work.
KUn-drjin- g. although generally not ad-
visable If it can be avoided. Is particu-
larly objectionable In this wood, as a
large percentage is liable to be lost, due
V shrinkage, warping and splitting, to
sav nothing of the destruction of the life
of th- - wood, due to the loss of its pitch.

Tensile Tctn.

fb) The flr generally showed a break of scat-
tered fibers over the entire length of the par-
allel test portion, while the yellow pine brok
shorter In every way.

(c) The characteristic curves of this test show
what might be taken for deflection: but this Is

f) In both cases, the wood stood
better than the natural wood.

g) In the tensile tests across the grain, test
pieces were cut in pairs from the same stick in
order to find the difference, if any. between
the strength when pulled apart with the grain
parallel to the line of pull, and when at right
angles to It The results show but little differ-
ence In this resject. and the general results
show slightly In favor of yellow pine.

Coinpreixlon Test.
fa) In the compression tests, the wood was

compressed to destruction, and the average re-
sults are remarkably uniform In both the
Douglas fir and the yellow pine, with the ex-
ception that the fir was below the
average.

(b) Vertical grain pieces gave the best re-
sults in this test, although not to so great an
extent as might be supposed.

(c) From tne characteristic curves. It will bo
seen that the ultimate stress Is about double
that at which the wood began to faH.

(d) The results of the tests
show the Douglas flr to be superior to yellow
pine.

(e) The principal difference In the fractures
wa that, while the fir crushed from end to
end fairly square across the piece or bulged
symmetrically at the slde.s and split, the yel-
low pine Invariably gave way In a diagonal
line from top to bottom, and In two cases in
a double diagonal, showing as four triangles
laid together.

Applicants for Tenchers' Certificates
Aiinwer Questions.

The examination of applicants for state
and county teachers certificates com-
menced yesterday at the Park School, be-

fore the County Board, consisting of
County Superintendent Robinson, Princi-
pal D. A. Grout, of the Park School, and
F. Jr., of the Harris-

on-street School.
There are ZC applicants for county cer-

tificates, 33 women and three men. and 14
applicants for state certificates, all women
but one. The great majority of them
belong to Multnomah County. Some are
teachers whose present certificates will
expire before the next examination, but
the greater are taking their flrst
examination, among these several
pupil teachers from the public schools of
this city. The greater number of the
applicants are In the early 20s. a few in
their teens, and one or two are
of 30 years of age. They were all getting
through with their work In
good season, and .apparently without much
difficulty.

The subjects on which applicants for
county certificates were were
writing, history, spelling and reading. Sub-
jects state applicants were penman-
ship, history, spelling, reading
and scnool law.

Under the present law applicants for
state certificates take a portion of
their examination at each of the three
successive examinations. They have to
pass examination in 22 branches, and
get through with them In three examina-
tions.

The branches in which applicants for
county certificates are to be examined to-

day are arithmetic, theory of teaching,
and school law. The branches

in which applicants for county certificates
are to be examined are written arithmetic,
theory of teaching, grammar, bookkeep-
ing, physics and civil government.

PROPOUNDS A NUMBER OP QUES-

TIONS TO GOVERNOR GEEB.

Management of the State School
Lands by Commissioner the

Point at Issue.

SALEM, Or., Feb. 11. (To the Editors-Apro- pos

to the discussion of the dealings
of the State Board of School Land Com-
missioners with the school funds and
school lands of the state, and the nt

Intention On the part of the Gov-
ernor to shield himself by saying that the
other members of the board "helped to do
It." permit me to make the following
statements and Inquiries:

The Governor, in a recent letter to The
Oregonian, quotes the East Oregonlan as
saying that "charges are made by per-
sons worthy of credence that what
amounts to $2 an acre Is exacted from all
who are given the privilege of buying
these (indemnity) lands, and that it is
virtually robbery."

The Governor also quotes The Dalles
Chronicle as saying that "it can at any
time furnish Governor Getfr with the
names of gentlemen in Wasco and Sher-
man Counties who have been compelled
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to pay $1 and ?4 23 for the same lands
that the state is authorized to sell at
H 25, the difference going to middlemen,
the chief of whom, presumably, as in
Pennoyer's time, are men in the employ
of the state at Salem."

The Governor attempts to answer these
assertions in his three'Column letter to
The Oregonlan,. but myself and some of
my friends are at a loss to see how the
letter explains away the charges made
against him. except as to the one state-
ment of The Dalles Chronicle, wherein It
Is mistaken when It asserts that the land
is for sale at SI 25 per acre, the fact be-

ing that "lieu lands" arc sold at 52 50 per
acre. The Governor says that "when men
have applied to the State Land Board for
tho purchase of indemnity lands, they
have been told that the state has no base,
and that they will have to furnish it
themselves"; that the "state has not en-
gaged latterly In hunting base lands."

These assertions seem to be an admis-
sion from the Governor that he and the
State Land Agent have failed and ne-
glected to carry out the law as laid down
at pages 14 and 95 of the 1S99 session laws,
wherein the Governor is authorized to ap-
point a State Land Agent, "to select all
lands donated to the state by the United
States, and to ascertain all losses sus -
talncd by the state by reason of the occu- -
pancy ot sections ii and 36 by or tnrougn
the United States Government, and when
such losses have been ascertained, to se-
lect from the best timber or other lands
owned by the United States Government,
lands In lieu of said sections 1G and 3b',

occupied by the Government; said Agent
shall receive as compensation for such
services a sum not exceeding S1S00 a year
In quarterly payments, nnd reasonable
traveling expenses the supervision,
of the Governor." This section also pro-
vides that "a list of such lands so se-

lected be kept In a book accessible to
every one. In the Clerk's office of the
School Land Board, accurately describ-
ing the land for sale and the land for
which It was taken In lieu." .

It appears that the Governor only ob-
served this law to the extent of appoint-
ing his cousin. L. B. Geer. State Land
Agent, in 1SD9, who has ever since been,
drawing his salary of J1S00 a year, with
his "reasonable traveling expenses, under
the supervision of the Governor," with-
out doing the work provided for In said
section above quoted. In other words, L.
B. Geer elraws a salary of J1S00 a year
and traveling expenses, while any person
wishing to purchase lieu lands must buy
the base through "middlemen," paying
51 to 51 75 an acre spot cash, before ap-
proaching the State Land Board's office.

The Governor says: "The remaining
school sections, which could not be sold
outright for land, and which for
any reason might revert to the General
Government, and which, therefore, could
be used for 'base' upon which to select
'lieu lands.' 'were so few, and scattered
over th rtate in such remote parts, that

Hon. T. W. Davenport, the retiring State
Land Agent, recommended that his office
be abolished." And, "for the reasons heie
given, the state has not engaged latterly
In hunting 'base lands.' "

From this, with a comparison of the law
above cited. It will be seen the Governor
has been attempting to follow the recom-
mendations of T. W. Davenport, rather
than the plain law of Oregon as passed
by the Legislature In February, 1S99. after
Mr. Davenport's term, of office had ex-

pired.
The Gorernor In hla letter then quotes

from his message to a subsequent Legis-
lature, which shows that It has not fol-

lowed the law In selecting and keeping
records of base and lieu lands.

Many stinging criticisms might be made
against a Governor who would quote his
own message to support his own violation
of a plain statute, but Instead of follow-
ing the tactics of the Governor In his re-

ply to the East Oregonlan and The Dalles
Chronicle, and heaping vituperation and
abuse upon him, when he may be acting
lgnorantly, I will refrain from comment
and allow the readers of your valuable
paper to draw their own conclusions.

Odell has been receiving $1 to $1 75 per
acre, spot cash, for information as to
"base lands," and that lands purchased
through this method cost the purchaser
that sum over and above the 52 50 pro-
vided by law, thus making the 54 25 per
acre in some instances, as stated in the
item quoted from The Dalles Chronicle
and the East Oregonlan, while the State
Land Agent, L. B. Geer, is receiving un-
der the statute quoted J1S00 a year and
expenses for doing this very work, under
the supervision of the Governor?

Sixth Is it not a. fact that all applica-
tions for the purchase of "lieu lands"
must be made to the State Land Agent,
l. b. Geer, who occupies the same office
with Mr. Odell, which last-nam- ed gentle- -
man makes a special business of selling
information as to base lands?

Seventh Is not this man Odell the same
W. H. Odell who published the labored
four-colum- n defense of the State Board
of School Land Commissioners In The Or-
egonlan a few days after-th- e Governor's
facetious reply to the East Oregonian and
The Dalles Chronicle?

With answers to the above questions,
the people will be better able to Judge of
the truth or falsity of the charges made
In the East Oregonlan and The Dalles
Chronicle, against which the Governor
has entered such a vigorous kick for per-
sonal political effect.
