DUMONT’S LONG FLY.

The Acronnut’'s Fourth “Sortie™ From
Monte Carlo.

NEW YORK, Fe¢b. 13.—Between show-
ers this afternoon, M. Santos-Dumont
made a fourth “sortle’” [from his acro.
drome with his alrship, cables the Monte
Carlo correspondent of the Herald, Ar 2
o'clock the rain having ceased for a mo-
ment, the aeronuut sailed away In the
direction of Cape Martin, being preceded
by two boats from the Prince of Mona-
co's yacht, the Princess Alice, and fol-
lowed by a steam launch commanded by
the Prince.

Half way between the serodrome and
Cape Martin, the sky becoming cloudy and
the wind suddeniy rising, the aeronaut
wheeled about and returned to the Port
d'Hercules, where the occupants of the
steam jaunch were able to selze the gulide
rope at 3:35 P. M., and conduct the alr-
ship near the serodrome. The mansuvers
then became very difficult. Some of the
suspension wires had been broken and the
Prince had his nrm bruised by the guide
rope, which welghed 0 kilogrammes,
sweeping rapidly over the stern of the
steam launch. Wheg the alrship was 10
metres from the shors the gulde rope was
puased from the steam launch to a small
boat, and then to workmen on the jetty.

This is the longest trip M. Santos-Du-
mont has accomplished, both as to tima
ond distance. After the landing had been
accomplizhed the Prince recelved M. San-
tos-Dument and the Due de Dion on
board his yacht and arranged with tha
neronaut varfous plans for landing ma-
ne=uvers during the next excursion,

The Duc and Duchess De Bassano and
Marle de Bassano, who, with the Empress
Eugenle ‘had been watching the opera-
tions, came to the aerodrome to present
the asponaut with thelr felicitations and
those of the Empress,

Half an hour after the asromaut’s re-
turn to the aerodrome, the wind becama
violent, a heavy rain storm followed, and
the seén became very rough.

M. Le Roux" Lecture.

CAMBRIDGE, Mass., Feb. 13—In his
inaugural lecture Before the Cercle Fran-
