An lilstorieal Fossil.
Philagelphia Record.

Among the fossl] relics deposited In the
Academy of Natural Selences Is one that
bears the name, “Megaloynxy Jeffersonil.”
When Thomas Jefforson was preparing for
hizs journey to Washington to tnke the
oath of his first term as President of the
United States, there were brought to his
home at Montleello the bones of a strange
animal found st Greenbriar, Va. Jefferson
wns an enthusiast on old hones. When he
reached the capital he gent for Dr. Caspar
Wistar, the naturalist, an uncie af (deneral
Isanc J. Wistar. of this city., Iir, Wistar
journeyed from Phlladelphia to see the
bones, which were spread on the White
House flnor. Jefferson had deseribed them
s the remalns of n carnlvorous clawed
animal, *“entirely unknown to sclence.™
At a glance Dr. Wistar pronounced them
the bones of the common sloth, Jefferson
wins greatly chagrined, but the naturalist,
in a veln of humor, gave them the sonnd-
ing title of the “Megaloynx Jeffersanil,” a
name by which they have ever sinee bheen
known in the pages of mnatural history.
The framer of the Deciarmtion of Inde-
pendence never lost his passion for fossi]
sudles. In 188, when the embargo on
British commerce was rapldly plunginre
the Infan: Republle Into the stage of
nnothor war, Jefferson had the floor of his
White House study littered with ola
bones. This insplred the following linen
from the pen of Willlam Cullen Brygnt,
who at that period was beginning to
write verses for the newspapers:

Go, wretch, resign the President’s chalr,
PMacloae thy sscret measures, foul or falr;
Go! Search with ecurious eyes for horned frogas,
Or where the Ohlo rolls its torhdd siream,
Dig for big bones, thy glory and thy theme.
