"WASHINGTON. Feb. IS. Representative

Cochran, of Missouri, two weeks ago in-

troduced a resolution inviting Paul Kruger
to visit the United States as the guest of
th.s country. Yesterday. Mr. Cochran re-

ceived a signed by three members
of the Boer delegation quartered at Brus-sil- s,

thanking him and all who are sup- -
irting his efforts for the noble Interest

they dre taking in the two Boer Repub-
lics. The letter 'reviews, from the Boer
standpoint, the causes which led up to
the war, and declares that Great Britain
Invented pretext after pretext to bring on
the conflict, and that her whole purpose
was to secure the extensive gold mines
of the Transvaal, In pursuance of a settled
National policy to control all gold mines
wherever possible, either by purchase or
seizure, in order that Great Britain may
command the world's Industries. The let-
ter, in closing, appeals to "heroic and
gtnerous America" to interfere in behalf
tf the Boers, and says:

"Since England will not permit friendly
intervention, invite her to a congress of
rations, and see whether such a congress,
called in the interest of peace, will be
Ignored. England would not dare to re-
fuse to attend such a congress if called
by the United States and participated in
bv four or live of the powers.

"The maxims of your Republic equality.
Justice, liberty have been the chief means
cf building the great Republic, and its
highest purpose should be the preservation
of other lands whose people aspire to sim-
ilar blessings. We shall continue to hope
that you and other members of your Con-
gress whose hearts have been touched by
the noble sacrifices and brave deeds of the
people of our republic, may prevail upon
your great country to undertake the ter-
mination of the war in South Africa."

copal church in South Africa, concerning
the refugee camp. Bishop Hartzell thinks
the formation of these camps was a wise
military move, and that they are likely to
prove a most Important factor In future
settlement, because of the education of
the Boers In the matter of hygienic laws
as well as in other directions affecting so-

cial life.

Roosevelt Aslcetl to Intervene.
BRUSSELS, Feb. IS. The Belgian

League for the Rights of Man has ad-
dressed an appeal to President Roosevelt,
asking him, "for the love of God," to In-

tervene to prevent the possible execution
of the Boer Commandant Kritzlnger and
others.

(Commandant Kritzlnger was captured
by General French last December. His
trial in South Africa began February 13.)

Dewet'H Force I)Inpcred.
HEILBRON. Orange River Colony. Feb.

IS. The British columns have again come
in contact with Dewet's force near Reitz,
Orange River Colony. The latter were
split up and dispersed.

GINNERY EXPERIMENTS.

Armor Tented on Tarpet-Shl- p Off
Portsmouth.

LONDON. Feb. 18. Gunnery experi-
ments against the target-shi- p Belle Isle
were conducted off Portsmouth today. On.e
side of the Belle Isle was armored to rep-
resent vessels of the Drake class, while
the oilier side of the target-shi- n was
armored as are those of the Kent class.
The gunboats Pincher and Comet direct-
ed the fire of their six and nine-Inc-h guns
with lyddite shells at 1200 yards agaiiwt
the target. The six-inc- h armor of the
Belle Isle withstood the lyddite and the
armor-piercin- g tliclls of the gunboats, but
the four-inc- h armor belt was shattered.
The Belle Isle was hastily towed Into
Portsmouth to prevent her sinking.

Welshmen Do Not I.Ike Putngonin.
NEW YORK. Feb. IS. An influential

Welsh delegation will vWt the Colonial
Ofllce. says the London correspondent of
the Tribune, for the purpose of asking
Joseph Chamberlain to provide a 'trans-
port to carry a large number of Welsh-
men from Patagonia to Canada. William
N. Griffith, Canadian agent at Cardiff,
and W. J. Rees, from Swansea, who vis-
ited Patagonia, head the delegation. Sir
John Llewellyn will entertain the delega-
tion at luncheon after the ofilcial inter-
view.

About 1400 of these Welsh settlers oc-

cupy 70.000 acres, divided into 350 farms,
where no produce can be grown without
Irrigation and where floods have
proved disastrous. The transplanting of
this agricultural colony to Canada is ad-
vocated strenuously by the Welsh dele-
gations.

Liverpool Hank Frauds.
LONDON, Feb. IS. When the hearing of

the charges against the defendants in the
case of the Bank of Liverpool frauds was
resumed today Thomas P. Goudle, the ac-
cused bookkeeper of the bank, was placed
on the stand as a witness for the crown.
He told his story substantially as already
known, and said James Mances Introduced
himself as an American acquainted
with American jockeys and hence in a
position to "spot" winners. The intro-
duction was followed by bets, whereby
Ma'rks & Co. won 30,000 during the first
week. Goudle explained that fears of ex-
posure rendered him an easy victim of
Mances wiles.

. Effect of American Ship Subsidy.
LONDON, Feb. 19. The Dally Mall, in

its Issue this morning, discusses the effect
upon British shipping of the American
ship subsidy bill. The paper contends
that the bounty suggested by Senator
Frye will completely counterbalance the
advantage now held by British shipping,
but that the only remedy hitherto pro-
posedthat American ships entering Brit-
ish ports should be fined to the extent of
their subsidy Is impracticable, and, even
if it could be carried out, that it would
not meet the situation.

Austria Abolishes Sugnr Bounty.
LONDON. Feb. IS. A dispatch to the

Central News from Brussels says that
Austria has decided. In compliance with
the demand made by Great Britain, to
aoonsn sugar; counties ana io rtruute me
import duty von sugar to five francs. The
correspondent declares the adherence of
Hungary to this decision to be assured.

DeAVlndt Is nt Ynkntuslc.
YAKUTUSK, East Siberia, Feb. 18. The

DeWIndt expedition, bound on an over-
land trip from Paris to New York, and
which started from the French capital
December 19 last, has arrived here from
Irkutsk, Siberia, which place DeWIndt and
his companions left January 15.

Spain's Gold-Payme- nt HIII.
MADRID, Feb. IS. The Senate today

adopted the bill passed by the Chamber
of Deputies February 7 providing for tho
payment in gold of customs duties on
grain, coal oils, petroleum and its prod-
ucts and other specified materials.

ElKht Hundred RotllCH Recovered.
ST. PETERSBURG, Feb. IS. The bodies

of SCO victims of the earthquake at
Snamaka, Trans-Caucasi- a, have thus far
been recovered. The Treasury has given
50,000 rubles for the relief of the destitute.
In the villages surrounding Snamaka 27
persons were killed.

PLEAD FOR SUFFRAGE

WOMEN APPEAR BEFORE TWO COM-

MITTEES OF COXGRESS.

Foreign Delegates Describe the
Progrcsii of the Movement in.

Other Countries.

WASHINGTON, Feb.
representing the Woman Suffrage Asso-
ciation, now In session here, appeared be-

fore committees of Congress today in ad-
vocacy of their plea that women be al-

lowed to exercise the right of suffrage.
In the Senate they appeared before the
committee on woman suffrage. The meet-
ing was presided over by Senator Bacon,
of Georgia, who .practically turned the
control of the hearing over to Susan B.
Anthony, who made the first address of
the day.

She began by calling attention to the
fact that for 31 years, or 17 Congresses,
the ladies have been coming to Congress
with their pleas, but she said that only on
one occasion had their proposed amend-
ment to the Constitution been awarded
the honor of being taken up by the Sen-

ate. She therefore made a plea to be
heard by the Senate, expressing the opin-

ion that the women of the country are as
much entitled to be heard as are the Fili-
pinos .the Porto Ricans and the

She also said the COO women
who had been sent to the Philippines to
teach were quite as well qualified to ex-

ercise the rights of citizens as were the
men who go tc these islands for the baser
purpose of wage money.

Rev. Anna Howard Shaw closed the
hearing. She recalled the 32 years of
knocking at the door of Congress for
woman suffrage. Years ago, she said,
the womencame here with only theories,
but today they could stand on the result
of suffrage wherever it has been granted
In this country. She urged the appoint-
ment of a committee to Investigate the
question of whether suffrage had or had
not been a success In those states, and she
said: "We will be willing to stand or fall
by the result of that investigation."

On the House side the delegation ap-

peared before the judiciary committee.
Mrs. Carrie Chapman Catt. president of
the association, explained to the

thnt she desired particularly that the
foreign delegates should describe to the
committee the progress of the woman suf-
frage movement in other parts of the
world. The speukcrs today were: Miss
Vida Goldstein, of Australia; Mrs. Ewald,
of Sweden: Mrs. Freedland, of Russia;
Mrs. Fenwlck Miller, of England; Isabel
Campbell, of Wyoming; Miss Theodosia
Amnions, of Colorado; Mrs. Laplsh. ot
Utah; Miss Weaver, of Idaho, and Mrs.
Catt.

Miss Goldstein, one of the first speakers,
told of the struggle and success of the
woman suffrage movement in different
portions of Australia, and explained the
political status of women there as well
as the great benefits that had followed
the granting of suffrage to women. The
predictions of the adversaries of woman
suffrage had utterly failed, she declared.

"The women of Australia," she said, "do
not forget their homes or their babies, and
they do iiot raid the public offices."

She concluded her appeal to the com-
mittee with this sentence:

"Australia trusts her women; surely
America can trust hers."

Miss Weaver said that In Idaho as many
women voted as men. The political life
of a man who marshaled the Immoral ele-
ment to his support was doomed.

Mrs. Catt, in concluding the hearing,
said the association could hardly hope for
a favorable report on the joint suffrage
resolution before the committee, but in all
justice she asked for an investigation of
the results of woman suffrage In Idaho,
Utah, Colorado and Wyoming. For the
present, she said, the association would
be content with that. "If you do not find
it is a good thing," she said, "we will
turn guns on those states and make it a
good thing."

The convention met in regular session
In the afternoon. Mrs. Swift of Cali-
fornia, as a question of privilege, denied
that the delegation from her state to the
convention was divided. Mrs. Catt read
a cablegram from the National Norwegian
Woman Suffrage Association wishing suc-
cess to the convention, and then explained
to those delegates who had not attended
the Congressional hearings what had been
done toward Impressing the National leg-
islators. The remainder of the pro-
gramme was given over to international
reports. At the conclusion of these re-
ports Miss Vida Goldstein announced that
It had been decided not to form a perma-
nent international conference until after
the convention in Berlin in 1904, but that
in the meantime there would be an in.
ternational suffrage committee with Su-
san B. Anthony as president.

Tonight's session of the convention
brought the annual meeting to a close.
The principal address was delivered by
Senator Patterson", of Colorado, who. as
a representative of a state where woman
suffrage exists, said that the voting of
women in Colorado had a most salutary
effect on politics. Women are none the
less highly regarded because they are be-
ing educated and are educating them-
selves in politics. In matters pertaining
to education the states having suffrage,
ho said, rank ahead of those not enjoy-
ing it.

Bolnn Lenves Ecundor.
GUAYAQUIL. Ecuador, Feb. IS. Mi-

chael Bolan. of Springfield. O.. the Amer-
ican contractor who had been complain-
ing of the manner In which he and otlier
Americans had been treated by the Gov-
ernment of Ecuador, left Guayaquil yes-
terday, but it Is not known that the Gov-
ernment of Ecuador Induced him to de-
part. Bolan said nothing about being
forced to leave Ecuador. He had previ-
ously announced his intention of embark-
ing on a journey, but-- was prevented from
so doing by his arrest on judgment pro-
ceedings and the subsequent steps in his
case, which were slow.

Insures the Prince's Safety.
"WASHINGTON. Feb. IS. The Police De-

partment of the City of Washington has
taken extraordinary measures to Insure
the bodily safety of Prince Henry and his
staff on the occasion of his visit to the
capital. In substance these contemplate
such measures as will cause the detention
or expulsion from the city of all sus-
picious and questionable characters, be-
ginning now and carrying these measures
forward until the Prince has left Wash-
ington.

WntcliJnpr Marconi's Experiment.
OTTAWA, Ont., Feb. 18. William Mu-loc- k,

Postmaster-Genera- l, was seen to-

night In regard to the statement of the
London Telegraph that Canada Intends
building a cable In addition to the other
trans-Atlant- ic lines. The Postmaster-Gener- al

said that, owing to the pressure of
other public work, and also that the Mar-
coni system is under trial, it is Inoppor-
tune to do anything at the'present time.

Gcrmnn Fotce at Shanghai.
BERLIN. Feb. IS. At a meeting of the

budget committee of the Reichstag today
the government demanded provision for
the maintenance of the German regiment
at Shanghai, asserting that its presence
was necessary there in order adequately
to support German Interests in China. A
majority of the committee assented to the
demand.

LonR Transmission of Power.
HELENA. Mont.. Feb. IS. The longest

transmission of electric power in the
world has just been completed by the
Missouri River Company, transmitting
power from Its dam and plant at the
Missouri River to Butte. The length of
this line is 65 miles, crossing the main
ranee of the Rocky Mountains at an

altitude of 7200 feet and a spur of tho
main range at almost an equal height.
This power line conveys 12,000 horse pow-
er, which is all the power available at
the dam at present, although the Install-
ation of the transmission plant is In-

tended to convey double- - tint quantity
when the additional dam contemplated by
the company, for which a site has been
selected. Is completed.

The transmission line consists of two
complete lines on parallel poles of three
large cables each.

THE DEATH ROLL.

Colonel Frnncli J. Turner, a Noted
Boer Scout. Pauses Away.

PHILADELPHIA, Feb. IS. A cable-
gram anounces the death at Charing
Cross Hotel, London, of Colonel Francis
J. Turner, a noted Boer scout. For the
first IS months of the South African war.
Turner was a leading scout of the Boer
nrmy. He was a civil, mining and me-
chanical engineer, md had large Interests
in South Africa. John O. Knight, of the
Chicago Record, went as his on! as-
sociate in the daring feat of blowing up
the railroad bridges behind the Boers
when the British captured Bloemfontein.
This halted the British over two months,
and gave the Boers a chance to reform
lines and plans. Turner also led some
of the most daring raids of the war and
was severely wounded during the battle
of Colenso. Later he went to Holland
to recruit in health and do Important
work for the Boer cause. At the time of
his death he was preparing' to return to
South Africa.

Charles L. Tiffany, of Xcvr York.
NEW YORK, Feb. IS. Charles L. TU-fan- y,

senior member of the jewelry firm
of Tiffany & Co., died today at his home
In this city of pneumonia. He was M
years old. He had been ill only a few
days, but had been kept confined to bed
for some time as a consequence of a fall
on October 6, when he was seriously in-

jured.
Mr. Tiffany received many calls and con-

gratulatory letters on his 90th birthday,
which occurred last Saturday. Sunday a
deputation of Mr. Tiffany's business asso-
ciates and employes called at his resi-
dence and left a greeting, engrossed on
parchment and signed' by 1192 associates
and employes.

OXE LIFE WAS LOST AXD SEVERAL
PERSOXS "WERE IXJLRED.

Three Hundred Patients Escaped in
Their NiRht Clothes Property

Loss of $5UU,00U.

BATTLE CREEK. Mich., Feb. IS. Early
today the large Adventist sanitarium and
hospital buildings, located here, were de-

stroyed by fire, causing a loss of about
$500,000, with only $160,000 insurance, be-

sides great personal loss to 300 patients
who were" In the main building, and who
had only time to escape In their night
clothes. One life is supposed to have been
lost. Abner Case, S3 years, of Bath. N.
Y., Is missing, and It is thought his body
Is burled In the ruins.

There were at least COO persons in the
main building when the fire broke out In
the basement. This building was five
stories high, and as soon as the fire was
discovered the night attendants on each
fioor gave the alarm In the corridors, and
the patients made their escape down the
fire escapes, aided by the nurses. They
dld not have time to save their personal
effects. Mrs. H. C. McDanlels, of Bath.
N. Y., jumped from a lire escape about
two stories from the ground and her leg
was broken. She was also Injured Inter-
nally and about the head. None of the
other inmates sustained injuries, so far
as known. They were all cared for In
the Phelps Sanitarium and in private
homes near by. The firemen were handi-
capped by insufficient water pressure, and
in two hours the buildings were in ruins.

While fighting the fire from ladders.
Fireman Henry A. Lucas fell to the
ground and received injuries of a serious
nature. Fireman Arthur Robinson also
fell from a ladder and was badly hurt
about the body. His lungs were also In-

jured by Inhaling fire. Assistant Fire
Chief Frederick H. Webb fell from a lad-
der. His head was injured and his ribs
were Broken. Fireman Frank C. Hough-talin- g

also received serious injuries. Fire
Captain Fonda saved eight lives at a great
risk of his own life.

Among the patients were Ira D. Sankey,
the evangelist, and Mrs. Sankey, who
climbed down a fire escape. The man-
agement of the sanitarium, say they will
rebuild at once. The cause of the fire
Is said to have been an explosion of
chemicals.

CHARACTER OF ROBESPIERRE

Opposed to Terrorists, He Cnmc to
Tjplfy Terror.

M. Hllalre Bcljoe, the well-know- n biog-
rapher of Danton. publishes through the
Scribners "Robes-plerre- ; A Study." He
finds a certain paradox in the fact that
the politician who in principle and par-
tially in action opposed the Terrorists,
should have come to typify the Terror It-

self. He sees In the position of a blood-
less doctrinaire like Robespierre leading a
great revolutionary movement a deep
irony. This point of view is very strik-
ingly expressed In the following extract:

For what was the revolution? Whence pro-

ceeded the Indomitable armies and the new
hiks? The under thing which we touch In

the single lines of the poets, and in certain
phases of music, nourished it from within. It
lived by the guide of the soul; it was full of
that flame which burns up once suddenly In
the lives of men when the boy leaps Into mnn-hoo- d.

There ran through it the vigor by which
the springs also come, and whatever entcn
youth from th? world outside. There was a
spirit in it which Is the wholo theme of Lu-

cretius, the center of being; the power to crea:e.
To have looked into the soula of the conven-
tion (by which Robespierre flrst was raised,
and which at last he controlled) would have
been to experience every shade of energy,, of
desire, and of irradiation, of color and of
force. In that company he passed, a portent;
a pale exception that had been turned for a
time to an Idol, but that. In the coming back
of the realities, contrasted and Jarred. It was
the dull and early dawn of a July day, coming
In by a shaded window and slowly revealing
things that ended him suddenly as a dream
is ended.

He stood, a pale exception, a man nil con-
viction and emptiness, too passionless to
change, too itinerant to be an artist, too sin-
cere and tenacious to enliven folly with dra-
matic art, or to savo It by flashes of its relation
to wisdom. When so many loved and hated men
or visions, till their great souls turned them
into soldiers, he knew nothing but his Truth,
and was untroubled.

The hopeless oneness of structure that Is for
living things a negation of life, the single out
look and exiguous homogeneity of his mind.
