LECTURE AT STATE UNIVERSITY.

Hon, E. Hofer Discusses the Smbject
of Manielipal Finnnces.
UNIVERSITY OF OREGON, Feb, 18—
Hon. E. Hofer, edltor of the Salem Capl-
tal Journil, lectured tonight to the stu-
dents and Instructors of the University
on the subject of “Munieipal Finances.'

In his lecture Mr. Hofer preseated the
non~-partisan business plan of city ad-
minlstration as established and con-

ducted in Salem for the past three years,
and as Introduced In Marfon County,
under the subject of Munlcipal Finunce.
The lecture presented the present condl-
tion of American cltles under political

Heaviest Ralnfall Ever Known,
