They are hav-
ing a sluice 1Sx24 inches constructed from
the blocks through a tunnel under Rus-
sell street, and Intend to sluice the earth
from the lots down to 3111 the low ground
between Montgomery dock and Russell
streot. As the sluice will have a fall of
about 75 feet and the earth to be re-

moved is sand and loam, and the blocks
lie on a grade of about 15 per cent, they
apprehend no trouble in carrying out
their rather novel scheme.
