Interrupting, Tilman sald the President
appoints the Governors of all territories,
and. admitting this, Foraker sald that no |
more authority Is required now In the
case of the Phillppines. This statement
led Tllman to say that Congress had
granted no authority for such appoint-
ment.

“The Governor of the Philippines s
the Governor by appolntment,” sald For-
aker, in reply, “and he Is as much Gov-
ernor asx Clalbome was Governor of
Loutsiana under Jefferson's appointment.”

Tillman and Money caled -attention to
the fact that Clalborne's nomination had
been confirmed by the Senate, while no
such confirmation had taken place In the
case of Governor Taft

Proceding, Foruker sald that neither tn
the case of Loulsiana nor the Phillp.
pines had the people been bought when
the territory became part of the United
States and there Is, he contended, no
more attempt to govern the people of
the Philippines without thelr consent
than there was In the ease of the peopie
of Loulstana.
