
A REIGN OF TERROR

Already 200 Persons Have

Been Killed at Barcelona.

STRIKE MAY BECOME GENERAL

FJsrhtlns; Continue on the Streets
Carlintn Preparing to Take Ad.

vantage of the Situation
Xevrspapers Alarxued.

BARCELONA. Feb. 19. Two additional
regiments of Infantry arrived here this
morning, and the city now bristles with
bayonets. Troops are incessantly patrol-tn- g

tho streets, occasionally charging and
dispersing mobs. Shots were exchanged
on the Gran Vista by the rioters, and tho
troops carried them at the point of Urn
bayonet. The casualty list is lengthened
by every conflict. Industrial and com-
mercial life in Barcelona is paralyzed.
There is great scarcity of meat, bread
and other foodstuffs. The university and
all tho schools are closed. The leaders
of the workmen's committees have been
arrested, and tho meeting places have
been closed. The police continue to mako
many arrests.

Tho situation here does not improve,
and none of the strikers has resumed
work. The authorities, linding it neces-
sary to adopt drastic measures; have
armed all the policemen Uth Remington
rifles. Throughout the day there have
been conflicts In almost every quarter
of the city, in which many were wounded
on both sides, and in which the rioters
often almost overpowered the police. Two
batteries of artillery stationed here have
been ordered to hold themselves in readi-
ness to occupy the principal streets of
the city with their field pieces.

At S o'clock this evening the fusillade
continues In the different streets. One
gendarme has been killed and several
wounded.

The Ministry Threatened.
MADRID. Feb. 18. The opposition par-

ties of the Cortes declare the Government
Is powerless to stop the riots at Barce-
lona and that it ought to be replaced.
Romero Baldero intends to move a dis-
cussion in the Chamber of Deputies to
this effect.

It is rumored that the Government,
fearing the Carlists will take advantage
of the present agitation, is endeavoring
to call out the reserve. Madrid's unions
are working actively to proclaim a gen-
eral strike throughout Spain March 1.

At Barcelona the india-rubb- factories
are now closed. This was the only trade
hitherto outside the strike, and the strik-
ers regard the closing of these factories
as a great triumph. The telephone lines
between Barcelona and Basalona have
been cut. Slight disorders are reported
In the Province of Saragossa.

The newspapers here comment on the
situation at Barcelona in a tone of sup-
pressed anxiety. While confessing that
the warnings have been frequent and per-
sistent for several years past, they say
that hitherto the lack of funds and or-
ganization have compelled the trades-union- s

to yield. The trades-union- s are
working with th anarchists to spur the
workmen to take advantage of the diff-
icult economic situation, and terrorize the
authorities into forcing the employers to
yield to the demands for increased wages,
shorter hours, etc.

According to the news received here, a
reign of terror prevails at Barcelona.
The printers on strike have threatened
death to any of their comrade? daring to
resume work. It is alleged that already
2' persons have been killed and 100
wounded at Barcelona, but the authorities
corneal the real figure. All the theaters
are closed. The strikers assemble on the
railroad bridges and fusillade the trains
with stones. They threaten to use dyna-
mite unless the railroad companies stop
running trains.

ATTITUDE OF ENGLISH LIBERALS.
Condemn the Policy of Insisting on

Unconditional Surrender.
LONDOX, Feb. 19. At the general

meeting of the general committee of the
National Liberal Federation, held at
Leicester today, after much dissent andan animated debate, a resolution was
passed condemning the policy of insisting
on the unconditional surrender of the
Boers in South Africa, aflirming that thefuture contentment and security of South
Africa could only be secured by regular
peace, on broad, generous lines; welcom-
ing the impetus Lord Rosebery has given
to this policy and calling on all Liberal
members of the House of Commons tosupport the Liberal leader. Sir Henry
Campbell-Bannerma- n, in his advocacy of
this policy.

If any question remained as to the like-
lihood of a working agreement between
Lord Rosebery and the Liberal party ma-
chine, it was answered in the negative
tonight In an address delivered by SirHenry Campbell-Bannerma- n at Leicester.
After the customary strictures on the
Government for its incapacity and wrong-headedne- ss

In failing to conclude an hon-
orable truce with the Boers. Sir Henry
said flatly that he declined to wipe his
slate of Liberal principles and strongly
reafllrmed his adhesion to home rule.

GOLD AND COPPER FINDS.
Rich Discoveries in Different Parts

of Africa.
LOXDOX, Feb. 20. Reports from two

experts have been received in London
from different parts of Africa, which, it

hktly to have an important Influence on
the world's gold and copper supply. One
cf tin? reports c6mes from Assinio, on the
French ivory coast, and says that a reef
of quartz gold, eight feet wide and pan-
ning from two to eight ounces, has been
ope r.-- up on the ivory coast.

Trom North Rhodesia, the British Char-
tered South African Companv has re-
cta ed news of the discovery 'of a cop-
per field estimated at 40 square miles.
The held is .situated ir0 miles north of
Victoria Falls, and runs through to the
Congo Free State. In the ancient mines
dug by the natives and reopened by engi-
neers in the employ of the chartered
company, assays of 44 per cent are now
being secured, besides a 'large percentage
of silver. So much importance does the
chartered company attach to thte discov-
ery that the Cape to Cairo Railroad will
be eliverted to pass through tne copper
fields. "Work on this section or the road
has been accelerated, and it is expected
that it will be completed earlv in 1903.

PEKIN, Feb. 19. The Dowager Empress

will. February 23. receive in audience Sir
Robert Hart, director of the imperial mar-
itime customs: Bishop Favicr. the Cath-
olic vicar apostolic in Honolulu, and M.

Bank. This will be the first audience ever
granted to foreigners not members of the
diplomatic corps or of special missions.

German Ment Decree.
BERLIN. Feb. 19. The Oflicial Law

Journal today publishes a decree pro-
hibiting the marketing or Importation of
meats in the course of the slaughter or
preparation of which chemicals

to health have been used. The de-
cree specifically names boraclc acid, form-
aldehyde, hydroxides and carbonates of
alkali, alkaline earths, sulphurous acid
and its salts, acid, sali-
cylic acid and chloric acid, as prejudicial.
The decree becomes effective October 1,
11KC. The same prohibition applies to col-
oring matter of all kinds, except yellow-
ing for oleomargarine and testing for
sausages, in so far as this can be elone
without violating tho foregoing regula-
tion.

"Throughout the running fight the

Brooklyn .and Oregon were both hotly
engaged, being ahead of any of our
other ships, and we then constituted the
western and what I regard as the then
fighting division of our fleet. I con-
sidered Commodore Schley In responsi-
ble command during this running fight
and chase so far as I was concerned, and
acknowledged and repeated a signal he
had flying for close action or something
of the kind. As, however, the problem
was perfectly simple, namely, to pursue
the Spanish ships, as I had been doing
before I saw the Brooklyn, he did not.
as a matter of fact, exercise any control
over .any movement or action of the Ore-
gon, nor did I perform any action of any
kind whatever In obedience to any order
from the Brooklyn, neither as to my
course nor as to my speed nor as to my
gun fire, during the fight or chase.

"The Oregon always had fires under all

,,4boilers. In spite of the speed shown bi-
lbo Oregon in this fight, she had not
been and is not classed as the fastest
ship; but during all her service, in order
that no scale should form In them, not
one of her boilers was used for condens-
ing, though the resulting discomfort for
all hands was an additional hardship for
her commanding ofllcer."

Evun.s Recognized Sampson.
Following is Admiral Evans' statement:
"The credit for the blockade; for thearrangement of the ships at the open-

ing of the light and of the first move-
ments forward into the fight, must, of
course, belong to Admiral Sampson,
whose orders we were putting Into effect.'
When the light began. Admiral Samp-
son's ship, the New York, was in plain
sight. 1 saw her turning to overtake us.
Throughout the fight. I considered my-
self as under his command, but I re-
ceived no orders from him until the Vis-ca-

was aground. Nor did I receiveany orders whatever from the Brooklyn,
nor should I have heeded them If I had
received them, inasmuch a I considered
Admiral Sampson to be present and In
command.

"The heavy fighting was during the
time when the Spanish vessels were com-
ing out of the harbor and before they
had stretched fairly to the westward.
When they were thus stretched to the
westward, we all went after them with-
out orders of course, we could do noth-
ing else. Until the Teresa and Oquendo
ran ashore, the Iowa was close behind
the Oregon and ahead of the Texas and
all of us were firing steadily at the Span-
ish ships. The Texas then recovered
her speed for she was dead In the waterafter having backed to avoid the Brook-
lyn when the Brooklyn turned and she
went ahead of tho Ioua. Both of us
continued to fire at the Ylscava until
she went ashore. Then I stopped, butthe Texas followed the Brooklyn and
the Oregon after the Colon.

"When the battle began, the New York
was not much farther to the eastwardof me than the Brooklyn was to the
westward. After the Vlscaya ' had
grounded the New York overtook me andsignaled me to return to the mouth of
the harbor to prevent any other Spanish
ship from coming out and attacking thetransports. I received no signals of any
kind from the Brooklyn. All we had
to mIo was to close in upon the Spanish
squadron as it came out of the har-
bor, in obedience to the orders of Ad-
miral Sampson, and then, when the heav-
iest fighting was over and the Spanish
ships were trying to escape to the west,
to follow them and. of course, there was
no signal necessary to tell us to followa fleeing enemy.

"The machinery of the Iowa was not in
condition to get the best speed, though
every effort had been made to make it
so. Her cylinder heads had not been
off for more than six months, owing to
the service she was performing. Her
bottom was very foul, as she had not
been docked for a period of 17 months.
The Indiana was unavoidably In even
worse shape.

"The New York had left the blockad-
ing line fiying the signal 'Disregard the
movements of the Commander-in-Chief- ,'
a signal frequently made, and well under-
stood by the entire fleet. It did not
transfer the command. No signal was
made for the second In command to as-
sume command of the fleet, which was
usually done by the Commander-in-Chi- ef

before reaching the limit of signal dis-
tance when he proposed, for any reason,
temporarily to relinquish his command
to the next ranking ofllcer."

Taylor It lames Schley.
Following Is Admiral Taylor's state-

ment:
"At the beginning of the fight, the

New York was about as far to the east-
ward of me as the Brooklyn was to the
westward. The only signal I received
from the New York was at the very
close of the fight, when she signaled to
me to return and guard the mouth of
the harbor, so that nothing; could come
out to attack our transports. I received
no signal whatever from the Brooklyn,
and should not have heeded any If one
had been made, as I considered Admiral

' r - "T

Sampson present and In command. From
her position, the Indiana took full part
in the actual fight as the Spanish ships
came out of the harbor.

"When they ran to the westward, the
Indiana fell behind, but continued firing
at them and at the torpedo-boat- s until
all but the Colon were sunk or beached.
I saw the Brooklyn turn and run out sea-
ward, seemingly over a mile about the
time the rear one of the Spanish ships
turned to the west; if. Instead of making
this loop, the Brooklyn had stood straight
In toward the Spaniards, as the other
American ships, it seems to me that tho
fight would have been settled then, with-
out need of the long chase."

Commander of the Gloucester.
Following Is Commander Walnwrlght's

statement:
"At the outset of the fight the New

York was not much farther .away frcm
me In one direction than the Brooklyn was
In the other, and was in plain sight. 'A
signal from Admiral Taylor In connection
with my moving forward to attack tho
torpedo-boat- s was the only signal I re-

ceived. I made one to the New York just
before the last torpedo-boa- t sank. The
New York at that time was coming up
under the fire of the batteries, and herself
fired a couple of shots at the torpedo-boat- ;.

Of course, Admiral Sampson was
present and in cctnmand. I received no
signals from the Brooklyn, and would not
have noticed her at all had It not been
for the fact that when the other vessels
closed In she made what has been since
called 'the loop,' so that my attention
was attracted by noticing the Texas, be-

cause .he stopped, and by noticing the
Brooklyn, because she went to seaward
away from the Spanish vessels. In other
words, the left, or westward, part of our
line was confused, and this attracted my
attention, because it seemed to me from
where I was that this permitted the Span-
ish vessels to try to escape to the west-
ward."

Credit for Sinking the Spnnlnrds.
The survey of the damages of the

four Spanish war vessels shows that. In
addition to several score of hits by the

cr and er guns of the
American fleet, they were Gtruck 43 time:
by the larger guns of four-inc- h caliber
and over. The Colon, which came outside
the others, and did comparatively little
fighting, received but three of these hits.
The other three ships, which bore the
brunt of the action, received 40 among
them. Of these 40. 11. according to the re-
port of the board which examined Into
them, were by four-inc- h guns. 10 by five-In-

guns, four by either four or live-Inc- h

(the board could not determine which),
while one was by either a five or six-Inc- h,

12 were by eight-Inc- h, and two by
guns. All of our big ships except the
Texas have eight-inc- h guns. Only tho
Texas and Iowa had guns. The
Oregon and Indiana had guns; nnd
they and the Texas had six-inc- h guns.
The only four-inc- h guns were on the
Iowa; the only live-Inc- h guns were on
the Brooklyn. Therefore, on the three
Spanish ships which did the bulk of the
fighting, out of the. 40 larjre caliber shots
that struck them. 11 certainly came from
the Iowa, 10 certainly came from the
Brooklyn, four frcm either the Iowa or
the Brooklyn, and two from either the
Iowa or the Brooklyn, and two from either
the Iowa or the Texas. Of the three
which struck the Colon, two were five-inc- h

and must have come from the Brooklyn,
and one was either a five-Inc- h or a six-Inc- h.

It must be remembered that the
four and five-Inc- h guns were the only
quick-firer- s above In our
lleet. and they were not only much more
rapid, but much more surely handled than
were the larger and slower-firin- g guns.

The damage and loss of the" American
vessels were trivial. The only loss suf-
fered was aboard the Brooklyn, where
one man was killed and one wounded. In
damage, the cost of the repairs shows
that the Iowa suffered most and the Ore-
gon least. The American ships engaged
possessed more than twofold material su-

periority over the Spanish ships, and the
difference in the handling of their guns
and their engines was even greater. We
have just cause to be proud of the vigi-
lance and instant readiness our ships dis-
played and the workmanlike efficiency
with which they were handled. The most
striking act was that of the Gloucester, a
converted yacht, which her cemmander.
Walnwright. pushed Into the fight through
a hail of projectiles, any one of which
would have sunk her. In order that he
might do his part in destroying the two
torpedo-boat- s, each possessing far more
than his own offensive power.

Story of the Battle.
From the statements of the Captains

above, from the oflicial reports, and from
the testimony before the court of Inquiry,
the fight can be plotted with absolute
certainty in its important outlines, though
there is conflict as to minor points. When
the four Spanish cruisers came out of the
harbor, the New York had left for position
in the blockading lines 40 or 45 minutes
before. She had hoisted the signal, "Dis-
regard the movements of the Commander-in-Chief- ,"

but had not hoisted the signal
to the second In command to take charge,
which, asappears by the signal-boo- k, was
sometimes, but not always, used when the
command was transferred.

As soon as the engagement began, the
New York turned and .steamed back, hoist-
ing a signal to close in. which, however,
none of the squadron saw. She was in
plain sight, and not very much farther
from the easternmost blockading ships
than the latter were from the Brooklyn,
which was the westernmost of the line.
As tsoon as the Spanish ships appeared,
the five big American blockaders started
toward them in accordance with the
standing orders of Admiral Sampson.

After this first move, each .icted purely
on his own initiative. For some minutes
the Spanish and American vessels steadily
approached one another, and the fighting
was at Its hottest. Then the already dam-
aged Spanish ships turned to the west-
ward, while at the same time the western-
most American vessel, the Brooklyn,
which was nearest the Spanish line, turned
to" the eastward, making a loop of a
three-quart- circle. At the end, she
again headed westward, farther off from
and farther behind the Spanish vessels
than before the loop had begun, but still
ahead of any of the American vessels, al-

though farther outside. The Texas, the
next ship to the Brooklyn, either was, or
conceived herself to be put in such jeop-
ardy by the Brooklyn's turn toward her
that she backed her engines, coming al-

most or quite to a standstill; so that both
the Oregon and the Iowa, which were
originally to the eastward of her, passed
her, and It was sometime after she started
before she regained her former position
relatively to the Spanish vessels.

The Spanish vessels had straightened
out In column for the west, the Colon go-
ing Inside of the others and gradually
forging ahead of them, without suffering
much damage. The two torpedo-boat- s,

which followed them out of the harbor,
were now destroyed by the lire of the
rearmost of the American big vessels and
of the Gloucester, which headed straight
in for them, paying no more heed to their
quick-fir- e guns than to the heavy artil-
lery of the forts, to which she was ahso
exposed.

In the running fight which followed, un-
til the Teresa, Oquendo and Vlscaya were
destroyed, the Indiana gradually droppetl
behind, although she continued to fire
until the last of the three vessels went
ashore. The Brooklyn was ahead of any
of the other American vessels, on a
course outside theirs; she was nearly
broadside on to the Spaniards. The Ore-
gon. Iowa and Texas were all close to-

gether and actively engaged throughout
this running fight. The Brooklyn and Or-
egon, followed at some distance by the
Texas, then continued In chase of the
Colon, which went nearly 30 milra farther
before she also went ashore. During the
chase of the Colon there was practically
no fighting.

These arc the facts as set forth In the
above statements of the captains and
elsewhere in their official reports and tes-
timony. They leave no room for doubt
on any important point.

outset of the fight from all the ships ex-
cept the Brooklyn. Four of these five
ships' captains have testified that they
regarded him as present and in command.
He signalled "close in" to the fleet as
soon as the first Spanish ship appeared,
but his signal was not seen by any Amer-
ican vessel. He was actually under fire
from the forts, and himself fired a couple
of shots at the close of the action, at the
torpedo-boat- s, in addition to signalling
the Indiana Just at the close of the ac-
tion. But during the action not a single
order from him was received by any of
tho ships that were actively engaged.

Admiral Schley, at the outset of the
action, hoisted the two signals of "clear
ship" and "close In." which were simply
carrying out the standing orders of Ad-
miral Sampson as to what should be done
if the enemy's shirs attempted to break
out of the harbor. Until after the close
of the first portion of the fight, at the
mouth of the harbor, and until after he
had made his loop and tho Spanish ships
were fleeing to the westward, not an
American ship noticed a signal from him.
When the western pursuit had begun the
Oregon, and the Oregon only, noticed and
repeated one of his signals of command.
The captain of the Oregon then regarded
him as in command, but did not in any
shape or way execute any movement or
any action of any kind whatsoever In ac-
cordance with any order from him.

In short, the question as to which one
of the two men. Admiral Sampson or Ad-
miral Schley, was at the time In com-
mand, is of merely nominal character.
Technically, Sampson commanded the
fleet, and Schley, as usual, the western
division. The actual fact, the important
fact, is that after the battle was planned
not a helm was shifted, not a gun was
fired, not a pound Qf steam was put on
the engine-roo- aboard any ship actively
engaged in obedience to the order of
either Sampson or Schley, save on their
own two vessels. It was a captain's
fight.

To "Whom Credit In Due.
Therefore, the credit to which of the

two Is entitled rests on matters apart
from the claim of nominal command over
the squadron: for, so far as the actual
fight was concerned, neither one nor the
other in fact exercised any command.
Sampson was hardly more than techni-
cally in the fight. His real claim for
credit rests upon his work as Commander-in-Ch-

ief; upon the excellence of the
blockade; upon the preparedness of the
squadron; upon the arrangement of the
ships ahead In a semi-circl- e around the
harbor, and the standing orders in ac-

cordance with which they constantly
moved to the attack of the Spaniards
when the latter appeared. For all these
things the credit is his.

Admiral Schley is rightly entitled, as Is
Captain Cook, to the credit of what the
Brooklyn did in the fight. On the whole,
she did well: but I agree with the unani-
mous finding of the three Admirals who
composed the court of inquiry as to the
"loop." It seriously marretl the Brook-
lyn's otherwise excellent record, being in
fact the one grave mistake made by any
American ship that day. Had the Brook-
lyn turned to the westward, that Is, in the
same direction the Spanish ships were go-
ing. Instead of In the contrary direction,
she would undoubtedly have been In more
"dangerous proximity" to them. But it
would have been more dangerous for
them, as well as for her. This kind of
thing must not be too nicely weighed by
those whose trade it is to dare greatly
for the honor of the flag. Moreover, the
danger was certainly not as great as that
which. In the self-sam- e moment, marked
Walnwright's fragile craft as he drove
forward against the foe. It was not, in
my judgment, as great as the danger to
which the Texas was exposed by the turn
as actually made. It certainly caused
both the Brooklyn and the Texas mater-
ially to lose position compared to the
fleeing Spanish vessels. But after the
loop had been taken. Admiral Schley
handled the Brooklyn manfully and well.
She and the Oregon were thenceforth the
rearmost of the American vessels, though
the Iowa certainly, nnd seemingly the
Texas, did as much In hammering to a
standstill the Vlscaya. Oquendo and the
Teresa; while the Indiana did all her
eastward position and crippled machinery-permitted- .

In the chase of the Colon the
Brooklyn and Oregon share the credit be-
tween them.

Arendy Sufficiently Rewarded.
Under such circumstances It seems to

me that the recommendations of Presi-
dent McKinley were eminently proper,
and that so far as Admirals Sampson and
Schley were concerned, it would have
been unjust for him to have made other
recommendations. Personally, I feel that
in view of Captain Clark's long voyage
in the Oregon and the condition in which
he brought her to the scene of service, as
well as the way in which he actually
managed her before and during the fight.
It would have been well to have given
him the advancement that was given
Walnwright. But. waiving this, it is evi-
dent that Walnwright "was entitled to re-
ceive more than any of the other com-
manders and that It was just to Admiral
Sampson that he should receive a greater
advantage In numbers than Admiral
Schley there was nothing done In the
battle that warranted any unusual rd

for either. In short, as regards
Admirals Sampson and Schley. I find that
President McKinley did substantial jus-
tice and there would be no warrant for
reversing his action. Both Admirals
Sampson and Schley are now on the re-
tired list.

In concluding their report the members
of the court of inquiry. Admirals Dewey.
Benham and Ramsey, unite In stating
that they recommend that no further ac-
tion be had in the matter. With this rec-
ommendation I must heartily concur.

May Raise the Lautnro.
XEW YORK. Feb. 19. Arrangements

have been made by the Colombian Govern-
ment, says a Colon dispatch to the Jour-
nal and American, to secure tho services
of a New York wrecking company to re-

cover from the bottom of the shallow
Panama Bay the Government armor-cla-d

steamer Lautaro. which was sunk on
January 13 by the Padilla of the rebel
lleet. The sunken steamer not only ob-

structs navigation, but It is thought that
the damage done was not great and that
the Lautaro can be restored to the Co-

lombian squadron within a short time in
as serviceable condition as she was before
the battle.

It Is stated by several of her officers
that she was not sunk by any of the shots
frora the Padilla, but through the action
of a young officer who opened the sea-

cocks as soon as It was known that Gen-

eral Alban had been killed.
The Lautaro was the flagship of tho

Government squadron sunk in Panama
Bay in the naval engagement on January
13. The fight was marked not only by the
sinking of the Lautaro, but by the death
of Governor Alban (Governor of Pana-
ma), who was killed by the first shot
fired from the rebel lleet. The vessel was
leased from the Chilean Government.
