Capture of Cortex.
A force of native constabulary at Santa

Cruz. Province of Ivisuna, Luzon, ha
captured Cortez, second in command to
thf insurgent General Malvar, and handed
him over to the United States. Cortez
was hidden securely in a fuburb of Santa
Cruz, known as Allplr, and was raising
funds for the insurrection. A friendly na-
il informed iFnector Sorensen of this
Xact. and the capture of Cortez followed.

been driven from Batangas and Iaguna
have Joined the lndrones In the neighbor-
ing Province of Cavite. where the native
constabulary are hounding them from
place to place. General Trias, the present
Governor of Cavite Province, who for-
merly bitterly opposed the Americans In
that district, has given proof of his true
friendliness, and in using even' effort to
run down and capture the Cavite

He Is sending volunteer companies
of bolomen to assist the constabulary to
suppress the disorder. The natives of
Cavite Province, provoked at the contin-
ued disorders by the ladrones, are spon-
taneously offering themselves In large
numbers" to areist the authorities In main-
taining peace in the province. The Civil
Commission recognizes this attitude as
largely due to General Trias.

Prisldmt H. L. Boardman. of McMInn-vili- e

College, gave an inspiring patriotic
ad lref-.-s on "Lessons From the Life and
Character of Washington to the Young
Men of Today." The speaker look as his
text Joshua 1:10, "Be strong and of a
good courage."

"Two Summers ago," began the speak-
er, "I had the pleasure of going to Cam-
bridge and standing In the shade of that
magnificent tint tree beneath whose
branches Washington took command of
the Continental Army. It was sacred
ground. Bunker Hill, Lexington and Dor-

chester Heights, were near. I felt my
heart throb as it had never done before.
"Washington's message to us Is the mes-
sage from a hero. In a heroic age. He was
cist in a heroic mold, through and
through. His life brings to us a mes-
sage of courageous doing. The positive
clement In character was never better il-

lustrated than in the life of our Wash-
ington. He did his mighty work in nation-buildin- g,

inspired by hope, and never by
despair. Courage tnoans 'heart. When
you call a man brave, that mean? you
"have not left any good thing unsaid
about him.

"In considering types of courage as ex-
emplified in the life of our Washington,
we think. In the first place, of physical
courage, called the lowest type of cour-
age, yet the most Important. Washing-
ton had It. from hi.s family, his outdoor
life, and his natural inclinations. Then
there Is Intellectual, ,purage, a higher
type, a courage of belief of opinion.
Washington had this-- intellectual courage,
as exemplified by his action in the rati-
fication of the Jay treaty of 1794. There
is moral courage, the highest typo, the
courage of duty and right. Washington's
morai crurage lived through his whole
life, especially during the opening days
of the Federal Convention. He was op-

posed by n powerful faction, and he had
to fight the spirit of dallying and e.

In the words of Bancroft. 'Ris-
ing from his- - President's chair, his tall
figure drawn up to its full height, he ex-
claimed In tones unwontedly solemn, with
suppressed emotion: "It is too probable
that no plan we propose will be adopted.
Perhnps another dreadful conflict Is to be
sustained. If. to please the people, we
offer what we ourselves disapprove, how
can we afterward defend our work? Let
us- raise a standard to which the wise
and honest can repair the event is in the
the hand of God." Well may we ex-
claim with Fiske. that the words "ought
to be blazoned in letters of gold and post-
ed on the wall of every American assem-
bly that shall meet to nominate a candi-
date, or declare a jkjHcv. or pass a law,
so long af the weakness of human nature
shall endure.

"In the midst of the time-servin- g spirit
of our day. or political barter and sale, of
prostitution of public trust to private
gain, of the dominance of evil In public
life, let Washington teach us the lesson
of moral courage. m rjreat life helps us
to see the elements: which constitute this
thing we call courage, and so profit by
its example.

"After all, what Is courage? What ele-
ments compose It? There Is the power
to take, hold on, to a great Idea or prin-
ciple. If we review the military cam-
paigns of 177G-i- .. and think of mingled
success and disater at Boston. Long Isl-
and, Harlem, the retreat across New Jer-
sey, Trenton, Valley Forge. Germantowri,
Brandywlne and Monmouth we as-k- , what
held the great man up under these num-
berless discouragements and nerved him
for conflict? Ho had burned Into his soul
the idea of ultimate triumph for Amer-
ican arms, the attainment of American
independence. This made him a hero.
Then there is the ability to forget self.
In Washington's case this instinct can
bo Illustrated by his dramatic mcemont
in crossing the Delaware. Christmas day,
1776. There were other officers who could
have pushed on to Trenton Gates. Grlfiln.
Putnam or Ewing. They did not go, but
Washington did. Ko could become self--

unconscloui, the others could not. Fail-
ure to grasp an Idea and to lose sight
of self makes- - cowards of us all.

"Washington's life can be excellently
illustrated in these words: "What I must
do is all that concerns me, not what peo-
ple think. This Ideal was better realized
In Washington, perhaps, than in any
other American life, because he grasped
the Idea and forgot self. Such a man was
Washington. Let us emulate him. Let
us 'be strong and of good courage' in the
lives to which God has called us. God
make heroes of us all!"

The musical- - programme by the choir
was excellent, and one of the most en-
joyable parts of the service was an organ
selection composed and plaved bv Pro-
fessor W. M. Wilder, entitled "Military
Melodies," consisting of stirring patriotic
airs.

French IinnklxiK Mcthodn.
Century.

I was studying the mechanism of the
Bqnk of France under the guidance of on
of the officers. We went into one great
room in the old building In which there
were 200 desks? Inclosed in wire cages, all
empty at the moment. I asked what these
were for.

"These cages arc for our city collect-
ors." 1 was told. "When a small mer-
chant borrows from the Bank of France
he does not, as with you in America, bor-
row a bank credit, nnd have his loan
merely added to his balance on the books
of the bank. "With us the merchant,
when he makes a loan, gets the actual
money and take." it away. He probably
has no bank account with us. He writes
no checks. When the loan Is due he does
not, as would be the case In your banks,
come In and pay his Indebtedness with a
check; Instead of that we send a collector
to him. and that collector Is repaid the
loan In actual currency. Two hundred
men start out from the .Bank of France
every morning to collect matured loans.
Several days each month it is necessary
to send out 400 men. and on the 1st and
l"jth of each month GOO collectors go out."

These collectors were uniformed men
carrying leather pouches. In which they
have the matured notes and which are
later filled with currency, as the collec-
tions are made from the bank's borrow-
ers.

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DISMISSAL OF NOYES

RECOMMENDED BY ATTORNEV.
GENERAL. KNOX.

He Deliver to the President His
Findings in the Mritter of the
Charges .(;iilnkt Nome Oillcinl.

WASHINGTON. Feb. 23. Attorney-Gener- al

Knox has delivered to the President
his findings in the matter of the charges
filed against Arthur H. Noyes. Judge of
the Second Division of the United States
District Court of Alaska. The charges
allege Incompetency and corruption,

the Attorney-Gener- al says, the
charge of dishonesty was not pressed.
After reviewing the case at length, the
Attorney-Gener- al concludes his report as
follows:

"Such was the end of this Nome liti-
gation, out of which has sprung so much
complaint, bitterness and public scandal.
After review. It remains that the actual
consequences of these proceedings in the
Alaska District Court were to bring that
court Into disrespect and to impair pifo- -

if Ca .ywfrHcr k,v prTD
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lie confidence In its wise and Impartial
administration of justice.

"In view of the foregoing, and after
the most careful consideration, 1 have
concluded:

"First That the appointment of a Re-
ceiver in the ease referred to, without
notice to the defendants and the refusal
upon hearing to discharge the Receiver,
and the consequent dispossession of the
defendants of their property, were not
justified under the facts, the pleadings
and the principles of equity.

"Second That there is no justification
shown for the refusal by Judge Noyes to
settle a bill of exceptions at the instance
of the defendants, and for the refusal
to allow them an appeal.

"Third That after a,n appeal had been
allowed by the Circuit Court of Appeals,
and the writ of supersedeas had been
served upon Judge Noyes. thf plaintiff
and the Receiver, Judge Noyes attitude
toward the writ was one of hostility and
obstruction, which was totally Incon-
sistent with his judicial duty toward a
superior court and toward the litigants j

seeking through that court reversal ot
his judicial action.

"Fourth That Judge Noyes sho.uld
forthwith be remoi-e- from office,"

The President will approve of these
findings and promptly dismiss Judge
Noyes from office.

GERMANS WOULD NOT HAVE THEM.
Good Orcjron Apples Rejected by the

HninhiirKr Inspectors.
GRANT'S PASS, Feb. 23. A. H. Carson,

of this city. Horticulturist Commissioner
for the Southern Oregon District, has just
completed making an examination of as
signments of fruit to be shipped East.
Mr. Carson states that recently several
shipments of apples from Rogue River
Valley were refused by the Hamburg.
Germany, authorities. This is considered
an unjust blow to the fruit men of South-
ern Oregon, In the light of tho fact that
no better, cleaner apples are grown any-
where than those produced along the
Rogue.

The growers of this section had learned
that a great demand and fancy prices
were offered for first-grad- e, clean ap-
ples by the German market. Accordingly
they made a selection of their choicest
fruit and prepared shipments; and to
further guarantee the apples from re-
jection, the growers had them lnpe-cte-

by Commissioner Carson, he attaching
his signed certificate to the bill of lad-
ing to the effect that the apples were
perfectly clean and free from pests or
diseases of any nature. In spite of all
these precautions and the excellence of
the fruit, the apples were rejected by
the German inspectors, it has caused
much consternation among Rogue" River
Valley fruitgrowers. Mr. Carson is a
fruitgrower of many years experience
and his word is unquestioned. He can
easily detecj. diseased fruit from that
containing pests. He says the apples
shipped by the Rogue River growers were
absolutely clean and that the statement
of the German authorities that the ap-
ples contained scale l utterly falser

The only reason that can 'be ascribed
for the Hamburg inspectors refusing the
Southern Oregon apples is that In years
past unscrupulous growers have shipped
diseased fruit to Germany from Oregon.
If this be true, it is not likely that tho
Hamburg authorities would accept fruit
from any part of Oregon or anv section
of the Coast.
