SENATE SUSTAINS THE CHAIR

Order Practically Suspends the Sonth
Carolins Senntors—McLaurin Has
Hesolutjion Introduced Ask-
ing for Investigation.

WASHINGTON, Feb, 24.—Senator Frye,
president pro tem. of the Senate, gave di-
rections to the clerks of the Senate today
that the names of Senators Tillman and
MeLaurin, of South Carollne, mus! not be
calll on roll-cglls until further notice,
Thiz fixes the status of the Senators, who
are practically suspended from all Bena-
torial functions. President pro tem
Frye wos sustained in his ruling by =
majority of the Senate. The matier came
to n bead on roll-call on the Philippine
bill, when the clerk skipped the mame of
McLaurin, Instantly there were cries of
“Why T President pro tem. Frye declared
the clerk had acted under orders from the
chair. The question precipliated a sharp
debate, lasting nearly two hourse Turner
of Washington appealed from the decislon
of the chalr.acd made one of the principal
spoeches on the subject, Many points of
urder were made against Turner, and he
finaily arore to & question of privilege,
when President pro tem, Frye aliowed him
to proceed. As heretofore stated, however,
the order of the chalr was sustained.

While the matier was under considern-
tion Pritchard submitted the following let-
ter, which was read at the clerk's desk:

Washington, Feb 24 —To J. C Pritchard,
Tnited States Benstar, Washington—My Dear
Senator: [ was prevented, s you know, from
offering the resclutiom which I wrote &t my
desk Saturduy, demanding an investigation of
the charges made by my ocollsague, by belag
adjudged in comtempt of the Senate. 1 am now
deburred the privilege, and request you to in-
troduce o resolution, for the reason that, If
the charges are tros, 1 am unfit to remain
in the Senuts, and If they are untrue, the
man who made them (s unfit to remain a
member of this honorable body. In any event,
I feel T am entitied 10 & vindication by the
mame body that makes Investigation In the
procesdings for contempt. I herewith inclose
the resolution. Yours wery truly,

Mr. Pritckard then offered the following
resoletion:

Protest of Tillman.

The protest which Senator Tillman to-
day endeavored, through Benator Turncr,
to present to the Senate is in part as fol-
lows:

“The undersigned, holding & commission
in this body from the soversign Biate of
Bouth Curnilna, is one of its Senators, and,
having been in the full and undisputed
exercise of that high office for seven
yoars pust, solemnly protests againsi de-
priving Blm of the right of such Sen-
ater to vole on the pending sneasure, and
to take part in the proceedings of the
Senate. and he respactfully asks that this,
his protest, may be spread on the journals
of the Benate.

“While it is true that the undersigned
has been adjudged to be In contempt of
the Benate for disorder committed in s
presence ot the last legixiatlve day be-
fore this, an act committed in the heat
of blood, and which he regrets and has
spologized for, that incident has passed
and gone, and he !» now In his place as
& Senntor, deslrous of proceeding In or-
der and. in mecordance with the rules of
the SBenate in the performance of his high
dutlés entrusted to him by the authority
and under the seal of the Bthte of South
Carolina,

Resolution for Information About

The bill
carries an appropriation of SL.981.6TR, an
jnerease of $5250 over last year. It was
made the vehicle for speeches on trusts,
colnage and other irrelevant matters. The
gulleries were packed all day in anticlpa-
tion of Prince Henry's visit.

FITZ SAYS HE WAS NOT RATTLED.

Explains Why He Counted Sulllvan
Out in Fight With MeGovern.

CHICAGO, Feb. M.—Terry McGovern's
victory over Dave Sulllvan is explained
by Bob Fitzssimmons, who refereed the
fight. Fitzsimmons has arrived in Chi-
cago from Loulsville, and answered the
question as to whether Sulllvan was
counted out or was disqualified for golng
down without being hit. Fitzsimmons
sticks to the clalm he made at the ring-
=ide, that Sulllvan was down fully 12 sec-
onds, and was actually counted out. Bev-
eéral Chicagoans who saw the battie dis-
agree with the Cornishman as to the
count, but Fitzssimmons says he was do-
ing the counting and ought to know,
Fitasimmons does not go Into detalls
regarding his declelon, but simply suaywe
Sulllvan was actually counted out and
lost for that reason.

“There was nothing to It."” sald Fits-
elmmons Jast night.

FIXES PHILIPPINE TARIFF

SENATE PASSES THE BILL BY A
STRICTLY PARTY VOTE,

MeComnas and Wellington Make
fipreches Questioning Each
Other's Veracity.

WASHINGTON, Feb, M —After eight
hours of tumultuous debate today the Sen-
ate, shortly before 7 o'clock this evening,
pass=ed the Philipping tariff bill by a vote
of 46 top 26 a sirictly party vole,

Many amendments were offered to the |
Philippine blll, but, except those offered
by the committee, only one—an amend-
mont restricting the operation of the sedl.

Wellington Replics to MeComans.

Wellington, evidently Ilaboring under
some excitement, replled to some state-
metits made during today's debate by his
colleague, McComas. Those statementa,
he sald, hnd cast doubt upon his (Wel-
lIngton's) truth and veracity, but he In-
sisted that McComas' recollections did
not serve him well. “He I8, sald Wel-
lington, **so ignorant upon this guestion
that he ought not to speak upon it, or
his statements were untrue.” He ex-
plained that while McComas accompanied
him in his call upon the late President,
he was not within hearing of all of the
conversation and did not know what had
been sald. He asserted that the late
President (McKinley) did make the prom-
isen to him which he had stated previous-
Iy he had made

“1 believe,” he sald, “that the President
meant at that time to carry out those
promises, but because of sinister and ma-
Hgn influences he was foreed to abandon
them, and to drift—to drift. I do not
stand alone in this matter, and my col-
league In s0 assalling my verncily as-
salls that of another Senator.

What the Measure Provides.

As passed, the measure provides that ar-
ticles Imported into the Phillppine Archi.
pelago from the United States shall be re-
quired to pay the dutles levied agninst
them by the Philippine Commission, and
pald upon lUke articles Imported Into the
archipeiage from forelgn countries; that
articles imported into the United States
from the Phillpplanes shall pay a duty of
T per cent of the rates fixed by the Ding-
ley law, less any export taxes pald upon
the articles sent from the Phnilippine Archi-
pelago, as required by the Philippine Com.
mission. All articles now imported free
into the United States shall hereafter be
exempt from export duty Imposed In the
Philippines,

The blll exempts the commerce passing
between the United States and the Phil-
Ippines from the operation of the naviga-
tion laws of the United Btates until July
1, 1504, and authorizes the Philippine Com-
mission to issue licenses to craft now
engaged in lighterage or exclusive bharbor
businesn, provided such craft are bulit iIn
the United Btates or in the FPhillppines
and owned by citizens of the Unlited States
or by inhabitants of the Philippines, The
duties and taxes collected in pursuance of
this act shall be pald Into the treasury
of the Philippine Isiands and used for their
benefit

All articles manufactured, in bonded
warehouses, of Imported materials, or of
materials subject to Internal revenue tax,
when shipped from the United States to
the Philipplnes, shall be exempt from the
Internal revenue, and all taxes paid upon
such articles shipped to the Philippine
Islands since November 15, 1801, shall be
refunded.

Phillppineg trouble had cost 0,000, 000,
00 American lives and milllons of prop-
erly barned and otherwise destroyed.

The amendment was
votad down, 26 to 41

Hoar then offéred an amendment pro-
viding that no permon shall be convicted
of treason in the Philippinea by any tri-
bunal. civil or military, except upon the
testimony of two witnesses or of oon-
fession in open courl.

of thelr own cholce; and that to the end
peace and order eshould prevall in the
{slands, the United States would co-
operate with the peaceably disposed In-
habitants in the formation of & free gov-
ernment, and would protect it against
interference from any foreign power. The
amendment was rejected, 20 to M

Rawlins then offered the substitute of
the minority for the entire bill.
