it. It 1 Bouthern In its hospltality and
genern! triendliness; but its energies and
1ts thrift are of the Wesl. And for all
the influence of the mining Industry which
{n many ways dominates SBouthern Oregon
Jite. the country i» still essentially a far-
mens’ country.

Farming hore means for the most part
the stock mdustry, which from the earilest
thnes his been general and profitable

Prior to the day of the rallroad it was
uscicss 10 ETow any crop which could not
be ®0ld In the mining camps or to Ehr'
tage company; therefore, grain was |

grown only for bread and for feed and
frults and vegetables only In such guan-
tities as could be marketed from the far-
mer’s wagon near home The main re-
linnce for profit. In a large way, was
stock, which could alwars be driven out
to the genera! markets when the local de-

mand was sinck, which Inevitably hap-
pened when an exceptionally dry sea-
son forced a =hut-down In the mines
And very fortunately there was brought
into the country at a very enrly
day an infuslon of frst-class bhlood.
One man In partleular—Mr. W. C
Myers, of Ashinng who still Hyes
hale and hearty In his Sls—contributed
largely and most beopneficently In bring-

Ing up the character of the Southern Ore-
gon livestock Interest. Mr. Myers had a
genuine passion for his business and his
fmportations of thoroughbred sires ranged
from the Arabian horse to the Maltese
eat. His Durham and Jersey buils, his im-
proved grades of =heep and his various
types of horses, gaVe to the country an
Impulse toward siockbreeding onm wmodern
ines in relatively carly times. and the
results may easily bLe traced In present
Jomestic herds. Today, as In times past,

leading and Jooal interent, and it has. on
the whole, made more {ortunes than has
the mining Industry. The richest man in
the southern countles Is casily Mr. Beek-
man, of Jacksonville, whose fortune was
made in the expressage and banking busi.
ness. The Ankenvs and some othem
have won conslderable fortunes in mining
But the grester number of well-to-d0 men
owe thelr prosperity to stock industry in
one form or another.

For all the years and energy put Into
the SBoutherm Oregon mines, the business
has never untll Iately been on the right
tnsls. The general character of the sur-
face wmining has been “pockety, with
large returne one season and poor the
next, and for the most part the Industry
has been dependent upon an inadequats
nnd uncericin water supply. Abundantly
watered as the country i, the water re-
rource avallable for working high ground
Yias generally been Hmited, and there hns
not been capltal enough In the country
to bring remote water resources Into use
The great minlng investors have fought
shy of a district at once remote and un-
certaln in its aperations, and so unt!l a
very recent time the mining Industry hml
worked along on a “skimped"” basis,

Thirgs are different row. A few years
ago & company of enterprising men pm!
& complete equipment of modern machin. |
ery inoto the old Ashiand mine, near the |
town of Askland and undertook what had
never before been attempted In Soothern |
Oregon, namely, to follow the ledge to |
great depths. The results have been n111
that anybody ever ventured to hope. The
Ashland underground workings are now
down sarmething more than 800 feet, and the
work goes on with a vigor which implies
1hat scmebody Is getting m profit out of It |
Here, as elsewhere, there Is a curlous
reserve as 10 the precise doings In the
mine, and as to the precise results
&ttalned, but there is not the "Arst doubt
1hat the owners are moking & good thing
out of 1t. Thelr work has demonstrated
one important thing, namely, that the
Ashland ledge “goes down,” and that it
carries value In deep ground. And if this
be true in Ashland there is no reason
why it may not be true In other situa-
tions, .

The country about Grant's Pass contalne
more mining properties than the country
f{urther south, and there I8 now belng ex-
hibited wvastly greater energy in their de-
velopment. 1 have personally had no ob-
servation which justifies me in making |
inore than the general matement that new |
capital and new 1if¢ have come into the |
dFrict during the parst few years, and:

€ide capital for mining operations is eom-
ing freely into the country, and gEreat
things are Jooked for in consequence.

1 have been pleased during the padt
wotk, In the course of Journevings
about the southern countles, to find every-
where & very positive sense of state Inter-
est and state pride. It was not always =o.
There was 4 time when Southern Oregon
was more Californian than Oregonlan In
sentiment, and when the people would
have been glad If they could hawe been
politically cut off from the webfoot con.
pection. The raflrond has done at least
this for the country, nmmely, it has
brought it ‘nto touch with 1t= natural po-
litical and social connections and made It
in fact, us in nDame, an Integral part of

Oregon. For the most part the trade of
Souttern Oregon secks the north. Trav-
eling solesmen, both from Portland and
Ban Franclaco, renge over the country,
but the former get the preference when It
comes to a pure matter of preference. In
grovery lines, Portinnd is clearly ahead
in the compet!ilon, but in mining supplics,
and especially in mining machinery, San
Francisco commands the situation. There
is wome complaint that it Is not easy to
trade with Portland on account of the local
rate, which makes it cheaper to deal dl-
rect with the East. Take the case of o
wagon, for filustration. The through rate
from Chicago or any other point beyond
the Rocky Mountains to Medford s con-

alderably less than the rate from the satne |

point 1o Portland, plus the local rate from
Portand to Medford. And this being a0,
it Is mnre to the advantage of the man who
wanis a8 wagon lo onder from a Chicage
catalogue than to deal with a Portland
merchant. There is still further complaint
that the rates on produce from Southern
Oregon points to the Portland market nre
prohivitive; and it Is freely and generally
aeserted that if the rallrosd company
would establish its charges with & view to
promoting the business of the country, it
would be weli both for the country and
for the rallrond, 1 know nothing of the
facts, and Am s+eling only to reflect the
sentiment and atiitude of the Southern
Cregon poeople,

Mr. John Lewls, of Port-
land, has for many years pist been large-
Iy Interested in mining properties near
Leland and elsewhere in Josephlne Coun-
ty, and Mz, Allen Lewis has lately, It s
understood, become a heavy Investor In
Southern Oregon mines. Other Investors
in simiiar enterprises bave been many,

including Mr., Jonathan Bourne, the
Humason and Dekum familles, Mr, P,
Kelly, ex-Sheriff of Multnomah Coun-

ty, Mr. P. B, Binnott and & multitude of
others. The recent opening of the Ash-
land mine and the development of Its
deep lodger was the work of Mesars. Kol-

But 1
am not able to find anything which seems
to fix the matter conclusively. No one
of the present towns holds a position cap-
able of commanding the future as agninst
outside forces. The maln faptor in the
making of centere In these modern Gays
Is the factor of transportation, and this

being eo, It In, 1 think, In the power
of the Bouthern Puctfle Company to
make or break amy or all of the pres-

ent Southern Oregon towns. A very con-
slderable factor In the businesa ife of
Ashland and Grant's Pass at this time la
the "payroll” ehich each enjuys as the
headquarters of a diviston. Medford, on
the other hand, has no advantage from
this source. Now, If the rallroad com-
pany should comsolidate its divisions and
center them at Medford, it would go far
toward making the fortune of the last-
named town, while at the same time it
could mot fall to hurt both Ashland and
Grant's Pass. These considerations un-
Ialilngly sugges! themselves to every man
who looks Into the situstion. They go to
make the future one of great uncertalnty,
and so, to an appreciable degree, they
retard investors from golng decply Into
any one of these towne. It i= an unfor-
tunate situation and one which Is not
lHizely to be made better until the rail-
road company can be brought to declars
its Intentions, A B,
Portlind, February M.

BELIEVED TO BE FRESCH BARK

She Was in Need of Immedinte As-
aistance—Was Sighted Feb.

PORT TOWNSBSEND, Wash., Feb, M.—
A French bark is buffeting the gales pome
distance south of Cape Flattery, with
Fignals of distress flying, according to re«
ports brought here today by the British
ship Inverkip, 7 days from Iguiqul, The
bark was sighted on the evening of Feb-
ruary I8, and the signals displayed were
“N. C.,” which mean “In need of Imme-
dlate assistance.” Other signals were
displayed, but as the French vensel was
using the new International code, which
the captain of the Inverkip could not
make out, he was unable to learn the
nature of the distress of the Frenchmin.
When the vessel way sighted, It was just
before dark, and a storm was coming up.
The Inverkip stood by untl morning, but
no veszel could be sighted, so she headed
for the Btralta. She did not get Inside
untll yesterday, The #dentily of the
French bark Is not known, but shipping
men are inclined to the opinton that it is
the French bark Les Adelphes, now out
152 days from Madagascar, for Portland.

He In Charged With Embezsling $24,-
000 and Wreeking Twh What-
com County Banks.

NEW WHATCOM, Wash.,, Feb. M. —H.
Bt. John Dix, charged with embessling
24,000 from the Scandinavian-American
Bank, of this city, and the Bank of
Bialne, made an exfended statement in
Jall today, at & mecting of depositors,
which he had called. At its conclusion
he asked the depositors to nld him to se-
curs reduction of his bond from $3,00 to
0. If this is done, he promises to an-
sist in securing evidence to ald in the
conviction of his former associates, Cash-
ler Frank Oleson, Assistant Cashler J.
L. Stangroom and Attorney 5. M, Bruce.
Hesayn he was Induced to enter the bank
to save Cashler Oleson, who, he says, had
embexzzied from the formar proprietors.
After hearing him through, the depositors
unanimousiy refused his request

Mr. Bt. John made a number of sensa-
tional allegations. He averred that a
large part of the bank's recurities were
disposed of during the last days of fts
existence, in & way of which no record
appensrs, As the bonks arc gone. His
eonirel of the bBank was secured for
“practically nothing.,” two weeka after
he knew It to be Insolvent Then a
scheme was evoived of keoplng It golng
by securing control of a chaln of banks,
the pecond to be purchased with the de-
posity of the first, the deposits of the
second to huy the third, etc. The banks
secured were to be In this =tate., San
Franciseo, and London, Eng. He says
thag personaily he was benefited by the
bank's fallure only $12; that Cashier
Oleron got 30565, Assistant Cashier Stan-
groom FLEN, and Attorney Bruce S5,
Etorica which gave him prestige were elr-
culated nt the time of his nssuming con-
trol wof the bahk. 1 was alleged that
he was socn to éome into posscesicn of
$5.500 through maturity of a Ufe Insur-
anco poliey. The prisoner claims tho
stories wers told at the Instigation of
his altorney. and were false.

He told depbaltars that he would anly

repay what money he had gotten from !

the bank and would spend an amount
equal to the tots] taken from the bank in
bringing l.ondon solicitors and expert
nccountants here to ald him In his de-
fenze. .
