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DINES WITH EDITORS

Herman Ridder's Banquet in
Honor of Prince Henry.

ONE THOUSAND IN ATTENDANCE

Speeches by the Guest of the Even-
ing, Whitelaw Reld, Charles’ Em-
ory Smith and Charles W,
Kooapp.

NEW YORK, Feb. 25.—Prince Henry of
Prussla dined tonight with 1000 of the
men who make American newspapers. He
was the special guest of Herman Ridder,
proprietor of the New York Staats Zeit-
ung, who gathered at his tabie a major-
ity of the leading figures in American
Journalism. They came from the four
quarters of the country, and made ths
maost noteworthy gathering of their pro-
fession ever assembled In the United
Stutes.

There was & fellcitous exchange of
greetings between Prince Henry and the
men who spoke for the journalistic craft,
and the affalr clalms= rank with one of
the notable incldents in the American
tour of the German Prince. The dinner
was glven in the handsome ballroom of
the Waldorf-Astorin, but that immenss
room was not large enough o accom-
modiate the npewspaper guests, and the
‘Astor gallery also was used. The two
rooms were splendidly decorated. Mr,
Hidder and the speclal guest sat at an
vlevated table, above which were the
American and German flags. Tho staves
wore crossed, and the banners, draped
fan-like, reached out like the wings of
& buge butterfly. Above them was the
Frussian eagie, done In Incandescent
lights. From the boxes hung vines, and
#et In on the ledges were hundreds of
palms. Each table carried bouguets of
American Beauties. As the diners took
thelir places the iadies of many of the
party appeared In the hoxes which wall
the room.

Prince Henry, attended by the members
of his suite, drove to the hotel under es-
cort of cavalry and mounted police. The
demonstration In the strests leading to
the bhotel was the most cordial of sny
that has s0 far marked his appearance in
public, Great crowds lined the way and
pressed agilnst the police guards that
had been thrown sround the Thirty-third-
street entrance to  the hotel. They
cheered when the Prince came in sight,
and hé frequently raised his hand
to his cap In acknowledgment of
the demonstration. The Prince resched
the hotel at £m  o'clock, and
wns recelved by Mr. Ridder. They
phook hands warmly, -and while they
paused for a brief talk-the members of
the sulte and the delegates of President
Roosevelt filed up to the banguet hall
The bands played the American anthem
ns the first of the uniformed stafl en-
tered, and the crowd of guesls arose.
There was & great cheer as the Prince
appeared, and another when he took hins
place at the slde of Mr. Ridder at the
special table.

As the Prince took his seat the electric
light was flashed onto the Prusslan eagie
above bim on the southern side, and the
power was also increased in every one of
the 500 incandesoent lights that burmed
in the room. It gave special brilllancy to
an already sttractive scene,

Mr. Ridder csalled upon Bishop Potter,
who offered a brief gruce. A small army
of walters quickly filled the alsle between
the tables, and with an order that was
remarkahle in such a large gathering the
banquet bogan.

As the evening proceeded, hundreds of
handsomely gowned women flled the
boxes above the dining hall An orches-
tra high up in the second tier of boxes
played popuiar National music, and when
a tune caught the fancy of the crowd
they sang it. At “Die Wacht am Rhein”
the crowd arose, und after singing It lost-

fly there were loud cheers. “America™
got the same enthusiastic treatment Ex-
oellently molded statuettes of Prince

Henry were distributed as souvenirs,

At 10:5 o'clock Mr. Ridder, rapping for
sttention, proposcd the health of the Presi-
dent of the United Stutes and Kalser Wil-
belm and culled upon Whitelaw Held to
respond. Me Ridder enid:

“*Your Royva! Highness amnd Gentiemen:
1 have the plessure and honor of offering
the hesith of the President of the United
Bintes and the German Emperor, which
1 ask you to rise and drink, and I coupls
with this sentiment the name of White-
Inw Reld, the distinguished editor of the
New York Tribune™

Whltelaw Held's Address.

Mr. Reld anid In part:

*“In the Republic as in the momarchy,
no one takes precedence of its Chlef Ex-
ecutive,. Here tonight then, as at any
tme and anywhere, between New York
and San Fraucisco, or from Porto Rico
to the Philippines, your first honor = to
the President of the Usnited SBtatea. You
pasy the tribute of every good citlsen to
the great office; and you express the re-
gurd of every patriot to the soldier and
sntomman who worthily fills 1t. The post
you honor is, for Americans, the
highest in the world. Others for others;
but he is ours—ihe one chiel ruler under
the sun.

“And mnow, to the mighty chief of an-
other iand, whose friendly and gracious act
has prompted (his festival! King and Eme
peror, he is powerful and honored, like the
Predident, because he 2tands for, and to
the extent that he stands for, the great
perople whom he Tules, and especially for
the bept that Is in them  Admired and
trusted, more overy year he has been on
the throne than the year before, as his
people have come (o repose wnore and
more confidence in hls purpose and in his
sagucity, he s now no vague, {l-under-
#tood character. All know bhim as highly
trained, widely read, much traveled, full
of tastes and Meas and aotivities; hunts-
man, yechtsman, musician, artist, writer,
orator; and above gil, still with the glory
end the potency of youth. He knows
what he thinks, and he says it—plain. He
knowa what he wants, and he goes for j1—
stralght. If these are the marks of an
Emperor they are at any rate not so dif-
ferent from some Presidentinl traits we
know as to keep the most downright of
republicans from respeciing and heartily
fiking them. War lond he may be, but he
bas kept the pesce in Europe; while, under
his enlightened rule, labor has been en-
couraged, art and Ilterature have been
fostered, morals and religion have been
protected, and OGermany at home and
sbroad, on Iané and by sea, grows steadily
greater, year by year.™

Mr. Ridder followed Mr. Reld. Prince
Henry was then introduced and as he
stood up the crowd burst into the song
“Hoch Boll Er Leben, Mal Hoclk.™ After
that they sang, “For He's a Jolly Good
Fellow,”

“Undoubtedly, the press of our day s n
factor, If not a power, which may not be
neglected and which I ahouid like to
compare with ever so many submarine
mines which blow up In many cases in
the most unexpected manned; but your
own naval history teaches us not to
mind mines, should they ever be In our
way. The language on & memorable oc-
caslon was stronger than I would ventore
to reproduce here tonight. I need only
mention the name of Farragut,

“Another comparison might be more
o your taste, gentlemen, and is, in fact,
more complimentary: It is one which His
Majesty, the Emperor, used before I left.
He sald: “You will meet many members
of the press, and 1 wish you, therefore, to
keep in mind that the press men In the
United States rank almost with my Gen-
erals In command.’

“It will interest you, T know, to learn
something about the pature of my mis-
slon to this country. The facts are sa
follows: His Majesty, the Emperor, has
minuteiy studied the repent and rapid
development of the United States and
His Majesty is well aware of the fact
that yours Is & fast moving nation. His
sending me to this country may, there-
fore, be looked upon as an act of friend-
ship and courtesy with the one desire of
promoting frisndiler relitions between
Germany and the United Btates. Should
you be willlng to grasp a proffered hand
you will find such a one on the other
gide of the Atlantic Ocean.”

At the end of the speech the Prince
was heartily applauded. Mr. Ridder at
this point introduced Charles Emory
Bmith, saying that Mr. 8Smith had been
a Minister of Biate, o great oditor and is
knuown as the silver-iongued orator of tho
press of America

Mr. Knapp's Address.

Following Mr. Smith came Charles W,
Knapp, who was introduced !n a few
appropriate words by Mr. Ridder. Mr.
Knapp said in part:

“We Americans welcome the knowl-
edge that has come t0 us recently that
in war as In peace we can trust the
Hohenzollern. There are heritages of
race, strengthened by the obligations of
traditions, to justify our confidence that
the foture will not mar the friendly rec-
ord of the past. And we find our surety
not alome In the monarch now on the
throne, but In the royal guest of tonight,
in whom we rejoice to recognize the samo
disciplined intellect, resaluts courage and
unmistakable nobility of purpose.

“We cannot overestimate the Influence
of Germany in holding the concert of
Europe. In the wise dispensation of God
this one nation has been all powerful In
the establishment of harmony among the
nations. The dally prayer of humanity
appenls for the preservation of the amity
that now blosses the world. Tet we do
not let our hearts forecast a complete
miliennlum, we do not look forward to the
day when all men will stand beaide BHen
Adkem in the front lilne, or expect ever
to read upon every tombetone that won-
drous epitaph, ‘I loved my Tfellow-man.'
We do count, however, on the ultimate
establishment of a broad and universal
commercial reciprocity. We do forecast
the day when the open door shall hospit-
ably invite In all lands; when the gates
of trade shall everywhere swing inward
as well as outward. Bo also we cherish
firm hope that the time will bring univer-
sal recognition that territorial aggran-
digement 15 In no degree & neceamary ac.
companiment of national! development.
When these vital truths are brought to
the heart of all the nations, then will
amity spread itz blessed wings over all
the earth, good will inspire the acts of
every government and the Angel of
Peace ablde among the pecples of the
whole world.”

The dinner was concluded at 11:45 P, M.,
and the Prince immediately left, accom-
panied by his sulte. He was very hearti-
ly cheered as he went out of the ban-
queting-room. i

The editors later sent a telegram of
greeting to Kalser Wilbelm. It was sub-
mitted by Melville E. Stone, and after
cordial Indorsement by the guesls was
forwarded., It real as foliows:

*To the German Emperor—The editors
of the dally newspapers of the United
Btates, 1000 in number, in honor of your
{llustrious brother send you cordial greet-
Ings. and all good wishes for a Jong and
proaperous relgn. We hall the presence
of Prince Henmry in this country as an
omen of even closer ties of amity, and
heartily reclprocate all of the splendid
and repeated overtures of friendship you
have been graciously pleased to extend.

The menu bore the Prince’s flag as Ad-
miral, the Hohenzollern royal standard,
with the motto, “Gott MIt T'na™ and the
international code slgnal, “"You sare wel-
come to brenkfast.” In arranging the
ment it was borme In mind that Prinee
Henry sald before he arrived In New York
that he hoped he would have an oppor-
tunity to partak® of some characteristic
Amcerican dishes, and it was also In con-
sideration of the CGerman taste for can-
vas-back duck that it was bolled and not
roasted,

Prince Henry's desire to hear some dis-
tinctively American music was also the
determining factor in the selection of a
latge vartety of American popular as welj
as Natlonal alre,

At the scats of the ladies invited as
spectators were placed Mttls bouquets of
jessamine and gardenias, Prince Henry'a
favorite flowers, and when His Royal
Highness saw the ladies wearing thaso
favorites he sent for one and ploned it
on his coat lapel. The Americans at the
tables A and F were designated as spe-
cinl guests In Lhe booklet of # numbered
pages, especially complied for the oeca-
slon, which told of the sachlevements of
each of the "captalns of industry” who
had been Invited to the function. A copy
was presented to Prince Henry by Ea-
ward D. Adams, when he dined with His
Royal Highness aboard the yacht Hohen-
zollern Tuesday, and it was evident that
the Prince had made a careful study of
the contents, for when iptroduced to each
“eaptaln of industry” after the break-
fast, he showed A remarkable knowledge
of thelr achlevements In conversing with
each of them.

When the luncheon was finlshed Mr.
Morgan proposed toasts to the President
of the United Btates, to the Emperor of
Germany and to Prince Henry of Prus-
sia. His Royal Highress arose In re-
sponse and offered the toast, ““To the
Captains of Industry,” after which Mr,
Morgan proposed the toast, “The La-

THE GUEST OF GERMANS,
Prince Henry Reviews a Torchlight
Processlon.

NEW YORK, Feb. 26—Prince Henry of
Prussia remained on board the Hohenzol-
lern this morning. A vislt to Grunt's
tomb, which the Prince had desired to
make enrly in the day, was postponed be-
csuse the wreathe 10 be pluced on the
sarcophagus were not finished in t!me.

The Prince left the Hohenzollern at 12:3,
and, escorted by Troop C, went to Sher.
ry’s. Prince Henry rode In an open ba-
rouche, and following were carriages con-
talning members of the Prince’s sulte and
Rear-Admiral von Baudiasin, The party
arrived at Bherry's at 13:3%.

From the dinner glven by the “captains
of Industry,” Prince Henry, preceded by
mounted police, who cleared Fifth avenue
of all vehicles, sending them into the side
strects, was driven 1o the Hohengollern,
Aftéer n two bours’ stay, the Prince, ac-
companied by his suite, Ambasandor von
Holleben and Admire! Evane, was driven
to the Arion Boclety Hall, there to review
the torchlight procession of the German
socletlin. He was escorted by Troop A,
of Brooklyn, and mounted pallce.

The Prince entered the maln entrance
of the Arion Soclety’s hall on Park ave-
nue, sccompanied by Ambassador von
Holleben, Admiral von Tirplts, Admiral
von Baudlssin, Admiral Evans and Colo-
nel Bingham. Adjutant-General Corbin,
Commander Cowles and Assistant Becre-
tary of State HIIl. There he was met by
a committee of the club, headed by Presi-
dent Frank von Brienen, who extended a
cordlal welcome.

Prince Henry replied briefly in German
that it gave him great pleasure to find
himmalf In the house of a German soclety
and to be afforded the opportunity of wit-
nessing the parade of the German socl-
otles from |ts balcony. The Prince waa
then escorted to the iarge hall upstalrs
where he wan greeted by Dr. Louls Wel-
land and the committee of the German-
American socleties who, presented to him
a bandsome album. In returning thanks
the Prince sald:

“Mr. President: Allow m> to expreaa my
slncere thanks for this hearty reception.
It Alls me with joy to see that all Ger.
man societies of New York City have par-
ticipated In this ovation, which I do not
tiuke as tendered to me, but to my broth-
er, His Majesty, the German Emperor,
my high soversign,

“Gentlemen, most of you are citlzens of
this splendid country, the United States,
From your old fatherland you have
brought over here a certaln sense of duty
which has undoubtedly to a large extent
helped you to the success you have at-
tained aa cltizens of this country. It Is
my wish that you may, as citizens of this
splendld country, adhere to the same senss
of duty which actuates your brethren In
the old country.”

The imperial party was then escorted to
the beautifully decorated balcony of the
club, where they were joined by Mayor
Low, Admirals von Tirpltz and von Bau-
dissgin, Ambassador ven Holleben, Consuil-
General Buenz, Admiral Evans and Dr,
Wealland

The procession, which had started im-
mediately, commanded the atteation of
the Prince, who seemed immensely pleased
and Impressed with the spectacle, Toward
the close of the processlon the Prince was
greeted by a delegation of Columbla Col-
lege students on the street, who gave thelr
ocollege yell several times. The parade
started at 6:30 P. M. from Seventy-second
strest. where were ammembled the veterans
of the Franco-Prusslan War of 15T There
were about @000 men |n lUne.

Bchool,”* declared that speciallsts are a
menace to any school where teachers are
taught., The specialist, he sald, could In.

A wprning note that women and girls
In this country were being drawn into
commaercial and manufacturing pursuits to
an extent that jeopardizes the weifare of
fature mothers and Was & menace to a
happy home life, was sounded by Pro-
fessor D. L. Kiehle, of the chalr of peda-
g0y In the University of Minnesota.
