
SWEAR NOT TO FUSE

Marion County Socialists
Take a Solemn Oath,

MASS CONVENTION AT SALEM

Platform. Call for Placing of AH
Stale and County Officers on a.

Flat Salary Bemeir tar the
Treat Question.

SALEM, March 5. Marlon County So-

cialists held a mass convention here to-

day, for the purpose of nominating .a
county ticket, declaring a county plat-
form and naming delegates to the state
convention.

The proceedings of the meeting were
very confused, and In some respects quite
novel. A "new departure In political con
vention work was the act of Chairman R.
R. Ryan In administering td the members
of the convention an oath In which they
declared against any kind of fusion. This
important declaration was not Incorpo-
rated in the set of principles adopted, but
In view of the fact that no pther party is
disposed to fuse, the obligation of the
oath will undoubtedly be" observed.

Chairman Define Socialism.
The meeting was called to order by R.

R. Ryan, chairman of the Salem Socialist
Club. About 50 persons were present,
most of them Socialists. One or two Dem-
ocrats and Populists were also in attend-
ance. Mr. Ryan made a brief address to
the assemblage, regarding the work be-
fore the convention. He denounced tne
old parties as enemies of reform, and said
that true reform will come only through
the Initiative, referendum and impera-
tive mandate. He defined Socialism as "a
better form of government in the inter-
ests of all the people, Instead of for the
combinations of wealth and syndicates,
and to the end that labor may be able to
retain a more equitable share of Its prod-
ucts."

After reading the Socialist party pledge,
Mr. Ryan called upon the 50 Socialists
present to stand up and hold up then-rig-

hands, and after they had done so,
he administered to them the following
oath:

Dclearatc Take Antl-Fasl- on Oath.
"I swear by the Eternal, that the flr-m-

this party shall be declared an enemy to
the reform principles of our party."

The oath was solemnly taken without a
protest or proposal to add to It or take
away.

F. A. Meyers, of Macleay, was chosen
temporary chairman, and F. J. Beatty,
of Salem, secretary. Two committees of
five persons each were appointed to pre-
pare a platform and to report an order
of business. The meeting then took a re-
cess, and the Socialists repaired to an
adjoining room, where a sumptuous lunch
was served by the wives and daughters of
the gentlemen present.

In the afternoon the reports of the com-
mittees were received, and by the adop-
tion of one of these the temporary organ-
ization was made permanent. The com-
mittee on platform reported a lengthy set
of resolutions, which had been hastily
prepared and needed many changes In or-

der to make them satisfactory. The reso-
lutions- were adopted section by section,
and may be briefly stated as follows:

The Platform.
Marlon Countr Socialists. In rrentlng their

candlflates for county offices before the people,
declare their principles as follows:

"VVe favor an honest and economical adminis-
tration In all Governmental offices.

Ve are In favor of putting all state and
county officers on flat salaries, the state of-

ficers to receWe not to exceed X2000 per year
each, and county officers not to exceed $ir00
for the Sheriff and $1000 for all others.

We are In t&or of Government ownership of
the locks In the Willamette River at Oregon
City.

We are in favor of the initiative and refer-
endum.

We are in favor of the election of the Presi-
dent, United States Senators and Supreme
Judges by direct vote of the people, and that
the President shall not be eligible to a second
consecutive term.

We are opposed to the State Treasurer un-
lawfully lending the public funds and appro-priatin- g

the interest to himself, thereby be-
coming Independently rich in one term of of-
fice, at the expense of the people.

We believe that the Socialist party is the
only party which has a remedy for the trust
question, namely, for the Government to take
peaceful possession of the trusts and run or
manage them In the interest of the people.

We are In favor of equal rights to all and
ppeclal privileges to none, and, as labor pro-
duces all w ealth, vre are In favor of the laborer
posseajlng all the wealth which he produces by
his own labor.

We call upon all good citizens of the United
States to unite for Independent political action
in a party having as its avowed object the
overthrow of the capitalist system of produc-
tion and distribution and the establishment of
the commonwealth that Is, the
public, ownership and operation of the means of
production and distribution for public serv-
ice. Instead of private profit, and for the good
of all the people.

County Official Assailed.
"While the question of compensation of

county officers was under consideration.
Mr. Ryan stated as an example of how
such matters are sometimes managed,
that the County Court once employed two
experts to Investigate the county books,
and agreed to .pay them 15 per day each.
Thereafter one of the experts hired a sub-
stitute at $2 60 per day, to do his work,
but will collect $5 per day from the coun-
ty. Mr. Beatty stated In the same con-
nection that he knew of a case In which
the County Clerk drew a salary of $2500

per year, while nearly all the work of the
office was performed by a deputy, who
was paid only S50 per month.

It was also stated that the $1600 for the
Sheriff Is to Include traveling expenses.
Some one started to suggest that the sal-
ary might not be enough to cover his ac-
tual expenses, but this phase of the sub-
ject was not discussed.

As first introduced, the platform pro-
posed that the Government take posses-
sion of the trusts, but after some discus-
sion as to the interpretation of the clause.
It was decided to Insert the word "peace-
able" before "possession."

Ticket Named.
After adopting resolutions the conven-

tion took up the work of naming candi-
dates, but found that only 80 persons had
been present during the session. A mass
convention, to comply with the law, must
be composed of 100 persons. Adjournment
was had until evening, and In the mean-
time 20 more persons were registered as
present. At the evening session about 45
persons were In attendance, and the fol-
lowing ticket was named:

Republican Convention Date.
HILLSBORO. March 5. The Washing-

ton County Republican Central Com-
mittee, Hon. B. P. Cornelius, chairman,
met In this city this afternoon and fixed
March 20 at 2 P. M. as the time for hold-
ing county primaries. These primaries
will be the only ones held this year, and
157 delegates will be selected. The coun-
ty convention will be held on the follow-
ing Thursday, March 27. This will be
the first time for some years that but
one set of primaries have been held.

Lane County Socialist.

METSCHAN AGAIN LOSES.

Decision in Suit In Which It I Al-
leged He Lent State Money.

SALEM, March Boise today
overruled a motion made by Phil Mets-cha- n

to strike out certain allegations of
the complaint In the suit brought by The-
odore Nolf to restrain the payment of
money on claims against the Williams &
England Bank, which were alleged to be
for the state funds. While the decision
upon the motion does not finally determine
the case. It Is regarded by attorneys for
Nolf as a ruling" that will eventually re-
sult in a decree In their favor. In an-
other proceeding Judge Boise recently de-
cided that Metschan deposited state funds
In the Williams & England Bank, and that
he had unlawfully collected Interest
thereon. In the Nolf suit the purpose Is
to prevent Metschan from collecting any
more of the principal and to have a suit
brought by the Tccelvcr to recover money
already paid as Interest

PAMPHLET OX BIRDS OF OREGON.

State Puts Work'of Student In Shape
for DlKtrlbatlon.

SALEM, March 5. The Oregon Agricul-
tural Experiment Station at Corvallls has
Just lspued an annotated list of the birds
of Oregon. The pamphlet comprises 120

pages, 'and was prepared by A. R. Wood-
cock as a thesis for the degree of master
of science. The list contains 325 names of
species found within the borders of Ore-

gon. In comparison, It Is stated that
similar lists prepared In Colorado contain
3S7 species, In Nebraska 415 species, Mich-

igan 332 species. In a brief Introductory
note. Professor A. B. Cordlcy says of the
pamphlet: I

It 1 believed that blrd-love- in any part
I

of the Btate by a perusal of Its pages will
be able to determine what birds are likely to
be found In their particular locality, when the
various upeclcs are likely to be present, their
comparative abundance, whether they are resi-

dent or are only seen during migrations, and
something ot their nesting habits and food
relations. It is believed that teachers will
find It of value In their nature-stud- y work
and that farmers and fruitgrowers by con-

sulting Its pages may learn something of their
feathered friends and foes especially tho
former.

No one realizes better than does Mr. Wood-

cock, that In all probability tho work con-

tains errors and omissions. Undoubtedly the
names of some birds that should properly be
credited to the state have been omitted. Only
In a few Instances has he been able to verify
the lists and notes of other observers by com-
parison with their specimens; hence he should
be held responsible only for the species he has
personally observed or verified, and each ot
the other collectors and observers should be
credited with their records and be held

for them. In every instance the au
thority for recording a species from a locality
is given. Tho number of observers, particu-
larly In Eastern Oregon, Is far too small for us
to expect that all birds that occur in the
stato have been observed and recorded. It
is hoped, however, that the publication of the
list will greatly increase the number of such
observers who will keep accurate notes of
what they see, and who will not hesitate to
place themselves In communication with the
Agricultural College, to the end that future
lists may be made more complete. It is also
hoped that all who notice errors or omissions
in the list will kindly notify us of them.

Oregon Is a large state, extending as It
does nearly 300 miles from north to south and
400 east to west. Its range of elevation ex
tends from sea level to the perpetually snow-coer-

peaks of tho Cascades nearly 12,000
feet above. Its average annual rainfall varies
from about 11 Inches In parts of Eastern
Oreron to 02 Inches In the northwestern
part. It Includes within its borders es

ranging from the Arctic-Alpin- e through the
Hudsonlan, the Canadian, the Transition and
the Upper Austral. Representatives ot the
bird fauna ot each of these zones occur within
our borders, hence It It reasonable to expect
that when fully known the bird fauna of the
state will be found to be unusually rich.

Mr. Woodcock says that his object has
been "to make as complete a list as pos-
sible from the Information at hand, of the
avian speciea which have been taken and
observed throughout the state, with the
localities from which each species has
been reported, the names of observers and
their notes. The notes aim to cover briefly
the relative abundance, time of migration
and nesting, and food habits, although in
the latter line apparently but little work
has been done in the state."

He makes acknowledgments to the fol-
lowing persons for data regarding Oregon
bids: Ellis F. Hadley, of Dayton: Ber-
nard J. Bretherton. of Yaqulna; Fred H.

BODIES DRAGGED OVER SXOW.

Prospector Undergo Great Hard
ships to Bring Cornaea Oat.

A party of
prospectors reached here today after a
terrible 14 days' Journey through the snow
from Thunder Mountain district, bearing
with them the bodies of J. S. Campbell
and W. P. Skytes, who were killed In a
snbwslldc en route to Thunder Mountain
via the Warrens trail, February 10. The
bodies, frozen and drapped In hides, were
dragged over the snow of the mountain I

passes, the prospectors undergoing almost
incredible hardships to bring out the
bodies of their friends. They were met at
tho train by the Knights bf Pythias and
taken to Pythian Hall, where they will lie
in state until tomorrow. Funeral services
will be held In the Opera-Hous- e tomorrow
at 10 o'clock.

The official count
of the vote In yesterday's election In no
way changes tho result announced this
morning from the incomplete returns. The
returns from all but six of the larger pre-
cincts give Humes 613 majority over God-
win, the Democratic candidate.

GREATER WATER SYSTEM.

Vancouver Company Propones to Ez-Te- bd

AboHt 910,009.
VANCOUVER, Wash.. March 5. The

Vancouver Water Works Company has
about completed arrangements for enlarg-
ing Its system of watpr works here. The
most Important Improvement will be the
laying of a 'main from the lower
reservoir east of the barracks to the
springs, four,mlle3 east. These springs
are sufficient to supply all the water
needed for the city for years to come, and
It Is the Intention of the company to draw
the entire supply from them and to dis-
continue the use of the wells on the
heights east of the city, which formerly
was the source of supply of the Columbia
Land & Improvement Company's system.
The wells will now simply be used In
cases of emergency, and an additional
pumping station will be erected at the
lower reservoir for supplying the reser-
voir on the heights. The Improvements
contemplated will cost upwards of 510,000.

TO INTERPRET NEW LAW.

Supreme Court "Will Pass on Inherita-

nce-Tax Mcasnre.
OLYMPIA, March 5. An Interesting legal

controversy which has arisen In the Su-
perior Court of Spokane County will be
brought to the Supreme Court at once, for
final adjudication on a statement of facts
agreed upon by the Attorney-Gener- al and
other attorneys. The question involves
the construction of the law passed at the
last session of the Legislature relative to
the taxation of Inheritances,

Section 1 of the act provides' that all
property which Ehall pass by will, or by
the statutes of Inheritance, Intended to
take effect after the death of the donor
or grantor, shall, for the use of the state,
be subject to a tax as provided for in sec-

tion 2 of the act. Section 2 provides tfiat
"the Inheritance shall be and Is to be
levied on all estates subject to the op-

eration of this act, on all sums above the
first 510,000, where the same shall pass to
or for the use of the father, mother, hus-
band, adopted child or the lineal descend
ant of an adopted child, 1 per centum.

The question to be determined is wheth-
er the 510,000 exemption applies to the en-

tire estate, orwhether each devisee is en-

titled to that exemption from his or her
Individual interest.
