INMPORTANT FINANCIAL MEASURE
WILL BE INTRODUGED TODAY.

Jts Purpose to Protect the Geld
Reserve and Streagthen the
Standard of Value.

WASHINGTON, March § — Chalrman
Fowler, of the Houso committes on bank.
ing and currency, tomarrow will Introduce
an important financlal measure framed by
the Republican members of the committes
at conferences extending through the last
two months. It brings together into one
financial measore a number of questions
which have been urged herejofore. Mr,
Fuwler explains the purpose of the bili
ae follows:

“The purposes of the bill are: To trans.
fer from the Government to the banks
the responsibility of protecting the neces.
sary gold reserve and the burden of fur-
nishing gold for exportation, thereby sav-
ing our commerce from the destructive
apprehensions growing out of raids upon
the ‘gold In the Treasury'; to provide a
currency slways responsive and equal o
theé demands of trade everywhere and 0
equalige and lower the average rate of
Interest In all parts of the United Bistes,
to secure for American enterprise and
American ciipital the privileges and option
in engaging In international banking un.
der Nationa! law and so lay a founda.
tion upon which to bulld an American mer-
chant marine; to remove the last vestigs
of the doubt with regard to our stand-
ard of value.

“The measure provides for (Interest
banking rnd a Adivislon of banking and
currency 16 established under a bosrd of
contral, instead of a eingle individual in
the person of the Controller of the Cur.
rency, as heretofore. The board will con.
sist of three members, whoeo terma of of-
fice are for 12 years

“If the measure now Introduced should
become u law it i# confidently believed
that the Nntlonal banks will assume the
ourrent redemption in gold coln of ¥40.-
00,00 of United States notes. In consld.
eration of the obligation assumed by the
National banks, they will have the right
Aduring the succending five years to lesue
gradunlly as businprss may roquire an
amount of hank notes equnl to 8 per cent
of the pald up and unimpatred ecapital;
provision being adopted also for an
emeorgency coirculation. As the notes are
taken out for clreuletion the banks will
deposit with the Government a guaran.
tee fund of & per cent of the amount of
the notes =0 issued. The Natioms] banks
bereafter will be required to pay interest
upon the Government deposits &t 10e Tale
of 1 per cent per annum,

““This & per cent guarnntes fund and the
tax upon the Lank notes will be used to
protect the bank notes, and the excesa of
such taxes «ith the interest on Govert-
ment deposits will be used to pry off the
TUnited Btates notes which the banks as-
sume to currently redeem. Tt d8 assertad
that the whole 5130000000 of U'nited States
notes, which banks hiave assumed to cur.
rently redeem, will be pald off in ®
years out of the taxes collected upon cir-
culntion and lnterest pald by the banks
upon Government deposits

“The Unlted Btates will be
clearing-house districts, to faciliiate the
current redemption of the bank notes, so
that the amount of notes outstanding at
any time nlways wiil be co-ordinated with
the amount of trading to be done, precise.
Iy ne checks nnd Arafts reflect the amount
of commercial work belng carried on.

“By and with the consent of the board
of contred, hanks may have more than ohe
plnce for doing business, being authorized
to estabilsh themselves in  the warious
citles of the country

“No bank note of o denomination less
than $£10 will e Issued and the Secrotary
of the Treasury shall not lssue 3 sllver
certificate of a denomination greater than
¥, und thereafter upon the presentation
to him of 100 sflver dollnre or any multiple
thereof and a 4emand for their redemp-
tion, shall exchange pgold coin for the
same."

The ovwners and captains clalm that
the strike has virtually collapsed, and
that all the men are ready to sall to-
morrow, bemng satisflad that certaln mod-
ifieations will follow, The leaders of the
ntrike assert that the men wiil not eatl
tomorrow, and that the ships wiil be pow-
erlesn. In the meanwhile, the owners are
arranging tn secure ather supplies, men
and eraws for the ships, ahould this be
necessary.
