
RUMOR OF NEW DEFEAT

ANOTHER DISASTER REPORTED
FROM SOUTH AFRICA.

Large Drafts of Infantry bbS Cav-

alry "Will Be Sent at Oace
to Kitchener. .

LONDON, March 11, Reports from the
Continent that the defeat of General "Me-thu-en

was followed by .another light, also
favorable to the Boers, occasioned some
anxiety, owing to the ansence of news
from General Grenfell's column of 1300
men, which left Klerksdorp to join General
Methuen. It is thought that possibly Gen-

eral Delarey may have attacked Grcnfell.
The "War Secretary, Mr. Brodrick, when

asked In the House of Commons today
what steps had been taken in view of the
success of the Boers against Methuen to
fiend Lord Kitchener reinforcements, said
6000 yeomanry would "be immediately em-

barked with large drafts of cavalry and
infantry. Lord Kitchener would be given
all the assistance he asked for.

Distinguishing features of the editorials
in thte morning's papers on the re-
verse are, first, the outburst of sym-
pathy for General Methuen, which is
quite extraordinary when it Is remembered
how he was assailed with hostile and
angry criticisms during the early stages
of the war, and second, the first denuncia-
tion of the Irish members of Parliament
who indulged in hilarity at the reading
by Mr. Brodrick, in the House of Com-
mons, of the dispatch announcing Lord
Methuen'a capture. In this connection
It Is worth nothing that neither John P.
Redmond nor T. P. O'Connor was pres-
ent, while Healy disclaimed any sympathy
with tho demonstration.

At the same time the papers fully admit
the extreme gravity and even the hu
miliation to British prestige abroad, in-
volved in such a reverse inflicted by a body
of Boers of equal numerical strength. It
is recognized that although the damage
is more moral than material, it will cer-
tainly have the effect of prolonging Boer
resistance for many months.

The Daily News says the event has
scarcely a parallel since the dark, disas-
trous daja when the North American
colonies' seceded from British control.

The Standard says this defeat comes
after a succession of mishaps for which
It Is Impossible to account by mere bad
fortune.

"When every allowance le made." says
the Standard, "we cannot but find some-
thing not creditable to our vigilance In
these constant surprises."

The Morning Post points out that Gen-

eral Methuen did not surrender, but "ho
was wounded and included In the surren-
der by tho next wounded officer In com-
mand."

It, Is commonly believed that a large
part of the mounted men who fled must
have been raw yeomanry, and that Gen-
eral Methuen's division has been used for
months past .as a ort of training ground
for new men, while the seasoned troops
were withdrawn from his command for
operations against Botha and Dewet. This
incident, the flight of 500 British from
the Boers. is regarded as the gravest part
of the affair. The Daily Chronicle says:
"An uneasy feeling presents itself as to
whether the War Office may not be crip-
pling Its Generals by sending them raw
and unreliable levies."

The news of the disaster was published
too la'te to receive much comment abroad,
but the greatest satisfaction is expressed
in J3oer circles in Holland and Germany.
The Berliner Tageblatt says: "It is the
Boers' answer to England's Wgh-nande- d

rejection of the Dutch Government's offer
of mediation."

De Telegraf, of Amsterdam, says: "It
will give tho Boers a fresh lease of life."

FRIENDLINESS OF GERMANY.

Foreign Secretary von Richthofen
Sympathizes "With. McthHen.

BERLIN, March 1L In the Prussian
Diet tpday the Foreign Secretary, Baron
von Richthofen, after reading the
answer of the British Government permit-
ting the delivery of German charitable
gifts to the Boers In the South African
concentration camps under the surveil-
lance of the camp authorities, declared
that the reply guaranteed a just distribu-
tion, and added:

"The English and German nations are
connected by ties of blood, race and
friendship. They are cousins who may
again find themselves side by side. Gen-
eral Methuen deserves our complete sym-
pathy. As the military attache to the
British Embassy in Berlin he enjoyed the
esteem of the Emperor."

The sacrifices that Great Britain has
made in blood and treasure, said the For-
eign Secretary, made It only humanly nat-
ural that her susceptibilities should grow
more acute. Every harsh word was doub-
ly felt by her. Every friendly address was
accepted witbri double gratitude. If the
members of he Diet wished to secure
the of the British in helping
the Boers, they must abstain from pro-
voking Great Britain's susceptibilities.
There was need of a somewhat more Just
mode of criticism, of a somewhat more
equitable adjustment of light and shade.
Continuing, Baron Richthofen said:

"If we leel ourselves more than cousins
kin to England we shall be able more
effectively to help our common cousins in
South Africa, Let us-- not always assume
that everything done by the English is
wrong and bad. I may quote an example.
I have read descriptions of the concentra-
tion camps which made my hair stand on
end. A few days ago General von Trotha,
who, from his own experience, was in a
position to report on the matter, was at
my house. He said to me: 'I consider it
my duty and authorize you to use my
name, to declare that I found the pris-
oners' camps In Ceylon to be perfect mod.
els. The former German officers in the
catmps had only a single complaint that
there was not sufficient variety of food.

"In my opinion the dignity of the na-
tion would not have suffered derogation
if it had displayed some human sym-
pathy, as, for Instance, yesterday, when
the news came of the severe wounding of
General, Methuen. With proper consider-
ation for national feelings It will be pos-
sible to make further progress In the di-
rection desired by the Boer relief com-
mittee."

The Foreign Secretary concluded with
saying Jthat no obsequiousness was need-
ed on the nart of Germany, whose pol-
icy was conducted with the object of
pleasing the German people and no one
else. But he believed that the lines he
had laid down might be followed without
any relinquishment of German views in
regard to the war itself. "Let us do
what we can in the way of services to
humanity," said the Secretary, "and then,
perhaps, we can go further. Perhaps we
shall be able, without drawing upon our
selves a sharp rebuff, to address ourselves
as cousins to our cousins on the other
side of. the Channel and speak a good
word for our mutual cousins, the Boers."

ENGLISH TRADE WITH CUBA.

London Merchants Call on tke For--?
elgm OMcc for "Help.

LONDON, March 1L Delegates froma
a number 'of Chambers of Commerce vis-
ited the Foreign Secretary, Lord Lans- -

downe, at the Foreign Office today and
presented a memorial relative to British
trade with Cuba, pointing out that it was
feared that wyen the administration of
that Island was handed over to the Cu-

bans a reciprocity treaty would be nego-
tiated, admitting Cuban produce to the
United Star.es at reduced duties and
granting corresponding preferential terms
to American produce and manufacturersby Cuba.

"The United States," says the memorial,
"when declaring war on Spain expressly
stated that their action would be limited
to freeing Cuba from Spanish rule. Itwas, therefore, understood by those In
Europe engaged in trade with Cuba that
no measures would be adopted at the
conclusion of the war which would re-
strict or destroy their trade with that
island. Such a reciprocity treaty as that
anticipated would undoubtedly put an end
to European trade with Jhe Island. Tho
Chambers therefore most earnestly re-
quest that the utmost effort be made by
his majesty's minister at Washington to
prevent the signing of any such treaty or
at least to see that the most favored na-
tion treatment of Cuba be continued to
this nation.

'Longshoremen Tic Up "Work the

BOSTON. March The second day of
the great of organized labor against
the demands of railroad and steamship
companies that merchandise delivered at
freight stations by the R. Brine Trans-
portation Company not discriminated
against found large additions the
ranks of the strikers. Nearly 6000 union
men were ordered out today, bringing the
total of idle men abont 16.000, with
the prospect of still greater Increase to-
morrow-One

of the most Important developments
of the day was the ordering out of the
'longshoremen at the docks of the Phila-
delphia and Metropolitan Steamship Com-
panies, where the vessels of those com-
panies were compelled depart with only

partial cargoes, while the wharves
piled with freight which the men refused

handle. Other docks in similar
condition and business there practical-
ly tied up. The members of the Team-
sters' Union, comprising 1400 teamsters,
also went out this afternoon, which has
virtually tied the building trades.

A strong effort has been made to induce
the Boston Central Labqr Union, Which

composed of 90 affiliated trades of all
descriptions, to indorse strike offi-
cially by ordering out its men, and that
body has the matter under consideration.
The effect of such action would to
paralyze business of all kinds. The Cen-
tral Labor Union has thus far taken no
part in the fight.

The State Board of Arbitration today
had before it President Cox and the strike
committee of the Allied Freight Trans-
portation Council, but no way of settle-
ment could agreed upon. This commit
tee also waited upon Mayor Collins, where

MISSOULA, Mont, March 11. The

strike situation has assumed a graver as-
pect. Late this afternoon, the committee
of the trainmen's and switchmen's unions
called out the trainmen and switchmen of
the Helena, Butte and Wallace yards, and
on all work trains operating between Deer
Lodge and Thompson Falls. But four
trains have moved out of the yards since
yesterday, those being made up by the
yardmaster and his assistant and taken
out by new men.

Assistant General Superintendent A. E.
Law, of the Northern Pacific, arrived in
Missoula tonight as the representative
of General Superintendent Kimbcrly. Mr.
Law was waited upon by a committee of
strikers, but nothing decisive was done. A
conference with the strikers has been
called for tomorrow forenoon, at which
meeting Mr. Law will take up the griev-
ances of the men. Eighteen more men to-
day Joined the ranks of the strikers, who
claim that, in the event of an unfavor-
able decision, they will be able to call out

, CINCINNATI, O., March 1L After the
failure of the conference last night to
adjust the differences between the pro-
prietors of Cincinnati, Covington and
Newport and the United Brewery Work-
men, several engineers were assaulted and
two of them, are reported seriously In-

jured. Several acts of violence today
caused the patrol wagons to haul away
injured men. As the stationary engineers
Insist on remaining under the jurisdic-
tion of the engineers union and refuse
to abide by the orders of tho United
Brewery Workers, the engineers at the
breweries are principally the ones who are
attacked, but the new drivers and all
others working for the breweries at this
time are subject to assaults from the
crowds that assemble about the brew-
eries.

Wages Raised Five Per Cent.
MILWAUKEE. Wis., March 11. The

rs Company posted notices
that on and after April 1 a raise of 5 per
cent would be made In the wages of all
employes and they would be given a Sat-
urday half-holida-y. This increase will af-
fect 8500 employes of all the company in
various parts of the country.

Nevr President of Brazil.
NEW YORK. March 11. Senhor A. Fon-tou- ra

Xavler, Brazilian Consul-Gcner- al in
this city, has received a private cable
dispatch from Rio Janeiro announcing the
election of Dr. Francisco do Paula Rod-
riguez Alvez, as president of Brazil. Dr.
Rodriguez Alvez for many years has been
a conspicuous figure in the politics of
Brazil. He is in the State of Sao Paulo,
and Is now Governor of that progressive
and rich state. He resigned a Federal
Senatorshlp to become Governor.

As a financier it Is said by his friends
that Dr. Alvez has no superior In South
America. President Moraez appointed him
as Secretary in his Cabinet. Dr. Alvez Is
a lawyer, and has occupied a prominent
position at the bar. His election is con-
sidered a great triumph because of the
prominence of his defeated opponent, Dr.
Albino Albuna. Dr. Alvez will be in-

augurated on November 14, the anniver-
sary of Brazil's independence. The tenure
of the office is four years.

Advance In Insurance Rates.
CHICAGO, .March 11- - The governing

committee of the Western Insurance
Union has ordered a 25 per cent advance
in rates on certain classes of insurance In
the West, to take effect March 17. The
advance is on. mercantile stocks in all
holdings except such as are occupied as
dwellings above the grade of store, and
on all store buildings and on all manufac-
turing risks and other special hazards, in-

cluding cold storage and warehouse, mill
and lumber-yard- s and grain elevators
which have not been rated under the
union schedules within one year.

These rates aro to apply only until the
risks affected can be rated under union
schedule's. Sprinkled risks, where the
equipment is standard, are excepted.

The advance applies to the territory"
covered by the union, which Includes IS

Western states from Ohio to the Rockies.

Rice
died In this city March 1, and his body has
remained in the morgue of an undertaking
establishment since that time, awaiting
action of Rice's former wife or his friends.
But two carriages followed the hearse to
the burial grounds. The expenses of the
funeral will be paid partly by the Actors'
Fund of America and partly by Primrose
& Dockstader, lifelong friends of the dead
minstrel.

Club last December. Im-
