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PASSES SHIP BILL

Senate Disposes of the Sub-
sidy Measure.

FINAL VOTE STOOD 42 TO 3i

Four Bepublicans Voted With Oppo-
sition, and UOne Democrat With
Other Side—Amendment Passed
Limiting Comtractis.

WASHINGTON, March I(T.—After pro-
longed debate, the Senate today passed
the ship subsidy bill, the final vote upon
the measure belng 42 o I Alllson, Doj-
Hiver, Bpooner, Quarles, Proctor and Dil-
lngham, Republicans, voted agalnst the
final passage of the bill, and MecLaurin
of SBouth Carolina voted for the bill
Bome amendments to the bill were adopt-
ed, but they wers all agreeable (0 those
in charge of the measure, the friends of
the blll voting down all other amend-
ments. With the exception of amend-
ments offered by Allison and accepted by
Frye, limiting the time of the operation
of contracts made under the provisions of
the bill to July 1, 193, and providing (hat
the amount of the expenditure under the
mail subsidy paragraph shall not at any
time exoeed §5.000,000 annually, none of the
amendments agreed 1o materially affected
the bill as it was reported from the com.
merce committes,

The vote upon the amendments began at
2 o'clock, and such a fiood of them was
offered that a final vole upon the bill, as
amended, was not reached untll just be-
fore & o'clock. Amendments offered by
Veet, providing for “free ships™ and for
the application of the provisiona of the
anti-trust Jaw to the shipping Industry,
were rejected. as was the amendment pro-
posed by Patterson, providing that no
Chinese person should be a member of the
crew of & subsidised vessal. Pettun of-
fered an amendment providing that the
tgtal expenditure under the bill should

it exceed 19,0000 in sny year. It was
edopted In committes af the whole, but
later in the Sennte was rejected by a de-
clsive vote.

The Benate agreed to an amendment
offered by Bpooner providing that Con-
gress should have power to amend or re-
posl the act, without !mpalring any ocon-
tract made under its authority. Hanna
offered and the Benate adopted three
amendments applying directly to the ase-
quisition by J. P. Morgan and his asso-
cintes of the Leyland line of British ships.
They provide that no foreign-bullt ship
ehall participate in the proposed subsidy,
that nothing in the act shall be con-
#stroed to prevent American citigens or
corporations from holding or operating
foreign ships In the ocean-carrying trade,
and that no foreign-built ship of any line
thus acquired by American citizens shall
be admitted hereafter to American reg-
istry.

Mull Steamships.

Rate of Compensation.

General Subsidy to Be Pald.

Title I of the bill provides for the gen-
eral =ubsldy to be pald It directs the
Becretary of the Treasury 1o pay to the
owhers of any veasel In the United Biates
duly reglitered and engaged in the foreign
trade of the United Btates, a cCoOmMPEnss-
tion amounting to 1 cent per gross regis-

Title 4 provides that no venss] be given
compenzation under two or more titles of
this act at the same time: that a sub-
aldized veasel rhall not be sold to, A sub-*
et of a forelgn power., and thst the
Presidens of the United States shall cause
proper regulatioms to be framed for the
execution of this act,

in response to some of the arguments
advanced, Hanna spoke briefly. He In-

under just lawa perhape 5 per cent of
that amount would remain in the hands of
Amcricans, The American merchant ma-
rine had gone down and down until it cut

world.

In course of a reply to a statement made
by Hanna, Clay déclared that 1 cent per
groes ton was all that was necessary to
equalize Lthe difference between the ocOst
of eonstruction and operation of Amer-
fcan ships and the cost of construction and
operation of forelgn versels, yeot the bIL
provided for a subsidy of nearly 3 cenis
per gross ton.

Wellington favored the pending meas-
ure because he belleved 1t would go far
townrd bullling up the American mer-
chant marine. He thought it a duty to
bulil up Amerioan manufactures snd to
encournge the upbullding of American
=hipping. He pald a high tribute to Frye
for his advoecacy of the rehabllitation of
the American merchant marine,

Perkins criticised the statoment of Clay
in reference to the four ships of the
Americsin Hne. and sald that last year
they carriod from New York to ports In
England £20000,000 in value of farm prod-
ucte. MceLaurin of Mississipp! made a
fow remarks against the bill, and BSeott
spoke in favor of it, because he sald It
Was & protective measure.

Frye Explains Spveral Features,

Frye, who presented the bill, sald he
was not able, physically or mentaliy, to
make 5 speech. “In trylng to avold the
charybdis of amallpox.” sald he, “I ran
into the ecylla of vaccination, and which
is the more painful 1 am unable to deter-
mine.* By way of explanation of certain
features of the bill, which he sald, 44
not ssem to be underttood, he stated that
the ordinary freight ship, which is to re-
celve the subwidy, i& divested of all the
excessive requirements of the postal sub-
#idy shipa Referring to the proposition
to prevent Chinese sallors on ships, he
suld 1t would destroy the line on the Pa-
cific. He was opposed to the proposition
becaves our sallors are unable long to
stand the excessive heat of the engines
and fireroomn. He warned Benntors favor-
ing the bill to look out for amendments to
the bill offered by members of the oppo-
sitlon. With much dellberation, and ad-
dressing himself to the Republican side
of the chamber, Frye called on them to
“beware of the Greeks when they are
bringing gifte”™

Teller Interrupted to ask If Frye would
tell what he thought of the amendments
offered by Republican Benators,

Vest then offered his free-ships amend-
ment, providing that American cltizsens
may purchase vessels where they ean be
purchased most cheaply, and have them
registered e American shipe, It was re-
fected, B 1o A

Teller offersd sn amendment admitting
to American registry forsign-bullt vesssls
of not less than 7000 tons and chpabie of
a speed of 13 knots, that now clear from
American ports, and of which 20 per
cent are owned by American citizens, such
ships to recsive no subsidy under this
act.

Allison then offered several amendments.

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CHANGE IN “CONSPIRACY" BILL,

Meaning of Word Limited—Little
Change in Present Law.
WAEBHINGTON, March 17 — Sefiator
Hoar, from the committes on judiciary,
today reported the bill imiting the mean-
Ing of the word “conspiracy,” with an
Important amendment In the sature of an
exception. The hill as Introduced provided
that combinations In furtherance of any
trade dispute “shall not be deemed erim-
inal, mor shall those engaged theéréin be
indlotable or puniashable for the crime, if
such act commitied by one person would
not be punlshable as a crime, nor shall
such agrecment, comblnation or contract
bé considered as In redtraint of trade or
commerce, nor shall any resiralning or-

der be issued In relation thereto.”

The amendment iz Inserted In leu of
the last “nor” in the above quotation, and
i= se follows:

“Unlese the purpose or effect of such
conspiracy shall be 10 ecreate intimida-
tion by a show of physical force, or tha
eourt ghall ind that the combinatioh has
for ita purpose the occasioning of injuty
to the properly or busintss of the com-
piainant, or is likely to result In such In-
Jury, mor except such purpose bde proved
to the satisfaction of the court, or the
court find that such s lkely to be the
effect.”

The amendment was agreed to by &
party vote In a meeting of the committes
earlier in the day. Members of the com-
mittee generally say that the practieal
effect of the amendment wollld be to leave
the present law unchanged,

“Under the administration of existing
jaws many of the evil resultd of the pre-
vious unrestricted tmmigration of Chi-
nest have béen nullified, and under thelr
protection AmericAn lahor his regalned
much that was lost by formeér competli-
tion of Chinese cheap labot, It iv obvioua,
however, that the former evils are not
forgotten by the workingmen of this roun.
try. and that the demiand for the contin:
uance of our esiabilshed policy s well
nigh universal and volced with an earn-
eatness and ineistence that merits, that
compels our fdvorable actien.”

Cochran Denonnces Congress.

Cochfan (Dem. Moi) denounced the fall-

SENATE GIVES IN TO HOUSE.

Reclprocity Treatlea Will Be Con-
sidered as Tariff Legislation.

WASHINGTON, March 17.—The Senate
committee on forelgn relatlons has decid-
ed n to take up the reciprocity
treaties which are before the Benate, with
a view to securing such amendments lo
them as will Insure thelr ratifioation.
There long been contention on the
part of mémbers of the House that, be-
cause theso troaties affect tho tariff sys-
tem, they should be passed upon by the
House, as well a8 by the Benate. The
fienate committee on forélgn relations was
not disposed to concede this point, but,
becnuse the Dingley bill authorising these
commercial agreeiments contalmed a pre.
vigion requiring the consent of the entire
Congress, the committee has now taken a
position faverable to the House conten-
tion by adopting the repert prepared by
fts sub-sommittes, of which Benator
Bpooner s chalrmin. It = understood
that the next step will be in this direc-
tion, and it Is probable the gquestion wiil
be taken up at the next regular meeting,
to be held Wednesday of this weak. Ben-
ator Aldrich, who has contended that the
tredtles should be copsidered In the light
of tarift jegislation, will be Invited to ap-
pear before Lhe committer and give
views on the subject. If the amendmen
is made to one of the treaties, it will ba
made to all of them, and to all agree-
ments of the kind which may In the future
be entered Into under the provisions of
the Dingley act.
