Mr. Dillon then sald: “I will tell the
right honorable member that he Is a
damned Harl”

A dead sllence followed this remark.
Such unparlinmentary language scemed
to stun the House,

The speaker invited Mr. Dillon to with-
draw the expression, but the latter sald:
“l will not withdraw."

“Then I must name youn,”™
speaker.

The Governmment leader, A. J. Baifour,
then sald: 1 bezg to move that Mr.
Dilon be guspended from service in the
House.™

The motlon was carried by 288 to 48
votes. Mr. Dilion, Immedlately. by diree-
tion of the speaker, left the House, amid
wild Natlonallst cheers, and Mr,
Chamberluin resumed his speech. Mr.
Dillon's suspension under the present
rules cannot excerd & woek., His offense
would have beem much more severely
dealt with had the new rules beem In
foree.

The efection of Mr. Dillon 814 not serve
to clear the atmosphere, and the remain-
der of the debate wos filled with personal
allusions and unplensant exchanges, the
nature of which would have excited com-
ment had they not been discounted by the
firsl  explosion. David Lloyd - George,
Welsh Nntionalist, bitterly attacked the
Eovernmen!, gave a harrowing picture of
the conditlons In South Africa and
charged the War Office with pilgeon-holing
importan! information. Sir Charles Gaser,
Conservative, interrupted Mr. Lloyd-
Ceorge, =iying the speaker was playing
to the pro-Boers, whereupon Mr. Lioyd-
George charnclegiesd Ahe, Interruption as
an “icsolesd yemaps. . «%his caused con-
fueion in the Hoese, and cries of “with-
dmw.” John Redmond, leader of the
Irish party In the house, appealed to the
chairond Sir Charles reloctantly with-
Grew lis statemenl.

W. R. Fiummer, Conservative, and Mr.
Bedmond then had an altercation, and
ufter some Interruption Lloyd-George sald
he did not know who was responxible for
all the errors nnd incompetency in South
Africa. but that the men who had profited
by these conditlons now sat on the gov-
ernment bonch. Mr. Brodrick, ' SBecretary
of State Tor War, replied to Mr. Lioyd-
George with a long defense of the War
Office.

Mr. Brodrick and Mr, Chamberialin, dur-
ing the discussion, showed themeslves to
be very hopeful for affairs §n South Af-
rica.

Today the Hamburg-
American Line leads, with the North
German-Lioyd second and Elder & Demp-
ster third, Ten years ago tha British
mercantile marine formed S per cent
of the shipping of the world. but today
it accounted for omly @ per cent

No Intentlion of Surrendering.

LONDON, March 3.—A dlspatch to the
Times from Klerksdorp, Transvaal Colo-
ny, says that the Boers In the Western
Transvaal are well supplied with guns and
ammunition, and have unlimited support
and o large amount of stock; that thelr
numbers give them confidence, while the
blockhoouse system has not yel been ex-
tended enough to slarm them. What s
possible has been done, continues the cor-
respondent, but, owing to the inmufficlency
of troops, the British columns have been
too samall to cope adequately “with the
Boer forces, which are all composed of
fighting men, without any Intention of sur-
rendering.

THE BANKER'S PURCHASE 0O¥F
NORTHERN PACIFIC STOUK.

And the Part He Played In the Se-
carities Company Deal—=War
on Rate Cutters.

NEW YORK, March ¥.—George Perkins,
of the firm of J. P. Morgan & Co., testl-
fied today in the hearing before a special
examiner of the suit of Peter Power
agalnst the Northern Pacific Rallroad
Company. Hla firm, he sald, was a pur-
chascr of Northern Paclfic between May
1 and May 9 last year, but how much was
bought he did not know. Nelther did he
know how much of the stock J. P. Mor-
gan beld May 1, 1901, Mr. Perkins said
J. P. Morgan & Co. bought some §5,000,000
of Northern Pacific stock from Unlon Pa-
cific Interests after the Northern Becuri-
tles Company was formed In November.
About $10,000,000 was pald In cash, and the
rest was to be pald for In atock of the
Northern Bacuritles Company.

After taking the =tock from the Union
Pacific the Morgan Company sold It to
the Northern Becurities Company, re-
cefving for the same §10,000000 In cash and
more In stock. The cash recelved from
the Northern Becurities Company was
equal to the sum pald the Unlon Paclfic
Interest. Mr, Perkins sald at the time of
the purchase of the stock by his firm
there was no agreement in existence with
the Northern Securities Company in ref-
erence to the disposal of the Northern
Pacific stock. He sald his firm simply
acted ms brokers in the transaction. In
case the stock was not disposed of to
the Northern Becurities Company it would
have been turned back to the Unlon Pa-
cific interests. Mr. Perkine sald he did
not know whether or got J. P. Morgan &
Co. owned any of the stock of the Oreat
Northern Rallway during the Summer
and Autumn of 188, and he 414 not know
how much Great Northern stock the firm
owned now.

WAR ON RATE-CUTTERS,

Government Takes Up the Fight
Agalnst Chicago Roads.

CHICAGO, March 20.—Petitions for In-
junctions were flled here today in the
United Statea Circult Court by United
States Attorney 8. H. Beathea, against
six of the rallway companies centering in
Chicago, charging them with infractions
of the Interstate commerce law In regard
to rate-cutting. In substance the com-
plaints are the same as those flled at
Kansas City. The defendants are the
Michigant Central, Illinols Central. Penn-
sylvania, Cincinnitl, Chicagn & St. Louls,
Lake Bhore, and the Chicago & North-
Weatern roads. Other bills will be flled
against roads centering here as soon as
they can be prepared, and every road
against which evidence has been gath-
ered wili be included.

“The petitions will be heard before Judge
Grosscup some time next week. It Is
probable that no new move will be made
In court here before the Kansas City pe-
titions are heand If the Government,
represented by ex-Judge W. R. Day,
maintains its present attitude, the rall-
roads are llkely to opposs determinedly
the granting of injunctions. General coun-
sel, acting on behalf of thelr ronds and
other Weatern roads, visited Mr, Day
and United Statea District Attorney Bea-
thea'today, with a view to ascertaining
Just what rallroads would be sued and
how far the Government purposed pro-
ceeding. One purpose of the visit was to
try to induce the Government to Include
all rallroads centering in Kinsas Clty and
all centering in Chicagn. It was urged
that by so doing the situation would be
placed within the grasp of the Govern-
ment, whereas this would not be accom-
plished by proceeding agalnst a purt of
the ronds.

Although absolutely nothing has been
sald by any representative of the Gov-
ernment, neverthelesa the opinlon exists
generally that if a bitter fight Is made
agiinst the Injunction procesdings, the
Government will institute criminal pro-
ceedings agalnst all violators of the law,
including packing-house represcutatives.
