
STEAMER BROKE IN TWO

SERIOUS PLIGHT OF A SPANISH
CAPTAIN' ASD CREW.

Skipvrrecked Men on the Ea Were
Rescued by the Revenue Cut-

ter Algonquin.

NEW YORK, March 23. Captain W.
Garry, of the Spanish steamer Ea, and
hLs crew of 27 men were brought to this
port today by the- Old Dominion liner
Princess Anne. His ship, with a broken
back, lies on a Fand spit some nine miles
south by east from Cape Lookout Hpht,
on the North Carolina coast.

The Ea left Fernandlna, March 13, for
Bllboa, Spain, with a cargo of rosin. Sat-
urday morning, March 15, while feeling
her way In a thick fog, with two look-
outs forward and the captain and both his
officers on the bridge, the ship brought
up standing on the sand bank. Captain
Garry gave the signal for full speed astern
as the ship grounded, but could not start
her. No sea was running at the time,
and the wind was light. At 10 o'clock at
night, when it was full tide, the captain
tried again to back her off. but failed.
Sunday a sooh-southwe- st gale came up
and drove the vessel farther on the 'nr.
It kicked up a heavy sea, which broke
over the ship with terrific force, and the
began breaking up. By daylight her oack-bo- ne

was broken, and she parted In the
middle, the forward and after ends set-
tling In the water and leaving her amid-
ships high and dry, with a gaping crack
between the two sections.

The same day the Wilmington, N. C,
towboat Alexander came along and trifd
to go to the Ea'e assistance, but could
not get alongside. Shortly after, the reve-
nue cutter Algonquin appeared on the
scene, but she had to stand off because
of the heavy sea which was running.

The tug and cutter both returned again
Monday. By .this time the Ea's people
were in a bad plight. The water tanks
were broken and either flooded with salt
water or else run dry. Their stores were
all water-soake- d, and they had noth'ng
to eat. When the cutter and tug reap-
peared. Captain Garry signaled for help,
asking them to Fend a boat, if they cou'd
not run alongside, or at least try to device
some means to get something to eat on
board the wreck. Neither vessel was
able to do anything for their relief, as the
sea was still breaking heavily over the
sands. The tug stood by the Ea all night,
while the cutter again put out to
Tuesday morning the Algonquin came
back, but neither she nor the tug could
reach the wreck. The Ea's lifeboats 1 ad
all been carried awa but they had on
small boat left. Captain Garry ordered
this launched, ard It finally put off with
14 men, who vore taken aboard the Algon-
quin. The ouster then sent a lifeboat iff
to the stranded shxp and took off the cap-

tain and the rest of the crew. They were
taken to Wilmington, N. C. by the cut-
ter, and from there came to this city on
the Old Dominion liner. All on board were
Baved except the captain's dog Tiger and
a cat belonging to one of the men.

Exciting Voyngc of the Victoria,
TACOMA. 'March 23. Th; Northern Pa-

cific liner Duke of Fife, which arrived
from the Orient today, brings news of an
exciting voyage of the liner Victoria. The
second day out from Tacoma the Victoria
encountered a violent gale and snow storm
and was obliged to heave to for several
hours, rolling and pitching fearfully. MIes
MtoKenzle, the stewardess, was thrown
across the saloon by the pitching of the
ship, and was quite seriously injured, and
a Chinese fireman was also Injured in
the same way. Despite the gale, however,
the Victoria made good time and crossed
In 14 days.

The Duke of Fife brought a cargo of
about 2000 tons to Tacoma, consisting of B0

bales of raw" silk, considerable matting,
Chinese goods, etc, and some tea. Tea
Importers are holding off, hoping for the
removal of the 10 per cent duty, conse-
quently the tea shipments from the Orient
to this country are light.

Burning: Steamer Wns Abandoned.
CHARLESTON, S. C. March 23. The

unknown steamer reported afire by the
crew of the Oregon Inlet llfesavlng sta-
tion, in North Carolina, today, was Identi-
fied as the oil steamer Major Barrett,
bound from Sabine Pass, Tex., to New
York, though her port was Philadelphia.
It la believed that some passing vessel
rescued the crew of the stricken ship,
though no definite information io this ef-

fect has been received here. The news
of the fate of the Major Barrett was
brought to this port today by Captain
Johnson, of the steamship Navaho, from
Boston, who reported that on the 22d,
while between Hatteras and Boyd's
Island, "N. C, he passed the steamer,
which was on fire. He cruised around the
eteamer but saw no sign of life. The
sea was smooth, and as two empty boats
were adrift in the vicinity, it is believed
that the crew were rescued and the boats
then abandoned.

Added to the Czar's Navy.
PHILADELPHIA, March 23. The big

battle-shi-p Retvlzan, which has Just been
completed for the Russian Government at
Cramp's shipyard, was officially added to
the Czar's navy today and the regular
routine of a man-of-w- begun on the
ship. The ceremony was simple, and waa
conducted tbyFatherbRatsofsky, the ship's
chaplain. The crew of 760 men and off-
icers wore drawn up on the main deck
with bared heads as the services of the
Greek church were rom? nftpr vViiri nt
signal from Captain St. Chenovitch, the
Retvizan's commander, the blue cross of
St. Andrew was hoisted at the stern.
Soon after the ceremony had been con-
cluded the battleship was hauled Into
midstream by four tugs, and will sail for
Cronstadt about April 12.

FOREIGN MARKETS.
No Department of tke GerraanBoHrac

Showed Any Life.
BERLIN, March 23. During the past

week the stagnation on the bourse grew
more pronounced. No department showed
any life, and transactions continued to
shrink in volume. The professionals at-
tempted to realize, but outsiders were con-
spicuous by tbolding aloof. Domestic
loans have held their own fairly well,
and some large investors have been buy-
ing In all the departments. Industrials
were weak. The conviction gains force
that the quotations on industrials have
been driven too high; hence, notwith-
standing the further price advances in
iron, iron shares dropped several points.
Coal shares also weakened upon the an-
nouncement that many operatives had
been discharged In Westphalia, 33 mines
having dismissed 1S70 men. Wage reduc-
tions have also been announced for April.
The coal syndicate has Just decided to
raise the restriction on the output to 24
per cent. This restriction has hitherto
been 20 per cent The American pur-
chases of Iron attract Increased atten-
tion. Two cargoes of 8200 tons of splegel-else- n

will leave soon for Baltimore.
Bank stocks failed to respond to the

announcement of the Russian and other
loans. The Dlsconto has an-
nounced an Increase of capital of 20,000,-tt- tt

marks, which is offered to stockhold-
ers at ICO.

Little Movement In London.
LONDON, March 23. The movement of

the past week on the Stock Exchange Is
hardly worth recording. Money was
scarce, and there Is prospect of its be-
coming scarcer wlGi the approaching
quarter-settleme- day, while the Conti-
nental settling for securities on the Lon-
don market, presumably in view of the
new Russian loan, further restricted the
cash supply and generally affected inter-
national securities adversely. The uncer-
tainty of the form to be taken by the new
British loan was also a disturbing factor
ot the week. Tho public seems to havo
"thalcen off the speculative fever entirely.
Homo rails also declined steadily, in
spite of very fair traffic returns. Amer-
ican securities rallied somewhat toward
the end of the week, in response to thb
Improvement In New York. Mines were
absolutely stagnant.

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BACK FROM SNOQUALMIE

PORTLAND DELEGATION RETURNS
FROM BIG POWER PLAXT.

Company Wants to Furnish Port-
land With Light Magnitude

of the Work.

Most of the Portland delegation who
went to Seattle last week to visit the ex-
tensive plant of the Snoqualmle Falls
Power Company and find out what facili-
ties tho latter possesses to furnish power
for electric lighting In this city, returned
home yesterday morning, pleased with
their trip. Those in the party were: A.
H. Breyman, City Engineer W. B. Chase,
W. Y. Masters, Rodney L. Gllsan. A. L..
Maxwell. Wallace McCamant, E. C. Bro-naug- h.

Frank Walker. P. G. Nealond, F.
A. Nichols, W. T. Branch, S. Grantz.
Several of the "city fathers" of Spokane
were also In Seattle at the same time. In-

vestigating the working of the dual tele-
phone system.

The Portland people were" accompanied
to Snoqualmle Falls, about 55 miles dis-
tant by rail from Seattle, by Chares H.
Baker, president of tho Snoqualmle Falls
Power Company; Colonel J. F. Lyon,
Thomas B. Hardin, W. H. Parry and
about 20 others. The party reached the
Falls about 11 o'clock Saturday morning,
and spent a busy hour inspecting the
upper works of tho power plant and
in viewing .the 270 feet fall. After lunch-eo- n,

provided by President Baker, the
visitors were conducted through the en-
tire plant. Including the chambers hewed
out of the solid rock at the foot of the
falls, where the big turbine water-whe- el

are located. The magnitude of the plant
was a surprise, as a doubt had existed hi
the minds of some of the pilgrims that
what they were to see largely existed In
the vivid imagination of a company pro-
moter. At present only 10,000 horsepower
Is generated at the falls, but this can
largely be Increased, It was explained.
The company transmits power to Seattle
and Tacoma and forms a circuit of 151

miles with ease.
"This looks all right," remarked one ot

the pilgrims, "but will the same result be
reached when the company transmits elec-
tric energy from Snoqualmle to Portland,
ISO miles distant from the falls?"

W. Y. Masters afterward said: "The
company certainly has a most magnificent
plant, and our visit has had the effect of
dispelling any illusions we may have had
regarding the solidity and capacity for
supplying light at Portland: We had
teen told that Mr. Baker was simply a
promoter and was seeking a franchise in
Portland merely to sell to some one on a
speculation, but when wo saw a plant In
which he has Invested J1.2CO.000 we were
convinced we had been misinformed.
Portland Is being supplied with light from
Oregon City, a distance of 13 miles from
our city, and Mr. Baker tells us that with
his Improved machinery he can convey as
heavy a voltage with six wires as the
Oregon City Company require 40 wires to
handle."

Seattle was reached again at 5 o'clock,
and the Oregonians were taken through
the power station of the Seattle Cataract
Company, on Third street, south from
which the Snoqualmle power Is now dis-
tributed, and also through the new power
station of the same company on Seventh
avenue, which will replace the Third-aven-

station when completed.
"We are not ready now to make our re-

port of what we have seen," said E. C.
Bronaugh last night. "We will prepare a
report on the matter, with our recom-
mendations, and a meeting of the street
committee will be called in a day or two.
Then the affair will be submitted to the
City Council, and we will have to follow
the course which Is for the best interests
of the city."
