After a Fiendish Assault Upom amn
Aged Woman, the Man Was Ar-
rested, but Was Taken
From the Officers.

LA JUNTA, Colo, March 5—W, H.
Wallnce, & negro sleeping-car porter, was
lynched at § o’clock tonight on a eorner
of - the Courthouse square, being hanged
to an elsotric Nght pole by a howling mob
of 4000 people, who had been wildly hunt-
ing for him all day. After the hanging.
the body of the negro was riddied with
bullets.: Wallace had been kept out of
town #ll day by Sheriff Farr in an at-
tempt to save him from the mob., The
grisoner made no resistance to the lynch-
ing and died protesting his innocence.

Mrs, Henrlietta B, Miller, a gray-halred
woman, aged €7, golng from Los Angeles,
Csl.,, to Denver to visit relatives, was
brutally assauited and outraged in the
Benta Fe Rallroad yards here between
14 and 1 o'clock Inst night. Mre Miller is
now lyving in a eritical condition at & local
hotel, balng attended by physiclans of the
Santa Fe Company. Her chances for re-
covery are sild to be oul even.

Mrd Miller arrived Jast night in a tour-
fst car on train No, 2 known as the
California Limited, running between Los
Angeles and Chicsigo. The train arrived
here at 30:30 o'clock. Mrs. Miller got off
the train, Intending to leave for Denver
at §:5 this momning. Beeing & negro In
a Puliman porter's uniform, she asked
him where the Denver gleeper was. He
eald be would show her the car, and she
walked with him through the raliroad
yards for a considerable distance. Final-
Iy she told her companion she wouid go
back to the depot.. He struck her on

the head with his fist, felling her, partly’

stunned, and then carried her (o an joe-
house mear by.

By thic time Mra Miller had recoversd
pomewhat and began to setruggle violent-
Iy in her efforts to release hersell. The
negro struck her several times on the
bead, and then to stop any possible out-
cry closed hin fingers upon her throat
untll she ceused her struggles and lay llke
one demd.

About 12 o'clock Mrs, Miller recovered
consclousnoss, She crawled back o the
depot platform where she fell In a swoon
and iny there until discovered by one
of the rultroad men BShe was picked
up and carrled into the depot and restors-
tives has=illy applied.
