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FIGHT ON UNIONISM

Arbitration Conference Ends
Without Result.

OPPOSING SIDES REMAIN FIRM

Miners, However, Withdraw Thelr
Threat to Strike April 1, Pend-
ing Further Discussion
of the Dispute.,

NEW YORK, March £7.—0flneworkers
&nd minecowners of the anthracite fields
debited their differences for four hours
today, ln 4 conference arranged by the
concllintion committee of the National
Civie Federation, but the meeting was
without result, =ave that the workers
fyxresd not to wrike April 1, as decided at
the Shumokin convention. There |x to be
further friendly disrusslon betwoen the
twoe Interests, and Senator Hanna, as
chalrman of the Industrial department of
the federation, was empowered to call an-
other conference at any favorable time
within the next 30 days

The workers ssked for an increase In
Pay. a shortening of the working day to
“ight hours, and the adoption of a scale
for the entife district. The operators de-
clined to grunt the demands as to time
and pay, and refused (o permit the com-
plets unionizing of theilr propertien. The
oprrators offered to meet emploves with

ETievances at any time, but Insisted that
there be no dirtinction between union
and pon-union men. They also asserted
that present market conditions do not

warrant auy Increase In wages or a de-
erease In working time,

Benator Hanna, Oscar ¢, Straus and
Frank Duncan, a sub-committee named
by the concilintore, arranged for the con-
ferenice, The operators present were: W,
H. Truesdale, president of the Delaware,
Lackawanna & Western Railroad; E. B

Thomas, chalrman of the board of the
Erte Hallrond; George F. Baer. of the
Reading Rallrosd, and Rober: Oliphant,

president of the Delaware & Hudson Com-
pany, whiie the spokesmen for the miners
were John Mitchell, president of the
United Mineworkers, and District Presi-
dents Nichola, John Fahey and Thomas
Dufty.

The labor lenders contended that the
men were pot given satisfactory pay, and
that there were inequalities In the present
wage system. which sheuld be remedied
by the adoption of a uniform senle, They
8150 held that the working day should be
chortened. The operators contended that
the higher pry and shorter day demanded
would represent a wage increase of 23 per
cent, which commercial conditions do not
warrant.

The presidents of the coal companies
outlined three proposition=s, and sald that
under no clrcumstances would they re-
oode. Those propositions were as follows:

“First—There should be no distinction
between unlon and non-union men,

“Second—The officials of the compnanies
would meet committees conslsting of em-
ployes to discuss and adjust all griev-
ances. The members of the committess
must be persons In the employ of the
companics. but the matter of thelr ap-
polntment would mot be inquired into,
€ther as to thelr religion, politics or mem-
bership in Inbor organizations,

“Third—The coal must be prepared to
meet the market requirements, and the
outpul of the mines must be maintained
at thelr productive eapacity, and in ho
wiy Interfered with.™
The presfdents aleo made the point that
(he ultimatum of the union to strike April
1 41 noy give proper time for n discussion
of the differences existing, and scemed
ke a threalt held over them. President
Mitehell and his assoclates sald they were
highly desirous of improving the condition
of thelir fellow-workmen by peaceful
meane, and. while there was any prospect
of ascomplishing this purpose by such
means, they were prepared to withhold
the strike order. Mr, Mlitchell agreod to
withdraw the order temporarily, to give
opportunity for the second conference,
which Srnator Hanna s to eall

When Senator Hanna came from the
conference room he smid: *“*The miners’
representatives have pledged themaelves
to withdraw the thrent of a partial strike
on April 1. Bath sides are to take time to
conslder the representations made today,
and in 30 days the committee 18 to meet
and hear the results of this deliberation.
An agreement scems Hiely,"

Colorade Miners' Convention.

PUEBLO, Colo., March 2.—The conven-
tion of the United Mineworkers of Amer-
le of the Fifteenth Distriet, which em-
braces Colorndo, New Mexioo and Utsh,
this afternoon concluded a three days’
eesslon filled with hard work. 1t was the
largest conventlon of coal miners eover
held west of the Missiseippl River. Bev-
eral declsive measures were decided upon,
among therm belng a plan for a co-opera-
tive eoal mine, an insurance feature for
unfon members, and legnl measureg jook-
Ing to the enforcement of the bi-monthily
pay-day law,

Agree to a Ten-Hour Day.

ALTOONA, Pu, March 2I.—The bitumin-
ous coal miners and operators today
agreed Lo eontinue the seale another year.
It ecalls for a f0-cent pick mining rate
&nd a MW-bhour day. The l-hour day ls
une of the important features, as it practi-
ecally ellminates the elght-hour dany from
the anthracite fleld. The settlement, it

PROVISION FOR DIPLOMATIO AND
CONSULAR HEPRESENTATION,

Fresidential Message Recommends
That Appropriations Be Made for
Salaries of Ministers.

—_—

WASHINGTON, March 27.—The Presl.
dent today eent to Congress the follow-
Ing message recommending provision for
diplomatic and oconsular representation
In Cuba:

“To the Congress of the United Statss:
T commend to the timely oon-
sideration of measures for malintaining
diplomatic and consular representatives
ln(‘nh.-ndrorummommcpm-
visions of the act making appropriation
for the support of the Army for the fisoal
year ending June 30, 1908 approved March
2, 1901, reading as follows: “Provided,
further, That in fulfillment of the dee-
laration contained In the joint resolution
Epproved April 20, 1888 entitled, “'For
the recognition of the Independence of the
people of Cuba, demanding that the Gov-
ernment of Spaln relinquish Its authority
and governmeat in the Istand of Cuba,
and to withdraw Its land and naval forees
from Cuba and Cuban waters, and direct-
ing the President of the United States
to use the land and naval forces of
the United States 10 carry these resolu-
tlons Into effect,” the President ts hereby
authorized to leave the government and
control of the Island of Cuba to lis peo.
ple, =0 soon as a “government shsll have
been established in sald laland under a
constitution which, either as a part
thereof, or in an ordinance appended
thereto, shall define the future relations
Of the Unlted States with Cuba, substas-
tially as follows:

" ‘First—That the Government of Cuba
shall never enter Into any treaty or other
cempact with any forelgn power or
powers which will lmpair or tend to {m-
palr the Independence of Cubf, nor In
iny manner authorize or permit any
forelgn power or powers to obtaln, by
colomization or for military or naval
purposes, or otherwise, lodgment In or
control over any portion of said island

* ‘Becond-—-That sald government shall
not assume oOr contract any public debt,
o pay the interest upon which, and to
make reasonable sinking fund provision
for the ultimate discharge of which the
ordinary revenues of the island, after
defraying the current expenses of SOVErT-
ment, shall be inadequmte,

““Third—That the Government of
Cuba consents that the United States may
exercise the right to intervens for the
preservation of Cuban Independence, the
maintenanhes of & government adequate
for the protection of life, property and
Individual liberty, nnd for discharging
the obligations with respect to Cuba, im.
posed by the traaty of Parts, of the United
States, now to be assumed and under-
iaken by the Government of Cuba.

* Fourth—That all acts of the United
States In Cuba during Ita military oo-
Cupancy thersof are ratified and valjdnted,
and all iawful rights soqulred there-
under shall be maintained and protected

" Fifth—That the Government of Cuba
will execute and, as far as necessary, ex-
tend the plans already devised, or other
plans to be sctually agreed upon for the
sanitation of the citles of the island, te
the end that a recurrence of epldemic
and {nfectlous diseases may be preventad,
thereby assuring protestion to the people
and commerce of Cubn, as well as to
the commerce of the Southern ports of
the United Biatss and ths pedple residing
thereln.

* 'Sixth—That the Jsle of Pines shall be
omitted from the proposed econstitutional
boundaries of Cubs. the title thereto be-
ing left to future ndjustment by treaty,

** ‘Beventh—That to enable the
United States 1o maintaln  the In-
dependence of Cuba and  to pro-
tect the people thereof., as well as
for its own defense, the Government of
Cuba will sell or lease to the United
Btates jands necessary for coaling and
naval stations at certain specified points
to be agreed upon with the President of
the United States.

“ “Eighth—That by widy of further as-
surances the Government of Cubs will
embody the foregoing provislons In o
permanent tresty with the United States”

“The people of Cuba having frumed a
constitution embracing the foregoing re.
quirements and having elected a Presi-
dent, who is soon to take office, the time
Is near for fhe fulfillment of the pledge
of the United States to leave the govern-
ment and control of the Island of Cuba
to its people. I am advised by the Becre-
fary of War that 1t Is now expected
that the installation of the Government
of Cuba and the termination of the mil-
fary occupation of the tlsland by the
United States will take place on the 2th
of. May, next.

“It s and appropriate that
the . establishment of International rela-
tions with the Government of Cuba should
calnclde with {ts insuguration as well ns
to provide a chanoel for the conduct of
diplomatic relations with the new ntate,
B0 &8 10 opeén the path for the Immediates
negotistion of conventional agreements
to carry out the provisions of the act
above quoted. It is mlso advisable that
consular representation be established
without delay at the principal Cuban
ports, in order that commerce with the
island may, be conducted with due regard
to the formalities prescribed by the reve.
nue and navigation statutes of the Unitad
States, and that American citizenship in
Cuba may bave the customary local re-
Forts opett to them for thelr business
needs and. the ense arlsing, for the pro-
tection of their righta )

“I therefore recommend that proviston
be forthwith made and the salaries ap-
propriated to be immediately available
for, (n) Envoy Extraordinary and Minks-
ter Plemipotentiary to the Republic of
Cuba. §10.000; (b) Secretary of the Lega-
tion, $300; (1) Second Secretary of the
Legation, $1600: (d) Consul-General at
Havana, 500; (¢) Consul at Clenfuegos,
3000, nt Santiago de Cuba, $300. 1 do not
recommend the present restoration of the
consulates formerly maintained at Bara-
coa, Cardenns, Mantanzas, Nuevitas,
Bagua de Lagrande and San Juan de Los
Remedios. The commerclal ipterests at
those ports heretofore have not heen
lnarge, The consular fees collected there
during the flscal year 1597.88 aggregated
2000, It ta belleved that the actual
neads of the six offcers named can be
efMctently subserved by agents under the
three principal consular officers until
evonts may skow the necessity of ereot.
ing a full consulate at any polnt. "The
commerciil and politieal ends In  the
Island of Cuba, while under the Spanish
crown, afford littie basis for estimatiog
the local development of Intercourse with
this country under the influence of the

WASHINGTON, March I1.—It s the
present understanding that Gonzales da
Quesadn, ex-Cuban Commiesioner, will be
the first Minister for Cuba 10 the United
States.

There are no less than 30 applications
on file for the Cubgn Consulates already,
and the sending of the President's message
on the subject Is expected vastly to in-
crease thia number, The President has
not yet indicated the person he will name
as United Siates Minister to Cuba, but

certainly not fall on an Army or Naval
officer in the present state of mind of the
Executive.

Preliminury steps have already been
taken by the United States Government to
locate the naval and coaling stations
which, by the terms of the Platt amend-
ment, are to be ceded by treaty to the
Unitéd States. Rear-Admiral Bradford,
Chief of the Equipment Bureau of the
Navy t, has given special at-
tention to this subject and for the last
two weeks has been crulsing In West In-
dian waters, particularly directing his at-
tention to Cuban ports. He has arrived at
Guoantanamo, and It Is belleved that here
will be loeated the principal, If not the
only United States nava! atation in Cuba,
The harbor is capable of easy defense
against an enemy, and the health condl-
tions are better than in Santiago. There
e also more anchorage room.

The Cubans do not want a naval station
at Havana proper. and the United States
Government 1s willilng to defer 1o the
Cuban national pride in this matter. But
one of the coaling stations—without de-
fenses and so entirely different from a
naval station—will be located at Havana
harbor, probably just scross the bay from
Havana, and connecting by rail with the
principal rallway system,

Wants Maine Wreck Ralsed.

WABHINGTON, March 27.—General
Wood has brought to the ettention of
the War Department, through the me-
dium of a formal letter, the propriety of
making some arrangement for ralsing the
wreck of the Malne from the ocore and
mud in which she lies Imbedded In Ha-
vana harbor. It is stated by him that
not only are there sentimental reasons
for this, owing to the fact that, accord-
Ing 1o cothmon belief, the rematns of 40
or # American sallors lle within the
sunken hulk, but this heavy stese] struc-
ture ls also a menace and obstruction to
navigation {n the harbor of Havana and
it Is our duty to the Cubans to remove It
The expense attached to the undertaking
is very heavy, the blds ranging any-
where from $0,000 to 500,000 Several
tentative arrangements were made with
chterprising contractors who wished to
use the material of the wrecked ship to
make souventirs, but they have all fafled,
and Serretary Root. upon securing a more
detailed statement of the facts from Gen-
eral Wood. wlill submit the quesation to
Congress, probably without recomenenda-
tion as to whether the Malne shall be
raised.

BOATLOAD OF REBELS.

Captured by a Colomblan Guonboat
and Towed to Panamn.

PANAMA, March 27.—Great excltement
was aroused this evealng by the arri-
val af the goveranment gunboat Chucuito
towing a schooner filled with men wear-
ing red bands on thelr hats, the in-
signia of the revolutionists. The Chu-
cuito met and captured the steamer off
Capira.
munition for the revelutionary General
Lugo, who ls operating In the vicinity
of Caplra. Among the prisoners on
board the schooner were two officers
who were captured at Agua Dulce.
Both officers were wounded. The cor-
respondence captured with the steamer
Is sald to be of much value to the gov-
ernment

The revolutionary General Herrera
and his staff are reported to be on thelr
way to Chiriqul on the gunboat Padilla.

THE VENEZUELAN WAR.

Success of the Revelution Looked
Upon as Problemnatical
WILLEMSTAD, Island of Curacao,
March 27.~The Venezuelan revolution,
mccording to advices recelved here yester-
day, has not realized what it promised
last week. The government forces have
resccupled Port Lamar and Juan Griego,
on the Island of Margaritn, end stili hold
Carupano, Cumana and Barcelona, ail In
the Btate of Bermudese. A force of 1000
revolutionists, under Domingo Monogas,
which has been besleging Barcelona, has
retreated before the government forces.
General Riera, with 130 men, fs stil}
In the State of Falcon, trying to effect
A& junction with General Montilin's revo-
lutionary forces, estimated to number 500

men.

Tha town of Barquisimeto, in the Btate
of Lara, continues to be menaced by the
revolutionlsts.

President Castro sppreciates the real
danger of the situation, and manifests
nstonishing activity and Intelligence. The
Immediate success of the revolution is
looked upon here as being problematical

The revolutionary steamer Bolivar was
reported March 21 as being at the mouth
of the Orinoco. March 22 she was-said
to be at Guirla, and March 23 It was ru-
mored that she was at Trinldad,

The Venezuelan authorities continus to
make arrests throughout the republie.
Further Venezuelan advices recelved to-
day announced that San Antonlo, In the
Btate of Bolivar, and Maturin, In the
State of Bermudese, were in the hands
of the revolutionary forces, and that 300
revolutionists, under Monages,
Penalosa and Rolando, had united In an
advance and were menacing Cumana and
Harcelona.

MOVE AGAINST GERMANY

Articles of Import That Will Be Ex-
cluded Have Heen Listed.

WASBHINGTON, March 2.—While no
policy has been defined as to the course
this Government will pursue in meeting
the new exclusion law of the Germans,
all the measures that appear to be prac.
ticable probably will be adopted. The
matier »0 far is only In the prellminary
stage, but today it progressed so far that
facts snd figures bearing on the trade
and the articles of import from Germany
which may be avallable for Imposition of
similar restrictions are now ready for
submissioon to the President and his ad-
visors.

The Department of Agriculture has been
gathering these facts, and & st of ar-
ticles found to be troated with borax or
other preservatives, aguninst which s lald
the charge that they are injurious, has
been completed, and the quéstion of pol-
lcy will be given serious consideration
vory shortly.

The United S8tates has been ox-
cluding for some time articles containing
snlieylic acld and another aecld clearly
proved to be Injurlous, but the enforce-
ment of these concluslons undoubtedly
will be made even more rigorous. The
German view of the deleteriousness of
barax will be accepted and used for mak-
ing thelr exclusions, and other regulations
in all probabllity will be adopted barring
stuffs treated with other preservatives.
Whatever restrictions on articles are de-
cided upon, It is likely that Germany will
not be gpecifically referred to, though the
articles selected will be such as to affect
mostly the exports from Germany,
