Chairman Burton's Argument
in Its Behalf.

ITS JUSTIFICATION COMPLETE

Ignorant and Prejudiced Critlolam
Exploded by a FPlain and Busi-
ness-Like Stutement of Facts
and Figures.

Chairman Burton's answer fo the critics
of the pending river and harbor bl
dellversd on the floor of the House of
Representatives on the ITth inst., sets
forth a body of facts which make the
current snesrs against the “"Nationa] pork
barrel” gidiculous. The first misapprehen-
sion respecting thls measure, Mr. Burton
pointe out, relates to the actual amount
appropristed for the ensulng fiscal year.
it has been frequently stated that this bil)
curried & total of H00WO0M) and over, to
bt umsd during the coming year.

cent, after a lapse of six years, remains
unappropriated, and the estimates for the
ensulng year under authorizitions made
in that act are only a trifle over $3,200,000,
The act of 188 contained authorizations
for $M,663M. After more than three
years very nearly one-half of that
amount, or $10,774,0M, remains unexpended
and unappropriasted. It 1= probable that of
the $36, 700,000 suthorized under this act not
more than F360e00 will nove to be ap-
propriated for the fiseal year ending June
30, 1M, perhaps 0,000,000 for the following
year, and 57,000,000 for the succeeding yoar.
Any estimate must be based largely upon
conjecture, The amount to be appropriat-
ed will depend upon the rapidity with
which plans are matured, contructs made,
and the work performed

There is another point pertaining to the
amount actually appropristed, namely,
that of this $34.0060,000 for the fiscal year
ending June 36, 1908, not more than $15,000,-
00 or $1%,00.000 will, in the nataral course
of events, be cxpended during the ensuing
fiscal yeur, That will be due partly to
the usual delays in tsking up and compiet-
ing work and partly to the fact that this
is & blennlal bill, and provisions for
maintenance inciude two yenrs.

Helative Amounts of Hills Old and
Recent.

Taking up the criticlsm that the pending
blil carries much larger amounts than
previous bills, Mr. Burton declared that
this is Dot the case. ““With some consid-
«rable care,” he remarked in this connec.
tion, “T have prepared a statement, which
will be included with my remarks, of ap-
proprisations for rivers and harbors for
the fiscal years from 159 to 192, From
this It appears that the largest river and
barbor bill passed up to date was that in
the year 1880, for the ensulng fiscal year,
the total amount of which was §35,106 285,
or more than §1.00.,00 more than the
amount Included in this biil. The amount
appropristed in the act of 188 for the
flsenl year ending June 30, 1889 was $22-
618, or within §1,600,000 of the amount
provided in this billL But a falrer test
is obtained from the appropriations for
two yeurs, as this is a blennlal bill, Com-
puted In this manner, there Was appro-
priated for the years 190 and 1900 some-
thing over 341,000,000,

“The total amount for rivers and har-
bors carried by the =undry clvil bill for
INE, by this bill, which is for the year
I, and the prnbnbh’- amount for sundry
civil appropriations for contlnuing con-
tracts in the ensuing year will aggregate
37,000,000 only for the years 1502 and 1903,
or $0W00 lese than for the preceding
two years.

No Dispropertionate increase.

Proceeding to consideration of . the
charge that the demmnds for rivers and
harbors are growing out of reason and
out of bounds, Mr. Burton argued that
the increase In the rivers and harbors ap-
proprintions is relntively leas than that
of any other of the larger depariments
of Notional outiasy. FPor example:

Appropriatious Chiefly for Great
Projectsa.

For the improvement of large rivers In
the country estimates approximating $150,-
000.00) have been made by the engineers
of the War Department, a large ahare of
which would be for locks and dams. Ome
of-the questions to be decided Is whether
theae rivers should be Improved on so ex-
tensive a scale. The tmprovement of the
harbors of the country s largely mads
necessary by the adoption of deeper graft
boats. Of late In the construction of
ocean-going freight carriers the trums
model has been adopted for hulls, and
bonts drawing # feet are In sight if cHan-
nels are avallable. Not only is thers &
demand for deeper draft boats, but traf-
fic has increased enormously, and thers I
every indication of a continued increass.

Of the sixty miillons ineluded tn this bif)
nearly fifly millions is for great projects.
The committee thought best. as far as
possible, 1o push the great !mprovements
of the country, which are easential to the
development of its commerce, to comple-
tion. Even where there are two projecta
of equal merit, 1t haé seemed bemt in many
instances to sslect one and finkeh It
rather than to go on with plecemeal ap-
propriations for two, three or me™e. That
is the most busineas-like policy, and ft is
the most economical policy,

We could have brought in & bill here
which would have carried In the aggre-
gute, including these authorisations, not
more than H0.000.000, Tnstead of authoris-
ing T.750,000 for the Bouthwest Pass of tha
Misslssippd River, we might have brought
in an authorigation of $1.250,000, But it
would not have been In accordance with
business-like or economical policy,

It 1s best for the Government that these
Ereat projecisa be preséed to completion
a8 rapldly as possible, and that the com-
mercia] interests should know what to
v depend dpon; second, appropriations
should be large encugh to provide for
large contracts. Thus economy c&n be se-
cured In construction. There s another
objection, If we had brought in a biil for
only a small amount upon these authorisa-
tions we should have been guilty of cow-
ardice. We believe It % best that this
Rrowing commerce of ours should be well
proviiled for In the great ports of the
country and that the fAnisking of these
prejects ghould be In sight. When there
are great projects before us which must
be completed, by which we can accom-
plish salutary results, and the ;amounts
are under §1,000,000, the full amount re-
qQuired for them ls set forth in our bill,

If there il any one who desires 1o cut
down these authorizations, I cannot agres
with him, because these amounts will be
required before the work ls dome. Why
fail to recognize that fact? Why make
the declarntion to the country that we are
cantent with the dribbling policy which
was pursied for many years? [ can cite
improvements in this eountry that ocost
$4.000,000 where the work was soattersd
over more than 3 yesars before compisted,
where every stone L-ld in piace through-
was ab f‘r una-
vallable untl] the last {temn of the work
was completed; but yet under the policy
pursued for yeara thess great Improve-
ments wers allowed to linger ¥ years be-
tween beginning and completton. The
commitiee does not think that to he good
policy, nor do we belleve it 4 the most
economical.
