
COAL ON PACIFIC COAST

WASHINGTON RANKS FIRST AS A
PRODUCER. .

Output o2 Oregon in 1SOG aud 1S07
Exceeded. That'of California

Tke Several Fields.

WASHINGTON, March 30.--Of the three
Pacific Coast states, Washington easily
ranks first as a coal producer, with Cali
fornia second, although In 1S9G and 1697
Oregon's output exceeded that of Cali-
fornia. In the San Francisco market
the coals of the 'world compete. For-
eign coal enters that port chiefly as bal-
last in 'tramp steamers seeking grain
carg6es, so that the condition of the
wheat export trade has a direct bearing
upon the coal imports. The coal supply
of California comes from England, Wales,
Scotland, Australia and Japan, in addi-
tion to 'British Columbia, always a prin-
cipal source for imported coal. The im-
ports of coal at the California ports
have for many years amounted to about
three-fourt- of the aggregate coal ton-
nage Imported into the "United States.
Eastern coals reach the Pacific Coast
only In small quantities, and the Rocky
Mountain field has not been a source of
eupply for 20 years. The contribution
from the three Pacific states to the San
Francisco market is growing greatly. In
ISO, It was less than 20.000 tons; In 1900,

It was about 830,000 tons out of a total
of over 1,800,000 tons.

WatiliinKton Coal Fields.
The coal "fields of Washington are con-

fined to the western and central parts
of the state, as is set forth by George
Otis Smith In Part 3 o the 22d annual
report of 'the United States Geological
Survey. Four large fields may be men-
tioned: The northern and the southern
Puget Sound coal fields, the Roslyn
Basin, and the southwestern field in
Lewis and Cowlitz counties. The north-
ern Puget Sound coal field includes the
coal mines of Skagit and Whatcom
counties, . in the northern part of the
state. The southern Puget Sound field
lies in King aud Pierce counties in that
portion of the Puget Sound basin directly
east of the cities of Seattle and Tacoma.
In production, this Is the most impor-
tant field of the state, and It Includes the
Wllkeson-Carbonad- o district. In Pierce
county, and the Green River, Renton-Ced- ar

River, and Newcastle-Issaqua- h

districts of King county. The other
field of Western Washington lies about
40 miles southwest in Lewis and Cowlitz
counties. The Roslyn field Is In Kittitas
County, near the center of the state, and
on the eastern slope of the Cascade Moun-
tains.

Extensions of all the coal fields of
Western Washington will doufitless bo
discovered. The number of coal beds in
the Puget Sound formation is remark-
able, and the workable beds in a single
district may vary from five to 10 In num-
ber. At Wllkeson four seams of coal are
mined; at Carbonado several seams have
been mined. In the Green River district
there are three seams, from 3 to 6 feet
thick; in the eastern extension of this
Held eight workable seams are reported.
At Renton three seams are known, two
agout-- feet thick; at Cedar Mountain
two seams, 3 and 13 feet thick, have
been worked. In the Newcastle district
four seams from 4 to 12 feet thick, and
at Issaquah six beds from 4 to 15 feet thick
have been worked. In the northern Held
the old Belllngham Bay seam was 14 feet
thick; the present Cokedale seam Is 20
feet thick in places, and tho Bluo Can-
yon seam ai'erages 7 feet in thickness.
In the Roslyn basin there are three work-
able beds varying from 4 to 19 feet In
thickness. The coals of Washington. rang
from lignite to bituminous coaklng coal.
In tho Newcastle-Issaqua- h and Renton-Ced- ar

River districts the coal is a hard
lignite, well suited for domestic use; in
the Green River district it is a friable
bituminous coal excellent for steam fuel;
In the Wllkeson-Carbonad- o district It is
a very soft bituminous coal good for
cokemaklng, for gas, and for locomotive
use. In the Roslyn field the coal is coak-
lng bituminous, but In good lumps and
well adapted for steam, and gasmaklng.
Tho northern field produces an excellent
bituminous coking coal containing much
slack. Both lignite and bituminous coal
aro reported from tho southwest field,
whose product Is little known.

The first discovery of coal In the state
was made in 184S, lignite of poor quality
being found in Cowlitz Valley at that
time. Four years later coal was dis-
covered on Belllngham Bay, In Whatc-
om, county, and shipments began from
this, the first mine. In 1SG0, and continued
until 1878, when spontaneous combustion
caused fire that closed tho mine. Two or
more northern mines have been active
since 189L In King county, coal was
reported in 1859, and mining began near
the present Issaquah mines in lSCl The
Newcastle mine was the real pioneer
mine in this field. It began to ship, coal
to Seattle In 18G7, and by 1870 the means
of transportation was well established by
way of Lakes Washington and Union.
By 1S77 the King county coal had become
an- - Important factor In the San Francisco
market, the Talbot and Renton mines
having become shippers also. Coal was
discovered east of the Cascades and the
Roslyn mine was opened early In the
eighties; and the same coal was reached
by the m shaft In 1894. The mines
at Roslyn and m constitute the
largest colliery UdVtbe tate. Various
methods of mining are In use according
to the nature of the mines. The miners
are both white and colored. No machine
mining Is done in the state, trials In the
larger mines not proving successful. Since
1894 the output of the state has shown
a steady increase, and in 1900 King
county alone reached the 1,000.000-to- a

mark. Tho prospect is for a steady
development. The largest market for
Washington coal is San Francisco, and"
the railroads of the Northwest furnish
tho next largest market The third im-
portant demand Is In the local markets
of Washington and the adjoining states
for fuel for manufactories and gas works.
For example, in Spokane fully SO per cent
of the coal supply comes from the Roslyn
mines; the remainder comes from. Mon-
tana and Wyoming, with a few carloads
from British Columbia, and 8or 10 car-
loads of Pennsylvania anthracite, shipped
via the Great Lakes and Duluth. The
coal used In Washington Is of high grade
and is consumed by smelters at Tacoma,
Everett. Northporl, and in California. The
Great Northern, the Northern Pacific
and the Columbia & Puget Sound rail-
roads afford transportation for the coal,
and are interested in the present develop-
ment of the coal Industry.

California Mine.
The coal product of California comes

from four counties Alameda, Contra
Costa; Amador and Riverside; and thereare now four productive fields. The Mount
Diablo field, tho oldest, is about 35 miles
east of San Francisco, on the northern
slope of Mount Diablo, of the Coast
Range. The belt is not over .2 miles
long, and Somersvillo Is the "principal
town. Corral Hollow, 50 miles south-
east of San Francisco, on the southeast
slope of Mount Diablo, lies on both sides
of the divide between Llvennore Valley
and San Joaquin Valley, and Is for the
most part In Alameda county. The third,
the Iono coal field, is on the foothills of
the Sierra Nevada--, 90 miles northeast
of San Francisco. The fourth field lies
In the southern part of the state, In
Riverside county, near Elslnore,. at the
eastern foot of the Sierra da Santa Ana.
The field Is probably small. The lone
field probably has an extension to the
south to Lancha Plana, where coal, has
been mined. Coal veins have been pros-
pected elsewhere, and Butte, Del Norte,
Orange, Fresno, Monterey, San Diego and
other counties have been coal producers
in the past, the mines now being aban-
doned. Coal prospects more or less
promising are reported from Fresno, Trin-
ity, Mendocino, Placerand Orange counties.

These beds may prove of some value
as a local supply of fuel. It seems cer-
tain, however, that California will never
rank much higher than today as a

state. The Mount Diablo field
has three workable beds from 2 to 4
feet thick, the Clark, the Little and the
Black Diamond. The Corral Hollow field
has two productive seams, the Eureka
and the Summit, from 1 to 12 feet thick.
The lone coal comes from a seam from
6 to, 24 feet thick extending under the
whole valley between lone and Carbon-dal- e.

The Elslnore coal seam Is from 3
to 10 feet thick. The coals of Califor-
nia are lignites, soft and friable. The
lone coal distinctly shows woody texture,
and in the Mount Diablo mlne3 carbon-
ized wood, pyrlte and gypsum are found
with the coal. 'The Mount Diablo coal
fields were" early discovered, and had
begun to ship coal In 1SSL In 1874, 205,000
tons were mined. The product for the
year Is reported as D000 tons mined by
the Pittsburg Company. The Corral
Hollow field was discovered in 1862.

After various, experiences, the present
deyelopment began In 1897. since which
time the output has steadily increased.
The lone field, known In 18C6, was little
worked until 18S3, and has since greatly
Increased the output. Mining operations
in the Elslnore field have been on a
small scale for local consumption. No
coal-mlnl- machines are used, and there
are no miners unions in the state. The
consumption of California coal Is chiefly
local. The railroads consume about 20
per cent, steamboats about as much;
manufactories take about 35 per cent,
and the remainder is consumed at the
mines and for domestic purposes in the
colliery towns. The Southern Pacific,
the Santa Fe, the Alameda & San Joaquin,
and tho Pittsburg Company's railroad,
deliver the coal to the consumers or to
tidewater transportation at low rates for
the larger mines.

Oregon Coal.
Oregon has but one productive coal field,

the Coos Bay field. In Coos county on the
coast, about 200 miles south of the mouth
of the Columbia, and between the Coast
Range and the Pacific. It Is about 30 miles
long north and south, with a maximum
breadth of 11 miles, and the total area
Is about 250 square miles. Other fields
showing coal of good quality may be men-
tioned; the upper Nehalem field, in Colum-
bia county, the Lower Nehalem, In Clat-
sop county and Tillamook count; the
Yaquina field, in Lincoln county, and the
Eckley and Shasta fields, In Curry county;
all west of the Cascade Range. The com-
mercial value of these fields cannot now
be foretold. East of the Cascade, coal
has been found in the basin of the John
Day River, which Includes parts of Grant,
Crook. Gilliam and Wasco counties; but
little Is known of this field. Mr. Smith
divides the Coos Bay coal field Into the
Newton, the Beaver Slough, the Coqullle
and the South Slough basins. In 1855
coal deposits on tho shores of Coos Bay
had begun to attract attention, and Pro-
fessor Newberry saw several cargoes from
that field at San Francisco and Portland.
The Newport mine. In the Newport basin,
is the only one that has survived, the New-
port basin contains about 3 square miles
of coal lands, but the Newport Is the
only "bed that has been worked. Beaver
Slough basin, over 20 miles long from
near "Rlverfon to the northern limit of
Coos Bay, and about 5 miles wide, has
seen many mines start, and only die,
the Beaver Hill mine, survives, though
no shipments aro now made. Tho pros-
pects for enlargement, however, are good.
The South Slough basin lies Immediately
to the west of the two basins Just men-
tioned. The Coqullle basin Is about 8
miles long and nearly a mile wide. Coal
has been prospected at tho Seven-Mil- e

or Big Coal bed In tho South Slough
basin, and at Harklocker Hill along the
river south of Coqullle, but no mines have
been opened. The Coos Bay coal Is lig-
nite, and Is preferred to other coals for
domestic fuel, but does not generally
coke, and is not a good steam, coal. In

1SS0, tho Pacific Coast field produced about
425,000 tons: In 1890, over 1,435.000 tons; In
1900, over 2,704,000 tons.

THE UGLY DUCKLING.
Among: the Powers tbe United States

Pits the Case.

England, Russia, Germany, In fact, well-nig- h

all tne powers of tho Old World, pro-
test their friendship for the American
Republic, and the New-Wor- ld power can-
not help being flattered by these tributes.
The eagle is so large, so strong. In such
excellent condition, that one Is tempted
to forget that he was once, a very small
eaglet, and that the larger birds pecked
at him as the barnyard fowls pecked at
tho ugly duck.

School teachers and 'patriotic speakers
keep alive the memory of the Colonial
troubles and the sufferings of the Revo-
lution. There Is a curious mixture of the
glorious and the horrible about those
early days; but It Is mortifying to think
of the wretchedness that followed the
peace of 1783. Nominally, we were Inde
pendent; actually, the wrangling and poverty-

-stricken states wero so miserable
that It seemed more than possible that
they would return to thelr British alle-
giance. Ragged soldiers, cursing an un-
grateful Government; a long seacoast
without a protecting navy; a Western
frontier constantly exposed to Indian at-
tacks; a credit conspicuous by Its ab-
sence; practically nothing of what we
now call Americanism, but an extremo
English faction, which considered the
Fourth of July vulgar, and a radical
French faction, which excused the worst
deeds of the Parisian Revolutionists;
these aro not things of which to boast.
For a time our Mediterranean commerce
was protected because Portugal was at
war with Algiers, but after Portuguese
protection was withdrawn our seamen
fared badly. If we urged England to
fulfill the conditions of the treaty, we
heard unpleasant reminders of debts that
were still unpaid. Our French allies In-

sulted us. reproached us, asked for bribes
and captured our merchantmen until wo
wero driven to fight. Apparently every
power which knew tho eaglet pecked
him; but some remote .powers did not
know him. When Balnbrldge sailed to
Constantinople (ordered thither not by his
own Government, but by Algiers), he
found that nobody knew the United
States of America, and was forced to
explain that he came from tho New
World discovered by Columbus.

So ended the 18th century, and the lUth
opened under worse rather, than better
auspices. An American vessel could
scarcoly enter a European port without
being liable to capture under a British
or French decree. If an English cruiser
was short of men, she merely stopped an
American merchantman and looked for de-

serters. A good seaman named John
Smith was seized as undoubtedly an. Eng-
lishman; a sailor named Hugh McDonald
was claimed as a Scotchman, and James
Murphy was necessarily an Irishman.
The man's father and grandfather might
have been born in America, but that
mado no difference. During our second
war with Great Britain the Indians hoped
to secure about half of tho South; the
Spaniards played Into tho hands of the
British and Indians, and the Algerlnes
resumed their former hostilities, long
after 1812 the South and Middle West
were still battle-groun- for tho red
man and the pale face. For several dec-
ades we endured all sorts of 111 treatment
from tho Spanish authorities In the West
Indies.

Tho Republic started without money,
without arms, without manufactures and
without dignity. It had territory, but It
was Jeered at as land poor. Now It Is
surprised at Its own sire. The scars are
still visible, or would be If one lifted tho
feathers, but the caglo feels no pain be-
cause he was mocked or Insulted 80 or 90
years ago. Whllo the mythical eagle re-
news his youth, the American eagle does
not desire to do so. Ho was tho victim
of tho world's barnyard, and now ho is
receiving compliments on all sides. When
Hans Andersen wrote "Tho Ugly Duck"
he nevor dreamed how admirably be was
tracing the history of tho United States
of America,

barelles, near Eyries (Dordogne). We
have all been familiarized with tho fact
that early man could draw, and that, per-
chance to while away-th- o tedium of the
Winter nights In his cave dwellings, ho
etched pictures of the mammoth on the
tusks of that elephant. The gravures of
Canbarelles belong to the paleolithic
period of man's evolution, or. in other
words, to tho "stone age." There are 100
engraved flcures on the cave walls, and
they vary from mere scratched outlines to
deeply carved figures. There are given
two figures In "A. C. H.'s" account of
these primitive artistic attempts. One
that of a running reindeer is really an
outllno sketch of much merit. Had Iseen that sketch In the notebook of an
artist of today, I would have credited it
as an Impressionist Idea of what he saw.
The other Illustration is that of a mam-
moth. It is not so artistic as the sketch
of tho deer, but It Is recognizable as aportrait of tho elephantine neighbor of
the man of the stone age. There are also
many sketches of horse-lik- e animals in tho
Canbarelles caves, some varying from oth-
ers In such details as to suggest that dif-
ferent breeds or species of these mammals
were known to the cave men.

Massachusetts Is tho source of most of
the information accessible to the public
regarding gas and clectrlo lighting. The
report of tho Gas and Electric Lighting
Commission of that state has Just been
issued, and shows among many other
things, that tho average price paid by
consumers for coal gas to companies sell-
ing annually more than ,000,030 feet each
Is Jl 05. Omitting the large companies of
Boston and Brookllnc the average Is only
51 OS. This Includes many gas works ot
very moderate capacity. Tho average
price paid for coal gas to other companies,
concerns In small towns where the sales
of each company are less than 304000,000

feet In a year. Is Jl S, but the average of
all tho coal gas companies in tho state
Is $1 OS. Of the electric light companies
threo did not earn their expenses last
year and 26 ' others paid no dividends.
Seventy-fiv- e companies supplied electrlcity
only. 48 gas only and 23 both gn3 and elec-
tricity. The board investigates all acci-
dents, and the report gives the particu-
lars in 73 Instances of escaping gas, which
resulted In 36 deaths and 64 Injuries, and of
J2 fatal accidents from electricity.
