know of no other way.by which the real
cholce of the people for this Important of-
| fice may be so well determined. Aspir-
ants for the honor come before the con-
| ventions of the several partles submit
thelr merita for conslderation, a selection
. is made from among them, the nominee
| takea his place on the state ticket, and
| the voters mre thus able to declare for
| or against him, exsctly as they express
themselves for orpagalnst any other can-
didate. There In, of course, no legal ob.
ligation on the Legislature to obey the
direction of the people, but the oxpres-
alon of thelr will, made In this explicit
and positive manner, will, 1 venture to de-
clare, be obeyed In every Inmtance. If it
be sald that the electiom of a Senator is
_ thus -virtuslly taken out of the hands of
the Legislature, I reply that the voters
have a right to tak€ it out, If they desire;
and I know of no way in which the pub-
lic interest can be better subserved than
by eliminating tedious expensive and pro.
tracted Senatorial fAights from legisintive
1 know of my own knowil-
that matters of legisiation become
invoived In a Benatorial contest in such
manner that bills that never should be-
come laws, and otherwise would not be-
come laws, are log-rolled

is always greatly increased. Appropria-
tlons are made that never should be made,
and never would be, If the Representa-
tive from some district that wants an
appropriation for msome local enterprire
did not have a vote Tor Benntor &and did
nol use |t where It would do the most
good.
