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DAY TO OLED BILL

Speeches in Senate For and
Against Measure.

MITCHELL WITH THOSE FOR IT

Simmons Makes the Principal Argn-
ment in Opposition—Bill for Im-
provement of Mount Ranler
Park Passed.

WABHINGTON, March JL—During the
entire sestlon of the Senate today the oleo-
margarine bill was under consideration.
Three speeches were dellvered, two In
support of the measure and om agninst
it. Bimmons made an extended argument
in opposition to the bill, relnforcing
cogently points heretofore made agalnst
the proposed legisiation, and adding some
new and foreeful arguments, Dillingham
prescnted a strong legal argument in sup-
port of the measure, and vigorously ar-
Talgned the manufacturers of oleomar-
Fariné for imposing, as he sald, & fraud-
upon the pecple. In supporting the pend-
ing blll, McCumber expressed the bellef
that the farmers of the country were en-
::l'lged to the protection afforded by the

Among the bills passed were the fol-
lowing: Providing an additional Clronit
Judge in the Seventh Judicial Clreuilt; to
smend the act for thg protection of the
lives of miners In the territories; appro.
priating $25.000 for the lmprovement of
the Mount Rainler Natlonal Park in the
Btate of Washington: to pay Mre. M. D,
Moeker, of Colorado, $5912 out of the
funds of the confederated band of Ute
Indians, on account of the assassination
of her husband and property losses. The
Senate then resumed consideration of the
cleomargarine bill

Froceedings in Detall

Bimmons wssld the ensctment of the
bill would desiroy many oleomargarine
factories and render practically valueless
milllons of Invested ceapital, and it would
also serlounly affect growers of cotton-
feed and manufacturers of cotton-seed
ofl, and slso the large growers of eattle
and hoge At the conclusion of Sim-
mone' remarks, Proctor, in charge of the
bill, In response 1o an Inguiry of Clark of
Wyoming, =ald It was his purpose to ac-
cept the amendment offered by Harr,
placing & tax of 10 cents & pound on adul-
ternted butter, and regulating the manu-
facture and sale of renovated and process
butter.

Mitchell expressed himaelf as favorahle
to the bill, and, as bearing on the sub-
Jeet, he requested the publication in the
Cungressional Record of an article on
the aperation of the so-calied beef trust
which recently appeared in a2 New York
newspaper, The request was granted,

Dillingham, In sport of the measure, In.
eisted that oleomargarine and all other
food products ought to be sold for what
they sctually sre. When an article was
pirced on the market In a false gulse he
contended that the American people had
a right to demand legislation that would
protect them. Dillingham made a partic-
ulerly sharp arrnignment of the manufaic-
torers of oleomargarine 2nd butterine for
the fraud., which, he sald, they commit-
ted un on the publle. He sald the Amer-
jcan people were getting tired of belng
bumbugged In thelr food products, and
were demanding the enaciment of pure
food iegisintion.

In supporting the pending bill MeCum-
ber sald he believed there was a mora)
obligation on Cangress to  protect the
product of the farmer whenever It was
passihle.

GOVERMMENT FOR PHILIPPINES,
Senate Committee Reports, Votlng
Democratic Snbsidy Down,

WASHINGTON, March 11.—The Benate
committ=e on the Philippines today com-
pleted consideration of the bill preserib-
ing a form of government for the Phillp-
Yg:: Islands, and authorised Benator

ge to report ft to the Bemate, after
voting down the Demoeratic substitute by
a party vote. The amendment provides
for n census of the population of the lsl-
ands, and i# as follows:

"That whenever the existing Insurreec-
tion in the Philippine 1slands shall have
ceased, mnd a condition of general and
complete peice shull have been estab-
Habed therein, and the facts gshall be cer-
tified to the President by the Philippine
Commission, the President, upon being
satisfied thereof, shall order n cenrus of
the Phillppine Islands to be taken; such
census, in s inquirics relating to the
population, £bhall take snd make, so far
as practicable. 3 full report of all the
inhabitants, of name, age, S&X, race of
tribe, whether native or forelgn-born,
literacy in Bpanish, natlve diaiect or lan.
puage, or in English; achool attendance
and ownership of homes, and such other
infermution separately for each island,
&iach province and municlipality, or other
glvic division, needful to inform the
President and Congress concerning the
éspacity, fithess and readineas of all the
people of the Philippine Islands and of
particular islands, provinces and munici-
palities. and other civil divislons, for the
establishment and maintenance in the
islands, dr certaln of them, of 3 perme-
nent popular represeniative government.”

After the completion of the census, the
FPhlllppine Commlssion s required fully
to report 1o the President and to Con-
gress s recommenditions based on
guch censuys and upon the operation of
the local governments provided for,
whether all or certaln of the Phil-
ippine Isiands sre capable, fit and ready
for the establishment of a permanent
pol r representative government. The

lippine Commission is continued In
effect, and there Is no further hint than
that heretofore gquoted of & possible
change. Other fertures of the bill reiate
to the detalls of the commission’'s admin-
{stration and have been from time to
time published.

The provision concerning the currency
to be used in the islands covers six pages |
of the bllL After autharising the Philip-
pine government to establish & mint at
Manila, and extending the cojnage laws
of the United Btites, 5o far as appleshle,
to the islands, the following la inserted
g8 a sectlon:

*“That the sald Phllippipe government Is

thorised to ooln a gliver dollar which
&n contaln €16 grains of standard silver
snd the standard of said silver colna shall
be such that of 300 patis by welght 200
shall be of pure metal and 100 of alloy, and
the mlloy shill be of copper. And upon
the sald silver doliar there shall be devices
snd inscriptions to be by the
government of the Hppine Islands
War of the United Siates, which devices
and inscriptions shall express or symbolize
the soverelgnty of the United Htates, and
that it 1= coin of the Philippine Islands,
together with the denomination of the
eniln _expressed in English, Fillplne and
Chinese charscters, and the date of its
colpage.”

The silver dollar is made a
In the Philippines. There Ia
quirement that the depositor of gold
colned shall be required to pay 1 cen
:;:h plece colned. Authority Is given for

silver dollars suthorized by the act but
it Is required that the silver colned at
the Ban Franciaco mint shall have been
produced in the United Biates. 8llver
certificates of not less than 510 In de-
nomination are aulhorised.

Authority is alwo given for the colnage
of & subsidiary Phillppine colnage con-
sisting of half dollars and of M-cent and
10-cent pleces. This coinage Is to be con-
ducted under the authority of the Philip-
pine Government, with the approval of the
Becretary of War of the United Btates,
and there is a provielon that the doilars
and subsidiary colns lssued under Spanish
niithority may be recolned into subsidlary
coins by the Phiilppine Government with-
out consulting the Becretary of War
Minor coins of one-half cent and of one
cent in copper and of b cents In nicke] are
also authorized. Provision is made for
the maintenance of subsidiary coinage &t
any mint In the United Btates. Existing
provisions In force In the Islands making
any form of money legal tenders are re-
pealed after December 11, 1M6.

Rill Eald Before Senate.

WABHINGTON, March 5. — Lodge,
chalrman of the committes on Phillppines,
today reported to the Eenata the bill*tem-
porarily to provide for the sdminisiration
Gf the affalrs of the islands. He sald In
submnitting the report he hoped to call up
the messure for consideration at an early
date. Rawlins, of the same committe,
offered an amendment to the Philippine
government bill, in the nsture of a sub-
mitute for it. Tt represents the views of
the minority of the committee.

He was es-
corted to the matron’s room and sfter a
few moments the guard s sald o have

A CONCESSION TO CUBA

FAVORABLE REPORT ON PATYNE
BILL FOR S0 PER CENT TARIFF.

House Wars and Means Commitiee
Stood 1% to B—~Two Hepubll-
cans Vote No.

WAEHINGTON, Mareh 5L.—The ways
and means committee, by & vots of 12 t0 &
today ordered a sfavorable report om the
Payne bil! for 90 per cent tariff concession
to Cuba. Bight Republicans votad for the
bill. Two Republicans, Tawney of Minne-
pota and Meteslt of California. voted
agalast ft. No smendments on.the recl-
procity feature wore made, but by general
consent the United Statea contract labor
laws were included, with the naturalization
and exclusion lawe, as applicable to Cubs.
A serles of Democratic amendments for
genersl revision wers deleated on strict
party votes. The final vote in detall was:

Ayes—Pay Duizell, Grosvenor, R
sell, Btecle, eCall, Long and Babeot
Republicans; Richardson, Swanson, Me-

PAYNE MAKES A STATEMENT.

Comeession Necensary to Avold =
Moet Serlouns Crisie :

WASHINGTON, Mareh 3L.—Chalrman
Hayne today preeented o the House the
report of the ways and means committes
on the Cuban reciprocity bill, whish that
commmittea had ordered reported earller in
the day. After recifing President Roose-
veit's recommendstion In behalf of Cuba
Mr. Payre eald:

“Our relations to Cuba are peculiar. In
our deginration of war with Spain, and
ever alnce, we have rolemnly procialmed
to the world that our object was to give
Cubn a stable and indopendent govern-
ment. We have labored for more than
three years to nccomplish that result, and
in this endenvor we have spared no ex-
penss.  During the years of preparation
we have given her an example of the bene-
it of law and good order, of clranlinens
and of the preservation of the publle
health, and nf good goverament generally,
She has organized her government under
« constitution, and Is now rdady tn launch
forth among the nations of the earth In
the month of May."

Mr. yne cxplained the depressed con-
dition of the Cuban sugar industry as due
to the world's overproduction of sugar,
and =aid:

“This condition threatens grave dJdisas-
ter to this, the principal product of Cuba,
It Is troe that jabor in Cuba is, and for
the past thres months has: beesn, fully
employod at falr woges: that there has
been no distress, but A tristworthy writer,
an American, not Interested in sugar and
a4 careful pbserver, says, under date of
March 20: “While the masses of Cubn ars
not actuslly suffering from lack of food,
{he planters and buainess men Are on the
verge of collapse and bankruptey, and are
anxlously hoping for concessions in the
United States tariff, in- order that they
may recsive new life and hope. The mer-
chants have & large sum of money trusted
out. and are not paying each other. They
are simply holding up In the hope of obt-
talning rellef, and if fallure once beging
they will run ke wildfire.’

“All the evidence recelved before the
commitice points to a conclusion that ths
crisis threatened involves the most #eTious
consoquences. This threatened financial
digtrers comes At the very time we are
abput to set the Cubsn Government up In
business on Itz own account. We have
performed the part of a guardlan up o
the present time, and are about te send
the ward forth into the worid. We cannot
afford to take the riak of her fallure If a
lttle timely ald will insure success. ™

The report adds that we are bound to
care. for our own people, but after peview-
ing the American sugar sltuation, says:

“It can work no injury to our industry
if we make this amall reduction In Cuban
sugars The enactment of this bill will
not nffect the protection of the sugar-
producers of the United States. There la
no reseconable nrelease that the same re-
duction on other Cuban products will in-
jure any other Amerioan industry.”

The report asse.ts that the pianters, and
not the refiners, will recoive the benefit of
the reductions, and adds:

“Cuba does not come simply As A men.
Zicant, nor ahould she be trésted as such.
Bhe offers good trade ju returp. This she
s willlng to concede. Under the provisiona
of the bill we should be able to doubls the
smount of our export trade with Caba,
which amounts to $M00,000 mors than
that we obtnined in the last figonl year.™

In conclusion the report says: "It is a
happy clroumstance that. without uny In.
fury to our own Industries, and without
the loss of anyihing exespt $7.000.000 or
$8.000,990 of revenue, whick we do not
need, we are able to extend (his rellel
to Cuba. and at the pame time get recip-
rocal trade relations with her,

“Aside from the exceptional case that
Cuba presents, the action of the commit-
tee In emtire accord with the reciprocity
doctrine of the Repubiican plaiform and
the declarstions of President McKinley
and President Roosevelt. [t invelves no
propossd revision of the tariff or anything
not entirel yin NHarmony with maintenance
of the protective system.”

BREWERS DELAY STRIKE.

Boston Men WIill Walt to Get Ap-
preval of Central Unlon.

BOSTON, March 501t Is expected
that 150 men employed In the Boston
brewerles would leave work tomarrow,
having been uneble to reach nn agree-
ment with the meister brewers on  three
disputed propositions, houra of .labor,
free beer, and In the matter of diachirge,
but after o long discussion tomight, it
was Oeclded to obtaln the approval of
the Central Labor Union, and with that
to leave work on Thursday. Every brew-
ery In the city will be more or less af-
focted, and It Ip expectad that a Iarge
number will have to shut down. The
brewera demund the right to discharge
any employe at thelr discretion, but st
the same time agtree nol! to employ any
but unlon men. The men, on thelr part,
damand that before s man 13 discharged
he shall be accorded a hearing.

INQUIRY AS TO RAILROADS

—_—

WORK OF INTERSTATE COMMERCE
COMMISSION OUTLINED.

Commisnloner Pronty Says the Law
Mast Be Obeyed—Hearings
Begin Again Today.

CHICAGO, March 81.—It s the parpose
of the Inter=tate Cuommerce Commission
10 empioy every means within its power
to secure an absolute observance of the
provisions of the interstate commerce
act. The commission is not golng to cefre
wark Becsure Injunction sults have been
begun with the ssme end in view. This
announcement was made tonight by Com.
missloner Prouly preilminary to the loves-
tigation which will be conducted here, be-
ginning tomorrow. Asked what the eom-
mission expected (o discover, and what
would Hkely be the outcome, provided
evidence of late infractions of the law de.
veloped, Mr. Prouty sald:

“We must firat ascertain what Is and
has been done, and then determine what
netion Is advisable under the olreum-
stances as they may develop, The fact
that the Department of Justice Is pro-
ceeding by another means wouid not pre-
vent our taking the inlliative In Institut.
Ing eériminal procecdings should the facte
disclesed by the evidence .warrant such
action. Upon former investigationa rati-
road officinle have told us that secret prac-
tices have been abandoned, and the lnw
obeeryed. Desplte this fact, ene railroad
had on file with the commisson for some
time a tariff of 42 cents on packing-housa
products from the Missourl Hiver to the
eenboard, and It wns not met open’y by
any other road. Now, we would lke to
tearn how it was the ather lines managed
to get business upon a tarlf of 48 cents
when the road In question was carrying
it for 42 cents™

Commissioner Prouty sald another pur-
poxa of the hearing was to take stepa fo
compe! the rallroads to publish their ex-
port shipments. This Is a radical depart-
ure, aithough some of the roads in times
past have filed reports on grain.and other
graln products. In general, however, rail.
road officialy and attorneys allege that the
inw cannot compel them to publish export
tariffs, and a battle is to be made on this
polpt. The reasan for the fight is that
raliroads have been making higher domes-
tle rates on packing-house products and
grain, and then cotting the rate by taking
eare of everything ne export shipments.

Asked If the commission purposed trying
to probe any of the alleged Eastem tariff,
the Commiasioner sald that so far as he
knew there were no pools, Cancurrent with
the commission's |nvestigation is the no-
tice published by all Eastern lines that,
effective April 14, rates will be ralsed on
grain and grain products and upon pack-
ing-house products for export and domes-
tie purposes. bwth by nll-mail and by part-
inke and part-rall routea, The new rates
are from 2 to 4 cents higher per 100 pounds
than the present rates, and they will es-
tablish a differential on grain and grain
products of 2 cents {n favor of the Lakes,
as sgalnst 3 cents, st preseot existing.

Matters Complalned of in Its He-
pert to the Prealdent.
MINNEAPOLIS, March 31.—Judge El
Torrence, Commander-in-Chief of the
Grand Army of the Republic, fust back
from a conference with the President
on pension matters, says the report of
the G. A. R. oDension committee was
submitted to the Fresident over a week
ago.

“The committee found no fault with
the pension Jaws as they now exist, but
rather with the manner in which the
laws have been construed and admini-
stered by the Penslion Burean. A de-
sire far a change in the office of Com-
missioner of Pensions has been steadily
growing for two years pest, until now
it 1» almost universal among ths vet-
erans. Conservative GOGrand Army men
belleve, and with good cause, that great
injustice hnx been done to miny deserv-
ing and worthy claimants. Al the
vateran soldipr of the Unlon desires ia
that the laws be justly and falrly ad-
ministered, and all who are entitled to
recelve thelr benefits shall enjoy them
without diminution or unreasonable de-
Iays, and that every uanworthy clalm
shall be rejected and every fraudulent
pensioner stricken from the rolle

“*The atmosphere of the Pension Bu-
reay has been such as to create an im-
pression that o great many frauds are at-
temptad by the old soldlers, but it is
worthy of note that according to the
lzst peport of the Commissloner, out
of 159 persons convicted of frauds againat
the bureau lart year but 10 were soldiers
of the Civil War, of whom two were
desertera. Many convictlons were for of-
fenaes agninst the old soldiers, and not
by them., The records show that only
one old soldler out of 73,90 has been con-
victed of fraud against the Qovernment.
Certainly that Is a wonderfully good
showing."

Incldentally Judge Torrence denied that
he was to he made Pension Commis-
sioner, or that he wais a candldate for
that or any other office.
