CIATIONX 50 ORDERED.

Judge Sears Decides That Service of
Summons on Retiring Agent
Is Valld.

L]

Judge Sears yesterday declded that the
service of summona in the suit of 8 &
Beach pgalnet the Guaranty Savings &
Iban Association !s valld, and the com-
pany must defend the suit

Baach brought suit W January to re-
cover money which he allegcd he over-
paid on & bullding .and loan contract. He
set forth in his complaint that becaus»
of false statements snd milsrepresenta-
tions he was Imposed upon, and pald, in
settlement of the loan, much in excess of
the principal and legal Interest. He soeks
to recover the sum overpald, amounting
to about 2500,

The company has bees Involved In the
courts of late, a number of decisions hav-
ing been rendersd that its cONIracis Ere
usurious, and that only the principal and
legal Interest can be coliected. The com-
pany, o evade further sults  recently
transferred all of lis assets in this state,
and its agent, J. W. Blain, resigned.

Judge Sears In his opinlon, which was
concurred In by Judges George and Cle-

iand, said in part:
“Indeed, if a forelgn corpomation may
Invoke the ald of courts of a state as

piaintiff to enforpe its clalma op contracis
with citlzsens, It would seem consistant
with Jjustice that |t should be Habie %0
be made defendant In the courts of such
state, at least as to transactiona entered
Into with the cltizens of the stute. Cer-
tuin obvicus difMieulties have heretofore
prevented the complete attalnment of this
apparently resulient consegquence.”™

A dectsion was cited where It was held,
“When a corporation thinks proper to in-
voke the comity of another state, and
transact its business there, It ought to be
held to have voluntarily submitted [tself
to the laws of the state”™

Continuing, Judge Bears sald: “How-
ever this may be, if the defendant was
allowed to carry on buslness in this state
only upon condition that it would sub-
qu("\ itseif 1o the jurisdiction af our

courts, as defendunt, entered upon busi-
nesm hereln In recognition of such condl-
tion, and It may be added, under .an
express contractusl recognition thereol, we
are of the opilnion that such submission
must be held to continue until the fAnal
conclusion of winding up all of such busi-
ness: that the attempted retirement of
Blain, the attorney In fact, was Inel-
fectus! as to this cause, and that service
upon hm, as such agent, brought him
within the jurisdiction of this court

“In expreseing these views, we have
not ignored the carnest presentstion of
the clalm of non-jurisdiction of the coun-
sel for defendant. The precise ques-
tion ssems not to have ariseg In the
jurisdiction of our state, and we are con-
strained to adopt the view that to hold
this ecourt without jurisdiction would
result In 2 nullification of Legisintive in-
temt. in intolerabie hardship to the citi-
senn of our state, Who would be compeiled
to resort to a distant tribunal, and In
countenancing a total repudiatfon of the
binding «Mcacy of contracts solemnly
entered Into.”

Thus case was recently argued by Willk-
jam Reid and J. T. McKee as atlomeys
for the plaintiff, and W. D. Fenton for the
delense. There are other similar casea
pending in which the Guaranty Savings &
Loan Association i= defendant,
