the piace, and I answered that i the P‘rﬂldmt
offered 1t I would acoept.”

Washington, March 13 —Senator Millard con-
firmed the raport that he bad asked W. £ Me-
Corpicke if-he would accept an appoinUnent as
Becretary of the Interior, but suld in dolug so
he had acted entirely upon his own responsi-
bllity, and that he had not assumed to Tepre-
sent the FPresident or any one else. He sdded
that he had benrd many rumors that thers was
to be & vacancy st the head of the Interior
Department, and Mr. McCorniek bDeing., In his
Judgment, especially sulted for the place, he
esked him if he would accept If the phoouuo
offared him,

Upon inguiry I ascertaln {hat Mr, Mil-
lard, who is so hopelessly saturated with
rumors of A probable “vacancy” at the

bhesd of the Interior Department and so
mctively searching for a successor for Mr,
Hitchoock befors Mr, Hiteheock has even
suggested that he is about to resign, or
before the Presldent his even intimated
%o him that he needs hie advice on the
subject, is the same Mr. Millard who, “by
request,” introduced in the United States
Benate what s commonly known as the
“MUlard PillL" to lease the vacant pub-
flc Iands In & large portion of the West
which il i now pending in Congress,
and, emong other obnoxious proposals,
provides that the Becretary of the In-
teriar shall bave sole power to administer
sald act and shall be suthorized to per-
form any and all scte, dnd to make such
rules and regulations &s may be neoms-
sary for carrying the provisions of sald
met Into full force snd effect.
