THE LARSEN MURUDER.

Kelsslg Gives the Deialls of Chi-
cago's Most Revolting Crime.

CHICAGO, April 1.—Robert Kelssig,
whose accusation brought sbout the ar.
rest of Louls G. Toombs for the munrder
of Carrle Larsen last Winter, wag placed
on the wilnessstand today. The couri.
room was crowded with people who had
come to hear the detalls of the most re-
volting crime in the history of Chlcago
for years past. The prisoner appeared in.
terested, but his Interest zeemed to be
abeclutely Impersonal. A rope with which
Kelsslg sald the unfortunate woman was
bound, and pleces of fron with which, the
witness gald, the body was welghled were
produced and admitied as evidence. Kels.
rig sald that Toombs had gone Lo an em-
ployment agency, nnd, having met Carrie
Larsen, promised her work as assistant
cook on-the boat Peerless, then lying here
fast in the lce,

The boy Kelselg, who Is 19 yenrs old,
averred that the night of the murder he
was lying in a bunk in the boat. Toombs,
he eald, was undressed and slso lving
down. He suw Carrie Lareen in her state-
room. In order to gét her out, he sald;
Toombs ordered her 1o come out And cook
his supper. She left the security of her
room oniy to be attacked by Toombs. He
assaulted her, witness sald, and so frane
tically @id she battle that in doing so
Teombs choked her to death. Toombs lald
down for s while, Jeaving the body
strotehed on the cabin floor. Kelesig, hor-
rified Into speccllessness, still stared from
his berth. What happened after Toombs
Ggaln rose 1y not printable. The witness
=huddered as fhe told the story, and there
were many averted heads In the court-
DOOm.

Attorney Burne snld that this is the first
time in the history of Chicago that such
A churgs has been uttered against an al.
leged murderer.

The witness regained his composure
when asked to tell of the dispoaal of the
body. He declared that Toombs tled the
rope around it, weighted It, and then or-
dered Kelsslg to help him carry It to &
hole In the loe near the boat. This was
done, and Kelsalg enld that for some days
afterward he was afrald to speak, fearing
that Toombs would kill him.

DR. MARTIN RETURNS.

He Does Not Helleve the Russlans
Will Leave Manchurin.
VICTORIA, B. C. April 1.—Dr. W. A
P. Martin, who a month ago resigned the
principalship of the Chinese Imperial Col-
lege, at Pekin, and has since been offered
a similar position with the Chinese Uni-
versity at Wu Chang, arrived by the
steamer Empress of Japan., Dr, Martin
was In Pekin during the alege, and says
there have been many changes since then.
China has completed a treaty with the
forelgn powers, and all is quiet now, he
sald, but how long It will remain a placid
country none can say. The recent treaty
of Britaln and Japan guarantees peace
for & tlme only, for there (s a feeling
tending to the disintegration of the coun-
try among some of the powers. Great
Britain, Japan and the United States are
for the maintenance of the integrity of
China, but Russia, France and others are

for alleing up the kingdom.

Regnnding the Manchurian question,
HRussla did not get the special concesslons
favored by the treaty made by Li Hung
Chang, Even to the hour befors his
dealh, when the Chinesa statesman wns
all but unconsclous, M. Lessar was work-
ing with him to have him place his algna-
ture to the treaty by which Russin would
have secured all she wanted,

“Will the troops be withdrawn from
Mancharia?™

“No: 1 do not think they will. Russin
will make the excuse that the troops are
necessary for the protection of her rall-
waya, and, In my opinlon, Russia will
ultimately have sole possession of Man-
churia and Mongolinn The latter prov-
!nce has not yet been brought into gues-
tion, but Russla is golng to bulld a ratl-
way line across Mongolla from the nearest
point of the boundary to Pekin, The
Rusalans are scheming in many ways for
the retention of the distriets, There were
rumors before I left Pekin that rebel
forces were In motion In Kansu, and wers
suppased to be acting In copcert with
troops of Prinee Tuan, the ex-Boxer
jeader. 1 do0 not think it is lkely that
they will march on Pekin, but they will
hold an area in Shansi and Mongolia. In
Ningshia, his Kansu capital, Prince Tuan
has a strong pelnt."

PERKIN, April L—The Manchurian con-
vention, the main conditions of which
were recently agreed upon by Paul Lessar,
Russian Minlster (0 Chins, and Prince
Ching, president of the Chinese Forelgn
OfMce, permit China to maintaln what-
ever force Ehe thinks necessary In Man-
churia after the evacuation of that terri-
tory, Officlal reports receivad here from
Nin Chwang deelore the Russiang to be
displaying great military activity there.
Tin thousand trooje have recently been
moved to Port Arthur, and new drafis
are arriving. An extensive and permanent
telegraph system Is belng constructed.

JAPAN'S EXPOSITION.

Work on the Bulldings at Osaka Is
Being Pushed.

KOBE, March 16, via Victoria, B. C.
April L—Work on the construction of the
bulidings of the Osaka exhibition, to be
held next year, is belng rapidly pushed
forward, says the Kobe Chronlela. At
first it waa proposed {o have the electric
light for the lllumination of the premises
supplléd by the Osaka Electrie Light
Company, but 1t has been found that the
cost will be too heavy, the laylng of the
wires alone reaching some 20,000 yen, while
the light required would cost about M yen
per night. It has therefore been decided
to purchase a motor of 3% horsepower for
the supply of the light. The bulldings of
the gallery of fine arts and the reference-
room are expested 10 be completed before
the end of this year.
