MURDER OF BOERS.

HBritish War Office's Statement of the
Frote.

LONDOXN, April 4—The War Office to-
day lssyed, an officlal siatcment of the
facts In regard to the Aumtmlians sen-
tenced for murdering Boer prisonerz, as
Tollows:

“The Buashveldt Carblperrss, who were
recratited In South Africa, bdut Inchuded
other colonfals, were employed in Jily
and August in the wildest part of the
Transvanl S miles northenst of Pletats.
burg. and took a certain number of pris-
oners. Grave lrregul s on the part of
certaln officere of the corps came to the
knowledge of the military officers in Dc-
tober, and an investigntion was ordered
by Lord Kitchener, As a result filve of-
ficers were trl by court-martial at Ple-
tersburg In Janvary, 1902, and were foyund
guilty, as principale or accessories, to 12
murders. Lileutenant= Hancock and Mo.
rant were sentenced to death, which was
carried out,

*“These officers were nlso charged with
the murder of the Rev. C. Hesme, Al
though thersa wns =trong suspicion that

denco. was t consiffered sufficient to
justify their conwvictlon. Lieutenant Wii-
ton war found guilty of murder and was
gt eny h, but there were mitl
pating o tances and the sentence
wae commuted to [ifs imprisonment at
penal servitude. Licutensnt Picton was
found gullly of manslaoghter and wap
cathlered. Major Ismahan, commanding
the Carbinesrs, who became aware of
the erimes rubsequent to thelr committal,
wes oonvicted of culpably neglecting to
repart them, and wee ordered home to
Austrnlla, his diecharge bhelng unneoces-
eary owing to the disbandment of the
carpe.

“No doubt existe ns to the gullt of the
necused, whose plea in extonuation that a
number of thelr corps were ll-treated by
the Hoers wne not sostained by the evi-
dence nt the trinl.

of o majority of the Spaniards, cannot
amount to much so long as no revolutiona
ocour at Madrid or In the great towns,
The correspondent further says the Cnri-
istn have been seriously weakened by the
secession of the Ultrmmontanes, one of
their next lmportant groups,

Acceptas Octuple Tranamitter.

BERLIN, April 4 —After prolonged eox-
periments in sending four telegraphic mes-
sages each way simultaneously over a nin-
gie télepraph wire, the German Postal De-
partment has accepted the ostuple trans-
mitter ilnvented by the Ilate Professor
Heory A, Rowland, of Baltimore, The
experiments were conducted between Ber-
lin and Hamburg. Between 30 and 350
words were transmitted per minute. It is
undersicod that the German Postal De.
partment intends to introduce the Row-
iand system between Berlin, Hamburg,
Cologne, Leipsic and Frankfort,

Seventy-Second Annunl Mecting at
Salt Lake Clty.

S8ALT LAKE CITY, April 4—The ™
annual conference of the Church of Jesus
Christ of Latter-Day Saints, which con-
vened In  the Tabernacle here today,
proved to be the largest gathering of the
kind In recent years. Ideal weather pre-
valied, and the sireets of the city were
crowded with visitors, In his annual ad-
dress President Joseph ¥, SBmith reviewed
the work of the church the past year, and
congratulated its members for having done
more to Inerease the membership and
prosperity of the church than in any pre-
vious year of its history.

the necessity for promoting the reunfon of
the Englah-speaking race.

Rhodes" ppoints a well-
known group of seven of hia friends as
general executors of his esiate.. This
group (= further charged to undertaks
the duty of acting as trustees for the edu-
catlonal endowment fund, which will pro-
voke the Uvellest dlscusston and excite
the kesnest Interest throughout both the
United States and the British Emplre, for
both communities share In the benefit of
Mr. Rhodes” bequest. Mr. Rbodes was n
graduate of Oxford, and a student at the
Oriel Coliege. to which, by the way, he
hos left = special bequest of §40.000, He
haz made Oxford University, In whose
glortes the American descendants of fta
founders share equally with those who
still inhabit the ald country, the center of
his educationn! bequests, and he left a
sum which may be rqughly capitulated as
representing §30,000,000 for the foundation
of Anglo-American scholarships, |

“To his thinking, the,university, better
than any other institution, naturally af-
fords a vivifylng center of race unity,
It is freo from all politieal eomplleations,
and a residential wniversity, with the old
traditions of Oxford, seemed to him best
fitted for the purpose he had o view,

“The central principie of his scheme Is
thut every state and territory in the
American Unlon should be offered & schol-
arship of the value of §i500 a year, tennble
for three years at Oxford. By this meanas
Mr. Rhodes belleved it would be possible
o make Oxford the center of the spirit of
mee unity, where students from every
part of the English-speaking world would
meet on common ground in the most fa-
mous of the old unlversities.

“What will result in the foture presence
of Americans and colonials In what has
%0 long been one of the most conservative
and Anglican centers of Grent Britaln, the
future must decids. The Influx of =0 much
American and colonial biood mey have
vory important consequences, at which
some of the old Oxonlans would stand
aghast. Having decided that pach state or
coloninl unit should bare one =cholarship
allowsdit every year, Mr. Rhodes procesds
to define theterms upon which these schol-
arships should be allotted. Mr. Rhodes al-
ways opposed the modern kleas of awand.
Ing an educational prize solely for literary
attalnments, The tendency to award a
scholarship aolely for suecess In passing
lltersry examinations seemed to him to
put a premium on bookworms Hence he
has drawn up a scheme for the election
of students for his scholarships which Is
extremely original and very characteristic
of the man. It is as follows:

*In the election of a student to a
scholarship, regard should be had to, first,
hisn Nterary and  scholastic attalnments;
second, his fondnesa for or success In
manly outdoor sports, such as cricket,
foothall, and the Nke; third, hia qualities
of manhood, such ss truth, courage, de-
votion to duty, sympathy for and protec-
tlon of the weak, unselfishness and fal-
lowship: fourth., his exhibition during
gchool days of moral force of character
and instincts to lead and take interest in
his schoolmates, for these latter attributen
will likely in after Hfe gulde him to
esterm the performance of public duties as
his highest aim,

* Marks for thess four qualifications
should be awarded somewhat In the fol-
lowing proportions: Four-tenths for the
firet, one-tenth for the second, three.
tenths for the third, and two-tenths for
the fourth. Marks for the several quall-
fientions should be awarded Independently
as follows—that s to say, marks for the
first quallfication by examination: for the
second and third qualifications, respect-
tvely, by the ballot of fellow-students of
the candidates, and for the fourth quall-
ficaslon by the hend masters of the schoals
and the result of the awards—that Ia to
gay, the marks obtained by each candidate
for each qualification—should be added to-
gether and the succassful student be the
one who recelved the greatest number of
marks giving him the highest ail-round
qualification,’

“Hils object In Iaying down these condi-
tions was to secure the best men for the
world's fight, to bring them together in
one center and to secure for them the
best education obtalnable. He has un-
doubtedly succesded In changing what he
calls the dull monotony of modern compe-
titlon.

=0¢ Mr. Rhodes' politienl will and tes-
tament, it suffices to say that there stands
in its forefront the promotion and the
unity of English-speaking races, and al-
though 1t is not lald down specifically in
his will in written statements in which
he has expressed his political ldeas, he
has specifically set forth that the key to
the practical molution of the question Is
to be found in & copy of the Constitution
of the United States,

“*What an awful thought It is' he
writes, ‘that If even now we couid ar-
range with the political members of the
TUnited States Assembly and our House
of Commons, the peace of the world would
be secured for all eternity. We could hold
o Federal Parliament five years in Wash.
ington and five years in London. The
American has been taught the lesson of
home rale, and the success of leaving the
management of the Jocal pump to the
parish beadis. He Joes not burden his
House nf Commons with the reaponsiblilty
of cleaning the parish dralne. The pres-
ent position of the English Houss is -ri-
diculous. You might as well expect Na-
poleon to have found time to have per-
sonally counted his dirty linen before he
sent it to the wash, and to have recounted
it on ith return.’

“I have sald enough, however, to ahow
that Mr. Rhodes” last political will and
testament Is as remarkable as the career
of which it remalns a worthy monument.

RHODES' GREATEST ACHIEVEMENT

How the Will Is Viewed by the Lon-
don Papers.

LONDON, April 5.—The London morning
papers comment in various terms of
eulogy on the remarkable character of the
munificent bequests of Cecll Rhodes and
the strong personality displayed in his
testamentary dispositions,

“galdtun,” says the Deily Curonicle,
“has a human document of more curlous
interest been given to the world, All the
romance of his career, his passion of pa-
triotism, his ideal of publlc service and his
copception of the use of money as o
means of enforcing his ldeas are stamped
indelibly on this testament.”

The Daily Mall says: ““We venture to
think thatthe testament of Cecll Rhodes
will pass into the story of his life a8 the
grestest and noblest deed he ever ac-
complished. The document itself, so full
of lofty idesls and noble aims, shows that,
business-llke and practical ns he was,
Cecll Rhodes was one of the finest dream-
ers and thinkers of this or any other

o
nﬁ!’he Morning Post says: “Though he is
dend, yet he liveth, for the Dbest and
greatest in Cecil Rhodes ls imperishably
preserved In the monument he built to
himself.”

The Standard comments upon the strik-
ing mixture of old-fashloned sentiment
and intensely modern feeling exhibited in
the testament. This paper expresses tha
opinlon that the fantastic rules laid down
for the election of scholars are likely to
lead to the development of prigxishness,
and trusts that some means will be found
to elude these rules, whigh, the paper
say=, seem better fitted to figure In Rous.
scau’'s “Emile” than in the practicai
modern world,

Referring to this subject the Dally Tele-
graph aays: “Even more striking than
the princely munificence of the beffuests
is the high !mperial tone In which the
dead empire-maker announces his Inten-
tions and desires. Plato declared that the
perfect state would never be realized till
philosophers were kings or kings were
phtiosophers. Ceell Rhodes has applied
thls {dea to a modern empire on a truly
Imperial scale.”

Pecullarly noticeable is the goneral ab-

questy of scholarships to America and
Germany. Except the Dally Telegraph,
which desoribes them as “‘most charac.
teristic,” almost the only other paper
touching on this subject is the Dally Ex-
press, which considers the endowment of
American scholarships to be most re
maskable, In view of the fact that Cecl)
Rhodes bestowed quite 50 per cent more
scholarships In the United States thanp
in the British Empire. “Great, there-
fore, as the Imperial element of the
schieme s, there seems to be & meaning
in 1t which Is even greater,” says the
Dailly Express, and the paper asks: ""Docs
it not anticipate and aim at the unity of
the English-speaking world ™"

According to the Dadly Telegraph, the
will of Cecll Rhodes deals with a total
of £6,000,000,

In an editorial, the Times says that
Cecll Rhodes has furnished a modern par-
aflel to Caesar's will as dJepleted by
Shakespeare. ““The world will learm to-
dny,” says the Times, “to appreclate as
It hare not done before the Inner and
personal character of one whom clreum.
stances have presenied rather as an ab-
stract force. There s a certaln Intimaey,
a touch of unconsclious self-revelation, In
the provisions of Cecll Rhodes' will, and
the instructions given for them, which
bring the man nearer to most of us In
his death than he ever was or perhiaps
ever could have been, In Iife”

The Times, like the other papers. merely
mentions the fact that the United States
will be able to have 0 scholars perma-
pently at Oxford, and says it thinks the
stlection of these scholars 1o be both
curious and business-like,
