AN INCORRECT STATEMENT.
No DltiHatisfactlon Over Election of

Chairman Perclval, Pollc County.
DALLAS, Or., April 6. The statement

of the Dallas correspondent in The Sun-
day Oregonlan that there is considerable
dissatisfaction over the election of W. W.
Perclval to the chairmanship of the Polk
County Republican Central Committee has
created muoh indignation among Repub-
licans In this part of the county.

cratic county convention was well attend-
ed, and was a representative gathering,
although aspirants for office were few.

ty Judge W. W. Conder was the
unanimous choice of the convention for
County Judge, and he received quite an
ovation when he was declared the nomi-
nee, as did also J. D. Edwards for Sher-
iff, while the convention had some trou-
ble In getting men to stand for the other
offices. The convention finally decided
upon E. Jenkins for County Clerk. Rich-
ard Allen for Commissioner, P. W. Todd
for Treasurer, 'John1 Sheets for Assessor
and L. L, Smlfii f6r Surveyor. The con-
vention favored the abolishment of the
law creating the office of Road Master,
and favored the improvement of the pub-
lic roads and bridges of the county In pro-
portion to the amount of tax received
under the law from the property In the
district. It also favored the election of
United States Senator by the people, the
Initiative and referendum, the improve-
ment of our harbors and rivers by Con-
gress, and the platform to be adopted by
the state convention. For Joint Repre-
sentative for Tillamook and Yamhill Coun-
ties, the convention indorsed Charles V.
Galloway, of McMInnville.

EQUIPPING THE BUCKEYE.

Plant to Be Erected on the Prop-
erty for Treating the Ores.

BAKER CITY. April 6. M. C. Kestor,
manager of the Buckeye mine, states that
the recent experiments made with the
ores from this property has proved that
they n be treated successfully. A roast-
ing and leeching plant, capable of treat-
ing 100 tons of ore per day, will be erected
this season. A representative of the com-
pany is now at Great Falls, Mont., looking
up some of the minor details of the
process to be employed.

The Buckeye is one of the rich mines in
this part of the state, but the. ore is re-
fractory and hard to treat, so that all the
values which it contains can be saved.

The company Is at present expending a
large sum of money In the way of new
machinery and improvements that will,

when finished, place the Buckeye In the
front ranks of mines of
Eastern Oregon.

"Woman Seriously Burned.
BAKER CITY, April 6. Mrs. A. Moore,

a. resident of the tenderloin district of this
city, was almost burned to death by the
explosion of a lamp last night about 9:30.
She was curling her hair, using a lamp
to heat the irons. The lamp exploded,
throwing burning oil all over heir. Before
the flames could be extinguished by the
people who came to her rescue her hair
was burned off and her breast and abdo-
men burned to a crisp. Dr. Hayes, the
City Physician, who was called to attend
her, says that her Injuries are very seri-
ous, but that there is a chanco for her
to recover.

Virtue Mine Will Start Up.
BAKER CITY, Or., April 6. The Flag-

staff mine, In the Virtue district, will re-
sume operations with a full force of men
Monday. This mine 'was up last
Fall, a new mill was built and repairs
were made costing a great deal of money,
but for some reason It was not a success,
or, rather, the means originally provided
by the new corporation were not sufficient
to carry on the work of development to
the point where success would be as-
sured.

Operations did not cease entirely, but
the mill and leeching plant were never
given a fair test, owing to the lack of
funds. The secret of the partial suspen-
sion of operations was that the cost of the
improvements and the development work
necessary was considerably more than had
been anticipated, the result being that the
funds provided were exhausted before tne
preparatory work was completed. Money
has been provided for paying all back
accounts for wages and supplies, and to
carry on the work according to the orig-
inal plans.

Looks Like Incendiarism.
SALEM, Or., April 6. The circumstances

surrounding the burning of the residence
of Irvine Bunce, at an early hour this
morning, point strongly toward an Incen-
diary origin. The house had not been oc-

cupied for three days, during which time
there had been no fire In the stoves. Tho
fire was discovered about "2:30 A, M. by
persons residing near. As the Bunce
house was one of several built close to-

gether in a row, it was only by the he-
roic efforts of the neighbors and the
prompt response of the fire department
that the destruction of other houses was
prevented.

Superior Court has awarded Mrs. Rosa
Schumaker Judgment for S526S 50, against
John Drlessel, for damages alleged to have
been Inflicted upon her by a horse owned
by the defendant in October, 1897. The
case has been on trial five days; Tho
plaintiff sued for $10,000. She claimed that
while In the employ of defendant a
horse owned by him knocked her down
and trampled upon her and pawed her on
the face and body, inflicting permanent in-

juries. John Drlessel is a wealthy German
farmer living near Unlontown, in this
county.

He was a
native of Ohio, and Is the last of a fam-
ily of 12 brothers and sisters. The only
heirs to his estate are nephews and nieces
living in Ohio.

"That nothing In this act shall De con-

strued as affecting, or Intended to affect,
or to In any way Interfere with the laws
of any state or territory relating to the
control, appropriation, use or distribu-
tion of water used In irrigation, but" state
and territorial laws shall govern and con-

trol In the appropriation, use and distribu-
tion of the waters rendered available by
the works constructed under the provi-
sions of this act; .provided that the right
to the use of water acquired under the
provisions of this act shall be appurte-
nant to the land Irrigated, and beneficial
use shall be the basis, the measure and
the limit of the right."

Danger in Divided Jurisdiction.
Those who are opposed to any conflict

between the Government and the state In
the matter of National Irrigation enter-
prises, among whom may be included
President Roosevelt, as he has so em-

phatically stated, believe that section S

of the proposed Irrigation bill should read
as follows:

"That nothing in this act shall be con-

strued as affecting or Intended to affect,
or to in any way interfere with, the laws
of any stato or territory relating to the
control, appropriation, use or distribution
of water used in Irrigation, or with any
vested right to water acquired thereun-
der; provided that the right to the use of
water acquired under the provisions of
this act shall be appurtenant to the land
irrigated, and beneficial use shall be the
basis, tho measure and the limit of the
right."
. Under section 8, as tho Senate has
passed the bill, the National Government
could not undertake any Interstate enter-
prises because the uppeT state could at
any time take all the water away from
tho lower state. Under the Senate bill,
tho upper stato would have supreme con-

trol of the water and be under no obliga-

tion to recognize any right of the lower

If the United States decided
to build works for the conservation of
this water, the reservoirs to be located
In Wyoming and the water to be equitably
apportioned between Nebraska and Wy-
oming, under the bill as it passed the
Retinto tho state of "Wvomlns: could abso
lutely prevent the people of Nebraska, a
mnoi mnm twduIous state, from deriv
ing any benefit whatever from the waste
waters of the Platte.
