
NEW MEN NOT COMPETENT

BUTTS STRIKERS MAY YET WIN
THEIR STRIKE.

Executive Committee of United Mine- -
worlrers Meets at Indianapolis to

Consider Vital Questions.

BUTTE, Mont., April G. The Washoe
smelters at Anaconda are practically at
a standstill, because of the strike of the
hoisting engineers of the Amalgamated
mines. The ore bins were emptied today.
Over 3000 men are now idle in Anaconda
by reason of the walkout of the engi-
neers.. At the last meeting of the strikers
they ''decided to a man not to go back to
work at the old scale. They claim to

.have gained many recruits to their ranks,
and announce their determination to fight
to the last.

Thousands of idle men are still walking
the streets of Butte, waiting for new men
to become competent to run the mammoth
hoisting engines of the Amalgamated
mines. Yesterday one cage was de-
molished and a shafthouse wrecked by
the machinery running away. In another
case a cage fell to the bottom of the shaft.
The miners have become alarmed and
the miners' union has taken steps toward
effecting a settlement between the Amal-
gamated and the striking engineers.

MINETWORKERS' EXECUTIVE BOARD

"Will Mec at Indianapolis Today to
Consider Vital Questions.'

INDIANAPOLIS, April 6. The meeting
tof the newly-constitut- ed executive board
of the United MIneworkers of America will
begin in this city tomorrow afternoon to
consider Questions of vital importance to
the largest labor organization In the world
and to interests in which millions of dol-!la- rs

are Invested. None of the officials
or members of the board who arrived
today cared to go into details as to what
is to be done. In a general way it is ed

that the situation In the Pennsyl-
vania anthracite region and in the bi-

tuminous coalfields of Virginia and West
Virginia is to be laid before the board.
It is likely the board' will be in ses-
sion several days. Since the last meet-
ing in this city Its membership has been
increased so that each of the 23

has one representative. These men
represent an organization that is scat
tejed throughout 24 states. The powers
of the board relating to the affairs of the
'organization are practically unlimited,

it is subject to the dictation of
the national conventions. Most of the Im-
portant questions are referred to it for
settlement and it is generally called to-
gether when new policies are to be de-
termined, or when arrangements are to be
made for a big strike. Nearly all the
members of the executive board are here.

Boston Brewery Strike.
BOSTON, April 6. The brewery-worke- rs

will have strong allies In the members of
the Bartenders Union . in their fight
against the master brewers, although the
exact form or method of support Is as
yet undecided. The Bartenders' Union to-
night adopted a resolution pledging sup-
port of any action decided upon by the
Joint committee of the bartenders', brewery-w-

orkers' and firemen's unions. The
Central Labor Union, composed of more
than 90 affiliated bodies, tonight promised
support during the strike. The lumber
teamsters also indorsed the strike and
placed their funds at the disposal of the
strikers.

Scranton's Long; Strike Ended.
SCRANTON, Pa., April 6. Scranton's

six months' street-ca- r strike is at an
end, and the men will return to work to-
morrow morning. An agreement was
signed tonight by General Manager Sllll-ma- n

and the executive board of the strik-
ers. All the men are to be taken back as
quickly as possible at the advance in
wages , recently announced by the company.

American Goods in Russia.
ST. PETERSBURG, March 2G. It Is

stated that representatives of an Ameri-
can agricultural machinery syndicate
have received permission to erect ware-
houses in Russia and to sell directly to
the peasants. A commission has been sit-
ting to discover what articles the various
branches of the administration procure
from abroad, and to elaborate laws more
stringently forbidding foreign contracts
for articles, that can be produced in Rus-
sia. Army and navy reports showed that
their budgets will have to be enlarged at
least SO per cent If this drastic measure
is adopted. The Imperial Controller de-

manded a maximum limit of price dif-
ferences between domestic and foreign ar-
ticles. Assistant Finance Minister Kova-levsk- y,

the chairman, coolly brushes all
these objections aside, declaring that there
Is no sacrifice too large for the country
to make in favor o'f its Industries.
