BETTER THAN RHODES.

His Methods Contranted With Those
of HBooker Washington.

NEW YORK, April T.—In hiz address
before the Boclety for Ethical Culture at
Carnegle Hall, Fellx Adier contrasted
the methods and life work of Ceell
Rhodes and Booker T. Washington, and
argued that Mr. Washington Is the bet-
ter entitled to rank as & benefactor of
humanity.

“From our point of view,” said he, I
am wure that while the Americans séo
the brilllant side of the pfoposed unlon,
they will be quick to see the practical ob-
Jections and ask If the flower of our
youth should spend three years of their
Hves at Oxford—not the most progressive,
by the way, by far, of the world's col-
leges. In these years public sentiment
will say they ashould become rooted to
thelr own soll and fit themselves for the
conditions that exist here and the ideals
handed down by their fathers.

“Mr, Washington,” conciluded Dr. Ad-
ler, “contrasted with Cecll Rhodes, seems
of very small stature, but he Is much
magnified when we think of his life work,
the real behefits he has conferred and his
influence on the moral character of his
race, He has tapght them no dream of
conquest; no theory of perfect equality
with the whites, He found the two chlef
faults of his race to be a desire for soclal
equallty and industry. He has glven up
none of thelr rights, nor has he taught
them to forego these rights. He has
taught them that recogaltion would come
if they deserved it, and has shown them
how to deserve IL"

RHODES AND STEAD.
