
FEE IS NOT REQUIRED

PLAINTIFFS IN DIVORCE CASES DO
NOT HAVE TO PAY IT.

Jnpreme Court Decides Agralnift $10
District Attorney Charge Ont- -

aide of Multnomah.

SALEM, Or.. April 7. The Supreme
Court today handed down opinions in
four appealed cases. The principal points
of law decided are as follows:

Under the act of 1S99, plaintiffs in di-

vorce cases outside of Multnomah County
are not required to pay the District At-
torney fee provided for In section 1074 of
Hill's Annotated Laws.

Where a er in terminal yards,
was killed by being struck by steel rails
projecting over the end of a flat car on
which they were loaded, the court prop-
erly nonsuited a damage suit based there-
on when the evidence showed that de-
ceased saw the projecting rails, but did
not stoop low enough to' avoid them. De-
ceased assumed this risk when he entered
the employment.

An oral agreement as to the location of
a boundary line between two tracts of
land, followed by possession, is not a
conveyance, and does not come within the
statute.

Effect of Fee Decision.
The decision of the Supreme Court that

counties other than Multnomah are not
entitled to collect the 510 District At-
torney's fee in divorce cases means that
Marion County, along with many others,
will be compelled to refund sums of money
thus collected. In the case of Sam How-
ard vs. Clatsop County, decided today,
the cpurt held that Howard may recover
from the county the 510 he was compelled
to pay when he filed a complaint in a
divorce suit. The decision applies in all
counties except Multnomah.

Prior to 1899 the law required the pay-
ment of $15 for the filing of a complaint
in a divorce suit, and $10 of this went to
the District Attorney. When the District
Attorney was put on a salary in 1899, Coun-
ty Clerk Hall continued to collect the $10
fee, and turned it into the County Treas-
ury- For a short time during the pending
of a suit to test the legality of this fee
In Multnomah County, Mr. Hall, acting
on instructions from Judge Boise, did not
collect the lee. But when the Supreme
Court held that the District Attorney's
Tee was collectible In Multnomah County,
he resumed the practice of collecting It In
Marlon County. Now, however, the Su-
preme Court has held that the law as to
Multnomah is loca), and does not apply
to the rest of the state. It is not known
here how many counties have been co-
llecting the fee. The total amount to be
refunded by Marion County will probably
not exceed $500.

Sam Howard, appellant, vs. Clatsop
County, respondent, from Clatsop County;
T. A. McBride, Judge; reversed. Opinion
fay Justice Wolverton.

The plaintiff brought a suit for divorce
in Clatsop County, and was required, as
a condition to the commencement of the
suit, to pay to the Clerk of Clatsop Coun-
ty a fee of $10. This sum he sought to
recover from the county as an unlawful
exaction. The only question presented
was whether the District Attorney or the
county is entitled to such fee. The opin-
ion says:

"Under section 1074 of Hill's Laws the
plaintiff In every divorce suit is required
to deposit $10 with the Clerk of the court
In which the suit Is instituted, which must
be paid to the District attorney as his
fee In such suit, when allowed by the
court. This fee. as determined In State ex
rel. vs. Moore, 37 Oregon 536, Is to be
collected by the Clerk from private par-
ties for services rendered by the District
Attorney, and as a part of his compen-
sation.

"In 1S9S an act was passed to Tegulate
and fix the compensation of the District
Attorney in the Fourth Judicial District
(Multnomah County), wherein he was al-

lowed $3500 per annum In addition to the
yearly salary of $500 in full compensation
for services rendered by him. It was
also provided (section 2) that he should
receive no other salary, fees, percentages
or compensation of any kind; and by sec-
tion that the fees, percentages, com-
missions and charges now established by
law, or in any manner allowed, for the
performance of any act or duty by or re-
quired of the District Attorney (except
for services rendered for or on behalf of
the state or Multnomah County, for which
no charge shall be made), shall continue
and remain the established fees, etc., for
such an act or duty, which are required
to be collected and paid over to the Coun-
ty Treasurer. Under this act it was held
Jn the case of State vs. Moore that a
party instituting a suit in Multnomah
County for divorce was still required to
pay the fee of $10 as a condition to filing
the complaint, but for the use of the
county. The act is local In its operation,
and applies to Multnomah County only,
as It composes the Fourth Judicial Dis-
trict.

"In 1899 the Legislature passed .an act
(page 184, laws of 1899) amendatory of sec-
tions 2301 and 2304, Hill's Laws, extending
the term of office of the District Attor-
neys In the several judicial districts from
two to four years, and fixing their sal-
aries. By section 3 it Is provided that no
salary, fees, percentages or compensation
of any kind shall be allowed or received
by them, except as therein provided, and
section 5 repeals all acts or parts of acts
In conflict therewith. The act contains
no clause or provision corresponding to
section 8 in the act of 1898, mentioned
above, continuing In force the established
fees, etc., for the acts or duties of the
District Attorney, and this is wherein the
two acts differ, and distinguishes this case
from State vs. Moore.

"The $10 fee required to be collected
from a private party, under section 1074,
being one to which the District Attorney
was entitled as a perquisite for a duty
performed by him, the act of 1899, putting
him upon a salary and expressly denying
him any further salary, fees, etc., must
be held to supersede, and thereby to re-
peal, section 1074 as to such fee in judicial
districts other than the fourth, as the
two provisions are utterly inconsistent
one with the other, and both cannot stand.

"Plaintiff is entitled, therefore, upon the
fact of his complaint, to recover from
the county, and the demurrer to his com-
plaint should have been overruled."

William M. Ladd. trustee, appellant,
vs. John F. Hawkes, respondent, from
Multnomah County; Alfred F. Sears, Jr.,
Judge; affirmed. Opinion by Justice Wol-
verton.

The plaintiff, as trustee of A. H. and
Cordelia Johnson, brought this action to
Tecover rents to the amount of $140 under
an alleged lease of a wharf on blocks 1
and 2. In East Portland. The only con-
troversy was as to the terms of the lease.
The lower court, after trial by jury, ren-
dered a Judgment for defendant. On ap-
peal only questions of minor importance
were presented, and the decision Involves
no new rules of law. No error having
been found, the decision of the lower
court is affirmed.

Jane Tucker, administratrix of the es-
tate of James A. Tucker, deceased, ap-
pellant, vs. Northern Pacific Terminal
Company, respondent, from Multnomah
County; Alfred F. Sears, Jr.. Judge; af-
firmed. Opinion by Justice Moore.

This was on action brought to recover
damages for the death of James A. Tuck-
er, who was killed while coupling cars In
the terminal yards In 1S99. The Northern
Pacific Terminal Company is engaged,
among other things, in repairing freight
cars, readjusting their loads and in mak-
ing up" trains. Tucker was employed as
a and had been thus engaged
about a year. At the time of the acci-
dent a car loaded with steel rails stoodupon the siding, and another car was
"kicked" down to be connected with itThe rails had shifted on the car so as
to project over the end. When the cars
came together Tucker attempted to make
the coupling, and his head was caught

between the moving car and the ends
of the projecting rails, causing his death.
No one saw the accident.

The defense of the terminal company
was that the accident was due to Tuck-
er's negligence in not stooping low enough
to escape the rails. At the close of the
plaintiff's evidence the court granted a
motion for nonsuit, and plaintiff appealed.
The Supreme Court reviews the testimony
at length, and concludes that Tucker
knew that the rails projected over the
car. and that there was danger in coup-
ling the cars. His being struck on the
head shows that he had stooped, for If he
had stood erect he would have been struck
on the chest. Knowing his danger, and
falling to stoop low enough, he was him-
self negligent. It is also held that the
risk was an ordinary one to a person
employed as a coupler, In a terminal yard,
'and that deceased assumed the risk on en- -,

terlng upon the discharge of his duty. It
is therefore held that the court belor
did not err in granting the motion for a
nonsuit.

Henry Thlelsen, respondent, vs. T. R.
Worthlngton, Mary E. Worthlngton and
G. W. Grace, appellants, from Clacka-
mas County; T. A. McBride. Judge; af-
firmed. Opinion by Chief Justice Bean.

This was a suit to reform a deed. The
only question was whether a boundary line
agreed upon by the parties, and recog-
nized by them for 14 years, will be held
by, the courts to be the true boundary
line. The opinion says:

"It Is familiar law that while the title
to land cannot 'be transferred by 'parole,
an agreement made by proprietors of ad-
jacent tracts settling a disputed boundary,
or one that Is uncertain or unascertained,
is not within the statute of fraudB, and if
followed by corresponding possession It is
binding upon the parties, not because it
passes title, but because it determines
the location of the estate of each, and
places beyond future doubfthe true line
of separation between them."

WILLEMSTAD, Island of Curacao.
April 7. The revolution in the easternpart of Venezuela has made much prog-
ress during the past week and the gov-
ernment has been obliged to send rein-
forcements of troops and supplies of am-
munition dally to many parts of the re-
public General Escallante and two of
President Castro's brothers suffered se-
vere defeat at the hands of insurgents
under Rorando, Penalosa and Ducharme,
April 3, at San Agostln, near Carupano,
in the State of Bermudez. Of the S50
government soldiers engaged in this ac-
tion only 350 retreated, the remainder
being killed, wounded or having deserted.

The government was defeated in .an-
other engagemenfApril 4 near El PItar,
when its soldiers were trying to reach
Cariaco, in Bermudez. The town of

Bermudez, is again closely watched by
the Insurgents under Monagas.

Government officials at Caracas esti-
mate that there are 3500 revolutionists
under arms in the above-mention- dis-
tricts.

of the Republic
Government forces also have been rout-

ed near Caucauga, In the State of Petare,
and the Rio Chico District is also in
arms.

The situation of the Venezuelan Gov-
ernment Is becoming critical. It Is almost
without financial resources and, conse-
quently, cannot pay Its soldiers. The
people are making efforts to escape forci-
ble enlistment in the army, and Presi-
dent Castro has been obliged to bring
troops from the State of Los Andes. Cas-
tro was born In this state and the men
from there are called Andinos. The cus-
toms receipts of the 'republic are decreas-
ing dally.

IN BRITISH PARLIAMENT.

Much Depends on the Character of
the Budget to Be Sent In.

NEW YORK, April 7. Today the
House of Commons will enter upon the
second stage of Its session, says a Lon-
don dispatch to the Tribune, which deter-
mines how much of the promise of the
King's speech is to be fulfilled. An
unknown factor In the situation Is the
budget, on the character of which will de-
pend the fate of the principal legislative
proposals of the Government. If Its pro-
visions should prove highly controversial,
it is tolerably certain that the new pro-
cedure rules, the education mill, the Irish
land bill and the London water bill will
not all be passed this year.

No date has yet been made for the in-
troduction of. the budget. One of the
many unwritten laws of the House of
Commons provides that the Chancellor of
the Exchequer shall make an annual
financial statement on a Thursday In
April. Sir Michael Hicks-Beac- h may not
introduce tne budget this week, but ithardly can be' delayed later than April 17.

Rioting a Montego Bay.
KINGSTON, Jamaica, April 7. There

has been rioting at Montego Bay since
last Saturday night, owing to arrests
made by the police. On Sunday night
there was a severe fight between the po-

lice and rioters and many on both sides
were wounded. Troops have been dis-
patched from Kingston to the scene of the
disturbances. Advices received here this
evening show that the rioting at Montego
Bay is still proceeding. Acting Governor
Oliver and the General commanding the
troops have arrived at the scene, and the
cruiser Tribune sailed this morning to land
at Montego Bay. During the fight of
yesterday one man was killed and a police
officer was disemboweled. The increased
taxation and an unwise arrest were tne
cause of the trouble. The situation Is
critical, but the authorities hope to quell
the rising at an early date.

TRIAL OF MAJOR WALLER

HIS STRANGE TELEGRAM ABOUT
"EXPENDING 11 PRISONERS."

Hard to Realise the Hardships of an
Expedition In Samar Praise

for Strebler.

MANILA, April 7. General Jacob H.
Smith, commanding the American forces
in the Island of Samar. was the only wit-
ness today at the trial by court-marti- al of
Major Waller, of .the Marine Corps.

of the Philippine Scouts, on the cap-
ture of the insurgent General, Lukban, has
been published and Is Indorsed by General
Smith, who considers the report concise
and graphic.

It is Impossible for any one not ac-
quainted with the Island of Samar, says
General Smith, to realize the difficulties
and hardships of the expedition. Streb-ler- 's

command Is entitled to the highest
praise for one of the mast Important cap-
tures ever made In the Philippines. Gen-
eral Smith strongly recommended that
Strebler be given a commission as First
Lieutenant in the regular Army.

General Chaffee has already given Ser-
geant Lora a commission as Second Lieu-
tenant in the scouts, but thinks Congres-
sional action may be required in order toget a commission for Strebler.

General Chaffee and General Sanger lert
hero todaj; orf board the United States
gunboat Princeton on a tour of inspec-
tion to the Zamboanga district of the Isl-
and of Mindanao and the Island of Samar.
They will probably be absent until after
April 15, upon which date Gueverra will
surrender.

Heafth Report From Philippines. .

WASHINGTON. April 7. The Surgeon-Gener- al

of the Army has received a report
from Major Kennedy, Chief Surgeon, in
regard to the health of the troops In thePhilippines during the month ended Feb-
ruary 15. There were 2G61 cases of sick-ne- s,

a percentage of 6.39 to the entire
command, a slight Increase over the pre-
vious month, due partly to measles on thetransport Sheridan. Major Kennedy says
that" malarial fever is on the Increase
among the troop's, but this Is more than
compensated for In the decided falling off
of cases of gastric and Intestinal dis-
eases from 39.5 to 1S.5. The bubonic
plague has not yet appeared among thetroops, and there was only one case
that of a native In the entire archipelago
during the month.

Llentcnnnt Sinclair Was Acquitted.
WASHINGTON. April 7. General Chaf-

fee cables the War Department that thecase of Lieutenant Sinclair, charged with
the abuse of Private kichter, was Investi-
gated at the time of Richters death; thatthe officer was tried, was acquitted, and
that he forwarded all papers relating to
the case by mail, March 2S.

Cholera Deaths In Manila.
MANILA, April 7. A total of 175 cases

and 137 deaths from cholera were reportedup to noon today. The natives are making
great efforts to break up the quarantine
established here, and In so doing one na-
tive has been killed.

SOUTHERN OREGON TRADE
Mr. Addis Makes Another Report on

Coos Bay Resources.
BANDON, Or.. April 2. (To the r.)

In your Issue of the 30th ult. Is a reply
to my letter In The Oregonlan of the 29th.
and numerous persons here have asked
me to answer It.

Thfe Idea tnrown out all the way through
the reply is that Coos Bay is the only
shipping point In Coos County, and that
the Alliance carries all the freight. That
is as far from correct as the idea that
Portland is a small town, with only a
local trade. Coos Bay produces but little
except coal and lumber. Hogs and dairy
products come to Marshfield from Coos
River, but fully three-fourt- hs of every-
thing except coal and lumber shipped,
from Marehfleld is produced in the

Valley. Under this arrangement
the people of the Coqullle Valley are
forced to pay transportation from points
on this river to Marshfield, on their prod-
ucts.

Mr. Baumgartner says 25 calves were
shipped Into Coos County for every head
of cattle shipped out last year. Nothing
could be much further from the facts.
Between 2000 and 3000 head of beef and
stock cattle were driven out of the north
end of this county; 700 head of calves were
driven from the Lower Coqullle River to
California in one herd, besides numbers
of smaller herds, and some $25,000 worth
of mixed stock was shipped to San Fran-
cisco on the steamer Empire.

Scarcely a trip of the Empire is made
out of Coos Bay without a'deckload of
hogs, sheep or cattle, and the people of
thte county resent the Jmputation. that
the Alliance carries all the produce out of
this county that It has to dispose of.

As to flor, feed and grain, Mr. Baum-
gartner asserts that 90 per cent is pur-
chased in Portland; but no such pro-
portion comes from there. Again, he
gauges the business of this county by the
freight handled, by the Alliance. In Ban-do- n.

Coqullle and Myrtle Point large quan-
tities of flour, feed and grain, and even
hay, are brought in from California, be-
cause of the lack of transportation facil-

ities between the Coqullle River and Port-
land.

That dairy products and coal go to San
Francisco because of a superior market
Is another wild statement. The cry that
has gone up In Portland for more coal
during the past two years Is answer
enough on that point, and a difference of
from 2 cents to 5 cents per pound on
creamery butter, in favor of Portland, as
shown by the dally market reports of the
two cities," is the best reply as to which
Is the best butter market. The dairy-
men of this region are aware of that
fact, but cannot afford to pay freight
up the Coqullle River, drayage at Co-

qullle City, railroad freight to Marshfield
and steamer rates from'there to Portland,
so they ship from Bandon and Port Or-fo- rd

to San Francisco.
White cedar and myrtle are not to be

found on Coos Bay, and when they are
shipped from the Coqullle River to Port-
land It means much extra trouble and ex-
pense. Men who are In the business of
getting out maple and myrtle wood very
much regret this fact, and desire a boat
direct to Portland.

If the Portland match and broom manu-
facturers are perfectly satisfied with the
service furnished In transportation of
matchwood and broom handles, they are
an easy lot. All the broom handles and
match wood of the Pacific Coast are ex-
ported from Bandon or vicinity. To get
broom handles to Portland they must be
loaded on a scow at Bandon, towed to
Coqullle, trucked to the cars, hauled to
Marshfield, trjucked Into a warehouse to
await the arrival of the Alliance, then
trucked out and loaded on the steamer,
making an expense of about $40 per car
more than would be if a boat direct from
Bandon to Portland were sailing. Match
timber must go the same slow, tortuous
and expensive route.

Thousands of homeseekers are coming
to Oregon. Coos County has untold wealth
untouched, but if you want to come to
Coos County you can take the train to
Roseburg and flounder through the mud,
horseback, 63 mile's to Myrtle Point or
wait a very uncertain length of time (as
I know from experience) for the Alliance,
with the result that not ono newcomer
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to Oregon gets to Coos County where 25
would if a regular weekly trip was made
between Portland and Coos Bay and Co-
qullle River points.

I do not wish to discredit the service of
the Alliance, but I do want to impress
your readers with the fact that the Al-

liance Is not doing all the carrying busi-
ness of Coos County, and that a steamer
that would be a distinctly PorMand-Coo- 3

County boat, sailing regularly between
Coos County and Portland only, would be
of Immense beneilt to Coos County in
giving a and bringing In settlers,
and ait equal benefit to Portland's trade.
