CHAFFEE SENDS A TRANSPORT

"Water Cure."

Morro chiefs of Mindanao refuse to
surrender the natives who murdered an.

American soldier. March 30, In the vi-

cinity of Parang-Paran- g. General Chaf-

fee has ordered a larse force to the
Island, and la also sending a transport.
It Is believed the dattos will resist the
Americans.

MANILA, April 17. General Chaffee
has returned here fnoin Malabang, Island
of Mindanao. He says' the Dattos hav8
not responded to his invitation to take
part in a conference, but the Datto
,Grande came to the American camp, and
through him General Chaffee sent a
message to the other Dittos, assuring
them of the friendly intentions of the
United States, but "warning them that
they must deliver up the assassins of
the American soldiers. A force of 1200
soldiers, under Colonel Baldwin, will
start April 23 from Malabang for Llano,
Mindanao, leaving behind a reserve of
600 men.

General Chaffee Is sending the trans-
port Hancock to Mindanao in case the
Dattos resist, which seems probable, as
they muBter a total of 20,000 men, of
whom COO are armed with rifles. The re--,

mainder are spearmen and bolomen.
These natives are a different breed of
lighters from the Filipinos. They are
religious fanatics, to whom death while
lighting is regarded as being a passport
to heaven. The American officials hope,
however, to avoid a crisis.

Captain Pitcher has telegraphed to
General Wheaton that the insurrection
In the Island of Mindanao is over.

Court-Marti- al of Lieutenant Day.
The military court-marti- al which tried

Major "Waller, of the Marine Corps, on
the charge of executing natives of Samar
without trial, todiy began the trial of
Lieutenant John H. A. Day, of. the Ma-

rine Corps, on the same charge. Lieu-
tenant Day testified in his own behalf.
He said the man shot January 19 was
a spy, who was shot by Major Waller's
orders, and added:

"I ordered Private Kresge to fire at
his head a"nd ordered Magee to fire at
the center of his back. After the shoot-
ing, I saw a convulsive shudder of. the
man's shoulders, placed my own revol-
ver to his forehead and shot .him dead.
I ordered the police to leave" the body
on the ground as an example to the na-
tives."

Major Waller testified that he ordered
the shooting of 11 men January 20, but
denied ordering the execution of a man
January 19. He admitted he was very ill
at the time.

Surgeon Love testified that Major Wal-
ler's temperature January 19 was 105. His
illness then was such that he was not
fitted to. command. It was likely that he
might have given the order and forgot-
ten all about it. He thought an officer
would have been Justified In disobeying
the order.

Surrender of Gonrnles.
Gonzales, the insurgent leader, has

agreed to obey Malvar's order, and will
surrender. General Bell wires that no
Insurgents are left in Batangas or La-gu-

Provinces. The surrender of the
insurgents of Samar has been postponed
until April 29, on account of the weather
making their movements difficult.

Acting Governor Wright has return
here. He Is enthusiastic over the recep-
tion by the friendly natives of Lucena,
Province of Jayabas.

The Cholera Record.
The total development of cases of chol-

era reported In Manila up to noon todav
was 306. and the total number of deaths
from that disease In this city was 233.
In the provinces, totals of 621 cases and
422 deaths have been reported.

"WATER CURE" INVESTIGATION.

Davis Corroborates the
Testimony of Riley and Smith.

WASHINGTON, April 17. Edward J.
Davis, of Greenfield, Mass., who was a
Sergeant in Company M, Twenty-sixt- h
Volunteer Infantry, was before the Sett-at- e

committee on the Philippines today.
He was present in the convent at

November 27, 1900, when the
"water cure" was administered to the
Presldente of the town of Igbaras, as
testified to by Sergeant Riley and Pri-
vate Smith, and related the Incidents con-
nected therewith. He was sworn before
being examined, and was questioned by
Senator Rawlins.

He spoke of the arrival of the regu-
lars under the command of Captain
Glenn. He said that under, orders from
Captain Glenn, he, with a .squad, had
taken the Presldente Into custody on
November 27, and had escorted him to
the convent, where the "cure" was ad-
ministered. He repeated the story of th
tortures of the Presldente, adding some
details. When the Presldente was taken
into the convent he was asked to give
information as to whether runners had
been sent to notify the insurgents of
the arrival of the scouts In the town.
Refusing to do this, the water detail,
consisting of two privates of the Eigh-
teenth Infantry, was ordered by Captain
Glenn to strip him. The man's clothing
was removed above the waist, and his
hands tied behind his back.

"He was then," the witness said,
"taken to the water tank and thrown
upon his back, and, while an Interpreter
stood over him, a stream of water was
directed Into his mouth, which was held
open."

"Who gave the command for this treat-
ment?"

"Captain Glenn."
"How was the man's mouth kept open?"
"By means of. a stjck, but I could not

see Just how It was done."
Continuing, the witness said that when

the victim of the "cure" was filled with
water, the members of the detail would
force it out of him by rolling their fists
over his stomach, and that the process
was kept up for about 10 minutes. He
described the second application of the
"cure" as previously testified to, and
corroborated Sergeant Riley In the state-
ment that the details of this perform-
ance were' under the charge of Contract
Surgeon Lyons, and that Captain Glenn
and Lieutenant Conger were both pres-
ent when it occurred.

Mr. Davis said the man "squealed" ter-
ribly and that his eyes were bloodshot,
but that the next day he was able to
mount his horse and lead the scouts to
the mountains. Afterward he was, the
witness said, taken to Ho Ho and placed
In prison.

The witness also repeated the state-
ment that two pohce officers of the town
of Igbaras Jiad been subjected to the
water cure.

"There was," he added, "also a native
school teacher there who was maltreated
at the same time, but "the water cure
was not administered to him. He wra?
taken into one of the back rooms of the
convent by Dr. Lyons, who secured the

infOrmation'wJintArt from iV w Tlnnn I
two Colt's revolvers to his head, thus ren-
dering it unnecessary to administer the
cure."

"Did you see this?'
1 did."

Mr. Davis also gave the details of the
ourning oi we town of Igbaras, which,
he fttiu, contained auout iu.wu people,
but no business nliee-- All etrpnt nhnut
15 houses were destroyed, and men, wo
men ana cnuaren were forced out indis-
criminately.

Senator Burrows Who gave the order
tqburn the town?

Witness Captain Glenn.
"To whom did he give It?"
"To Lieutenant Conger. He- - told the

Lieutenant to burn the town."
"Did you haar him?"
"I did."
"Did he say why It should be burned?"
"He did not."
The witness said that a neighboring

town, containing about 12,000 people, had
been burned, but that he did not know
who had given the order for its destruc-
tion. He stated, fci reply to questions,
that the tortures In all Instances men-
tioned had been conducted by the regu-
lar soldiers, and that they had not been
participated In by the members of his
regiment, the Twenty-sixt- h Volunteers.

"My orders were," he said, "to treat
the natives kindly, and, .so far as I ob-
served, the soldiers did so treat them,
with the exceptions mentioned."

He added that the Presldente had beena traitor to the American cause, and
that the other natives did not generally
seem to have any sympathy for him. Mr.
Davis said he had been in charge of a
detachment of 15 men In the town of Ig-
baras for several months before the ar-
rival of the regulars, and also for some
time afterward, and that he had never
had any trouble with the natives. He
had talked with the regular soldiers
about the "water cure," and had been
given to understand that its administra-
tion was not of rare occurrence, but
said they had not given names of per-
sons or place;.

He replied to Senator Lodge that he
knew of the murder of several of the
members of Company F, of his regiment,
by natives at another point, hut it had
been his understanding that they were
killed by ladrones rather than by the
town authorities, as Colonel Dlckman
had reported.

After Mr. Davis was excused the com-
mittee went nto executive session to
consider the advisability of summoning
witnesses from the Philippines and other
porations of the Orient to testify. Sen-
ator Rawlins submitted the following
names as those whom he thought It nec-
essary to call: Agulnaldo, Mablnl. who
was one of Agulnaldo's principal advisers;
Slxto Lopez, who has been for severalyears in the United States in the Interest
of Philippine Independence; Judge Pio del
Pilar, General Torres, Howard W. Bray,
an Englishman .who has spent mnny yeare
In the Philippines, and Robert M. Collins
and Harold Martin, press correspondents.

The committee discussed the advisability
of summoning these witnesses, but post,
poned action until a full attendance of
member of the committee could be se-
cured. Objection to calling them was
made by several of the members on the
ground that several of the persons men-
tioned were formerly in insurrection
against the United States, that others are
not citizens of this country, and others
would have to be brought from a, great
distance. -

PRESIDENT THANKS BELL.

For the Gratifying Conclusion of His
Campaign in South Luzon.

WASHINGTON, April 17. Adjutant-Gener- al

Corbin has sent the-- following
cable message to General ChafTee, at Ma-
nila:

"The Acting Secretary of War directs
me to Inform you that the President
wishes, through you, to express his grati-
fication and the gratification of the Amer-
ican people at the results of the cam-
paign of Brigadier-Gener- al J. Franklin
Bell and the officers and men of his com-
mand in the Batangas and Laguha Prov-
inces, which culminated in the surrender
of the Insurgent forces under Malavar,
and which will further extend the terri-
tory in which civil government Is exer-
cised."

Committee Supplied "With Documents
WASHINGTON, April 17. In response to

a request from the Senate committee on
Philippines th Secretary of War has sent
to that committee a vast number of pa-
pers bearing on the operations of the
Army in the dlaffected Provinces of Ba-
tangas, Tayabas, Cebu, Samar, Laguna
and Bohol. These papers include all mili-
tary orders and reports bearing on con-
ditions in the provinces, as "well as cir-
culars Issued by the military authorities
affecting them. The Secretary says he be-
lieves that the information will be1 suffi-
cient for the purposes of the committee,
and adds:

"So far as the desire of the committee
to be furnished with a statement of the
action taken by this department upon
these orders is concerned, permit me to
say that the matter being one of military
administration In the suppression of an in-

surrection, concerning which the depart-
ment commander was governed by the
rules and articles-- of war and the regula-
tion for the government of troops In a
campaign, the department considered that
General Chaffee was able to handle the
situation without special Instructions
from Washington."

England Will Protest.
LONDON, April 17.--The Parliamentary

Secretary for the Foreign Office, Lord
Cranbourne, In the House of Commons
today, answering a question, said the
British AmbasFador at Washington. Lord
Pauncefote, would be Instructed to call
the attention of the Government of the
United States to the effect of the Philip-
pine hemp tariff on the rope industry of
Great Britain.

LEISURELY TfiEFT.
Tennessee Blacksmith's Gradual Ac-

quirement of a Traction Engine.

"Ours is a peaceful section," said Colonel
Dan Turner, of Memphis, Tenn., to a
group of Western men who had been dis-
cussing robberies, hold-up- s and crime In
general. "But when we do a thing down
in Tennessee we do It right, and robbing
people or corporations done to the Queen's
taste when pne of our citizens sets out
to do It.

"Not long ago it became necessary for
one of the railroads to build a small
branch line, and a traction engine was
sent down there with the first load of
roadbuilding material to haul ties on
heavy trucks from a little mountain ham-
let near where the road was being built.
When the workmen had finished hauling
the ties-- the engine was placed alongside
the road until it should be convenient to
haul It away. It remained beside the road
about six months, and when the contrac-
tor came along to clear up he was rather
amazed to find that nothing but the boiler
of the traction engine remained where he
had placed It. To make matters worse,
every bolt and rivet that could be re-
moved from the boiler was missing, too.
A search was-- instituted, but the missing
parts of the machine could not be .found.

"Some time after the theft of his engine
the contractor had occasion to drive
through the country again, and. stopped at
a negro's blacksmith shop to have a shoe
fastened on his horse. While "the smithy

kwas at work the contractor walked around
the shop, and to his amazement found in
one corner of the place the missing parts
of his engine. He immediately charged
the negro with stealing It, and the man
admitted his guilt. When the contractor
had recovered from his surprise at the

"find he asked the smithy why he had not
taken the boiler, too, and the latter re-
plied that he was making tackle to take
to the roadside and lift the boiler Into his
wagon when the contractor took the thins
away."

BRYAN'S REPORT SlIOWS
IS VERY LIGHT.

Still They Are Asking for More
Money He Farors Greater Aid

to Lower Grades.

OLYMPIA, Wash., April 17. State
Bryan has already begun

work on his biennial report. From a
table he has prepared, and which will be
included In 'the report, It Is apparent that
all that has been printed In tnls

relative to the unusually small
number of pupils attending the high
schools of the state Is corroborated. Only
3.9 per cent of the school children of the.'
state are, attending high schools, while
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the first four grades of the common
schools contain 645 per cent of the entire
enrpllment. This table also shows a total j

enrollment of school children Ih the state i

of 123,391. Of these, hut 4830 are enrolled In t

high school grades, while the first grade '

nas zt.itxi. and the next three grades run
from 17,000 to 18,000 each. Referring to this
matter. Bryan says:

I am In hopes the next Legislature will pay
particular attention to this showing. There
Is lmarlably an appeal for more money for
the high schools of the state. Now, the
school funds of the state should be placed
where they will do the most good, and the
enrollment books of the schoola show that
by far the greatest number of pupils are
In the lower trades. It is. therefore, to tho
lower trades that we should pay the most
attention, and In those grades we should
provide the best instructors and the best
equipment.

In connection with the facts brought
out by the table referred to. It Is .Interest-
ing to note that high schools are main-
tained In Franklin County for but two
pupils; in Ferry for 11; in Island for 9;
in Kitsap for IS; In Mason, for 12; in
Okanogan for 4; in Skamania for but 1,
and in Wahkiakum for 8, and all these
high schools have been regularly receiving
the bonus provided by "the state of 5101
per school year for every high school
grade maintained. Bryan
will call particular attention to the facts,
not for the purpose of
high school work In particular, but rather
to call attention to the needs of the lower
grades, for there is where the vast ma-
jority of the pupils are found In Wash-
ington's public schools.

Another Ontbnrst Affnlnst Eastern

OnT April 15. (To tho
Editor.) In your valuable paper of
March 19, appeared an article of mine
and an answer. I have been in no hurry
to answer the aforesaid article because
of lack of time to give It proper at-
tention. In the first place It reveals
an erroneous Impression of the senti-
ments of the people of this region, at
least in that It says that the residents
of this county are antagonistic to de-
velopment. On the contrary they want
to see the country develop and that is
why they do hot like to see corpora-
tions such as the Pilot Butte Develop-
ment Company come in and virtually
retire settlement thousands of acres
of the best land in the county. This
company has come in and "jumped"
this land in much the same manner
that qlalm Jumpers are to, do In
the mining regions.

This company claims to have expended
a large sum of money, but If so It has
been mainly spent for the individual
use of Mr. Drake in navlnir fnr Hon

I land, erecting sawmills and building
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rustic cottages with pine bark exter-
ior and hard wood interiors and In lay-in-s

out townsltes
Now as to the necessity for a Hen of

510 per acre. Let us take the Deschutes
Reclamation & Irrigation Company for
an example. This company is composed
of local men who have gone ahead
and done work and not made a great
display of wind. They are ordinary
farmers who did not want a graft in the
way of a land' grab, but were willing
that anyone should, come under their
ditch and take a homestead and they
would sell him water at reasonable
flgjires without any Hen on the land.
They built their ditch and have now
completed over six miles with water In
It, and are extending It to cover some
individual holdings still further away.
Drake has been trying to root them out
and not only "Jump" their land, but
the ditch also. This ditch covers sev-
eral thousand acres of good land, beside
the Individual holdings of the company,
and the company would be glad to take
a lien on all the land It can reclaim
at 5250 per acre. If this company, com- -
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posed of small farmers, can reclaim land
at that rate of Hen, why cannot Drake
do the same?

Another graft Is the Oregon Develop-
ment Company, which Is operating In the
Walker basin, or Little Deschutes
country. This company has come In and
done much the same as Drake, In cov-
ering the land already under the ditch
of the Little Deschutes Irrigation Com-
pany. The latter Is also a ditch put
through by small farmers' and stock
men. It Is 20 miles long and was form-
erly intended to cover a small body
of land for each of the stockholders
and the remainder was to ,bq rented
out to homesteaders at reasonable rates,
but since the Oregon Development Com-
pany has come in they will have hard
work to get a contract for any of the
land, unless the State Land Board be-
comes thoroughly acquainted with the
facts In the case. It is said that there
must be reasonable profit in the busi-
ness or capital will not reclaim the
land. Well, If Drake Is a sample of
the capital that Is to reclaim the land
in this county it will be a long time
before any is reclaimed.

The mammoth Irrigation systems of the
Boise Valley In Idaho were put through
with no thought of a Hen upon the
land covered by them ditches such as
Drake would not .build, with all his
reputed wealth, In a century. To my
certain knowledge there are hundreds of
miles of ditches In Oregon and Idaho
that were built by private capital and
by corporations for the express purpose
of renting water, and many of them
are In fully as Inaccessible situations as
Is the proposed Irrigation system of the
Pilot Butte Company.

The State Engineer is now In this
section looking up this matter and you
may rest assured that he has the truth
In regard to this "ditch question, and
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his report will be awaited with Inter-
est by the people along the Deschutes.

CONSUMPTION OF SUGAR.

Amount Produced in This Country
of Cane and Beet.

WASHINGTON, April 15. Public Inter-
est In the sugar problem the share of
the enormous consumption of that ar-
ticle supplied and Ukely to be supplied
by the United States has led the Treas-
ury Bureau of Statistics to prepare a
statement regarding the sugar consump-
tion of the United States, the amount
produced In this country of cane and
beet, separately stated; the amount pro-
duced In Its Insular territory, Porto Rico,
Hawaii, and the Philippines; the amount
Imported from Cuba, the amount from
other tropical territory, and the amount
from the beet sugar producing countries
of Europe.

total consumption, represented lnports
for consumption. Of the total Imports
during the calendar year 1901. 1.302.SC0.514
pounds were from Cuba; 686,676,954 pounds
from East Indies, chiefly Java; 1,122,898,-3- 7

pounds from other cane sugar coun-
tries; and 5S9.774.613 pounds from the beet
sugar countries of Europe.

Of the 985,563,640 pounds of sugar pro-
duced in the United States, about one-thj- rd

was from beets and two-thir- from
cane. Of that withdrawn from the in-

sular possessions, all was from cane, as
was also all of that from Cuba and from
the other tropical territory; while of the
599,774,613 pounds of beet sugarr Imported,
484.344.C04 pounds came In the unrefined
condition, and' 115,430,609 pounds refined.

ROOT GOES' TO CUBA.

Goes Down to Lny PInnn for With-drnvr- nl

of Troops.

NEW YORK, April 17. Secretary Root
started for Cuba today on the steamship
Esperanza. Regarding his trip, he said:

"I am going, down to look over the field
and lay plans for the withdrawal of our
troops from the Island on May 20. There
Is no great significance In my trip. I
want to be on the ground and see for
myself Just what the situation needs."

The Secretary would not discuss the
prospects of the new government.

"I am not prophesying," he said. "My
function ends Tlth carrying out the or-
ders of the Government to withdraw our
troops, and leave everything In as good
i condition as possible for the new Cu-
ban Government to take, control."

Mr. Root would not discuss his order
to General Chaffee to court-marti- al Gen-
eral Jacob Smith.

"I have said all I Intend to on that
subject In my letter to General Chaffee,"
he said. "Sonie of the court-martia- ls will
be held In this country, because the regi-
ments from which witnesses will be
needed have been brought home, and It
would be much easier to secure the evi-
dence wanted here than in Manila. I
cannot say whether any of the officers
against whom charges have been made
will be tried In Manila."
