When Shall, Draws Bb Cixbed? The
question as to what Is the best time to
have the dra-n- on the bridges closed
during the morning for the benefit of
pedestrians Is now being discussed by
those most interested. It is said that the
proposal to keep the draws closed from
5:S0 to 6:30 does not suit anybody, as busi-
ness men, clerks, etc, are not traveling
so early, and many steamboats pass
through the bridges during that time.
Closing the draws from 6 to 7 A. M. would
suit many people who have to reach stores
or other places where they are employed
by 7 o'clock. The clerks employed in de-
partment stores do not have to be at the
stores till 8 A. M.f so closing draws from
6 to 7 would be of no benefit to them.
As most employes begin work at 7 or 8
A. M., there seems to be no straight hour
for closing draws which would suit them
all, but what would accommodate nearly
everybody would be to close the draws
from G:30 to 7 A. M. and again from
to 8 A. M. Just how this arrangement
would suit river people Is not definitely
known, but it Is thought It would suit
them very well.

Free Museum Attracts Visitors. The
free museum has become one of the ac-
knowledged attractions of the city to vis-
itors. Numbers of strangers are met
strolling through the rooms every day,
and excursions from country towns aro
even gotten up to visit the place. Pro-
fessor T. J. Gary, of the "West Oregon
City School, brought down, a large class
of Ms pupils Thursday to visit the mu-
seum. He said that hardly a day passed
but that, while something was being dis-
cussed, some of his pupils would hold up
a hand and tell what they hnfi seen In
Connection with the subject In the free
museum in Portland. So he decided to
bring a lot of them down to look through
the museum, and a very enjoyable and
profitable time they had. Yesterday a
delegation of half a dozen girls from the
Chemawa School, while In the city on
their way to attend a meeting of the
Young "Women's Christian Temperance
Union at Forest Grove, under the charge
of Miss French, one of the teachers at
Chemawa, spent a part of the afternoon
in the free museum, and greatly enjoyed
their visit.

New Species of Cauliflower. Rich-
ard Scott, of Mllwaukie, was exhibiting
In town yesterday a large head of brocoli,
a species of cauliflower. Oregon cauliflow-
er will not be fully grown for about two
months yet, and this sample had a refresh-
ing look beside the withered cauliflower
brought from California. The severe freeze
last "Winter did not Injure Mr. Scott's
brocoli at all, and he did not even cover
the vegetable. He ha3 grown heads of
brocoli that weighed 16 pounds. Brocoli
is edible and makes fine feed for milch
cows. It takes a year to mature, whereas
ordinary cauliflower matures In about 10
weeks. Mr. Scott grows It. beside pota-
toes. "What's the use of bringing stuff
from California when we have cauliflower
like that at home?" said a spectator.

Asked to Indorse Cuban Reciprocitx.
The Board of Trade has received a copy

of a resolution of the New York Chamber
of Commerce, asking for the Indorsement
of the Portland body. The resolution asks
the Government to reduce the tariff In
favor of Cuban products not less than 00
per cent. It will be considered by the leg-
islation committee of the board. Secre-
tary Moore is working on a scheme to
secure direct transportation facilities with
Alaska. Although Portland has vainly
worked In this direction before, Mr. Moore
hopes for better success this time.

CLABE J. COOrER IS CAUGHT AXD
PLACED ISC CUSTODY- -'

Knoclclnar Xottb and Picking Pock-

ets of Draalcen Italian Is the
Ckfurgre Agratnst Him..

For robbery In broad daylight, Clabe J.
Cooper, who was formerly employed as a
runner for 'the New Grand Central Hotel,

arrested at 3. o'clock yesterday af-

ternoon by Deputy Sheriff Fred Mat-
thews, and was turned over to the police
authorities to be-- held pending an exam-
ination of the case.

The affair created considerable excite-
ment, and Cooper was captured after a

chase In which, several men and boys
6ok part. The charge against Cooper is
that he encountered Gussippe Moresl, an
Italian glazier, who was very much unfler

influence of liquor, and enticed him
Into an alley leading from Salmon street,
between First and Second. There Cooper
knocked Moresl down, It Is charged, and
went through "his pockets. Several per-
sons who were passing by saw the men
together, and Cooper, observing that he
was the object of suspicion, started to
run. A boy named Goldman, two young
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men riding bicycles, and several others
Joined In pursuit. Cooper ran up Second
street to Madison, thence to Third street,
and through the Plaza block. He en-
tered the rear door of a saloon at the
corner of Fourth and Salmon streets, and
Mr. Matthews, who was notified by the
Goldman boy of what had taken place,
followed the man and placed him under
arresu uooper was niaing in a small
room In the rear of the siloon, but was
easily located. He was taken to the Sher-
iff's office, where he protested his Inno-
cence. Deputy Matthews started out to
make- - an Investigation, and came back,
with a purse belonging to Moresl, which
was found In the alley by Fred Rankin,
an expressman. The supposition is that
Cooper threw the purse away when htf
saw that he was detected In the crime,
but he may have dropped it while taking
his hurried departure. Mr. Matthews
looked for and found Moresl, but that in-
dividual was so drunk as to be unable to
tell anything about what had occurred
to him.

The purse contained two certificates of
deposit for $100, each Issued in favor of
Moresl by the Canadian Bank of Com-
merce. It is supposed that Cooper also
oDtamed some money.

Immediately after his arrest Cooper tel-
ephoned to Attorney Edwin Mays, with
whom He is acquainted, to come and see
him, and Mf. Mays responded to the "call.
They talked the matter over for a long
time. Cooper steadily maintaining all
along that It was a mistake; that he did
not rob Moresl, and that the latter must
have dropped the purse himself. Cooper
said he was not aware that any one was
pursuing him. and that he merely entered
the saloon to get a glass of beer. Cooper
has relatives here and is well known. lie
telephoned to friends to come and fur-
nish bonds for him, and said they would
be sure to do so.

CHANGE BUTTER-FA- T LAW
Commissioner Bailer Says He Wants

Standard Raised.
Oregon milk Is rich. So large Is itsaverage content of butter fat that Dairy

and Food Commissioner Bailey will ask
the next Legislature to raise the mini-
mum proportion of butter fat, permitted
by law, from 3 to 3.5 per cent, "Oregon
has the best dairy conditions In the
United States." says Mr. Bailey. "It Is
a land of milk and honey, of the riche'st
milk and the sweetest honey on earth.
Cows are so well favored here that they
will not even notice the change in the
law, for they are now yielding over 3.5
per cent of butter fat."

The many tests of milk that Mr. Bailey
makes e'ery day have convinced him he
Is on the right track. These tests sel-
dom show under 4 per cent, and some
run as nigh as 5 per cent and over. Ifother districts of the United States less
adapted to dairying enforce 3.5 per cent,
Oregon can, he argues. In the district
of Columbia, in Georgia, and In Minne-
sota, the legal minimum is 3.5, and in
Massachusetts 3.7. In Iowa, Michigan,
Illinois, Ohio, Pennsylvania. Washington
and Wisoonsin it is 3 per cent.

Mr. Bailey does not expect opposition,
except from owners of Holsteln cows. In
these animals he recognizes a hard prob-
lem. They yield a very large quantity
of milk and a small percentage of butterfat For example, of 13 Holsteln cows ex-
hibited at Buffalo, only four reached theaverage of 3 per cent. The Holsteln cow
which took second prize at the last Ore-
gon State Fair reached an average corf- -
