CHANCE FOR AMERICAN TRADE

Siberian Terminus of the Chimese
Eastern Raflroad = Great Com-
mercial Clty—~Harbor Fa-
ellities Unsurpassed.

Portianf's business with the far East
Is incresstng quite rapidly, and there is
accordingly considerabla Interest in this
city In the trade development acroas the
Pacific. North Ching has for centuries
been practically & sealed book, but the
soldler=s of the Crar have made an apening
in its pages, and Western progress In galn-
ing a foathold. “Dalny,
mereial Beaport
title of & Consular report just made by
Consul Henry B, Milier, stationed at New
Chwang. and It tells quite entertainingly
of the rapld commercial growth in thet
new fAeld for trade. From Mr. Miller's
raport the following information is de-
rived.

The meaning of “Dainy™ in Ruesian i
*far away,” anfd to the Russlans this is
the distant ofty of commerce, The city
is the Pacific Coast terminus of the Chi-
nese Eastern Roflway and its connections,
the Central Manchurian and the Great 8i-
berian Rallway, and i= the commercial
seaport of Russia, established, created and
constructed n accordance with the fol-
lowing ediet of the Emperor of Russia,
dated July 30, 1539: ’

Te the Minlster of Finsnes: Our empire,
which comprises immense Lerritories in_Europe
and tn Asin. har been summoned by Divine
Providenoe to coutribute townrd the friendly in-
trroourse of the poople of the Occident with
thess of the Orjent. In gttaining this histor-
i=a] ohject. we have had the friendly co.opera-
tlon of the Emperor of China, who has ceded
12 us the wes of the port of Tallenwan and of
Port Arthur, and has opened to ue throogh
Hin possrssilons an ouilet for the great line of
rallway from Siheria ts the Yeollow BSoa
Thanks to this wise decision of the governmant
of Ein Majerty the "gdokhan, the extreme
I'mite of the twe continents of the Old World
will soon be united by a econtinuwous Iine af
TRila. which wiil ssvure t9 all nations the in-
cal-ulsble advantages of sasy communleation,
snd will bring new reglem Into the general
Gevelopment of trade,

In our constxnt salicltode for this undertak-
Ilng af such gemeral wefulness, we have care-
fully comeidirsd what a position of Importance
the piasting point of this line, Tallsnwan, w1l
ore when the romd has been comatrocted.

A w Seclarsd st the time of lin oocupaiion
that pri should bo open to (be commers
clal ficets of all nations, we have now Gectdnsd
o begin e erectlon near to it of & elty, which
we ahall ol Dalny.

At the same titme, In view of the commercial
development of the fature clly, we confer upon
it for the viole term during which that terri-
tory has bern jeassd (o Russin by China, under
the agreoment doted the 15th and ITth of
March, KA the rights of fres trade which be-

long o free ports,

thons:
Firs:—The right to {mport and export mer-
chandise of every description free of customs

dutles is estaliinhed In 1he city, in the port
and in the adiacent territory of & fixed bowml-
&7y lioe, which may be changed by the Min,
iwier of Finanre

Becond—The right of frea trade thus estab-
listod shull not affect the tolls for carriage
or such other taxes of varioue kinds which
wsunily ebiain in seaporte

'nur“»—qun';r.nnr reguintions for the exclu-
mlon of contnpious disenses ghall be applied in
full force to ships entering the port

Fourth—Marchandlse imported iote Russia
and roming from the terriiory 1o which the
right of fres trade i thus extended ahall be
exnmined and shall pay such dutles upon en-
tering the llmits of the empire as are Provided
Tor by the general laws which govern the im-
portation of forelgn gocds,

The Liso-tung Penlnsula, of Manchurin,
extends south into the Gulf of Pechilf to
o paint siightly bheyvond the 3th degree of
Jutitude. Tallemwan Bay, on which the
city e situated, = on the eantern side of
the peninsula, exnctly on the 389th degree
of north Iatitude. facing the Bay of Co-

Dalny possesses one
water harhors of the Pacll, It i fres
from dee, and ships drawing 20 feet of
water can enter at Jow tife without 4im.

of the Bnest deep-

auity, and, oven without the ald of a
pllot, mall or stenm up alongside of
immenses docks and plers, well protected

by breakwaters, where thelr cargoes can
be joaded dlrectly into cars that run -
rect for over 0 miles into the great
clty of St. Potersburg. The surface of
the bay comprises many miles. and the
deep-water aren In suflicient to handle the
shipping of all China. The rise and fall
of the tide docs Dot exceod I8 feet.

The plers are constructied of blocks of
stone and cement welghing from 0 to @
tons, They vary In width from @ 1o
goveral hundred feet and In length from
a guearter to half a eile. Each will be
mpplied with numerous railroad tracks
and elevntors, gas. electrie lights and
water. One of these plers wan completed
last July, and another at the close of last
year., Three more are in course of con-
struction, and there is an abundance of
room In the harbor and sufficient depth of
water 1o provide for any number of plers
desired. Across the pler harbors & large
upd substantial break-water is belng con-
Firucted, so that ships can lle at the plers

and load and uniond regardiess of the
weather,
Docka for forelgn vessels will extend

betwean the plers and along the shore for

two miles. Docke. plers and anchorage for |

the Chinese vessels will be In another
portion of the bay, opposite the Native
City. Two large dredgers bullt in Glas-
gow and Indd down in Dalny at a cost of
38,000 (SIES.000) each are dolng splendid
gervice in deepening and filling the harbor.

One of the most Important features of
the marine faciiition nre the drydocks in
the course of comstroction. Two first-
cisss Gocks are being bullt, one intended
for ordinary ocean steamers and the other
deslgnad to accommodste the largest ves-
pels of commerce or war that float the
ooceans of the world, The first of these
docks 1= In the course of active construc-
tion, and 170 are employed dally on the
work. From the destgn amd execution wo
far as compieted, founded upon the splen.
did features Nature presents, Dalny will
spproach a perfect harbor.

A Free Port.

Trnder the treaty with China the port
Is to be abeolutely free, as no custom-
house 48 to be established Even the
moderate rate of Chinese customs will not
be charged on goods landing or to be ex-
ported from there. Tonnage dues. dock
charges and wharfage and warehouse
charges will be msintalned at the lowest
point, with the view to encournge and de-
velop commerce; all of these features will
be modeled on the methods of Japan,

The low-priced cocolie service, the small
jabor reguired 10 move goods from the
great ocean vedsele to the cars, the ease
of eutrapce to the harbor at all seasons
of the year, and the announced policy of
jow charges will combine to make it the
won! cconomical shipplng peoint of the

ship construction end repalr shops, port,
steamship and railway headquarters and
officee. residences of mechanics and gen-
eral employes, together with parks, hotels,
churches, schools, clubs, snd places for
amusements, This portion of the city is
belng completed st the present time, and
contains & great aren of well-constructed
streets and substantial brick bulldings.

Immediately back of this administra-
tion city, which is built on a smail pen-
insula, I8 locsted the godown, wWare-
house, large hong, and general whole-
eale sectlon. This portlon extends to
the docks and plers, and, together with
the administration snd Chinese sectlon,
oovers the entire water front

Jolning this the retail and general
mercantile section, and farther off to-
ward the hills and on gradually sioping
higher ground that commands a Dbeau-
tiful view of the bay llea the forelgn
revldence section, where ground ls being
leveled and strests graded and paved.

Back of this lle the nursery greon-
houses and gardens for propagaling
flowers, shrubs and trees for parks,
Inwna and streets. A competent hortl-
culturist is in charge, and he has many
acres under cultivation with flowers,
ehrubs, frults and crmamental trees.

The Chinese section faces the bay, and
is distinctly separate, with docks and
junk shipping adjoining.

Eleetric lights are alreadly in operation,
and a complete gystem of electric tram-
weys Is In course of construction.

About three miles from the forelgn
seitiement to the southeast, 15 an ex-
cellent sea beach that is to be srranged
for a Bummer resort. Already, an ex-
cellent highway fa being made to con-
neet It with the town.

There are 220% men dally at work
in the construction of the port and town,
and the total population f{s about 5i.-
000, mowntly Chiness, many Japanese, Ko-
reans and Russians, and a few of other
nationalities,

Already, something over 12,000,000 rubles
(35.180,000) mre =sid to have besn ex-
pendad in purchasing the plant and con-
structing harbor and city, and it is stated
that it ‘Is the intention to cxpend 23~
00000 rubles (JILEG.00) mere In com-
pleting i, or a total cost of 35,000,000
Tubles (318 026,000).

No contracts are let In construction,
but grading, rock work, otc., where pos-
sihle, are paid for by measurements.

The work as a whole = being done
in a thorough and substantinl manner,
and all rhows an horest and earnest
determination on the part of the men
in charge to bujld a duruable, effective
and beautiful city.

Government,

It Is Intended that the clty should be
free 0 people of all nations. Land is
10 be sold ut agection to the highest |
hidders nx soon as lots are graded and |
streets, cte., comploisd. Theae sales nre
expected to begin about the 1st of A.pril
5. Many people have already croclvﬂl

latd, under an arrange-
ment to have the first right to purchase
or to have all their improvements pald |

for by other purchares |
The city is to be managed by a coun-
cil, to be elected by the rate-payers.

Two of the councll must be Russlan sub-
jects, and not more than two Chinese
or two Japanese ean be elected =0 ns o
sit in the dbuncll at the same time.

The water, light and strest-car service
is to be mpart from the control of the
town council

Raoflroads and Steamer Serviee,

The Chinese Eastern Rallway, which
l«rminates at Dulny, s completed north
to Harbin, whera It connects with the
Central Manchurian Rallrbad: this rosd
is compieted east to Viandlvostock and
west to Kaldnlovo, where it connects with J
the great Siberian Railread, which ban
heretofore carried s traffic to the head
of navigation on the Amur, thence down
this stream to Harbarcsk, and south by
rallroad to Viedivostock,

On November 1, #1601, the Central Man-
churtan and the Chiness Eastern Rail-
wiys were opened for traflic and cars were
then able to pass direct from Dalny to
Bt. Prlersburg, and traln service will be
continuous, Lake Balkal being crossed
by pteamers carrying the tralns,

Thera ix a long tunme]l to be completed
through the Greater Hsingan Mountains
that will regulre nearly two years to fin-
lsh, but in the Interlm a track has been
laid over the tunnel and traffic is now
golng over the mountains,

The Chinese Eastern Rallway Company,
under the direction and with the support
of the Rusalan Government, i3 not only
beliding the raliroad and the port and
town of Dalny, but it Is already engiged
In the steamship service and has over X
steamers In the China service doing busi-
ness at Port Arthor and Dalny, This
number will be increased and larger and
better vessels added; and as soon as
through travel 18 established, the man-
ngers intend to run fast boats in connec-
tion with thelr fast tralne. They have
deslgned fine passenger boats o leave
Dminy an hour after the arrival of the
fast trains and steam to Nagasakl, Japan,
at the rato of 1§ knotz an hour. This fast
service will not be established for some-
thing over & year, but they already have
& very comfortable steamer running to
Chefoo from Dalny,

Mr. Miller has been advised that con-
nections are to be made with the Cana-
dian Pacific Rallroad for the round-the-
world trafllc over this line. It would cer-
tainly be a wise move for the rallroads
in the United States to take an In-
terest in this matier at once, and be
rendy at the beginning to give our coun-
try the benefit to be derived from this
gEreat enterprime.

One of the most serfous drawbacks to
American trade In China and through-
out the Orlent !» the llmited number of
citizens of the United States to be found
hera,

While we have a greater varlety and
quantity of products fitted to this mar-
ket thaz any other country, our trude Is
restricted because of the Hmited number
of citizens representing us. Great Brit-
ain has about 10 citizens to our one here,
and nearly all are tradespeople, Ger-
many Is pushing her commerce with much
succcks by establishing mercantile houses
In charge of Germans.

While traveling saiesmen do much good,
the real nced of our country all over the
Orient In the presence of merchants who
ars citizens of our country, familiar with

ita prodoets and business methods.
There s no country dolng &=
lnrge n share of the trade of the

Orient with so small a percentage of citl-
gens &5 the Unlted States. This shows
our great natural economic advantages
and the splendid opportunities we have
here for trade,

Good firms, marketing the products sul®-
ed to this country. should send a perma-
nent agent here to represent them.

TEke banks of China support the native
merchants; and with modern steamshins
to bring cargo, and modern banking fa-
cllitles, the handling of the business
should not be a heavy financial burden,

The commercial town of Dalny offers &
rplendid opportunity for the establishment
of new Dbusiness enterprises on the part
of our citizens.

Neganlations for Selling Landa.

Mr. Miller also sent a copy of the reg-
ulation for selling lands In Dalny:

Foreigners are authorized to own land In
Dalny, and Chines: can own land In the Euro-
pean pettiement, under the condition that they
billd in European siyle and are governed by
the sanitary and other regulations.
L—MEASUREMENTS AND BOUNDARIES

The measurvisents snd Yousndaries of every
lot of Iand are shown In the afficial plot; sach
lot haw Its own nomber, each plot has diffesent
megsuremnsnt, and every person in allowed 1o

VIIL-DEEDS FOR LAND-OWNERS.

Immediately following the sale, deeds wiil be
issued, on paying the amount due, in three
coples. Purchaser must algn An Agreement on
thense deeds that, 12 leased, he will make hin
reymsnt reguinrly every year in adveance, that
he will pay taxes that may become due, and
that he will obey the regulations of ths town,
falling in which he wiil pay all fnes Imposed.

VIIIL.—FINEE FOR NOT PAYING RERNTS

AND TAXES.

If the taxes or rents Are pot paid on the
ist of Fehruary, the owner shall pay 12 per
oont per annum on ‘the amount not pald. If
taxes, rents and fines are not pald by the 3ist
of December following, the Mayor may sell
that property at auction, and after the waluo

1F the sald
improvemants have not been mada 1o the
value fixed within two years, the Mayor shall
have the right to resell the property without
resorting to the esurts,

X.-REGULATIONS CONCERNING LOTS
FACIXG ON STREETS.

On the map In shown the locatiom of the
buildings and the distance from the stroet.
The space betwesn the bullding and the street
is reserved by the town, and the owner has only
the right to make gardens or places for tem-
porary goods, and not place therson any per-
manent strocture or bullding. This space must
be surrcainded by &8 fence according e the
plan provided by the town. This open space
between the sirest and byllding ls not pald
for by the purchaser or lessse of the iand, and
the user must turn it over to the city author-
ity or the Mayor on demand.

XL-REEELLING OF LOTS.

Land may be transferred by the ariginal deed
being handad back to the Mayor and new ones
being tssued In it place, on which the man
purchasing must sign &n agreement as upon
the criginal. The new deed will not be {ssusd
until all rent and taxes have been paid. For
the trpumance of new deed $10 (3T 00 gold) will
be charged.

XIL—MIVIDING LOTH

FPersons desiring to divide thelr lots ints
small tracts must surrender the old deed and
have pesarale deeds lzsued for each section
of the lot, and are oot allowed to divide the
lot into fractions emaller than OO sagenes
40 sgquare yards) in the European settlement,
andl 15 sagenes (81 sguare yards) in the Chi-
bese, exceplt whers land |5 1o be 20ld to the
adjoining owner and the fraction remalsing is
not less than the above amount.

XIIL—LOTS FOR OFFICIAL USE.

Land will be reserved for official purpnses,
conmilaten, churches, schooin, recreatlon
grounds, parks, ete. Thess lote will be do-
nated, under copdition that they will oot be
used for other purposss tham these for which
they were granted. The lots will be subject
to aii other rmguiations to pay taxes, deads,
ete.

XIV.-REGULATIONS FOR DUILDING.

Every owner must present his plan for taild-
tng to they towh commiittee, on which he must
show the full measurements and detalls of the
house, and agree to conform with the reguis-
tions prescribed by the bullding committes.
In the European setticment, bulldings ace not
allowed to be construsted with mud floors and
mftammable roof materinl.  In the Chinese
town, all bulldings must be on stone founda-
tions, with burnt-brfok columns and Hime mor-
tar for plastering. All the saniisry and fire
regulations must be carefully observed In the
copstruciion of hoursen Any vialation of thess
regulntions will permit the Mayor to stop the
conrtruction and remove the materia!l without
damages being pald to the owner.

Nothing wiil be allowed In the town that
disturba the communily and interferes with
the health and comfort of the peaple.

XV.—~TOWN COMMITTEE.

The adminstration will be handed over to
the Mayor selected by the Imperini Russiun
Government and & town committes,

XVI—OFFICIAL LANGUAGE

The official language In Dainy is Russeian,
The oficial papers und work are to be Rus
sion, and persons notl scqualntsd with Russian
language must eend communications and com-
plaints In either Chiness or Engiish. accom.
panlsd by §2 (M ceats goid) for transiation.

All accounts and money are 0 be pald in
Mexican dollars,
XAVIL—ALTERATION OF

TIONS. .

In case the Imperial Russias Govermment
finde it necessazy 1o alter these regulsiioms,
the changes must be advertised In all the pa-
pers of the East for three monmitka befare they
cotne into foree.

The statement of F. B. Thurber, presi-
dent of the United Btates Export Asso-
clation, that. he belleved (n protecting
“infant industries.” but that he also be-
leved a time would come, after &8 while,
“when the Industries should be weaned,™

the babes whom Congress has taken
under its protecting care {s that they
never are weaned., They suck eternally,
no matter how great thelr size. The
steel tariff wais enacted to protect some
infant a quarter of & century ago in the
Behuyikill or Lebigh Valley., We still
have a high tariff to protect the blillon-
dollar United States Steel Corporation.
There Is no limit to the hungry thirst of
an infant once It is put to the milk, and
the National Reclprocity Lesgus now
has o task on its hands which baffled
Blalne. ""Wean the baldes™ Is the duty of
the bhour, but in what part of this &x.
pansive land will men of nerve be found
to draw the infants from thelr snckle?

SUBSIDY  PRETENSIONS

BITS FROM OUR HISTORY OF THIS
KIND OF LEGISLATION,

FPast Experiences With Ship Sabsi-
dies Are Anything but Gratifying
—Soame Argomenis Used Today.

NEWYORK, April 15—Mr. Frye has con-
sumed a great deal of energy In attempt-
ing to prove that some countries pay sub-
eidien. He declared that these subsidies
are pald "for purposes of trade. and for
nothing else,’”” Then, rising to hie full ora-
torical helght, he dellvered this curious
pronunclamento; “Trade cannot precede
the mall! The mall must precede the
trade!" -

A more absurd misstatement was never
uttered, even In the halls of Congress.

In grder to prove his'wild assertion Mr.
Frye would have to show thatl the chlef
dellght of the primitlve savage l» to pro-
duce and consume lMterature But this
utterance by the lender of the subsidy
movement Is no more absurd thas the
other arguments put forih In defense of
the Frye blil., We are told that other
Dations pay 525,000,000 every year for pos.al
subsidles, and we are solemnly sdmon-
ished that we must pay subsidies, too, If
we wish to escape commercial and Indus-
trini annihiiation, It 1a Implled that we
do not pay subsidies. As s matter of fact,
the United States Government pays higher
mall =absidles for the service rendered
than any other country. Yet the subsidy
bowlers say that our merchant marine
hns declited because we haven't given
subsldies.

Shipping subsaidies nre not a new thing
to thls country, We havecxperimented witn
them several times, and always with re-
#ults anything but gratifying to our pride.
In every case the promoters of subsidy
schemes In Congress have uttered the an-
clent and thremdbare fallacy about enor-
mous expansion in trade to follow the
Eranting of subsidies, and they have al-
ways ascribed the fallure of thelr forecust
o insuMclent subsidy.

As far back as 1860 Congress voted a
subsidy to the Collinse Ine, The subsidy
failed to build up a great stanm merchant
merine, and forcdgn commerce was mnot
roticeably sfiected. The venture ended
in dissptrous fallure, bringlng ruin to all
engaged In the enterprise. In the perlod
from 1848 to 1588 Congress expended more
than 315000000 In subsidies =imilar to the
aubeldy now proposed. During that period
our foreign trade went on Increasing ex-
actly as if no subsidy had be=n pald.
When the subsidy policy was dlecontinued,
our forelgn trade continued to Increase
more rapidly than before. All this goes to
prove that trade does not follow the malls
nor the malls follow the fag,

From 1558 to 18368 the United States Gov-
ernment gave no =subsidles for ocean mall
service. In the year 186 the Garrlson
Line, from New York to Rlo Janelro, was
rubsidized to the amount of §250,000 per
annum for a bimonthly service, Mr, Alley,
in Introducing the bill granting subsidy
to this iine sald: “Establish this steam
communication with Bouth America and
you will not a great while longer see
England exporting 528,000,000 worth of mer-
ckandise and taking !n return leas than
half the amount, and the United States
exporting only 38,000,000, while the Im-
port of Brazillan products is over §i-
O, 00, *

This lne lasted nine years and coet
JLEMOM When the subsidy was with.
drawn the company suspended opetations,
S0 ended the high expectations pro-
cinlmed by Mr, Alley,

The increase of the Import trade was
due not to the steamship line, but to the
removal of the duties on coffee ard rubber,
In 1876 the Imports of coffee were 535,006,-
2i4, and of rubber 32,518,437, After the Gar-
rison line was discontinued our trade with
Braxzil went on increasing more rapldly
than before. Meanwhile the commerce of
England with Brazil without the proteec-
tion of a government subsidy, grew much
more rapidly than our own.

In 1887 the Government entered Into a
contract with the Pacific Mall Steamahip
Company for carrying the malls to Japan
and China via Hawall, The service wis
to be monthly, with a subsldy of 00,000
per annum. In 1572 the company offered
to run another monthly service for an
additional $600.000 a yesr, With some 4if-
flculty & bill authorizing such a contract
was passed by Congress Iln 1578 It waa
afterward discovered that bribery had
been used to secure the passage of this
measure. It was proved that the com-
pany had spent more than §1,000,000 to
obtaln the subsidy. The new contract
was abrogated by the Govermment be-
cause of the Improper methods used In
gaining the necessary legislation and the
subsequents fallure of the company [0
fulfill the conditions of the contract. In
1572 the service to the Sandwich Isiands
wis given up by the Pacific Mall Steam-
ship Company. It had lasted for asix
yvears and cost $425.000,
