Reporter's Story.

C. M. Ellis, of the Telegram sand Fred
Connell. of this city, who were first on
the scene from Calro yesmterday, and sent
to Mayor Wright for ald, have been in-
vestlgating the disuster and reported as
follows:

“The City of Pittsburg, with a crew of
79 and a passenger list, which included
& men, women and children, was on her
way from Cincinnatl to0 Memphis, A4 4:06
A. M_ at » point three miles above Turn-
er's lmnding, fire was discoversd in the
forwand hatches, Thiz was sapparently
seén Bt about the same Instant by the
engineer on walch and the first mate,
Arthur Shriver. The former direcied a
deckhand 10 open & wvalve, which would
turn the water on, flooding the hold, when
the man excialmed that the valve was

red-hot, Indicating € its connection be-
iow was in contact the flames. Mate
Shriver was guilng on wateh, accompanied
by his wife, who had gotten up early to
keep him company, Seecing the flames and
reaiizing the gravity of the aftuation, he
rushed to the roof and shouted to Pllot
Harry Doss that the boat was on fire and
to run to the nearest shore with all speed.
Then he hurried back to the cabin and
uided {n srousing the sleeping passengers.
The big bell was rung four timed In quick
succossion, and then with one conlinued
clang spread the news of the dire oa-
Inmity.

“By this time, brief though It was, the
forward part of the boat was in flames.
Pllot Doss remalged bravely at his post
until the bow of the boat struck the bank.
Then he rang the bells for the engines to
stop. The texas benesath him was
blaging and he was enveloped In smolke.
He leaped from the pllot-howmse 10 the
texas, thence to the roof, made his
way to the wheelhouse, [eaped into the
river and swam ashore. Wesley Doss, his
eged father, and an old-time pilot, who
was making a trip for picasure, made his
way to the after gunrds, where he sprang
Into the river, and, desplte his age, swam
ashore In safety, but disd a few minutes
later from exhaustion and exciternent.

“The flames spread with such rapldity
that passengers had no time to dress, but
they rushed to the guards and while many
sprang overboand to take their chances
between death by drowning or death by
burning, others were assisted foto a yaw!
by Mate Bhriver and Ballor E4 B. Hoily.
The intter had climbed one of the sup-
ports that kept the vawl suspended, cut
the ropea and let the eraft into the water,
where women and children were placed
untll it was full sand borriedly taken
ashore, 14 persons ot a Ume, BSeveral trips
were made at the immediate risk of thelr
Uves, untll it was ton late to ald further
in the rescue from the bowis directs when
the men sef themsclves 10 the tark of
=aving these who were afioat In the river
Quite 5 number were rescusd a mile or
two below the wreck.”

Captain J. M. Fhilitps, master of the
boat helpless from cramp, ficated ashore
on a feed-trough.

Captaln Dans Scott, chlef clerk, says
all the crew who were lost were good
swimmers, and he cannot account for
their losw

Mr. and Mrs. Archer Allen, of Pltis-
burg, were tiaken from the rellef-boat

Kligore, and brought to the Holliday Ho-
tel, here. They are heartbroken over the
loxs of thelr only child, and suffering
from wounds caused by wreckage strik-

ing them. Thelr condition is most pitia-
bile.
Dr. W. L. Daugherty, with his wife

and baby, was en route from Marion, Ky.,
to Charleaton, Mo, He placed a Hfe-pre-
server around his wife, another on him-
self, and, taking the bady In his arms,
iowered himself to the water by a rope
Then bhe held on until his wife followed,
and, with thelr baby clinging with her
arms around hiz neck, they started for
shore, but the swift current carriad them
down nearly two miles before they were
rescued by people on the bank. The child
had in the meantime become exhausted
by the cold, and was unconstious. FHer
grasp relaxed from her father's neck, and
he grasped her dress in his teeth and held
her above water.. When rescued, he, too,
was nearly exhausied. The child was re.
vived.

CHINESE IMMIGRANT LOSES

Supreme Court Holds Law Requir-
ing Certifieates Still in Force.

WABHINGTON, April 2L.—The TUnited
Btates Supreme Court today rendered a
decision in the case of the United Btates
va, Lee Yen Tal coming from the Court
of Appeals for the Sescond Clreult, sub-
mitting the question as to whether the
I¥th section of the Congressional act of
1882, requiring certificates from Chinamen
sbout to enter the United SBtates had
been abrogated by the treaty of 188, be-
tween the United Btates and China. The
question was answered in the negative,
the law being held to be still In effect.
The Chinaman Iin this case entered the
State of New York from Canada in Oc-
tober, 1500, and was immedlately appre-
hended. Justice Harlan dellvered the
opinion of the court. saying:

“A statute enacted by Congress ex-

the will of the people of the
United States In the most solemn form.
It not repugnant to the Constitution, it
is made by that Instrument a part of
the supreme law of the land, and should
never be held to be displnced by a treaty
subseguently concluded unless it is impos-
sihle for both to stand together and be
enforced. So far from there being any
inconsistency between the statute and
treaty hersin questioned. the 12th section
of the act of 1882, am amended In 1884,
and continued in force for M years from
and after the passage of the act of 1882
is in absolute harmony with the treaty,
and can be enforced without affecting
or imparing any right secured by the
treaty. On the contrary, the enforcement
of that section, as amended, will serve
to @sdvancs the purposes of the two
countries in respect of Chinesa laborers
as avowed In the treaty of 154 Despite
the Ingenlous argument to the contrary,
we do not percelve many dfficolty what-
ever in reaching thia conclusion after
carefully scrutinizing the treaty and
statute. A different conciusion would be
howtile to the objects which, as avowed
in the treaty, both the TUnited Btates
and China desire to accomplish. This is
50 clearly manifest that argument cannot
make It more so.'

PORT CHALMETTE INQUIRY.

Crowder's Report Will Be Lald Be-
fore the Cabinet Today,
WABHINGTON, Aprll 21.—The complete
report of Colonel Crowder, of the Adju-
tant-General's Dopartment, upon his in-
quiry into the conditions of Port Chal-
mette, whence supplies are dwoing shipped
to Bouth Africa. is now In the hands of
the President. At the President's sug-
gestion, certain detanils were pdded o
the report that were not origionally in-
cluded .An important fact in connection
with the document |s that it makes no
recommendations a8 to the treatment of
affalrs at Port Chalmette, it s merely
a statement of the conditions there as
they were discovered by Colonwl Crowder
It is sald the document will be lald be-
fore the Cabinet at tomorrow's sesslon.

GREAT FIRE IN LONDON.

Three Hundred Firemen and 40 En-
gines Called Out.

LONDON, April 2l.—London firemen
under Commander Walla fought a con-
flageration on Barbican, E. C.. today.
The fire wns one of the blggest since the
famous Cripplegate fre of November,
1867, It begun In MacQueen's hat manu-
factory and spread rapidly to the other
side of the street, the winds [anning
the flames and the burning embers fall-
ing in all directions. Three hundred
firemen and 0 engines were engaged at
midday in preventing the further spread
of the Mames Owing to the danger
that the Aldersgate-strect station might
eatch fire, traffic was suspended on the
Metropolitan Rallway.

Populace Resorts to Window-Fight-
ing Toacties Against Soldlers.
8T. PETERSBIU'RG, April 21.—News re-

| celved here of the rioting at Helsingfors,

Finland, Apell 18 after a demonstration
by recruits against the new army edict,
adds materially to the existing uneasi-

noss In officinl circles. After the first
withdrawal of the (Cossacks who had
charged the people, four companies of

troope were called out to guard against
disorders at the factory clothing houses,
This precipitated fresh trouble. The pop-
ulace resarted to window-fighting tactics,
throwing firewood. vitriol, botties, #tc., on
the heads of the soldiers. The Cossacks,
on rveturning to thelr barracks, were
stoned and compelled to fight thelr way
home.
