When Stered Grain Is Sold Witheut
Authority of Depositors They May
Recover From the Parchasers—
All Mast Be Parties to Sailt.

When = milling compacy has pur-
chased grain stored with & warshouss-
man, and thereby has caused a short-
age in the amount of grain owned by
Sepositors In the warehouss the de-
pesdtors may recover from the milling ¢
company. They may 4o so even though
the company bought belleving that the 4
warehouseman had outhorily to sell.

BALEM, April 2L—The Suprems Court
today rendered decisiona In four appealed
cases, in all of which the lower courts
were reversed. The decisions are in brief
as follows:

Ids M. Tobln, Mary Black, H. C. Davis,
W. H. Guiliford, B. F. Allen, James A.
Emith, John Davis, John M. Porter, Alex-
ander Powers., and Hobert Andrewa, re-
sponfents, ve, Portland Flouring Mille
Company, Salem Flouring Mills Com-
pany. Balfour, Guthrie & Co.,, and
James C. Biack, administrator of estate
0of Thomas J. Biack, appelianta, [from
Linn County, R. P. Bolse Judge, reversed
upon condition; eoptnion by Justice Moore.

In 196788, Thomma J. Black operated
gridn warehouses in Halsey, Linn County,
Cummings, Linn County, and Derry, Polk
OCounty. When Bilack died In November,
1598, it was found that he had In his
warehouse nt Halsey 25,306 ¢T-50 bushels
of wheat, while he had outstanding re-
celpts for 40821 bushels. The deposiors
numbered 101, and sull was brought by a
few of the depositors to recover on be-
bhalf of ail. The Portland Flouring Mille
E.‘nmpur;}- had purchased from Bilack
9,206 26-00 bushels of wheat, advancing

Mills Company had bought 977 46-80 bugh-

=i, advancing SL1M0 16, Of the wheat sold |

Lo the Balem Flouring Mills Company, all
but i bushels had been destrored by
fire. but the company had collected from
insurance companies to the value of the
wheat so destroyed. The depositors In the
Biack warehouss sought to recover, from
the Portland and Salem companies, the
proportion of the shortage repreasnted by
the amounts of grain they had recetved.
Ihe case was dismissedl =a to Balfour,
Suthrie & Co., for it was shown that the
graln received by that company 4id not
*ome from the Halsey warehouse, where
the shortage existed,

The defonae of the Portland and Salem
companies was that all the parties Inter.
isted as plaintiffs had not been jolned;
Ihat there wos a misjoiner of partles de-
fendant; that they bought the wheat apd
made advances upon the bellef that Black
owned the wheat; that Black did In fact
lave nuthority to remove the wheat, and
that they dealt with him, beliewing that
ke was the owner. They nsked that

rl_ia:nl:ﬂs-' clslm be made serondary to
thelr lfen, for the amount of their ad-
vances, The case waa tried and resulted

In n decres for plaintilf=. The court found
tie facts regarding the shortage and held
that the Portland and Salem companies
should psy ioto court the value of the

wheat recelved by them, at 4 cents per |

ltuskel. the money to be distriboted to
thuss entitled to IL The Portland Flour-
Ing Mllis Company. and the Salem Flour.

ing Mils Company appealed,
Seetlon I%, of FHIl's Annotsted Laws,
provides: “Of the partica to the suit,

thoae who are united In Interrst must be
olned as pinintiffs or defendsats; but If
the councrnt nf any one who should have
leen joined as plaintiff cannot be ob-
tained. v may be made a defendant, the
rrafon thereof being sisted in the com-
jinint: and whem the question is one of
tnmon or géncral intercst of many per-
sons, or when the parties are very nu-
Ferors. and it may be impracticable to
bring them all before the court, ome or
more may sue for the henefit of the
whole.” TUnder this statute, the Bupreme
Court holds that all the depoaitors shou)d
have bern mede parties, elther plaintiff or
defendant.

In tha triul of the case, a large number
of voluntary afdavits of depositors were
Introduced In evidenee, to show the
amount of grain each had placed in the
warchouses, and that they had not author-
Iged Ms removal or anle. These were ob-
Jected to ar hearspy evidence, but were
admitted. Black's ledger, however, which
way admitted In evidence, showed prac-
tioally the same amounts, and it ia held
that- though the afMdavits were improp-
erly admitted. no material injury resulted
therefrom,

Upon the guestion of title to the wheat,
and the Uabllity of the spoellants, the
Portland and Balem Flouring Mills com-
paniea, the opinion says:

“The testimony discloses that whenever
the depositors chose to dispose of thelr
wheatl, Binck purchased it, and shipped it
to market on his own account, and, while
the ggents of the appellents undoubtedly
believed that he had authbrity to dle-
pose of the wheat dellvered to them, we

are satisfied that he had no title thereto
and that they should account for the

whest for which they are legally respon-
wible,

““The testimony further shows that thare

should have been In store at Halsey, cer-

tain gquantities of wheat that had been
deposited in 1887, 1888 snd 1889, while the
lntter year is only

It has re-
ation to the sufficiency and validity of
the attachment. A number of gquestions
of law are considered, tho most {mport-
ant being as to the Sheriff's return upon
& writ of atiachment. The return of the
Sheriff shows thmt the copy of the wril
was left with the ocoupant of the prem-
ises, who in described as a Chinaman, and
whose nams was unknown to the officer,
The opinion says:

*“The statute doea not require that the
name of the octupant shell be stated,
however convenlent it may be, as a de-
scription of the person upon whom the
copy 6 served.

The lower court, at the last hearing.
held that the attachment was void, and
that the cour: therefors had no jurisdie-
tion to makes an order of sale. The Bu-
preme Court holds that since this ceae
has been twice before appenled to the
Bupreme Coart, and Anally sfMirmed, dur-
ing which procesdings the then defendant
must have known of the facts relled upon
for the impeachment of the Sherifl's re-
turn, the doctrine of res adjudicata ap-
plies. “Hevond all this, plaintiff’s amend-
ed complaint presentad the jurisdictional
guestion, and the default of the defend-
ant in faliing to controveri it. renders it
res sdjudicala under the general ruls
relative to trials upon the merita™

This was an action 1o recOver damages
for a breach of contract. Om August W,
1808, piaintiff and defendant entersd into
a written contraot by which plalntif
agresd to furnish defendant o granite
monument of & certaln description and
to set It up in the cemetery at Salem In
May, 1589, or a8 poon thereafter as possi-
ble, In a good, workmanllke manner, “"to.
be made of best stock and best work
known to the marble and granite trade,
free from any defects whatever, or no
pay for same,” for which the defendant
agreed to pay, on dellvery, $350.

The monument was deliversd October 4.
188 but a dle was broken and plaintiff
paked time to replace It with a new one.
Defendant refused to recelve the monu-
ment. or to grant any further time, and
declared the contract rescinded. The sult
was brought. and tria]l was without =
jury, resulting in a judgment for plalntiff
for $290. Defendant appealed.

The Supreme Court hoide that there was
an issue s to whether the monument of-
fered was of the kind and quajity called
for by the contract, and that a finding
should have been made upon this point
The opinlon says:

PEACE NOT YET IN SIGHT

STREET-CAR STRIKE COXTINUES
AT THE BAY CITY.

Mayor Schmiiz Has Heen TUnable to
Hring the Conflicting Elcments
Inte Conference.

SAN FRANCISCO, April SL-Mayor
Behmits made an effort today to bring the
officials of the rallroad and a committee
of the strikers together, but was unabie
to do s0. The raliroad people refused to
consult with the strikers’ committes. The
Mayor will continue his efforts to bring
the oppesing forces together. The East-
ern representatives of the Baltimore syn-
dieate are In communication with the
local rallway officials, and each move of
the strikers ia reported by telegraph to the
Bastarn owners of the car system. It &
understood that no action townrd a set-
tlement of the difficulty will be taken by
the officlals hsre until word to that ef-
fect comes from ithe East.

Attorney-General Laford, who wns re-
cently appolnted chief counsel of the
United Raflroads, sald tonlght that ne-
gotiations looking to a settiement of the
strike were not In progress, He would
not state what course the company pro-
posed to take, From other sources it Waas
loarned that the owners of the roads are
not disposed to yield to the demands of

the strikers, and that it Is possible an at-
tempt will be made to repluce thelr late
employes with men brought here from
Chicago and other Eastern points. Should
this be done, the strikers say they will not
interfare, but are confident that the pub-
lie will not permit a pingle car manped
by imported labor to run. It Is estl
mated that the Baltimore syndlcate,
which owne the United Rallways, s sus
taining a loss of between §3,000 and ¥5,-
00 a day because of the strike, and that
if it continues for a month they will be
out over §1.000,000. The situation tonight
may be summarized by stating that the
strikers are confident, the city peaceful
and the railroad offieclals reticent,

The tle-up of the street-car saystem op-
erated by the United Rallroads of San
Francisco s complete. Not a passenger
cear of this company is moving, but the
United States mall cars are making thelir
customary trips without hindrance or mo-
jestation, All morning long the thor-
oughfares leading to the business and
manufacturing centers were thronged
with pedestrians going to thelr work. Ve-
hicles of all kinds were pressed Into
service, and the ownern of express Wagons
and wvens reaped a harvest,

The eympathy of the public seems to
be entirely with the strikers, and the
moral support thus given has encouraged
the strikers to no small degree. They as-
sort their ability to hold out Indefinitely,
and express great confidence as to the
outcome of the walk-out. The strikers are
very orderly, and the only trouble that has
occurred so far has been caused by hood-
lums

LARGE SALES OF WHEAT.

In Umatifla County at Average Price
of B5 Cents.

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WEAVERS ON A STRIKE

CITY MILLS WILL BE
CLOSED TODAY.

ORBEGON

Over 300 Employes Will Be Out of
Waork—Company HRefuses to
Grant Higher FPay.

OREGON CITY, April IL—Eighty weav-
ers employed In the woolen mills owned
by the Oregon City Manufacturing Com-
pany walked out this morning, owing to
a disagreement over the scale pald for
plecewark on the looms, The plain weav-
ers, who weave blankets, flannels and
other plain material, have been receiving
1 cents per yard for their work. This
morning the company made the announce-
ment that ench weaver would be required
to operats two looms at a reduction of
three-quarters of a cent per yard on some
clnases of work. President A. R. Jacobs
says that onhe Weaver cAn ¢arn mora on
two lonmsa than on one on certaln claases
of goods, and that one weaver operating
two looms oan produce as much as two
veavers on the same number of looms.
The weavers refused to A man to consent
to the proposed arrangement, and walked
out In a body. They were joined by the
cassimere weavers, the pattern weavers
and the dressers,

At noon the carders, apoolers and spin-
nera were lald off, and the company gave
out the Information that unless a satls-
factory agreement was reached the milly
would be closed down indefinitely. This
afterncon the number of hands out of
work numbered over 150.

The weavers met in Red Men's Hall this
morning and discussed the situation, They
agreed to stand firmly together. Another
meeting was heid thls afternoon, and o
commiitee was appointed to confer with
Prealdent Jacobs and to ask for a flac in-
crease of 1 cent per yard on all plecework,
Late this aftermoon & conference was
had between the commliltee appointed by
the weavers and the president of the com-
pany The Intter stated just what terms
he would accede to and that he would walt
until tonight for n reply. Tonight the
weavers in a meating declded to hold out
tor higher wages. Presldent Jacobs de-
clared flatly that he would refumse to grant
the demand. Over 300 empioyes will be
on strike tomorrow. A union was organ-
ized tanight, and it will affillate with the
United Textile Workers of America.

There are over M0 employes In
woolen mills, many of whom are women
and girls. Many of these support faml-
Hes with their earnings, which are in most
casen very small, One woman said at the
meeting this moming that last month -she
was pald 21, and with this she supporis
& fam'ly of five children. The sympathy
of tha people of Oregon City Is largely
with the employes.

The employes are confident of the favor.

Lake and Douglas,
have levied the tax, amounting to 10 cenis
for each pupil, provided for the purchase
of lbrary booka by thsa act of the ]ast
Logialature. The number of bocks pur-
chased this year under the new library
law will not be large, but it is probable
that many books will be selected from this
st by districts that are maintaining In-
dependent libraries.
