Time for Street Sprinklers. The
city authorities will soon be negotiating
with the street railway companies tp
operate sprinkling cajs on the streets
over which cars are run In the business
part of the city, at least.. There Is so
much hauling of earth from excivatlons,
and hauling of building material, and
building up and tearing down going on
that notwithstanding the efforts of the
Street-Cleanin- g Department the streets J
are more lavishly supplied with material
for dust than usual, and a big electric
car traveling rapidly kicks up behind it
a trail of dust like that which follows
an overland train across an alkali
region. The cushions in these cars soon
look like those of a palace car at the
end of a trip across the continent. The
laying of this dust will be especially
grateful to patrons of the street railways,
and a comfort to the public generally.
The railway companies have always
made their charges for operating
sprinkler cars as light as possible, and
will doubtless do the same this season.
It Is to be hoped that these electric
sprinklers will soon be in operation.

Progress on Richardson's Excava-
tion. The excavation for the basement
of T. M. Richardson's brick building at
Third and Salmon Is progressing rapidly
and Is now so deep that It has become
necessary to have a donkey engine fo
aid the teams In hauling the wagon-load- s

of earth up into the street. The
building is to have three stores on the
ground floor, two fronting on Third and
one on Salmon street, and three stories
above to be fitted up for an apartment
house. The building has not yet been
leased, but Mr. Richardson says he has
had a score of applications from persons
desirous of rentlngthe upper part of
the building. Apartment houses' are In
great demand, especially If centrally lo-

cated, and there are several clusters of
old shacks which are a disgrace to the
city and bring their owners small re-
turns which, if replaced by apartment
houses, would yield a return of 13 per
cent on the outlay.

Improvements at Seaside. N. C.
Oviatt, who returned yesterday from a
trip to Seaside, reports many improve-
ments In progress. A stock company
In which S. J. Hubbard, Mr. Zeller and
others are Interested is building a bath
house 50x100 on the bluff overlooking
the beach, between Grimes' Hotel and the
Butterfleld cottage. It, will contain a
swimming pool, porcelain bathtubs and
hot and cold shower appliances. Pipes
are being laid to the ocean and ma-
chinery put in to pump the water. The
structure is expected to be completed by
June 15. The new dancing pavilion near
the railroad depot is almost finished.
It Is a two-stor- y building, and besides the
dancing hall will contain a dining-roo-

bowling alley, dres&ing-room- s for ladles,
which will be supplied with looking-glasse- s,

chairs, tables and hot and cold
water. A number of cottages are being
erected.

Improvement at Third and Tamhilu
The Intersection of Third and Yamhill

streets Is In better condition since the
new crossing of seven-inc- h grooved rail
was put down there by the City &
Suburban Railway Company than It has
been for years. The street has not
been paved up to the trades yet, but the
spaces between the tracks have been
filled with crushed rock and a dressing
of rock screenings put in. The surface
is as smooth as possible and level with
the tracks, and vehicles are driven over
the crossing without danger or difficulty.
When the seven-inc- h rails have been laid
on Third street and the pavement has
been repaired up to them the improve-
ment will be a benefit and pleasure to
everybody.

AT WORK ON THE DRIVE.
Gang: of Men Bering Labor of "Widen-

ing: Riverside.
A gang of men went out yesterday to

pitch camp for the force to be employed
In widening and Improving the White
House road. The camp was located just
below the cemetery, and Smyth & How-
ard, will commence work on their contract
today with all the men they can procure,
and will maintain a large force on the
work until it is completed.

The comple-
tion of this work will give the city the
fine pleasure drive so long needed, and
the members of the Multnomah Driving
Association, who have sperit so much
money and worked so hard to secure 6uch
a pleasure drive, will be rejoiced, and
will look hopefully forward to the time
when there will be a bridge across the
river at Milwaukie, and a similar pleas-
ure drive down the east bank of the river.
The first thing tourists and visitors to
the city ask their friends as soon as fine
weather arrives, is, "Where is your
drive? We wish to go out" for a ride."
And It has been necessary to say: "We
have none. But we are going to have
one."

FARMERS GROW RICH.

Market Consumes All Their Products
and "Wants More.

Commission men, market men and ca-

terers all combine to rail at the honest
farmer these days. They say he is wax-
ing "fat and 'becoming rich and haughty,
and while they admit that "the farmer
feeds us all," they asseverate that he
wants to "take all we have for feeding
us and then does not furnish what we
want and are willing to pay for." The long
abused farmer has been having "the long
end" for some time, and Is getting high
prices for everything he has to sell. He
is getting 1 cents per pound for his po-

tatoes, $2 50 a box for his apples. Hay
and oats are " 'way up," eggs bring 16
cents per dozen, and hogs 7 cents per
pound. As for poultry'. It Is out of sight
In every sense. Little down-heade- d chick-
ens, called Spring broilers, five or six
weeks old, sell for from K to $6 per dozen.
Ordinary , "chickens" bring $4 50 to 57
per dozen, and a Fourth-stre- et market
man said with tears In his eyes that a
farmer drove up to his place a day or
two ago with 24 Plymouth rock hens In
his wagon and received In exchange for
them $19 S5. almost $10 per dozen. They
were bought by the pound at that. The
same dealer said he had been Importing
turkeys from the East all the Spring, and
had paid high prices for tons of them.
and pointing to some barrels being land-
ed on the sidewalk, said: "There are 30
dozen of Spring chickens all the way from
Missouri, and they will weigh 1 pounds
apiece fit for frying, and they are fresh
killed, too, which the best Spring chick-
ens that can be got here do not weigh
half a pound. There were no turkeys or
chickens to put In cold storage last Fall,
not half enough to supply the demand.
Why don't the farmers get a move on
them and raise enough poultry to supply
this market?"

Commission men talk In much the same
strain and blame the farmers for not
supplying the demands of the market. The
city has been growing so fast that the
demand lor most kinds of farm produce
is away ahead of the supply. Of course, a
great deal of such produce is bought up
by agents for the Sound cities, and for
Alaska, and shipped rigfit past Portland.
The Willamette. Valley Is the great
source of supply for farm products for a
vast and growing territory. Tacoraa and
