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TERMS OF THE AGREEMENT

CONTRACT BETWEEN MORGAN AND
GERMAN STEAMSHIP LINES,

Latter Preserve Thelir Independence
in Every Respect—Iftended to
Preveat Competition,

HAMEBEURG, April Z.—An officlal state-
ment of the terms of agreement belween
the German steamship lines and the syn-
dicate formed by J. Pierpont Morgan is
published hera. The ggreement between
the Hamburg-American Facket Company
and Mr. Morgan, it appedrs, was conclud-
ed lmst March.

Under the ggreement, It is asserted, the
German lines have preserved thelr inde-
pendence in every respect. The syndicute Is
bound not to send a ship to any German
harbor ‘without permisalen of the German
lines, which, in turn, bind themselves not
to increase thelr present tariff from Eng-
land to the United Etateg beyond a certain
fixed point. Many other ciausez In the
agreement a&lm at preventing competition
between the syndicate and the German
lines. Neither may acguire shares in an-
other, but they are to support each other
mutpally, by chartering stramets or oth-
erwise, in fighting competing third par-
ties, A committee s %0 be formed for the
pettlement of all questions concerning
thelr mutual Interests. This committes
will Bave oo executive power, and any
differences in constructing clauses of the
agreement must be submitted to arbitra-
tion. The duration of the agreement is
limited to 20 years, but elther may termi-
pate it after 10 years or demand o revis-
ion of the contrect, and withdraw If revis-
fon is refused. .
