TACALS OF SAMAR

Senators Condemn General
Smith’s Military Orders.

PHILIPPINE BILL 1S DISCUSSED

Rawlins Says He Was Misguoted In
His Remarks About General Chaf-
fee—House Paxses the Om-
nibas BOL

WASHINGTON, April 3.—A spirited
discusslon of the Philippine situation oc-
curred In the Sonate today. It revolved
fround the order alleged to have been
tswued by Generil Jacob H. Bmith to make
the Island of Bamar a “howling wilder-
ness”” and to kil all mile Inhabltants
over the age of 19 years, The debate took
i wide range and many other polnts were
dlecussed, .

At the coaclusion of routine business,
Rawlins mude a personil slalement as to
a report of kis speech made by the Asso-
cinted Press, to the effect that he had, In
effect, characterized General Chaffes as
“n dastardly villain," on account of the
alieged barbarities committed in the PLl-
Ippines. Rawling sald that an uninten-
tional infostice had been done him, and
quoted from his speech In which he sald:

“I am uneble to fix the responsible
bead and emanation of these barbaritles,
which would disgrace the annals of sven
a semi-civillzed country, not to apeak of
the nation which clalms to hold aloft the
escutcheon of honor and justice and falr
Gealinge. Did Chaffee ailone, unsided, in
coldness and {n brutality, and in savage
and unrelenting disregard of every human
sentiment or possibility of human suffer-
ing, coneelvé this Inlquitious ascheme?
Whence® From what diabalieal souree
was it derived? The American people
ought to know. Is there any pennlty be-
neath the sup adequate enough to be
meted out to the dastard villaln who has
thos brought dishonor upon the American
Army and the American people?”’

The Benate then began consideration of
the blll to ratify an agreement with the
Bigux tribe of Indians of the Rosebud
reservation In  Bouth Dakota. Platt
(Conn.), & member of the Indian affairs
committoe, expinined that the bill bound
the Government to pay Blouz Indians on
the Hosebud reservation §i,400,00 for thelr
lands and R0 at once for the cattie
of the Indiane, and §790,000 In five annual
installments. He proposed an amendment
to strike outl the clause entitling settiers
under the homestend act to a patent for
the land so enterod under the legal Te-
sirictiors, and made an argument in sup-
port oL it, If the pelicy proposed In the
bBlll were earried Into effect, so far as the
public lands were ooncerned, it would
ocunt the Governmont quite §50,000.000.

Dubols expressed himaself as opposed to
the paymernt of a fetitious price for In-
dian lands

Btewnrt, chalrman of the Indlan com-
mittee, sald if the Government was to
pursua the polley of paying to the In-
dinns fancy prices for their lands and
then glve them away to the aettiers, It
would Invoive the Government In an ex-
penditure not of 000000, as suggested
by Platt, but of $180.000.6M He declarsd
that “‘the grest murderers of Indlans”
were the Indian Rights Assoclation. More
Indians had died from discaze, he Assert-
ed—discase incurred from Indolence and
becaise they hud been pauperized and de-
meralized—than had died by the sword.

Clapp urged that there was no proposi-
tion in the pending bill to change the
genoral policy of the Governmeni as to
Indlan lands.

Philippine Bill Discussed,

The Indian reservation bill was lald
aside at 2 o'clock, and the Philippine Gov-
ernment  hill—the unfinished business—
was presented to the Benate. Apparently
no Benntor was prepared to procesd with
the discussion. Lodge, In charge of the
bill, mneisted thnt the debate should pro-
ceed, or thet a reasonahble time be fxed
for & vole

Teller spake briefly in objlectlon.
cussing the alleged order of Genersl
Smith, Telior sald he understood that
General 8mith had tried to jJustify his or-
der by what Is known ax the “Tom Ewing
arder®” Guring the Civil War. By this or-
der the population of two counties In
Missouri were deported and thelr prop-
erty destroyed. He was procesding to
characterize the action of the Amerlean
Army in the Phillppines az most cruel
and barbarouvs, when he was Interrupted
by Spooner with the inguiry: “Doen the
Eenator not remember Fort PlllowT®

“SWhat does the Benator mean by hils
reference to Fort Pilow?™ inquired Car-
mack,

“I had In mind,™ replied Spooner, “what
s been considersd a rmassascre of col-
ored troope there.*

Carmack insisted, with some heat, that
there was no massacre of troops or kill-
ing of prisoners at Fort Pillow,

Teller was continuing his
about General Emith's order, when he
was interrupted by Falrbanks. 1 do
not understind,” sald he, “‘that the Gov-
emment approves of General Smith'a al-
leged order. A court-martinl to try Gen-
erel Emith was ordered as soon asx the
information conceming tha matter
venched Washington.”

Telier replied that, acecording to a news-
piiper article he had read to tha Senate,
the Information hnd been in Washington
many months, but be knew nothing of
the matisr himeelf,

Teller offered an amendment to the bill
providing for 8 commission to be appoint-
ed by the President and to consist of not
le=s than seven, nor more than 15 per-
sons, 1o procoed to the Philippines and
Iry o secure & lasting peace between the
Cnited States and the Fillpinos, the
United States to pay the Commissioners’
silaries of 31000 & year and all expensds,

Tellor eaid that if it be true that Gen-
ersl Emith issusd the alleged order, he
ought to be dsmissed from the service.
“In the records of all the great wars
since the Middle Agpes.” he declared, “you
sannot find =such a diseracefal and wicked
srder ae that issued by General Smith."”

Lodge sald nothing was known here of
Gencral Emith's order gntll It was placed
by
mction in Samar. As soon &8 Waller had
pleaded that order as his defense,. the
President himsslf had decided that -
el Emith be court-martialed. He sald
be d4id not know whether the order of
Genernl Smith was verbal or written.

Carmack insisted that the evidente In-
dicated that orders of & very extrema
vharsacter Issued In the Philippines were
belng suppressed, not, he believed, by the
War Depariment, but by the military
authoritiés in the Phillppines.

OMNIBUS PUBLIC BUILDING BILL.

House Passes 8 Measure Whiech Car-
riea §£17,000,000.

WASHINGTON, April 8 —TUnder s spo-
cial order which allowed: three hours for
debate, but whigh cut off all opportunity
of amendment, the House today
the omnlbus public bullding bill, which
will . distribute 17,406,060 among 184 clties
As the bill covers Into the Treasury $1,585 -
000, the total amount carried by the bill
Is reduced (o that extent. The bill pro-
vides for 77 new bulidings and wites, siX
bulldings on esites slready purchased, 17
bulldings on donated siles, and S8 increases
In appropriations for bulldings already
authorized. It also provides for the pur-
chase of 1€ sitee, The majority for the
bill was so overwheiming that oniy nine
members backed s demand for the ayes
and noes on the passage of the billL. There
was some coriticlsm of the method by
which it wes proposed to pass the bill
witout opportunity for amendment, which
Mercer (Rep. Neb,), chalrman of the com-
mittee, answered hy stating that If the
bill had been subject to amendment, the
appropriations carried by It would have
heen [nerensed to $80,000,000. -

The consideration of the agricultursl ap-
propriation bill was resumed, but only
seven pages were disposed of,

The Proceedings.

Immedintely on convenlng, Dalzell (Rep
Pa), from the commiites on rules, pre-
eonted Lhe spocial order for the considera-
tion of the amnibus bili, under the terms
of which the bill without opportunity for
nmendment, was to be brought to direct
vote flter three hours of general debate.

Creamer (Dem. N, Y.) ralsed ibe polm
of order that the gpecinl order suspended
the rule which permitied the offering of
amendments, and that mo rule could be
suspended witout a two-thirds vote. The
Speaker overruled the polnt of order, an
appeal was taken, and A motion made to
lay the mppeal on the table. When the
Speaker put the motion & great chorus
from both wides of tne House went up In
support of Dxlseil's motlon, while only a
few scalttering noes arose in demand from
the other side.

WHEELER AND THE FILIPINOS,

01d Cavalry Leader Does Not Belleve
They Are Malevolent.

NEW YORK. April 5.—fn a long inter-
view published by the Herald, General
Joseph Wheeler, retired, who is at the
home of his sister in Brookiyn, has dis-
cusséd the Fhillpplnes in the light of re-
cent developments from hls point of view
after six months' service there In com-
mand of & brigade,

“My pervice was confined,” he sald, *‘lo
that section of the country extending for
sbout 128 miles abdve Manlia and some M
or 4 miles in breadth, It is a thickly
populated country, its citles have schools
end the people are mote of leas ediicated.
The !mpression 1 had from these people
wis that all they wanted was an honest,
falr governmént, and I found thein very
appreciative of kindnesa,

"We had & great many fights with the
insurgents, but in no instance was there
any cruelty by our soldlers, or, s0 far
a8 1 know, any killing, except according
to the rules of war, 1 never heard of
ahy watér cure, or any other infliction of
torture upon the Fitpinos”

“Is 1t true,” he was asked, "that Bher-
man's Army, on its march to the ses, was
gulity of suth ncte as have been attirib-
uled to our troops in the Philippines. ¥

“It S true that Sherman's Army did
burm bulldings but I never heard of Is
ever killilng or hurting & noncombatant,”
repiled General Whesler, thoughttully.

“My relations with the Fillpinoa." he
continted, “led me to belleve that they
are not malevolent people. 1t s true, they
were not always frank, and this was due
to the fact that Insurgent chiefe were
constantly demanding Information nand
monesy from them, and they were afrald
to neglect these demands, because If they
did so they would suffer very severely In
thelr property, and possibly In thelr llves
If our troops left, and thers was A con-
stant impression among them that our
troops would only remain temporarily In
that country.

“There were pome Instances of crusity
on the part of the Filipinos, but they were
very few. All the prisofiers who were
taken by them and who were retusned to
uws whom 1 talked to spoks anthusastic-
ally of the kindness with which thoy wire
treated, with the exception of Lisutenant
Glllmore. He complatned of harsh treat-
ment and almost starvation. There was
one case of ecruelty by Oenem) Akino,
who, it was sald, ordered three priscners
to be shot when he was ab pressed that
he thought they would bes retaken by
the United Siater troops.

“My impression was that the Fillpinos
are responsive te kind methods and ap-

siona 10 moe wers that they ahould love
to be cliizena of the Unlted Statep I they
be equals of the Amerians, but they do
not want to be connectad with any goy-
ernment where they will be regarded as
inferiom.*”

“In your opinlon.,” he was asked, “ecan
the United Btates assimilkte the Fillplnos
without extermineting them?™

SWith the exception of a few locallties,
pence and qulet and order exist in the
Philippines now, quite up to the standard
of our own territory, and I am confident
this condition will be universal through-
out the islands In & very short Lime,

“Americans will g0 there bocause they
find advaniages that are offersd by few
eountries, and In & few years they wiil
be the controlling element in those jai-
anda."”

FUNSTON NOT RESPONSIBLE.

Genernl MacArthar Tells of the Cap-
tare of Agtinalde,

WASHINGTON, Aptil 2.—The Bsnate
committee on the Philippines today re-
sumaed the examination of withéhses In
connesction with the inveatigation of af.
fairs in the Philippine Imabhds General
Arthur MacArthur éontinued his exami.
nation. He explained the statement in
his annual repoft of June 80, 1900, that
“the United EBtates Nad adguired sover-
elgnty by treaty and In a2 way owned the
Philippine lslabds but did not own the
Phillpplne people,” by maylng that theas
vonclustions weré feached COnVArIR-
tions with an (ndéfinite number of people
and observation, and that they repre-
sentad the dulk of the views of ths Na-
tlonaliat party,

Dr, F. C. Burns, a surgeon In the United
States Army, as to how he came in pos-
sesxion of it through a Filipino, who
made a copy of the original, The Ben-
ator referred to a later statement by Dr.
Bufns to the effect that the Filipino
might have stretched things a little. Gen-
eral MacArthur claimed there might have
been twe orders. “Would you hang a
yellow dog on the testimeny that is pa-
raded here as to the genuineness of those
ordersT" asked Senator Patterson.

The witness sald It would depend on
‘what kind of a yellow dog it was.

General MacArthur disclalmed any pe-
sponatbility for the orders of General Ja-
eob H. 8mith to make Bamar a “howling
wilderness."

Replying to a question by Senator Bev-
eridge, General MacArthur sald that ab-
solute chaos would result should the Fil-
ipinos be given compiete independence,
and the United States entirely withdraw
from the {slands, but he sald he would
like to hedge this statement at another
session of the committes, He was, there-
ore, excused until tomorrow, the com-

ittes golng Into executive session fur-
ther to ecosider the advisability of sum-
ma:tll;x witnesses asked for by the mi-
nority,

After some dlaéussion [t was decided
to postpone the taking of A vote on the
proposition untll tomorrow morning, at
which time the committes will also pass
upon the guestion of the advisability of
sending a committes to the FPhilippines
to continue the Investigation.

GENERAL SMITH'S COURT-MARTIAL

Native Boys Berved in the Insunrgent
Army.

MANILA, April 38. — When the trisl by
court-martial of General Jacob H. Smith
wWaa resumed today, Pedro Bella, a boy
“mascot” of Company E, of the Ninth
Infantry, commanded by Captain Thomas
W. Connell, who was massacred by the
Bamar natives at Balangiga, testifled that
he saw Captaln Connell's death wound
Eiven by a boy of 16. The witness saw
several ather boys of the same age among
the natives, who took part in the massa-
ore, and thought he could himself use
a bolo agalnit a soldler.

Captaln Waldo E. Ayer, General Smith's
Adjutant-General, sald he had been close-
Iy 4n touch with all the movements and
knew General Bmith's plans, pyrposes and
feeling at every phase. He added that
on the General's arrival the coast was
deserted, and he saw that some towns
filled with peopls when he left. But so far
mn the people of Samar were concerned,
he met only one man worthy of respect,
who was sincere, patriotie and honofable.
Hé must admit, however, that the man
with this qualifieation was born at Marin-
deque, of Tagal ancestry,

First Lleutenant Van Deman, of the
Twenty-firat Infantry, who had charge of
the military Information bureau, de-
setibed. from the records, the treachery
of the natives of Samar.

ROCHAMBEAU MONUMENT.

Last Parts of It Arrived at New York
Yesterday.

NEW YORK, April 2.—On the steam-
ship Friesland, whith arrived today, is
the remalnder of the Rochambeau monu-
ment, which ls to be unvelled In Washing-
ton, May M, by Prosident Roosevelt,

It has boeen a difficult task to (ransport
the pieces from France to Washington In
time for the unvelllng, as they are jarge
and hard to handle. When set up, the
statue from base to top will stand over
2 feot high. It will be placed to the jelt
hand of the emtrance to the White Houre
and just opposite tha statue of La Fay-
ette

TAFT DEFENDS THE ARMY

SAYS INSTANCES OF CRUBLTY IN
THE PHILIFPINES ARE Pl‘-

Governor Taft reviewed the same
grounds as covered by his evidence be-
fore the Senate and House committees.
With respect to the evidence as to the
witer cure and other cruelties, Governor
Taft sald that it must be remembered
that the army of 40000 to 6),000 men,
by reason of the guerrilla warfare carried
on by the Insurgents, had to be divided
into 500 posts—many of which were com-
manded by First and Second Lieutenants
and Captains and sometimes Bergeants;
that the detachments In the feld far ex-
ceeded the number of posts and that this
explained how It was possible, with many
engagements dally, that exceptional in-
stancen of such abuses might occur with-
out typifying the conduct of the Army,
which, on the whole, was considerate
toward the natives. It was not to be ex-
pected that in an army of 80,00 men
there should not be brutes or weak men
who would yield to the temptation of
arbitrary power, and the provoecation
hardly to be understood of the ambush
and treachery, savagery and danger of
Flliplno guerrilla warfare. With respect
to the order of General Smith in Bamar,
the speaker sald that as the mattser was
subjudice, he @ld not feel justified In
making a public statement. The dnade-
quacy of short cable dlspatches In giv-
Ing a trua pleture of the situation re-
quired o delay until the whola record
could be forwarded and the findings re-
viewed by the President.

In speaking of the reiations DbDetween
the ehurch and the government in the
Philippines the speaker sald that under
the Bpuus?: rule the church and state
had had thelr interests so Inextricably
fused that It was a work of the nlcest
and most difficuit charactsr to separate
justly the interests of one from the other,
and yet these Interests must be separated
in order that the church and state In
the Phillppines should be brought to the
condition required by our traditions and
system of government. It was an in-
dispensable ocondition, preparatory to
bpringing the neceasary separation, that
there ahould be some conference between
the church and the representatives of
this Government with a view to an ami-
cable adjustment. Furthermore, this con-
ference should be held between & rep-
resentative of the United States and a
representative of the great corporation
of the church Catholle, or there should be
& conference between a represantative of
this Government and the head of the
church as a matter of facllitating =a
complets settlement. It ecould not, of
course, involve the establlshment of dip-
lomatic relations with thes Vatican, but
if held would be a conference made neces-
sary by the unusual elrecumstances of a
transfer of soverelgnty from a country
closely associated with the church to one
which must have the Interests of the
church and state separate.

¥Manlla Merchants Indorse the Army.

MANILA, April 25.—The American
Chamber of Commerse has passed A reso-
lution indorsing the action of the United
Statese Army Iin the Philippines in the
endeavor to eounteract what the mem-
bers of the chamber belleve to be the
opinlon fn the United BStates that the
pMoers and soldlers have acted in viola-
tion of tha rules of war. The preamble
says the chamber s composed exclsively
of American business men, who have been
thrown Into Intimate contcat with the
conditions everywhers in the Archipelago,
and it was resolved that without the con-
stant watchfulness and protection of the
Army in the Philippines, no property or
busihess Interests would be safe, and that
upon Its Influence depends the stability of
the civll government. The resolution eulo-
gizes General Chaffee.

SHAFFER VINDICATED.

Amalgamnated Association Indorses
Hils Annunl Report,

WHEELING, W. Va, April 8. —1It 1s
now practioally certain that President
Theodore Shaffer iz the blg man of the
Amalgamated Assoclation. Today the con-
vention, with a few Jissenting wvolces,
Indorsed his annual report. The commit-
tee acted favorably on the statements en-
trusted to them, and thelr resolutions
were ratified by the convention. The most
important of the reports waas that of Mr.
Bhaffer, which gave the history of the
mirike and his explanation of every one
of hiz many acts during ths momentous
strugxle.

It s
not Hkely now that there will be much
opporition to Mr, Bhaffer's re-election.
