Mat Accept Market Proposal The
Joint session of the Board of Public Works
and Common Council to consider the
proposition of the Union Market Com-
pany to remove the old Pavilion and erect
a market building on the ground ad-
journed subject to the call of the chair-
man.. It was reported that this call
would be Issued yesterday, but It was
not, and It is not likely that the "joint
session" will meet again for a week. The
members have been giving the grangers
and various chambers of commerce and
boards of trade time to express their opin-
ions In regard to markets, while they have
been looking around to fee if they could
find ?10,000 lying loose with which to build
a market. They have not yet discovered
this or any other sum available for such
a purpose, and unless they discover it
soon, the chances are that they will ac-
cept the proposition of the Union Market
Company, and so allow the city to have
a market during the lives of the present
generation.

Humming Bird Rescued From Cold.
The lowering of the temperature Monday
night made the weather so raw and chilly
yesterday as to cause general complaint
and discomfort, and was sufficient to par-
alyze a pretty little humming bird, which
had probably followed the opening of
buds and blossoms all the way from Mex-
ico. The tiny traveler was picked up on
the sidewalk near the Studebaker Com-
pany's warehouse on the East Side so
chilled as to be helpless by N. N. Bridges.
He brought It carefully across the river
in his hand, and by the time he had
reached The Oregonian office the warmth
had so revived it that it sat up and tried
to preen its ruffled feathers with its bill.
All who saw the pretty little thing felt
sorry that they knew of no way of feed-
ing it, and It was decided to turn It over
to some florist to place in his hothouse,
In hope It might find food and warmth
to keep it alive until the weather is fine
again.

Last Call for Personal Taxes. Sher-
iff Frazier has five deputies in the field
collecting personal property tax, and on
Monday next will proceed under the law
to enforce payment from delinquents by
the seizure and sale of property. The
present tax law provides that where 50
per cent of the tax due on personal prop-
erty has not been paid on or before April
7 the whole amount of the tax shall be
delinquent, and on the first Monday in
May the Sheriff shall proceed to make
seizure of property and sell the same or
sufficient thereof to realize the amount of
the tax due, together with a penalty of
10 per cent, Interest and costs. People
have received ample notice and the ma-
jority who owe taxes have liquidated, but
there are a certain number of delinquents
who will be compelled to pay unless they
do so voluntarily before Monday next. '

Money for Bictcle Paths. The Sher-
iff up to date has collected 1275 bicycle
tax for the year 1902. On April 1 Auditor
Pope states there was a balance of $1543
in the bicycle patfi fund. The bicycle
path beginning at "Washington and Fif-
teenth streets, and to extend to TVilllam-ett- e

Heights, has been completed to the
corner of Twenty-secon- d and Flanders
streets. The cost thus far has been 5928.
Tho work was done by day's labor, under
the supervision of M. Benson and City En-
gineer Chase. County Cmomissioner Mack
says that the path will probably be fin-
ished during the Spring. The work was
suspended some time ago. A well-know- n

citizen who lives in the district covered
by the path asserts that all the bicyclists
In his neighborhood ride on the sidewalk,
and he has yet to see the first person
ride on the path.

High Bank Caves In. A big cave-in-- 1

of the high bank on the south side of
the excavation for the foundation of the
Scottish Rite Cathedral took place yes-
terday afternoon. Some 50 loads of earth
fell Into the excavation, and fortunately
the workmen managed to jump out of the
way. If they had been caught under the
falling earth they would have been
squeezed out to the thinness of paper, for
50 loads of earth weigh many tons. The
cave-i- n extended into the adjoining lot
some three feet, and left a woodshed
standing lingering, trembling on the
brink. It Is not unlikely that more
ground will cave in, bringing the wood-
shed with it. When the south foundation
wall of concete Is built and the earth
which caved in is thrown over back of it,
all will be quiet on the Potomac.

Fifteen Dats Mors for Registration.
Registration of voters closes May 15,

which leaves just 15 days In which to reg-
ister. There are several thousand electors
who have not yet enrolled themselves.
Persons who do not register cannot vote,
except on on affidavit slgped by six free
holders. There Is a sufficient ..force of
clerks employed, and the office is open
from 8 o'clock in the morning until 10
o'clock P. M., and is open during the
noon hour. Electors residing in the coun-
ty outside of the city limits can register
before a notary public

Smallpox at Palmer's Mills. Small-
pox Is reported among the employes of
Palmer's mills, near Bridal Veil, and five
patients are kept together in a building
situated some distance from the com-
pany's plant. They are under the care of
Dr. Power. The disease is reported to be
of a very mild type, and several persons
afflicted with it recovered very rapidly.
On this account doubt has been expressed
that the disease prevalent In the camp Is
genuine smallpox. County physician Mc-
Kay is guarding against a spread of the
disease.

Bictcle Open Season Ends. The open
season for riding and racing bicycles on
the sidewalks ends today, and for a few
months it may be possible .for people to
meander along the sidewalks without some
one riding furiously, like John, the son of
Nimshl, up behind ',and blowing a
whistle or clanging a bell as a sign for
them to jump out of the way or be
knocked off the earth.

Board of PnblicWorlra. Receives Bids
From Ilailvny Companies.

It is proposed to remove the sidewalk
running north and south along the Park
blocks and let the park extend out to the
full width of the blocks. Yesterday bids
were received for laying curbing along
two sides of these blocks. W. Halz bid
$325, and was awarded the contract.

Bids were submitted for improving East
Main stret. East Mill street, and East
Everett street, but since they failed to
state that the work would be done as
specified in the special ordinance, they
were considered irregular, and rejected,
and the City Auditor ordered to readver-tiB- e

for bids on this work.

his first appearance in Portland on the
Marquam stage last night, a great many
people are Indebted for a conception of
the character of a Prince of the Roman
church entirely in keeping with its dfgnlty
in the days when the voice of Rome was
the voice of authority to the Tulers of the
earth. Mr. Willard is a great actor. He
has the voice, the presence, and what Is
more than both, the hralns that are neces-
sary to (he achievement of a high place
In that craft of many apprentices and few
.masters. And in Louis N. Parker's play,
'"The Cardinal," which was selected for
the opening bill of his engagement In Port-
land, he finds employment for his best
talent. Unknown to most of the house,
when on his first entrance his brilliant
robes gave the signal for a faint burst of
recognition, E. S. Willard and Cardinal de
Medici, from that time forward one and
inseparable, held the eyes and the Interest
of every one in the house, thrilled on
amused them at his pleasure, and at the
close of every act the curtain rose so
many times In response to tumultuous de-

mands that it .was Impossible to keep
count of them.

The play gives little opportunity for any
one but Mr. Willard, "but he Is enough. A
more delightful character than that of the
proud-spirite- d Cardinal whose robes the
actor wears for two hours Is scarcely im-
aginable, and certainly not at all neces-
sary. And if he Is before the eyes of his
audience all the time, and If his words
and actions dominate-- the play to such an
extent that the othCT characters are lucky
If they are seen or heard at all, it is a3
one would wlsh for certainly no lesser
light than a star of the first magnitude
could so perfectly satisfy every desire of
the playgoer.

There is but little to the story of the
play. Cardinal de Medici, whose family
pride Is written in more than one history,
hears the confession of Andrea Stozzi, a
ruffianly soldier ot fortune, who has mur-
dered the father of the girl with whom
the Cardinal's brother Is in love. Suspicion
points toward the brother, and he Is ar-
rested, the Cardinal's lips being, of course,
sealed by his priestly vows. On the eve
of the boy's execution, StrozzI, returning
victorious from an expedition on which
he has been sent by the Pope, is asked
by his confessor if he will declare the In-

nocence of the man arrested In his place.
He offers to do so If the girl will accept
him, and to free her lover she Is about
to yield, when the cardinal thrusts her
under his protection, flings defiance In
the bargainer's face, and sets about with
all the De Medlcl craft to bring the rascal
to justice.

Feigning insanity, he sends for StrozzI,
and by making him believe that the girl
Is to marry his brother before execution
and then take the veil, he wrings from
him p. bold recital of the murder, which
falls upon the cars of the Chief Magis-
trate of Rome, secreted behind a screen,
and the victory is won.

It would be difficult to select from the
'many scenes of the play those In which
Mr. Willard was strongest. His 'return
from an audience with the pope, sought
to bring about intervention in behalf of
his brother, and his recital of the Indig-
nities which had been heaped upon him
was magnificent. Again, his meeting with
StrozzI on the letter's return frcm the
wars, his pride and entreaty,
and his final beautiful wrath and scorch-
ing curse were good to hear and look
upon, but both these scenes were sur-
passed by the last act, when the cardinal
wears the disguise of one brain-sic- k in
order to lure the murderer into his trap.
"It is ill bargaining with the Medlcl," he
says, as StrozzI feels the noose settling
about his neck, and one who has seen
this particular scion of the family barter
Is ready to believe It Such an actor re-
awakens the hope of better things for the
stage, and when such a one comes to
Portland, If appreciation is not shown him,
It will be because playgoers do not want
the best that can be provided for them.

The' support Is all that Is necessary.
Charles

t Canfleld as StrozzI is a traditional
villain. A. S. Homewood does good and
careful work as the cardinal's brother, H.
Barfoot is on excellent merchant, Edith
Dennet is a pretty Filberta, and Miss
Marie Linden answers the requirements
of the role of the cardinal's mother. The
rest of the cast, which Is large, is ade-
quate. The play Is sumptuously costumed,
and the scenery Is unusually elaborate and
complete.

Th week "before the Health Department
of New York seized a quantity of stuff be
ing sold for baking powder wnicn iney
found was made from alum mixed with
ground rock, and dumped It Into the river.

The Health Authorities are thus taxing
effective means to prevent the Introduc-
tion Into our markets of Injurious substi-
tutes in place of wholesome baking pow-
ders.

A alum costs onlv two cents a oound.
there Is a great temptation for those man
ufacturers who make substitutes ana imi-

tation goods, to use it. Alum baking
powders can be detected by the health
authorities by chemical analysis, but the
ordinary housekeeper, whose assistance in
protecting the health of the people is im-

portant, cannot make a chemical examin-
ation. She may easily know the alum
powders, however, from the fact that
they are sold at from ten to twenty cents
for a pound can, or that some prize like
a spoon, or glass, or piece of crockery,
or wooden ware Is given with the powder
as an inducement.

As the people continue to realize the Im-

portance of this subject and consumers
Insist on having baking powder of estab-
lished name and character, and as the
health authorities continue their vigorous
crusades," the alum danger willit Is
hoped, finally be driven from our homes.

"Up the Columbia.
