once adjusted in the style of a hb and
wns happy, The proprictor sald that the
Chinese iaundryman, whom he had been
obliged to patronize since the strike In
the Amoericsn laundriex, charged him 50
woents Per Jozen 107 “doing up' his nap-
kine, which he considered sn outrage.
Butcheérs had advanced the price of
meats beyond all reason, charging 1
oents per pound for loins untrimmed, a
Jurge part of which went to the “stock™
kettle, as his customars did not eat
Hamburg stéik, and another considerabie
portion of which went to the rendering
ksitle for tallow. Leges of mutton, veal
and pork, untrimmed, cost 13§ cents per
pound, and potatoes cost him ¥ per sack.
He could not see how he was to make
both ends meet unfer spch conditions,
His patrons replied that i he made one
end meat pnd the other end fowl they
would not complain.

WHAT 1S SOCIALISM?
Rev, Carl D. Thompson Tells an Aud-
ience of l_l: Theorien.

Rev. Carl D. Thompson, an ex-Congre-
gationalist minister from Elgin, 11l le-
tured last night In the Eagles' Hall on
“Boclalism, the Supreme Moral Issue of
the Hour; What It Is and What It lso't”
The hall was well fliled with listeners,
Mr. THompson, who {» a man about 3
years old, epoke In o calm, dispassionate
manper, and was at palns to. point out
that to obtain the ends soclalists have
in view thay do not desire any fusion
with the Republiean or Democratie
parties. He expressed his conyletion that
it the Boclallsts pall their full vote on
ptrict party lnes at the June eclection
in Oregon that they will probably carry
the atate for Soclalism In 1004

“I intend to remain In Oregon until the
day before election to support and work
for the success of the BSocialist ticket”
he pald, In part. “In one way, It i» &
question of expense, and you will be
asked to comntribute toward my expenses
before the meeting closes, If you care to,
bat If not 1 wiil stay In Oregon and work
for the muccess of Soclalism all the same.
Monopolles and trusts are behind both the
Republican and Democratic parties, Elect
Republicans or Democrats, and the trusts
will be on top., The country ls walting
to see what the Soclalista of Oregon are
to do In this election, and the result wiil
have an effect on elections In other states
in the Union. A moral ssus Is before
you, one affecting the eamning of your
bread and the happiness and safety of
your wife, your home, your children. We
with no deal, no trade, with the other
politicnl parties. We are to push on to the
stralght mark of Soclalism. One leading
question is, Shall the trusts own the peo-
ple, or shall the people own the trusts
that are grinding them down? The only
party that takes a stand on this lssue Is
the Soclalim party.

“It ls not necessary to expialn in Ofe-
gon and to this auvdience that soclalism
does not mean anarchy.
give you control of the éonditions which
control your lives, your happinoss and
the happiness of those who are dear to
you. Socialism does not mean that we
will selme your private property. For in-
stance, my clothes are my private prop-
erty, because they are of use to me and
they, would not fit you. My wateh, and
it Is not a very good one, s my prlvste
property, where 1 can place the photo-
graph of my wife: you would not want
that. Soclalism alms to give the com-
mubity econtrol of the rallroads, tele-
graphs, telephones, oll and gold falds,;
also forests and all natural products which
it I= mid God created and gave to all men
in common. Such things are controlled
by ths few now."

In closing Mr. Thompson drew a word
picture of the millennlum, whish would
dawn If the teachings of socinllsm were
put In practice, and spoke agalnst the
competitive system as cpposed ta the co-
operative, stuting that the former was
unseientific, wasteful and Immoral, He
inglsted that esociallsm will give people
equal opportdnity. It wae announced that
socialist addresses will be delivered in
this city May I, 32 and 55, by Rev. J.
Btitt Wilson, of Chicago.
